COMPROMISE IS REACHED IN GOV-
ERNMENT SUIT TO BREAK AL-
LEGED MONOPOLY

Washington. — The government's
anti-trust action against the great
meat packers, begun at President Wil-
son's direction last summer as part
of the fight on the high. cost of liv-
has béen compromised under an
agreement by which the packers will
confine themselves hereafter to the
meat and provision business,

An injunction decrée to which the
packers have acceded will be entered
in the fedéral courts to make the
agreement binding. Under its terms
the big five—Swift, Armour, Morris,
Wilson and Cudahy--have agreed:

To sell under  supervisiomw of the
United States district court, prefer-
ably to the live stock producers aand
the publie, all their holdings in public
stockyards and newspapers.

To dispose of all their interests in
public cold storage warehouses, ex
cept as necessary for their own meat
products

To forever dissociate themselves
with the retail meat business

To forever dissociate themselves
with all “unrelated lines,” including
wholesale groceries; fresh canned,
dried or salt fish; fresh, dried or can
ned vegetables;® fresh, ¢rushed, dried,
evaporated or canned fruits; confec
tioneries; syrups; soda water fountain
supplies, etc; molasses, honey, jams,
Jjellles and preserves; ices; sauces,
relishes, ete.; coffee, tea, chocolate,
cocoa, nuts, flour, sugar, rice and
cereals (with an exception to be
noted); bread, wafers, crackers, bis
cuits, spaghetti, vermicelli,  maca
roni, cigars, china, furniture, ete

To forever abandon the use of the
branch houses, route cars and auto-
mobile trucks comprising their distri-
bution system, for any other than
their own meat and dairy products

To perpetually submit to the juris
diction of the United States district
courts, under an injunction forbidding
all the defendants from directly or
indirectly maintaining any combina
tion or conspiracy with each other or
any other person or persons, or mono-
polizing or attempting to monopolize
any food porducts in the United States,
or indulging in any unfair and un-
lawful- practice.

The decree provides that the juris
diction is perpetually retained by the
«<courts for the purpose of taking such
other action or adding at the foot of
the decree such other relief that mgy
becomie necessary.

Two years are given to comply with
the decree, which affects 87 corpora
tions and 49 individuals,

lots as nearly equal as to quality eof
animals as possible. The two lots

were managed and fed the same wWay
with the exception that one lot was

treated to prevent lice. « The anlmals
were wwelghed at regular tritervals and
at the end of the fattening period It

was found that the hogs Infested with

Champion Berkshire Barrow Free of
Lice.

lice cost a cent a pound more to fatten
than those which were free of the trou-
blesome pest. The officials who had
charge of this experiment give an in-
teresting side light In connection with
securing the lousy animais. They
communicated with some of the de-
partment's fleld men, asking them to
locate lousy hogs, It was some time
before a reply was recelved to this
surprising order, After the lousy hogs
were purchased the owner learned
why, and he Immediately bullt a dip-
ping vat and began to treat the an-
imals to prevent lice.
