" UNTIMELY DEATH

Miss Dollie Smith, of Jermyn, met
& tragie-and untimely death whilg in
bathing at Eliasville last Saturday
afternoon., There were only three or
four in the river when she was
drowned. . Mrs. Keesee came very
near losing her life trying to save her.
There was only man present and he
was unable to rescue her. Aniagance
was summoned and the body was
taken from the water about twenty-
five minutes after it went down but
those attending were not. able to
bring her back to life.

She lived at Jermyn and was at

was unable to swim and stepped

she met the tragic and untimely death
mentioned above.

After writing a brief statement
elsewherg in this issug of The Leader
of the deah of Miss Smith, we ob-
tained the following information
which we are glad to give in full:

The toww of Eliasville was made
sad on Saturday evening, July 31,
1920, when the sudden news was
spread that Miss Dollie Mae Smith
had met her death by drowning in
the Clear Fork river near here,

Miss Dollie, together with Mrs. Dee
Keenee, Mrs. Jim Hill and heér broth-
er and sister, Mr. and Mrs, Silas Hill,
were bathing when Miss Dollie stepped
off in deep water. The other membery
of the party barely escapéd drowning
as all tried to save Miss Dollie’s life.
Silas Hill and all members of the
party had to be dragged out of the
river by nearby fishermen, Silas being
perfectly helpless when pulled out as
he had tried to save all

Miss Dollie had been visiting her
sistér, Mrs. Silas Hill, for a few
weeks and had endeared herself to the
people of the little town by her wo-
manly traits and christian character
Miss Dollie was
young womanhood.

Every effort was made to bring her
back to life. Several sailor boys and
a Mrs. Jackson, a trpined nurse,
worked for ning hours without a stop
to bring her back but to no avail

If the
Chinese of the North seldom bathe it
is due to the fact that they usg clothes
instead of fuel to keep their bodies
warm. In the South tho daily bath is
the custom.

SURVEY OF CHILDREN'S HEALTH

Austin, July 80.—A survey of
school children’s health, which the
public health .nurse declares to be
typical of the entire State and other
states, has recently been completed
by.Miss Pearl N. Hyer, R. N,, public
health nurse of the Texas ' Puplic
Health Association,

Miss Hyer made examinations, as-
sisted by local physicians, of 729 chil-
dren in a certain North Texas town.
Among these 729 school children, 16566
defects ‘were found-—over two de-
fects per child. The number with en-
larged tongils wre 297, 81 with sub-
merged tonsils, 122 that needed eye-
lids treated, 97 that had adenoids, 150
who needed glasses badly; 136 with
defective hearing, 385 that needed
teeth treated, 119 wha needed gums
treated, 20 who were over 10 pounds
overweight, and 299 who wer. five
pounds or more ' underweight.

“This survey seems typical of con-
ditions throughout the greater part
of Texas,” said Miss Hyer, “and ex-

have bad tonsils, while a large num-
ber have defectivy hearing or eye-
sight.

“Every community needs a public
health nurse, so that these defects
may be discovered and corrected in
youth, and so that the children may
grow up into stromg, healthy, happy
It is the duty of the
people of Texas to provide ‘health
insurance’ for the cigizens of the
future.”

The
warning declares that there arg no
free tuberculosis hospitals in Texas
for the carg of non-residents, that
there is very little so-called “light
work” so that the tuberculéus person
with low funds may support himself
while secking a cure, and that treat-
ment at home gvith proper care is
beneficial.

“Iv will spare many peoply from
other states a great amount of worry
and financial strain” "said D. E.
Breed, executive secretary of the
Texas Public Health Association, “if

(we warn them beforé they start for

Texas. Many of them believe climate
will cure tuberculosis;* ht doctors
say that it is only of ninw value in
the cure of the disease.

“There are many tubercufous peo-
ple wandering through 'l‘chp who are
pennfless, and we have that the
larger portion of them a m other
states. It is most unfair 9 their own
health, and to the peoplé of Texas
that they should come from other
states into thy Lone Star State and
be thrown on the charity of our eiti-
vens.

The editor of a newgpaperis not in-
fallible and makes mistakes the same
as any other human being, but no one
knows this bettr than does the editor
himself. The nature of an editor’s
mistakes are more conspicuous .

We have noticed a number of squibs
in our exchanges regarding mistakes.
These items lead us to believe that
other duffers besides editors are sub-
ject to this malady.

Again when the village belle chances
to get tied up to_some worthlss cuss,
whose only qualifications are that he
can chew tobacco and relate sugges-
tive stories, t he whole town may with
impunity review the past history -of
the two and its very little ice. But if
the editor happens to spell the
groom’s name with an “o” instead of
an “a” and overlook the fact that the
bride is a member in good standing
of the Ladies Aid Society they both
would be insulted and mercilessly fay
the editor and his gimlet,

What is strange about the mistakes
of a newspaper man is the fact that
0 matter how many errors he makes
in lying about another man's. qualities

he never lays himself liable to be
vunctured with a thirty-two, or
lynched. Indeed, it is a funny old
world.

Everybody makes mistakes. The
only ones who never make mistakes
are slumbering in the cemeteries—and
t not unlikely that some of them are
there because the doctors also make
mistakes.

A man often makes a mistake by
marrying when he should have taken
a post graduate course in how to sup-
port himself. A fine woman is often
in error when she wantonly throws
herself away on some fool who ean
ging coon songs like Caruso but

Galveston, Aug. 4.-—Establishment
and maintenance of martial law in
Galveston up to August 1 cost the
State of Texas approximately $160,-
000, it was announced today by Lieu-
tenant Colonel John- H, Zachry, Quar-
termaster of the First Provisional
Brigade, quartered here. This money
was expended for pay, subsistence,
medical supplies and transportation.
It is $560,000 more than was appropri-
ated for the enforcement .of martial
law in Galveston by the reecent called
session of the Legislature, Deficiency
warrants are to bg issued to care for
the ast and future excesses over the
appropriation, it is presumed. Dallas
banks on July 30 agreed to carry for
one month deficiency warrants for
more than $25,000 incurred by the
stay of the two units here.
Beginning August 1, Colonel Zachry
estimates the expense to the State of
keeping the troops here will amount
to $50,000 a month. Of this sum
about $37,000 is required monthly te
pay enlisted man and officers, who
receive the same salaries for their
ranks as are now given Federal troops.
There are now 5614 enlisted men in
the provisional regiment stationed
in Galveston, according to an an.
