Maggiore by means of the river Po.
It &» said that the water is deep
enough at the Swiss end of the lake
for ocean liners, so it may be possi-
ble some day to take a ship from
Switzerland to New York.

| Governor Neff said that he had dis-
{covered that the State had too many
{officials on the payroll and that
{they are not all earning their salary
|and that the State.has too much
| duplicating and overlapping machin-
lery, in an address here today before
a joint meeting of the Rotary and
Kiwanis Clubs. The Governor told
of numerous other discoveries he
had made since taking office.

The most mentioned was the “law
enforcement program” which he has
annoupced he will resubmit at the
special Legislature session, pointing
out that while the Governor was
charged with enforcing the laws of
Texas, he “stands with but little au-
thority and practically helpless, in
the presence of the greatest crime
wave in history.” He said that he
had discovered the Governor
no authority to remove in-
efficient officers, yet he was charged
with efficient administration of
State affairs.

“There is entirely too much har-
mony around the capitol,” said the
Governor, “in regard to expenditure
of money. Those who appropriate
the people’s money should not be at
all times on such harmonious terms
with those who spend it.”
