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JUDGI NELSON PHILLIPS
RESIGN FROM SUPREME COURT

Austin, Nov, 16.—Judge
Philips, Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court of Texas, announced from the '
bench at the session this mormng
that he would resign.

o'clock this
Phillips retired to his office to pre-
pare his letter of resignation to the
Governor. It is understood that he
will enter private practice in Dallas.

The announcement was a distinct
surprise to all members of the judi-
ciary and to the capitol in general
as there had been no rumor whatever
of his quitting the bench.

Judge Phillips has been a mem-
ber of the Supreme Court for the
last tén years and Chief Justice for
the last six pears.

Judge Phillips sent his rsignation
to the Governor's office shortly be-
ifore moon. It was a brief an-
nouncement of his resignation, giv-
ing no reasons therefor. The text
of the letter is as follows:
