(too much rain. Early wheat
‘threshing in Baylor county
'shows that some of the fields
are making only four busheéls
‘of inferior grain per acre, with
a mountain of straw, to handle
in getting the grain out. So
from what source does bank-
ruptey come Dago? :

The value of the present crop
will no more than balance up
the damage caused by late rains
to farms and roads in this state.
A dry climate is a more healthy
and pleasant place to live than
‘one in which it is raining a good
part of the time. On account
of much rain the cattle ticks
have returned and the chiggers
are so thick we have to float
in Watkins lotion and all of

this is not pleasant, so get off

the water wagon Dago.

We can't endorse Dago's
statement when he says “the
last five veams have driven the
country bankrupt” for,
our observation the farmer who
knows how to farm has been
making steady progress all the
time. Certainly all the farmers
here know how to raise cotton
and a patch of corn, but that is
only a small part of the knowl-
edge necessary in order to make
a success in farming. What I
mean is for a man to know his
land, what it is good for, and
how to manage it in arranging
his crop, the best kind of stock
to keep on the farm and how
best to dispose of crop

With improved farm ma-
chinery, and the drouth resist-
ing plants we now cultivate, we
can successfully cope
season as dry as the one we
had in 1886 and pass through
it with only a very slight set-
back.
