The city’s seven saloons will 
dose in about thirty days, the 
time fixed by law after public 
notice of the election result.

• new system of campaigning 
would win. Instead o f making 
spee .les and arousing the city 
over the issue, they went quiet­
ly about in a personal canvass 
and pledged more that a close 
majority for their cau.se.

The prohibition will cover the 
justice precinct that indudes 
Mineral Wells, The total vote 
o f 926 was not far short o fth e  
precinct’s normal vote, which 
is but little nfore than 1.000.

Mineral Wells has been “ wet” 
_^or years. Only a few small 

places in the county are now 
*Ms’e t ”  The entire county vot­
ed down prohibitioii a year ago.

“ Planters able to do so owe 
it to the South to withhold 
their cotton from market Bank­
ers must for the present mix 
patriotism with their business, 
and assist planters and tenant 
farmers to hold their cotton 
until the altnatton clears, which 
It win do, we think, within 60 
days.

“The United States govern­
ment is now' arranging to aid 
the establishment o f a merchant 
m arine 4n American bottoms, 
and congress seems to be look­
ing at the matter from a pa­
triotic instead of a partisan 
standpoint We have no doubt 
but that inside of 90 days we 
shall be able to ship promptly 
to foreign markets our cotton, 
com, wheat and meat.

“ Our advice is to organize 
all the interior jcotton markets 
to secure storage and insurance, 
and have a committee formed 
to pass on grades. You will 
then be in a position to ask for 
your part o f the funds in the 
hands of the federal reserve 
board.

“ I f  the war continues, the 
consumption of American mills 
will be greatly increased, and 
the war will develop special op­
portunities for our mills in the 
South * American markets.

‘T o  sum up, we believe there 
will be a market for the cotton 
crop and it should bring an in­
creased price.”  —  Farm and 
Ranch. ^
