, In the meeting March 29, the 
Commissioners Court unani­
mously approved a proposed 
agreement between the County 
and the City of Muleshoe pro­
viding for the joint operation 
and maintenance of the recently 
installed radio tower and law 
enforcement equipment owned 
jointly by the City and County. 
The said tower and equipment is 
located approximately one-half 
mile south of the Muleshoe city 
limits on Highway 214. on City 
property.
This a part of a radio communi­

cations system that covers the 
entire fifteen county South 
Plains Association of Govern­
ments area. It was obtained on a 
regional basis, funded through a 
Criminal Justice Grant,and is to 
be used solely for law enforce­
ment purposes. The Criminal 
Justice Council pail 75 percent 
of its cost. Through the system 
law enforcement officers each 
have direct communication with 
all other officers that are on the 
system. The svstem includes not

only the tower and base station, 
hut transmitters, mobile units, 
walkie-talkies, and other equip­
ment. It is a highly sophisticated 
system, and has greatly im­
proved the efficiency of police 
communications in the area.

Both Bailey County and the 
City of Muleshoe are participat­
ing in it. They own the tower 
and base station jointly, but 
each cnity owns its own mobile 
units and walkie-talkies separ­
ately. The transmitter is located 
in the Law Enforcement Center 
and serves all units.
The Agreement referred to 

provides for the maintenance 
and servicing of the jointly 
ow ned tower, base station, and 
other related equipment. Under 
terms of the Agreement, if 
approved by the City Council, 
the cost for maintenance and 
operation will be shared jointly, 
the City will be responsible for 
initial bills, and the County will 
reimburse the City for their 
part. It is a continuous contract, 
and will renew itself annually

The Commissioner's Court re­

ceived a petition that requested 
the closing of a twenty-four foot 
strip of land along three sides of 
a tract of land that was platted 
years ago in the tow n of Maple. 
And. acting upon the petition, 
the Court entered an Order 
officially closing it to public use. 
The tract of land was platted 

for business purposes years 
ago, and a twenty four foot strip 
along the north, the east, and 
the south sides was dedicated to 
the public for streets and alleys. 
But it had never been officially 
opened. And the property had 
developed in such a way that the 
twenty-four feet was needed for 
private purposes. For that rea­
son freeholders residing in the 
area petitioned the Court to 
close it to public use, and. there 
being no protest, the Court 
entered their order.
The Commissioners Court vot­

ed to institute condemnation 
proceedings against one tract of 
land in Commissioners Precinct 
No. 4 south of Circle Back in 
order to obtain right-of-way for 
the purpose of opening a county 
road.
The proposed road will connect 

the Circle Back pavement with 
the pavement west of the town 
of Bula. and will be approxi­
mately eight miles in length. It 
is already opened on each end, 
but there is approximately three 
miles near the center that isn't 
opened. All the right-of-way for 
the new portion has been ac­
quired except one tract. In order 
to obtain that right-of-way the 
Court is instituting condemna­
tion proceedings.

Cotton V a r ie t y  Tests Announced
LUBBOCK -  Performance re­

sults from evaluations of nearly 
100 cotton varieties in 1975 have 
been announced.
The top five varieties, which 

include two new lines, were 
Tamcot SP2I, Tamcot 788, Qua- 
paw, GSA71 and Paymaster 
303. The latter two arc recently 
released varieties.

Under the direction of Dr. 
Levon L. Ray. cotton geneticist 
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-* 
periment Station, tests were 
conducted at Lubbock and near 
Lamesa in Dawson County and 
in cooperation with Dr. Douglas 
Owen at the Experiment Station 
at Halfway in Hale County.

At Lubbock, cottons were c- 
valuated under dryland and 
irrigated conditions, on land 
with severe Vcrticillium wilt 
infestations and in a narrow-row 
production system.
Over 50 commercially available 

varieties and about that number 
of unreleased. experimental va­
rieties were tested last season, 
said Ray.
The Plains Cotton Growers and 

the Lamesa Cotton Growers 
organizations provided financial 
support for conducting the tests. 
Ronnie Culp, grower, and Coun­
ty Extension Agent LeRoy Col- 
gan. Jr., cooperated in the

Dawson County test. 
Evaluations, Ray said, are 

conducted annually under se­
veral conditions and at different 
locations on the Texas High 
Plains to assist growers in the 
variety selection decisions. In­
formation furnished by these 
tests will provide breeders a 
comparative performance of va­
rieties and help them detect and 
correct any weakness their vari­
ety might have, he added.

"Selection of the wrong cotton 
variety can be costly for the 
producer," he said. "Many 
excellent varieties are available 
but they must be matched to 
specific production conditions to 
assure maximum profits."

Ray said Tamcot SP21. Tamcot 
788, Quapaw, GSA71 and Pay­
master 303 were the higher 
yielding varieties when aver­
aged over the Lubbock and 
Dawson County tests.
"GSA72 and Paymaster 303 

are new varieties which may not 
be familiar to many growers. 
Dclcot 277 was the top yielding 
variety in the Dawson County 
test. This variety has tolerance 
to nematodes, fusarium w ilt and 
Verticillium wilt, but it is an 
open boll variety. Its tolerance 
to nematodes may have been 
partly responsible f o r  the bieh

yield, but the nematode infesta­
tion was relatively light in this 
field." Ray added.
The report showed some newer 

varieties which yielded well in a 
supplemental test at Lubbock 
were Early Cot 32. Early Cot 33, 
Dawson B-25 and Tamcot SP-23. 
Acala 1517-70 yielded well at 
Lubbock but was not among the 
high yielding varieties in the 
Dawson County test.
Yields were “ very low" in the 

Verticillium wilt tolerance test. 
Acala BJ080. the highest yield­
ing commercially available vari­
ety. produced less than 200 
pounds of lint per acre, the 
report indicated. But several 
wilt tolerant experimental vari­
eties produced over 200 pounds 
of lint per acre, and in a double 
row test under severe wilt 
conditions yields of two experi­
mental strains exceeded 400 
pounds of lint per acre.

In varieties common to both 
the single and double-row tests, 
yield was increased 64 percent 
or 142 pounds of lint per acre 
with the narrow row spacing 
under severe wilt. In tests 
where wilt was not a significant 
problem, yields were increased 
an average of 14 percent with 
the double-row planting.

Ray said several experimental 
varieties showed good potential, 
especially for disease tolerance 
and adaptation to narrow-row. 
Of the commercially available 
varieties. Paymaster Dwarf and 
Tamcot SP-21 had the highest 
yields followed closely by 
GSA71, Paymaster 303 and

Earlv Cot 31 in the double-row 
test.

"Considerable interest has ar­
isen in recent years in glandless 
cotton." the scientist said. "The 
significance of this cotton is that 
the meal produced from its seed 
does not contain gossypol. a

SEEKING THE LORD: Isaiah 
55:6-7 • This passage is fre­
quently used as a test to appeal

to the unsaved and it is not 
entirely out of place with such 
an application. Hut it will be

observed that it was originally 
spoken by Isaiah to the devout 
Jews of his day and was 
equivalent to a pastor’s appeal

to his own members. There are 
lour very striking lessons to be 
found in it.
EXHORTATIONS! There is al 

ways a need for pastors to 
exhort to his members that they 
muv cling to God and to give 
God a chance in their lives. It is

not alwasy a question of one s 
salvation - but many times it is a 
question of one's usefulness. It 
will be worth our while to 
remember that the true pastor 
always carries his members in 
his heart and many times he 
talks to God about them in 
secret - and many times he 
appeals to them publicly and 
privately to give God a larger 
place in their hearts and lives.
I here is a great need for an 
application of this truth today. 
So many of our members live on 
a low plane and there is necessi- 
•>' lor an earnest, warm-hearted

exhortation from the pastor 
because ot ihe way wardness of 
his sheep. This statement seems 
to imply that many people seek 
to hide from God and run away 
from Him. and for that reason 
the appeal comes for men to 
seek the Lord. It is no wonder 
that many people gel so little 
out of their religion when you 
consider how little they give to 
their religious needs. They 
starve their souls and then 
wonder why they die early. God 
is an experience and is found 
only in one's personal experi­
ence with Him. He can not be

learned from sermons, nor from 
the Bible but God is learned by 
and through an experience of a 
personal nature.
IMPLICATIONS: The state­

ment implies that there may be 
k time when God could not be 
found. This does not mean that 
God will cease to love • but it 
does mean that our hearts will 
no longer respond to His love. It 
does not mean that God ceases 
to call - but it does mean that we 
may refuse to hear His call. The 
statement also implies that God 
is nearer to us some times that 
He is at other times. Everv

Christian realized when lie goes 
to pray that this fact is true. 
There is a great danger of our 
traveling beyond the reach of 
His voice. This statement also 
implies that too many of us arc

not on intimate enough terms 
with God. We hope to spend 
eternity with Him and yet we 
arc not on speaking terms with 
Him in this life. Speaking terms 
with mama sometimes leads us 
to speaking terms with God. In 
other words, it a child is taught 
right it is pretty well under­
stood that he has a better

chance ot living right when he 
grows up.

ADMONITIONS: There is an 
admonition for a changed life. 
"Let the wicked forsake his 
throughts and let him return to 
the Lord." Which implies that 
those things that are inconsis­
tent with God must be pul out of 
our lives if God is to mean verv 
much to use. Our lives can never 
be what they ought to be as long 
as these things remain with us. 
Are we willing to pay the price 
of a good life? Are we w illing to 
pay the price of a happy life? 
Many people want to be happy,

but they are unw illing to pay the 
price of happiness. Many want 
to be useful - but are unwilling 
to pay the price of usefulness.
ASSURANCES: God will have 

mercy on you - this is clearly 
staled and it is great assurance 
to any man who needs mercy, 
l et us remember that God is not 
a ty rant - demanding a pound of 
flesh. He is more anxious to 
forgive us than we are to be 
forgiven. God will abundantly 
pardon, is also clearly stated 
which means that our pardon 
w ill be full and free - instantane­
ous and abundant.

toxic substance which largely 
restricts the meal from the 
normal seed to feed for rumi­
nant animals. Without the gos- 
sypol. cottonseed could become 
a valuable source of food grade 
vegetable protein.

“ Gregg Seed Farms, Lam- 
bright Seed Farms and Rogers 
Seed Company have commer­
cially available glandless vari­
eties. Most other companies 
developing varieties for this 
area have advance glandless 
experimental varieties.”

Ray said 16 glandless varieties 
were evaluated in a test with 
two normally glanded check 
varieties. Tamcot 788 and Pay­
master 111A. in 1975. The 
glanded check varieties had an 
average yield of 377 pounds of 
lint per acre and the glandless 
cottons an average of 375 
pounds of lint per acre.

In comparing glandless and 
glanded varieties which have 
been grown in this test over the 
past three years, Rav found that 
the average yield was 589 
pounds per acre for the glanded 
and 579 pounds per acre for the 
glandless.
Varieties were evaluated in 

conventional single-row and 
double-row tests at the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
at Halfway. Dr. Douglas Owen 
was in charge of these tests. 
Tamcot SP21 yielded 749 

pounds of lint per acre, exceed­
ing the next highest yielding 
variety. Paymaster 464, an ex­
perimental glandless variety, by 
more than 150 pounds. General­
ly, the earlier maturing varieties 
had the highest yield.

In contrast to the results 
obtained at Lubbock, the aver­
age yield of varieties common to 
both tests was 51 pounds per 
acre higher in the single than in 
double-row tests, Ray said. Top 
yield in the double-row test was 
577 pounds of lint per acre from 
GSA71 and Paymaster 266-28, 
an experimental variety.

"Although a high yield poten­
tial is essential in an acceptable 
cotton variety, there are other

characteristics which also must 
be considered.” he added. "Fi­
ber properties, espcically grade, 
staple length and micronaire, 
can have a large effect on the 
price received.

"However, the grower should 
recognize that the market pre­
miums and discounts vary from 
year to year. At times it may be 
quite profitable to grow a vari­
ety with a long fiber; whereas, 
in other years premiums for 
longer staple may be very small.

"The same is true for micro­
naire." he said. "In general, 
longer fiber means lower micro­
naire, so the grower needs to 
consider the relative current 
magnitude of the price differen­
tials for both micronaire and 
length."

Kay said variety can also affect 
grade. For example. Tamcot 
SP-21 has very few plant hairs, 
and this variety generally pro­
duces a better grade than most 
other varieties. Other attributes 
such as seed yield, gin turn-out, 
stromproofness, disease resis­
tance. and insect resistance can 
be important, also, he added.

A report summarizing the re­
sults of tests in Lubbock and 
Dawson County will be available 
on request through the Texas 
AAM Research and Extension 
Center at Lubbock. This report 
supplies yield, fiber and ginning 
information which will be help­
ful to cotton producers in variety 
decision making. Ray conclud­
ed.
