For homeowners with
peach trees, fall is the best
time to treat for one of the
most destructive peach
tree pests, the peach tree
borer. A sure sign of the
pest is gum oozing down
the tree's trunk or bran-
ches, explains  Spencer
Tanksley, county agent
with the Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

This pest primarily
attacks peach trees but can
infest plum, cherry and
apricot trees, says Tanks-
ley. Sooner or later, your
trees stand a good chance
of being infested.

Actually, two borers
attack peach trees. The
larval stage of the peach
tree borer feeds within the
tree’s cambium layer in an
area about six inthes
above the soil line to six
inches below. The lesser
peach tree borer attacks
the cambium layer of the
upper portion of the tree’s
trunk and larger branches.

The approach to control-
ling these pests is basically
the same, but the method
of application differs. the
best time for ntreatment is
now until about Nov. 1§,
points out Tanksley.

Using fumigants around

peach trees is a delicate
operation, so apply them
with great care and pre-
cision, emphasizes Tanks-
ley. Over-treatment
damge trees. The crystals,
when applied to warm soil
quickly volatilize into a
heavy gas which pene-
trates through soil crevices
into burrows of overwin-
tering borers and kills
them. Apply crystals only
when soil is dry and the
temperature is 55 degrees
or above.

When using PDB for
peach tree borer control,
remove weeds from
around the tree's base and
level soil one foot from the
trunk. Place PDB crystals
in a narrow groove encir-
cling the tree about two
inches from the trunk. Be
careful to keep crystals
from directly contacting
the tree, cautions Tanks-
ley.

Place clean soil over the
crystals to form a cone-

shaped pile about six
inches high around the
tree's base. Remove this

soil from the base of the
tree in late March or early
April.

The amount of PDB to
use is determined by age
and size of tree.

Then the winner between Oklahoma
and Florida State in the Orange Bow! would become very prominent in the champion-

ship picture. But back to the

ose Bowl: the Big Ten Buckeyes are undefeated while the

Pac-Ten Trojans were tied by Stanford. The winner: Southern California by a scant two

points,

One of the big questions this season has been — is Brigham Young for real? . . do the
Cougars belong in the Top Ten? Indiana should provide the answer in the Holiday Bowl,
and we think the Hoosiers will answer affirmatively. Unbeaten Brigham Young is favored

by a big nineteen points.

Three big surprises resulted from calculating the conference ratings for 1979. The
Southwest Conference jumped from third place in 1978 to #1, the top conference in
the country. The Atlantic Coast Conference continued its climb, moving from fifth
to 3rd. And the biggest surprise of all: the Big Eight Conference, last year's leader,
dropped all the way to S5th place. Remember, the ratings are based on each league's
power quotient average which includes the ratings of each team in every conference, from
top to bottom.
