SOIL CONSERVATION 
NEWS COLUMN

C alifornia filaree is m aking good 
grow th on N. H. Reed’s K innebrew  
ranch and is apparen tly  offering 
considerable com petition to b itter- 
weed. Sheep grazing in a pasture 
w ith both California filaree and 
b itterw eed have not started  eating 
bitterw eed.

R. J. Welch recognizes the im ­
portance of holding the rich soil 
d ew loped  beneath cedar trees in 
place of grow th of grass. To hold 
this soil during  the period neces­
sary  for the establishm ent of n a ­
tive grasses afte r the cedar has 
been rooted out w ith a bulldozer 
ho plans to row the cedar on the 
contour. He also plans to seed 
grasses on part of the area.

Oats were 25 per cent killed on 
John  B urrough’s farm  north  of 
W ater Valley during  the recent e x ­
trem e cold w eather. W heat grow ­
ing in the sam e field has 100 per 
cent survival. All sm all g ra in  on 
this farm  was sowed on the con­
tou r w ith the terraces. A system  
of level closed end terraces d e ­
signed by an engineer w ith the 
Soil C onservation Service and con­
structed  by B urroughs in 1944 are 
doing a good job of holding the 
w ater w here it falls.

Lee O. Newcomb planted his te r ­
races to sm all grain last fall, 'i’his 
grain is providing protection to his 
terraces from wind and w ater eros­
ion and in addition is furnishing 
w in ter grazing for liv’estock.

THE JACK RABBIT

OUR WASHINGTON 
NEWS LETTER

Basketball
Ruddy faced K enneth Romney, 

form er sergean t--at-arm s of the 
House of R epresentatives has been 
the most talked-about-m an on C ap­
itol Hill recently , while the C on­
gress m arks tim e for the legislative 
program  to get under way.

A sergean t-a t-arm s doesn’t sound 
like a very im portan t officer, but 
this one has developed into at 
least a high priced one. For in this 
case he not only keeps the peace, 
but operates a sort of a bank for 
the House m em bers. If desred the 
m em bers m ay have their m onthly 
salary  check deposited w ith the 
sergeant-a t-arm s, who m aintains a 
office in the capitol for th a t p u r­
pose. The m em bers then  draw  
checks on their respective ac­
counts ju st as is done w ith o rd in ­
ary com m ercial banks, and each 
m onth bank statem ents and can ­
celled checks are  sent them. No 
o ther deposits are allow ed other 
than  salary checks of mem bers.

P'or the first tim e since 1890 th a t 
office has ju st been audited  by the 
G eneral .Accounting Office. The 
results m ade K enneth  Romney a 
high priced man. The audit showed 
a deficit of $125,000, w ith most of 
thc shortage having occured prior 
to 1930. A m em ber of Congress 
from Florida, who served from 1919 
to 1927, — before Romney took ov­
e r—was allowed to overdraw  his 
account by $64,000. A form er em ­
ployee in the office nam ed M ahon­
ey, fresh from Tam m any Hall, 
$25,00 aw ay w ith him several years 
ago. The grapevine around here is 
tha t he w ould have been prose­
cuted then but for the fact tha t 
Tam m any Hall prom ised to repay 
the money, but never did.

Romney him self appears to have 
gotten aw ay w ith $22,000 by cash­
ing for him self checks on banks 
w here he had no funds. The audit 
has been tu rned  over to the J u s ­
tice D epartm ent for appropriate 
crim inal and civil actions. It may 
be that those of us who have d e­
posits th ere  th a t have never been 
iverdraw n will be called upon to 

take our pro ra ta  loss from the 
deficit. T hat would be m ore ap ­
propria te  than  having the default 
m ade up out of the T reasury, as 
was done when a deficit occured in 
1890. In the fu tu re  we are prom ­
ised an audit every th ree months. 

* • • •
A West Texan who has missed a 

lot of headlines, but who has a 
most distinguished w ar record, is 
Colonel Douglas B. Sm ith of San 
Saba. W hen the Texans ate to ­
gether last week at the Capitol 
Colonel Sm ith was present as a 
guest and was com m ended by L ieu­
tenan t G eneral J. L. Devers, p res­
ent chief of the A rm y G round For­
ces. The la tte r spoke briefly to the 
group and noticing Colonel S m ith ’s 
presence, told of his valian t serv ­
ice w ith the 75th Division in Eu­
rope w here, he recalled, “some of 
the bloodiest fighting of the en tire  
w ar occured.”

Colonel Sm ith, son of Postm aster 
and Mrs. W. A. (“Uncle B illy”) 
Sm ith of San Saba, in 1919 drew  
w ith o thers for a chance to attend  
West P o in t—and won. A fter serv ­
ing in Africa in 1943 he was a t­
tached to the 75th Division in E u­
rope, took a prom inent part in the 
B attle of the Bulge, and m oved in­
to G erm any w ith  the 9th Arm y un- 
ie r  the com m and of G eneral W. H. 
Simpson. Im m ediately following 
V-J Day,Colonel Sm ith was chosen 
to serve as Am erican M ilitary A t­
tache in Yugoslavia. However, b e ­
fore assum ing his duties he devel­
oped a trouble w ith one of his 
knees which necessitated an oper­
ation and a slow recovery. He is 
now about well and will likely re ­
ceive ano ther im portan t foreign as­
signm ent in the near future.

PL.\1N • LOGIC and clear-think­
ing are two delegates who should 
always register at all manage­
ment and labor conventions. They 
should be ever present in all 
councils of patriotic groups. 
Neither our business nor our 
labor lenders must be responsible 
for a lock-out of truth and of the 
dignity belonging to facts and 
figures. Inasmuch as plain Amer­
icans can reason, just so will they 
see any inadequacies of thought 
demonstrated by any leaders.

Most of American labor was 
pleased, 1 believe, when the CIO 
adopted a resolution recently con­
demning Communist influence in 
its ranks. 1 suspect the rank and 
file back home gave this action a 
round of genuine applause. And 
aside from the intra-union poli­
tics which prompted the resolu­
tion, regardless of the doubtful 
political tinge of the men who 
drafted it, my belief is that the 
CIO unions are taking a step in 
the right direction.
In The AT ANY RATE, these 
Record unions have put down 

on the record their re­
sentment and rejection of efforts 
of the Communists and “other 
political parties’* to interfere 
with their affairs. Communists, 
they seem to imply, are just an­
other political party, but let us 
not forget what ideology is fol­
lowed by the Communist line, 
whether in a party by that name 
or in other parties. There’s noth­
ing American about their ideology 
nor their long-range aims.

It would seem the time has 
come for our two major political 
parties to do more than merely 
disown the Communists who have 
infiltrated their own rank.s and 
the ranks of labor. Moreover, it

might be a good time for the two 
major parties and for our leaders 
of labor to say that political ac­
tion groups have no business in­
terfering with the affairs of po­
litical parties.

Greater A PROMINENT labor 
Threat personality recently set 

down the profits of in­
dustry for 1946 as $15,000,000,* 
000, after taxes, and added that 
this represents a greater threat 
to the nation than docs Commu­
nism. Whatever industry’s earn* 
ing.s will be for 1946, the figures 
will not be high enough. The poor 
showing in the first nine months 
of the year, as seen in the stalled 
output of the automobile indus­
try and in the failure of many 
industries to make any profit at 
all, will not make large sums 
available for higher wages.

Poor industrial earnings will 
not permit management to set 
aside funds for expansion and for 
badly needed working capital. 
Neither will lagging production 
bring a prosperity level that will 
help pay our tremendous war 
debt. No production brings no 
profits and no wages.

Americans dislike to see any 
groups discredit the profit mo­
tive. We like each man’s pre­
rogative to m a k e  a profit, 
whether he belongs on the side of 
management and ownership, or 
whether he is a wage earner. It 
is elementary economics that 
wage earners do not experience 
increased wages under conditions 
where there is no production. 
Surely the rank and file of Amer­
icans know this. We cannot be­
lieve that any loyal Americans 
would like for industry to be 
constuntly in the red. But we 
know that the Communists would.

Your tuition, laboratory fees, etc., up to $500 per ordinary 
school year will be paid by the government. Also, you will re­
ceive $65 a month living allowance; $90 a month if you have 
dependents.

For men enlisting or reenlisting now, family allowances will 
continue until six months after the war is officially ended.
