Will Be Built Without Doubt Very 

Soon In

COMPUANCE WITH CAREY ACT

T. C. Henry to Hutc Charge. 

Local Committee Appomted.

A fter years o f aKitatiun the 
day for the construction of 
work on the A ntelope reser- 
vior and the conservation and 
use o f the flood waters o f the 
Penasco is about to be ac­
com plished, This means that 
about 15,000 acres of land 
aloiif; the banks o f that river 
and tributary to Artesia ‘and 
Dayton will be reclaim ed. A   ̂
meetiuK of the people o f Ar- j 
tesia was held in the room s' 
o f the Artesia Com m ercial 
C lub Tuesday afterncx>n and at 
its com pletion a com m ittee 
cynsisting of G. C. McCrary, 
H. Crouch and T. K. C hisholm  
was appointed to push the 
matter here.

For years the question of 
utilizing the waters in the 
Penasco has attracted the at- 
teii^on o f the people o f A r­
tesia. Efforts have been made 
to interest the governm ent 
reclamation service but w ith­
out success, for the reason 
that the am ount allotted to 
that work is sm all and that in 
addition to the projects ,now 
taken up, others are in .con­
templation that would precede 
the Penasco pro(>osition by 
years. Private enterprise has 
done som ething but ow in g  to 
the fact that the provisions of 
the Carey act have not l>een 
applied to the territories prior 
to last winter, it was im possi­
ble to bond the land for the 
building of the reservoirs. T. 
C. Henry, whom  we rem em ber 
back in Kansas years ago as 
the ^ e n  greatest and most 
successful wheat k ing  in the 
world and who has for years 
devoted his time to putting in 
irrigation projects in Colorado 
and adjacent states, cam e 
dow n here last sum m er and at 
that tim e in a speech before 
the Com m ercial C lub, said 
that if the next congress 
should extend the provisions 
o f the Carey act to the terri­
tory the project could be car­
ried on successfully. This 
was done by the short session 
and now  there is nothing to do 
except lay out the territory, 
hold a boud election and issue 
the bonds. T h e ' law  is very 
strict in its provisions and 
fully protects the landholders. 
The organization o f the irri­
gation district is sim ilar to 
that o f a school district and 
when the project is com pleted 
it is turned over to the dis­
trict. The com pany o f which 
Mr. H enry is head takes the 
bonds for their com pensation. 
It is perfectly clear that Mr. 
Henry regards the proposition 
as a good one, for the land 
without water is worth vir­
tually nothing and bonds 
issued against it w ould have 
practically no value. A  mass

m eeting was called at the 
rooms of the Com m ercial Club 
Tuesday of this week and ad­
dressed by Mr. Henry. He 
made it perfectly clear that 
the plan was feasible and all 
the oldtiniers present concurr­
ed in the idea that water 
enough com es down fhe river 
to irrigate 12,000 acres. A t 
the end of the m eeting the 
chairman appointed the com ­
mittee named above to work 
up the matter. The first thing 
to do is to petition the com ­
m issioners to create the d is­
trict. Then the landowners 
hold an election o f officers, 
after which a bond election 
is held and the question o f vot- 
bonds is subm itted to the 
landowners of the district. It 
is believed that it will go 
through.

In our txiyhood days we re­
m em ber of hearing the name 
of T. C. Henry which was 
then a household word in 
Kansas, and then indeed 
throughout the world. He 
was the first man to dem on­
strate that winter wheat could 
he grown as far south as Kan­
sas and he became the great­
est wheat raiser then living. 
His efforts in other lines since 
that tim e have been equally 
successful. D uring the Tues­
day m eeting, I). M. Ehler 
gave an interesting account of 
his recollection o f Mr. H enry ’ s 
work in the Sunflower state.

Hut when the broad state­

ment is made, and it is neces­
sary for the validity o f the 
Socialist argum ent that it l>e 
made, that all the religious 
developm ent o f the world de- 
pemls solely on econom ic con- 
ilitions, it is evident that such 
statement precludes the possi- 
sibility of the truth of the 
main tenents of all the or- 
tluslox Chrtstian churches and 
indeed o f all other kinds of 
Christian churches. This fact 
is recognized by practically all 
o f the siK'ialistic writers.

For instance here our 
friend Enrico Ferri who is one 
o f the greatest of international 
authorities on SiHrialism says:

“ It is true that Marxian So-

held at Erfurt (ISfll), has

! that, therefore the Socialist

jthis breath of superioritj' of 
! view  is at the Iwittom only a 
confidence in final victory.

“ It is iK'cause Socialism  
knows and foresees that re­
ligious beliefs, w’hether one 
regards them with Sergi, as 
pathological phenomina of 
liuman Psychology, or as use­
less phenom ina o f moral in ­
crustation, are destined to 
perish by atrophy With the 
extension of even elem entary 
scientific culture. This is w’hy 
socialism  does not feel the 
necessity of w aging a special 
warfare against those religious 
beliefs which are destined to 
disappear. It has assumed 
this attitude although it knows 
that the absence or im pair­
m ent of the belief in God is 
one o f the most powerful fac 
tors for its extension. Social­

R em em ber that Ferri is one 
o f the ablest defenders o f 
modern socialism . Moreover, 
he says, not that his partj’ 
tenets have an atheistic ten­
dency, which m ight be put 
down as his individual opinion 
but he calm y speaks of social­
ism being opposed to the idea 
of God and says that S ocial­
ists recognize this fact. E lse­
where he says “ The struggle 
for .atheism is the business of 
science,”  showang that it is 
not a mere negative colorless, 
agnosticism  he has in mind 
as constituting the logical 
and the general lielief of 
Socialists,

It must he considered in this 
connection that Socialism  
differs essentially in its basic 
principles from current non­

socialistic scientific thought, 
and one of the main points of 
difference grow'ing out of the 
m aterialistic theory to which 
I have referred is the idea that 
the individual is insignificant 
and that the race is the really 
im|>ortant being. And that is 
the exact idea, that the race 
IS .\X IX m V IPL ’AL B.VTITY of 
which the individual man is 
butjiin unimportant atom. L is ­
ten to Ft’ rri;

“ The individual him self, the 
selbstwesen of the Germans, 
does not exist in indepenilent 
isolation, but only as a mem- 
iK'r o f siK’ iety. * The individual 
exists, but only insofar as he 
form s a yort of the soc'ial ag ­
gregate.’' The species - that is 
to say the sfK'ial aggregate— 
is the great, liv ing  and eternal 
reality o f life, as has been 
demonstrated by Darwinism 
and confirmed by all the in ­
ductive sciences from astron- 
ouiy to socio logy”  (Id p fi7-8-fl) 

The early SfH'ialists reasoned 
from the same vieVpoint that 
other folks did; they assumed 
that it was up to them to 
dem onstrate by logical argu­
ments that the socialistic plan 
W’as feasible ami operative, 
hence they tried to show by 
utopian schem es that their 
doctrine could actually suc- 
ceeil. ' N otw ithstanding the 
fact that theorists who advo­
cate an untried theory have a 
great advantage, because no 
one can disprove their argu­
ments "from  experience, yet 
the plans o f the very best and 
wisest Socialists were so ut­
terly im practical that they 
were abandoned one after the 
other and at least tacitly 
acknow ledged to be unsound. 
But the socialists were not 
satisfied, and so they began 
reconstructing science accord­
in g  to their own ideas: to in­
fer that som e m ysterious force 
was w orking its way toward 
the ownership by the state of 
the means of production and 
distribution. It takes a whole 
lot of assum ption to fill in the 
gaps left in the Socialistic 
argum ent, but when it is filled 
it has an appearance of con ­
sistency which deceives more 
than the superficial at times. 
W hen once adopted there is no 
further necessity for bothering 
with the criticism s o f the “ un­
scientific”  folk who have som e 
curosity to get a sort of line 
on how  it m ight operate in 
practice before taking it up. 
It is inevitable, we are sim ply 
liv ing  cells, part o f a great 
being, society; and nobody 
ever heard o f individual cells 
dem anding of the dog  o f which 
they constituted a part w’hy

W e are m aking no argum ent 
either for or against socialism  
in this article. W e have stated 
our reasons for opposing it on 
several occasions and they 
still stand. W hat we want to 
demonstrate here, since our 
position has been challenged, 
is that socialism  and C hris­
tianity are i n c o m p a t i b l e .  
Neither are we taking upon 
ourselves the rather large 
order o f dem onstrating the 
falsity of the position o f the 
atheista in a single article. 
The gist o f the w hole matter 
is this: socalled scientific so ­
cialism  is atheistic in ten­
dency and in its essence. 
W hether the individual wants

to go that way or not is a mat­
ter for him alone to decide, but 
if he tries to be an orthodox 
Christian by being inconsis­
tent. It is only just that Chris­
tians should know this.Then if 
they join  either of the socia l­
istic parties,they go with their 
eyes open regarding the conse­
quences of their acts.

W e have read a few  copies 
o f the “ Christian Socialist.”  
W e have studied the work 
“ Christ the Socialist.”  We 
have pondered over the as­
surance in Eastwoods “ Q ues­
tion B ox”  to Christians that 
there is no interfence with 
their religion by the Socialists. 
W e are som ewhat fam iliar 
with the substance o f the 
recent work by Spargo written 
for the purpose of reconciling 
the doctrines of organized 
Christianity with m odern so­
cialism. W e are cognizant o f 
the fact that some years ago 
before the m eaning o f the

term was so specifically defined 
as now, and when Socialism  
meant anything from  n m ove- 
to aleviate suffering by leg is­
lation to tlie utopianism  of 
Bellam y, that a leading en ­
cyclopedia declared that the 
underlying doctrines of S o ­
cialism  were indentical with 
those of Christianity. But we 
also notice that som ewhere 
along the line every Socialist 
who claim s kinship to C hristi­
anity takes pains to explain 
that the Christianity favored 
is of the kind that conform s i t ­
self to the doctrines of the 
Socialists.

W hen the teachers of Chris­
tianity get ready to grant that 
“ the entire social, political, 
intellectual and r k l i o i o t s  
structure o f the nation con ­
form s to the methods of pro­
ducing the material necessities 
o f life .” /

W hen they grant that the 
individual is not the im portant

f)eing, hut tliat a creature call 
ed “ society”  com posed of 
atoms having no real indentity 
and therefore no independent 
soul; when Christianity is w il­
ling  to accept such tloctrine 
and repudiate the idea of a (.Jod 
who becam e man and died to 
save individual men ou their 
own account; then there will 
be the most com plete harmony 
between the tuudamentals o f 
Socialism and the underlying 
doctrines of such Christianity. 
But Cliristianity as we know  
it, will be no more.
