HOGS IN THE PECOS VALLEY

y Austin D. Crile, Manager of

Exposition,

Our valley is rapidly reali-
zing the splendid profits that
can be made from the proper
raising of hogs. With our
splendid alfalfa tields, dry cli-
mate, and artesian water, we
have almost ideal conditions
for the growing of hogs. We
can have sows litter any month
of the year, which is a decided
advantage over the so-called
cornbelt district.

It is generally considered
that the best time for sows to
litter is in the latter part of
February or March, in the

spring, and September in the
fall. A well bred pig of the
lard type, running on alfalfa
and fed one pound of concen-
trates to each one hundred
pounds of live weight, will
make a very rapid growth and
by fall will be ready to put on
heavy feed, and ought to fat-

ten out in November as a top
notcher for the market.
A good stand of alfalfa,

along with thc pound of grain
or shorts, should take care of
15 growing hogs per acre. It is
proven fact that you cannot
make money on hogs and feed
them nothing but alfalfa. We
can grow with certainty,
maize or kaffir and these are
both good feed and will rapidly
fatten hogs.

It is my opinion that we
make our greatest mistake in
the selection of our breeding
stock. He who uses a scrub
boar and any sort of sow asa
foundation for his prosperity
in hogs should be thoreughly
surprised if he made any pro-
fits at all.

This is more or
less of a slander on the hog,
which by nature is a cleanly
animal, and thrives best with |
a clean bed and pure water,
The man who allows his hogs

to be covered with lice ought
himself to have an attack of the
seven vear itch. A haif gallon
ot kerosene and a gallon |
sprinkling c¢an and 10 minutes
time once every thirty days
will keep all the lice off the
hogs. The kerosine should not |
be applied on the morning of a
hot day but better in the even-
ing, and never to white hogs,
There should always be some
slack coal where the hogs may |
have access to it: and a small
account of ground copperas
given in the feed once every
sixty days will get rid of hog
worms.

As the result of heavy frost it was
observed that many of the leaves and
all of the buds of any size not under
the cover were killed, while under
neath the cover none of the leaves
were Injured.

Only when thin cheesecloth was
employed was there any increase in
yvield. With the heavier grade of cloth
there was a marked decrease in yield
with each of the 20 varieties grown.
and in no case was the increase in
yield sufficient to compensate for the
cost of shade.

In the case of the lighter grade of
cheeseecloth there was a considerable
increase in the size of the berries ob-
tained in the shade, but with the
heavier grade no difference in size of
berries was observed.

With the lighter graude of cheese-
cloth 12 quarts picked underneath the
canvas contained 1,102 berries, while
12 quarts picked in the open contained
1,462 berries, thus showing an in-
crease of about one-third in size in
favor of the shaded berries.

CHIEF FACTOR IN NATIONAL DE.

GENERACY.

A wave of degeneracy is sweepng
the land, and its development threat-
ens the physical vitality of the nation.
Within a period of 50 years the popu-
lation of the United States increased

What is the cause of this degener-
acy? A hundred different intermediate
agencies may contribute to the undo-
ing of the race, but back of them all |
stands alcohol as the chief nleson-;
erative factor. Statistics compiled by |
the leading insurance companies, and
presented by Sir T, P. Whitaker in & |
report to the British parliament, show |
that out of every 1,000 deaths among
the population at large, 440 are due to |
alcohol. This would mean a mortality '
from alcohol in the United States of
680,000 a year. |

The great burden of drink is not |
borne by the drinker, but by the drink- |
ers’ children. In our studies among
school children in New York city we
find that 62 per cent. are the children
of drinking parents, and that 91 paer
cent. of these children of drinking
parents suffer from some functional |
or organlc disease. If this percentage
holds good over the entire country
there are 13,000,000 children of a
school age that are aflicted with fune-
tional and organic diseases, and less
than two and a half millions of these
are free from hereditary alcohol taint,
A nation half diseased and half well
cannot live, but here we show three-
fifths of the rising generation mentally
and physically diseased. —Dr. L. Alexs
ander MacNjcholl.
