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Woman Originated Red
Cross Christmas Seal

The Red Cross Christmas sea
was introduced in the year 18007 by
Miss Emlily Bissell, secretary of
the Delaware Red Cross at Wil
mington. But Jacob A, Rl the
soclal reformer and aythor, was
responsible for its adoption,

An article by Mr. Riis In the
Outlook in 1807 on Christmas
stamps and seals and how they
had been sold in Denmark for the
support of a children's hospital,
gave Miss Bissell her ldea. She
accordingly appeared before the
central committee with a stamp
bearing a red cross and the words
“Merry Christmas and Happy New
Year,” which that chapter desired
to sell for the benefit of antl-
tuberculosis work. Her suggestion

“Cooper,” Not “Cowper”

Few names In English literature
are more commonly mispronounced
than that of the English poet, Wil-
llam Cowper (1731-1800), says an
article in Pathfinder Magazine.
There Is conclusive evidence that
the poet and members of his fam-
lly, as well as his contemporaries,
nlways pronounced the name
“koop-er,” of which it Is merely a
variant form. Cowper's ancestors
spelled the name “Cooper.” John
Cooper, who was an alderman of
London and who died in 1609,
changed the spelling to “Cowper”
and that spelling was followed by
his descendants. But the pronun-
ciation did not change with the
spelling.

The Scotch say, “If Candlemas
Is fair and eclear, there'll be two
winters In the year.” There Is a
Latin proverb of the same import.
The French have a similar rhyme
and so have the Germans, and peo-
ples of other European countries,
for aecording to the superstition,
the ground hog, or some of his
kind, performs on this day.
