Well Plugging In Basin Is
Reduced To A Science

Since Starting Plugging
In 1932; Six Wells Are

Plugged In June.

Six abandoned wells were plug-
ged during the month of June by
the Pecos Valley Conservancy Dis-
trict, George Frisch, board mem-
ber, said here yesterday. One well
has been plugged by the E. B.
Guess crew during this period and
this crew is now working on its
twenty-ninth well in the county
line district. Twelve more wells
are to be plugged by the Guess
crew under its present contract
with the conservancy board and the
wells to be plugged are in this area.

A summary of the plugging ac-

“tivities reveals that forty-six wells

have been plugged by the district
owned equipment since starting
operations several months ago. The
pperations have been confined prin-
cipally to shallow wells located in
the vicinity of Roswell. The plug-
ging crew operating under the
direction of the board has used
FERA labor. Another well plug-
ging crew is expected to be at
work in the basin within a short
time. Equipment for plugging deep
wells is now being assembled and
is practically ready for use, it was
learned here yesterday. The latter
crew will start work in the Lake-
wood district and proceed this way,

Dr. A. D. Crile, president of the
board of directors of the Pecos
Valley Artesian Conservancy dis-
trict, made a very interesting re-
port at a board meeting in Roswell
Saturday, covering the activities
of the board since its inception on
February 23, 1932.

Dr. Crile stated that in the forty
months of operation the board has
worked out a definite method of
plugging wells and that this method
has been reduced to a science.
Through the state engineer's of-
fice, the conservancy district and
private individuals, approximately
127 wells have been plugged, which
represents a saving of about 40,000
gallons of water daily. Plans have

The rural housing program was
started in Eddy county last week
by two meetings held in two com-
munities. Meetings were held on
July 3rd in the Black River com-
munity and on July 4th in the
Cottonwood community. In addi-
tion to Miss Veda Strong, state
home agent, and C. D. Phagen,
federal housing supervisor, these
meetings were attended by Mr.
Duffin, Mr. Harris and Mr. Knox,
all in connection with the state
housing program. Mr. Duffin out-
lined in detail the federal housing
act and explained to the people
present just how money could be
secured under the federal housing
act for home improvements. Mr.
Phagan discussed the results of the
rural home survey that was made
last spring and brought to the at-
tention of the people the various
improvements that could be made
in the home at a small cost. Mr.
McGuire, engineer with the FERA,
discussed the project by which all
rural people could secure sanitary
toilets through the cooperation of
the FERA. This work is under the
direct supervision of Carl Hender-
son, sanitary engineer in the coun-
ty. Much interest has been mani-
fested by many rural people in the
rural housing program, and a num-

ber of valuable bulletins can be
had by either writing or calling at
the county extension agent’s office.

SANTA FE—Adequate notices
by the boards of county commis-
sioners fulfill the requirements for
proclaiming the special election
to be held in New Mexico Sep-
tember 17, 1935, Attorney Gen-
eral Frank H. Patton informed
Governor Clyde Tingley Wednes-
day.

Five constitutional amendments
are to be placed before the state's
voters at that time,

County commissioners, the attor-
ney general held, shall give notice
of the election at least 15 days
preceding, by proclamation and
publications.

State Gas Taxes |[fe

Raised Over 1934

TULSA, Oklahoma-—State taxes
on gasoline reached a new high
total of $565,027,000 in 1934, and,
added to federal gasoline taxes of
$170,109,000, increased the cost of
motor fuel by a grand total of
$735,136,000,

Reports of 1934 state gasoline|
tax collections, received from the
U. S. Buredu of Public Roads by |
the Oklahoma Petroleum Industries
committee, indicate that receipts
from this source were roundly $47,-
000,000 higher than the $518,196,-
000 collections of 1933 and approx-
imately $30,000,000 higher than the
previous peak income, $536,397,000,
collected in 1931, i

New York state again collected |
the largest amount, $43,927,000,
or $583,000 more than in 1933.
Ohio was second with $37,618,000,
or $3,679,000 more than in 1933.
California was third with $53,960,-
000, representing an increase of |

Only two increases in state tax
rates were made during the year.
The Arkansas tax rate was raised
to 6%c per gallon from 6¢ on
February 3. Colorado’s 4c¢ rate
was increased to 5c¢c between Feb-
ruary 1 and September 1. The bu-
reau’s report showed the weighted
average tax rate for 1933 to be
3.66¢ per gallon. This is increased
lc per gallon by the federal tax.

Taxes were paid upon 15,454,-
481,000 gallons of gasoline in 1934 |

'County Clerk’s Fees R
Show Big Increase »

Over the Past Year

Fees for filing and recording o
documents in the county clerk’s of-
fice during the first six months of
1935 ran several hundred dollars
ahead of the same period in 1934,
R. A. (Rude) Wilcox, county clerk,
said last week.

Fees collected during the six-
month period of this year were
$2,6564.95, as compared with $2.
206.50. The difference is even
greater, Wilcox said, since several
hundred dollars in liquor license
fees were included in fees collected
last year, while collections for this
year only include filing and record-

ing fees.
Collection of fees by months this
year follow: January, $450.00;

February, $396.75; March, $377.90;
April, $474.95; May, $452.85; June,
$400.50. In 1934, collection by
months during the first six months
were: January, $352.25; February,
$396.75; March, $377.90; April,
$501.25; May, $346.25; and June,
$287.50.

16,000 Dexter
Bass Planted
AtBoulder Dam

Sixteen thousand large mouth
black bass, produced in the federal
~fish hatchery at Dexter, made the
trip from their rearing ponds at
Dexter to Boulder Dam, a distance
of 916 miles in 29 hours without a
casualty, due to the skill and know-
ledge of T. F. Nelson, superintend-
ent, it was announced at Roswell
Monday.

These fish were the first to be
planted by the federal bureau of
fisheries in the huge dam at Las
Vegas, Nevada, which will one day
be one of the greatest fishing spots
of the world. The fish made the
journey under varied weather con-
ditions, almost freezing weather at
Flagstaff and torrid summer heat
at Kingman. They also traveled in
altitudes ranging from 7,000 to 700
feet.

T. F. Nelson, superintendent of
the Dexter hatchery, and Claude
Allison of Roswell, left Dexter with
the truck load of fish on July 3rd
and traveled without stopping, ex-
cept for short icing periods and
arrived at Boulder Dam at high
noon—a total of 916 miles in 29
hours, and over roads that ranged
from pavement to rough mountain
passes.

Taking turns at the wheel of the
big truck with a load of 10,000
pounds, and changing drivers every
50 miles, the motor of the truck
never stopped exeept for icing
periods at Albuquerque, Kingman,
and other points en route, the fish
arrived on schedule and were plant-
ed just above the dam where the
water is now backed up 70 miles
and where it already reaches a
depth of 215 feet. When the dam

«f is filled it will back up 115 miles,

will reach a depth of over 600 feet
and will back the water within 25
miles of the Grand Canyon Na-
tional Park.

RANGES: Ranges during June
because of general rains in May
have developed much needed green
feed. The precipitation in June was
confined mostly to local showers.
Southwestern, south central and
parts of the plains section of east-
ern New Mexico are very dry and
moisture is needed very badly for
stock water and soil moisture. High
temperatures and winds have been
common during the last half of |
June, causing a heavy loss of soil
moisture but on the other hand has
been ideal for crop growth.

To Study Toxicity

of Suspicious Plant

The Extension Service and the
New Mexico Experiment Station
cooperating are planning a study
to determine the toxicity, if any,
of a plant found near Deming,
says W. L. Black, of the New
Mexico State College. This ex-
periment will begin about the sec-
ond week in July, and will run
until completion.

The plant, Peganum harmala, is
a native of north Africa and has
never previously been reported in
North or South America. It wu;
seemingly introduced into thei
Deming area with seeds of drouth
resistant plants, probably only u'
few of these seeds being in the|
original introduction. It has spread

approximately 640 acres of land.
The plant has been suspicioned |
as being the cause of death of|
