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Eulldogs Lose

Season Opener

To Alamogordo

Tigers Win 19 to 0 on
Home Field Friday
Evening — Many from
Artesia Attend Initial
Clash. |

A bad case of “first game jit-
ters” and a series of unrecovered
fumbles combined to cost the Ar-
tesia High School Bulldogs the
opening game of the season at
Alamogordo Friday evening. The
Tigers scored a touchdown in each
quarter except the first and con-
verted after the touchdown in the
second quarter to win 19 to 0.

The Bulldogs, resplendent in new
uniforms, were accompanied to Al-
amogordo by more than 100 fans,
but even their support could not
make the Artesia gridders over-
come their nervousness, after los-
ing the ball on a fumble on the
first play from scrimmage.

Artesia outplayed Alamogordo
on the offensive, making six first |
downs to four for the Tigers, but |
gained ground was lost time after |
time through fumbles. {

Ansley, Artesia quarterback, re-
ceived the ball on his own 25-yard
line to start the game and re-
turned it to the 32-yard line. An«
end run on the first play from

scrimmage would have netted
about four yards, but a fumble
put the ball in Alamogordo’s
hands.

After gaining no ground on a
line plunge, end run and reverse,
the Tigers booted over the goal
line.

Artesia, resuming play on the
20-yard line, gained a yard on a
plunge, but took a penalty of five
yards on the second down for be-
ing offside. Rice kicked to the
Tigers' 42-yard line, where the ball
was placed for first down.

Alamogordo lost five yards on
a fumble, but recovered the ball,
to regain eight yards on the sec-
ond down. Stopped on the third
down, the Tigers kicked to the
Bulldogs' 3-yard line.

Rice kicked on the third down to
his own 45-yard line, after an end
run had gained five yards, but an
attempt to repeat failed.

The Tigers made three yards
around end and then the lights
went out for about three minutes.
As play was resumed, Alamogordo
was penalized fifteen yards for
holding, but regained the lost
ground on two end runs for a
first down, as the quarter ended.

Alamogordo began a march
down the field, again making a
first down on three downs with a
cut back and line plunge after an
attempted end run resulted in the
loss of a yard.

Truek Driver Is
Recovering From

Crash on Bridge

Injuries of Ted Flynn
Bad as Thought at
First

Not as

Ted Flynn, truck driver who was
injured last Thursday afternoon in
a traffic smash-up on the Pecos
River bridge east of Artesia, is
recovering nicely at St. Francis
Hospital in Carlsbad, where it was
found his injuries were not as
serious as at first believed.

However, his escape from death
was considered miraculous by
those who viewed the wreck, in
which a semi-trailer truck he was
driving collided on the bridge with
a passenger automobile, in which
Mr. and Mrs. W. T. Womack of
Artesia were driving west, and
struck the north side of the bridge,
causing his truckload of heavy
seven-inch casing pipe to shift, de-
molishing the cab.

Some of the pipe grazed Flynn,
inflicting burns, but apparently
none actually struck him, saving
him by a small margin from being
crushed to death or sustaining a
fractured skull.

Severe lacerations on his face
made it appear at first the injuries
were more serious than was later
discovered. One laceration on his
chin bared the bone and other bad

cuts were on his forehead and
cheeks.
In a local physicians’ office,

where Flynn was rushed by a crew
returning from the oil fields, be-
tween 60 and 70 stitches were used
to close the lacerations. After
emergency treatment he was taken
to the hospital in Carlsbad. It was
thought there might be a fracture
on Flynn's shoulder, but if so there
was no displacement. Because of
his condition otherwise, no X-ray
of the shoulder was taken at that
time.

Mr. and Mrs. Womack sustained
only minor injuries and were shak-
en up.

The bridge on which the accident
happened is narrow, although two
passenger cars may pass each oth-
er if being driven slowly, and it
has been pointed out it should be
replaced immediately, before it is
the scene of a more serious acci-
dent.

The last few months the bridge
has been condemned for heavy
hauling and the State Highway
Department has made a survey for
a new bridge a quarter mile north
|to replace it. The old bridge was
condemned about a year ago, when
it was discovered it was sagging.
| At that time “temporary” repairs
were made, which many Artesia
citizens, especially oil field work-
|ers who use it every day, believe
| have served long enough.
| It is believed had the bridge
been wide enough for the truck
|and car to pass, there would have

'been no accident last Thursday.

| Apparently Flynn's truck went
out of control, for he motioned to
Mr. and Mrs. Womack to back up
as the truck neared them. Womack
|had no time to back out of the
| way, but brought his car to a stop
| before the crash. There was no

room for the two to pass.

a rut in the lower price brackets.

Many a vouth, whether he be flesh and blood or a new industry
or business, has found to his dismay that he has placed himself
among the class of plodders, merely because he has not placed a
price upon his services.

Many is the youth who, after a few months, wakes up to discover
that he has taken the wrong path in business.

If one’s services be worth anvthing, they should be so labeled
If one’s wares have a value, they should be so marked, and nothing
no matter what the cause, should change that price. The till should
have accounted for every item which goes from one’s brain or one’s

But one should be charitable. He should support the enterprises
which are worthwhile in his community. He should give a reason-
able share of his earnings to causes which call on him for support,
and ask a worthy share.

How can he lend such support? may be asked.

The answer is simple. It is by pursuing his business, charging
for his services and guiding himself accordingly. If he gives of his
wares, he cheapens them in the face of his potential customers. But
if he gives materially otherwise, he maintains his price on the goods
from which he hopes to earn his living.

The publisher and the editor of The Advocate strongly adhere to
this belief and to this practice. When they have cause to give, they
do so from their business or personal funds, not from the “shelves”
of their “shop.”

But prior ever to being able, materially, to give anything, they
must see to it that the wheels of industry first give it to them.

By pursuing their business in a mature, legitimate, community-
wise method, they hope always to be leaders in the Artesia locality
whenever a worthwhile enterprise is presented.

Bloomin’ Desert

Give fools their gold, and knaves
their power:

The trail led southeast when the

grade, a broad level stretch of
prairie was reached, the wheels
rumbled no more, but delicately

turned on the rich but dry, terri-
bly dry, valley soil.

“If it would ever rain on this
level dirt it would be worth plow-
in".,_ mused that young man on
the wagon. “But never will it be
worth a cent except for Uncle
John's cattle to graze over, an-
telope to run over, rattlesnakes to
buzz over, and me to cuss over.
From now to Judgment Morn, that
bloomin’ desert won't be worth
even one of my cusses. Whoop,
gee-oh” A whistle, a grack of the
whip, and the wagon rolled on to
South Spring Ranch, the headquar-
ters of Uncle John Chisum, Cattle
King of the Pecos Valley.

John Chisum was a cattleman.
That's well known. If anybody
was worthy of the title of “king”
in the grazing industry at that day
and time it was that man. His
Long Rail and Jinglebob brand has
gone down in New Mexico his-
tory. Chisum probably owned
more cattle than any man in the
world. Along the Pecos and into
the hills, a hundred miles in every
direction from his South Spring
Ranch, 100,000 head of cattle
grazed the range bearing his fa-
mous mark. This country was a
cowman's paradise . . . if!

If the Garden of Eden had been
without snakes history might not
have had such a colorful begin-
ning. So Chisum’s paradise had
a few drawbacks . enough to
sprout gray hairs on the brow of
any cattle king. South were the
Guadalupe Mountains, the hideout
of the predatory Apaches; from
the east came outlaws and
comancheros; to the west was Lin-
coln town, the cozy little settle-
ment in the mountains, whose cit-
izens gave zip and spice to New
Mexico history in the late seven-
ties and early eighties.

Lincoln County, of which Lin-
coln was the county seat, was as
large as Pennsylvania. Two hun-
dred miles square—a land of broad
prairies, alkali flats, cedar hills
and lofty mountains. Lincoln, pic-
turesquely situated on the banks
of the clear-watered Bonito and ov-
ershadowed by the 10,000 foot
peaks of the Capitans, was the
center of trade and politics.

Born in the ’'50’s, Lincoln grew
into a frolicsome, lighthearted
Western town. Billy the Kid, and
a horde of gamblers, outlaws,
“boys on the dodge” and other un-
