" I f  we follow the belief that 
Coronado's horse was an .Arab.on, 
the mount must have the straight 
nose and flaring nostrils of the 
highly bred horse,”  the managing 
director explained. "The eyes 
must be widely spaced, the jaws 
dean cut, hooves rounded with 
small fetlocks dose to the ground, 
tail and mane long and flowing. 
The line from withers to toil must 
be smooth and unbroken.”

On the other hand, .Anderson 
added, many authorities believe 
that the horse ndden by the fa ­
mous explorer was the typical 
Spanish pon, not so beautiful A« 
the Arabian, and rather small.

The Sponi.sh ponies described by 
Anderson average scarcely four­
teen hands, ore slight in build, with 
powerful forequarters, good legs, 
short strong backs and full bar­
rels. Heads and eyes are full with 
heavy protruding bones over the 
eyebrow, large nostrils, brood 
breo-sts and good feet. Few of 
them are pure white.

Horse fonders and breeders 
will be con.<ulted in the search for 
a fitting mount for the conquista­
dor, Anderson said. .At the some 
time, he declared, no community, 
however isolated, that claims a 
possible descendone o f the horses 
brought in by the early Spaniards, 
will be overlooked.

IMiether one horse will be choa-

korse. due to the practice of cross­
ing them with Clydesdales, Perch- 
erons and other breeds o f work 
horses, to make a larger horse.

Kut when we stop to think about 
it. we wonder why the house didn't 
bum down every time the tree was 
lighted. The truth is that many 
houses did bum down. The bell 
on the horse-drawn fire engine too 
frequently clanged in disharmony 

I with the Christmas chimes. Engine 
I companies looked forward to a busy 
' season at the end of the year. .

The use of lights on Christmas 
trees goes back to the old world, 
many centuries ago. A Swedish leg­
end tells of mysterious lights which 
gleamed from the branches of a 
particular pine tree during the 
Christmas season. Other stones as 
soclau tiM lighting of trees with 

, shining stars seen through the ev 
ergreen traea. When candles were 
invented H was only natural that 

i they b - used to simulate the tra- 
ditto. lights.

But candles, like the horse-drawn 
engine, have fallen by the wayside 
In the world’s march to safer and 
more efficient things. Kloctric lights 
have replaced candles for decorat­
ing Christmas trees because they 
are safer and more colorful, and 
each year we see a greater number 
of electric lights used, both indoors 
and out. There is a precaution or 
two. however, which should be 
noted in the use of these lighting 
sets. Like all electrical equipment 
for attachment to the light circuit. 
Christmas tree sets should be kept 
in good condition If they are to be 
free of fire and shock hazards. Isut 
year the Association of Electrical 
Inspectors received reports of 6!  
fires which were caused by defec­
tive wires in Christmas trees, and 
it is likely that many other fires 
occurred which were not reported 

When you take your Christmas 
tree set down from the top shelf 
this year, look at the insulation on 
the wires. See If, since last year, 
the insulation has become dry and 
cracked or if the copper wires have 
become exposed at any point. Also 
see if any of the sockets have been 
broken or If lamp bulbs fail to fit

properly in the sockets so tli: 
“ live” metal is left exposed whicli 
could make contact with tinsel or 
other metal decorations. If any of 
these conditions are found, discard 
the set and get a new one. In pur­
chasing new sets, determine wheth 
er they have been approved for 
fire safety by rnderwriters’ I..sb- 
oratories. Sets which have been 
built to standard requirements and 
have been listed as reasonably safe, 
are so marked on the boxes.

The Christmas season is ln>i>ur- 
tant from the point of view of all 
electrical appliances, because so 
many of them are purchased during 
the Christmas season. In buying 
any of these devices it would be 
wise for purchasers to give atten­
tion to their safety. One indication 
of safety that can be depended 
upon is the Underwriters’ label on 
attachment cords. The attachment 
cord is the part of the appliance 
which is likely to wear out first, 
and this part at least, should be 
up to k safe standard of construc­
tion. Worn out cords are responsi­
ble for most of the blown fuses, 
most of the shocks and probably 
most of the fires.

S. A. Lanning of Artesia is con­
ducting some important experi­
ments in the growing of flax in 
this area on his Cottonwocl farm, 
it was reported by Tom Reid, 
‘ ‘haves County extension agent, to 
The Roswell Dispatch, which con­
tinues;

thinning is growing three vari­
eties of flax on his farm on the 
Cottonwood, and now has a good 
stand. Sufficient acreage has 
been planted to assure results from 
the experiment.

The experiments now being con­
ducted are for the purpose o f de­
termining what varieties of flax 
could be planted in the valley with 
profit to the farmer, and on the 
basis of these experiments, advo­
cated by the Chaves County pro­
gram planning board during the 
last two years, valuable informa­
tion may be obtained, Reid stateil. 

I Flax is a valuable source o f oil 
1 for industrial uses, and the grow- 
: ing of flax, if practical, could be 
carried on here as an important 
addition to the farming program 
of the Pecos Valley, substituting 
for cotton on humlreds o f acres 
that have been taken out of culti­
vation of that crop by the govern­
ment farm program. The seed is 
planted in the winter and harvested 
in the spring.

I f  growing flax is found prac­
tical, it would also add to the in­
dustry of this area. The oil could 
be pressed locally and prepared for 
market.

L. T. Lewis, manager of the Ros­
well Cotton Oil Company, reported 
that cotton oil mills could be con­
verted for thi.s purpose ea.sily, and 
the extraction o f flax oil could be 
done at a time when the cotton oil 
mills have finished with the sea­
son’s crop of seed and the mills are 
ordinarily idle

The seed that has been produced 
in this area compares “ very favor­
ably” with that produced in other 
areas in size, color, plumpness, 
luster and other features, it was 
reported by Reiil.

SAN TA CLAUS TOWN
SWA.MPEI) W ITH M AIL

SAN TA  CLAUS, Ind., Dec. 19— 
The demand for Christmas mail 
with the postmark o f this southern 
Indiana village has become so 
great that 24 employees are work­
ing in three eight-hour shifts to re­
mail the thousands of letters sent 
here.

Except during the Yule season. 
Postmaster Oscar L. Phillips is the 
office’s entire staff. —  Associated 
Press.

"This eventually will save New 
Mexico thousands and thou.sands 
of dollars in slowing up obsolenc- 
ence,’’ was the comment of Ivan 
Hilton of Las Vegas, state highway 
commissioner, in a statement re­
viewing the State Highway De­
partment’s accomplishments since 
the first of the year.

Hilton referred specifically to 
the department’s new maintenance 
policy. In accord with this, main­
tenance money is used not merely 
for upkeep but also for extensive 
improvements, such as the elimina­
tion of curves, widening o f shoul­
ders and improvement o f drainage 
on the older roads— U. S. Routes 
85, (ill and 80 for instance.

"Not only will this postpone the 
ultimate necessity of replacing 
these highways,’’ said Hilton, "but 
it makes them safer for travel.’ ’

Oil for blacktopping, “ which 
must pass specifications and lab­
oratory tests to qualify as road 
oil,’’ he said, has cost less than 
similar materials used in the past. 
The tests, he added, “ will save 
New Mexico thousands o f dollars 
in future road maintenance.”

He added that oil mat work cost 
only $3,100 a mile in 19.39. It cost 
$4,000 to $6,000 in 1937 and 1938, 
he said.

“ Py processing the top of new­
ly constructed roads,”  Hilton said, 
“ this cost was further reduced to 
a unit cost o f $1,800 to $1,900 a 
mile on two contracts. Other sur­
facing jobs, with a double-shot 
penetration, cost from $1,900 to 
$2,000 a mile. How’s that for 
waste and extravagance?”

Under the law passed by the 
.Miles administration requiring 
competitive bidding for all con­
struction contracts. Hilson 
there have been 399 bids on 53 
jobs let. Twenty o f the 33 con­
tractors who bid, he said, have 
been successful, getting at least 
one job each. He estimated the 
savings under this law at $683,- 
322.61.

The 53 contracts cover 565 miles 
of road with one kind or another 
of work.

New Mexico’s 1939 shipment 
lambs, ewes and goats ta 
655,913 head on Dec. 16, and 
are still several thousands of 
that may be shipped before the be­
ginning of the New Year, Tom 
Snell, secretary o f the New Mexi­
co sheep sanitary board, reported 
Tuesday.

This year’s shipments are ap­
proximately 75,000 fewer than last 
year’s, Snell said, though the 1939 
prices ended on a decline, while 
the 1938 figures rose as the ship­
ping season progressed.

Snell estimated that the 1939 
shipments brought approximately 
$2,775,000 into New Mexico.

The total included 599,801 head 
of lambs, 53,121 head o f ewes, and 
2,991 goats.

Conditions to date are favorable, 
as stock is in good shape, but the 
drought must be relieved soon i f  
sheepmen are to have as favor­
able a season as they did last year, 
Snell commented.

I f  you think it’s some trick to

. change your mind. You use almost 
* what one bride called the “dump” 

method: dump in the ingredients 
and mix them up!

Fermentation is the 
conversion of grape sugar into al­
cohol and carbonic acid gas.

Their alcoholic content varies from 
nine to fourteen per cent. Sparkling 
wines are produced in the same 
way, according to an authority, ex­
cept that the last stage of fermen­
tation takes place in the sealed bottle 
so that the carbonic acid gas is re­
tained and produces efTervescenca.

More than 80 years ago a Kallon 
of water had much o f the efficien­
cy of four quarts o f tr*soline to­
day in furnishing motive power 
for fast haulinit o f freiirht. That 
was when the United States army 
introduced a fleet o f camels for 
transportatinR supplies across 
South Texas, New Mexico and Ar- 
isona, declares The Clovis News- 
Journal, which continues:

Drawing a comparison with the 
efficiency o f motor vehicles on 
modem hard-surfaced hiRhways 
taxes the hardest imagination, but 
records show the experiment, al- 
thouKh short-lived, was successful 
when paralleled with slow-movinir 
and expensive wairon trains. The 
dromedary, it was said, could trav­
el 75 miles a day, and others 30 
miles with a load o f 000 to 800 
pounds over any kind of footing 
with small requirements o f water 
and food. Unfortunately the Civil 
War interrupted adoption of the 
service o f camels o f the civilian 
population, and it won’t be tried 
now.

The experiment is a patch on 
the backgi^nd o f Texas* develop­
ment, one of those items in the his­
tory o f the Lone Star state that 
sets it apart from other subdi­
visions o f the nation. Had it pro­
gressed, the cowboy o f later years 
might have swung his lariat from

Jefferson Davis conceived the 
idea of using camels for transpor­
tation while in Mexico with the 
United States army in 1848. As 
secretary of war in the cabinet of 
President Franklin Pierce he ob­
tained an appropriation o f $30,000 
from Congress March S, 1855, and 
Maj. Henry C. Wayne was sent 
abroad, with the naval storeship 
Supply to buy the animals.

Wayne went to Turkey, Egypt 
and other Near East countries and 
obtained S3, including one Tunis 
camel o f burden, male; one Sem- 
neer dromedary, male; one Mus­
cat dromedary, male; four Siout 
dromedaries, females; one Mount 
Sinia dromedary, male; two Back- 
train camels, males; one Bogdee 
or Tuilou, male, and four Arabian 
camels 24 days old. males.

The ship with its cargo reached 
Indianola at the end o f April,
1856, and the animals were un­
loaded on the wharf at Powder 
Horn May 13. By steps, the cam­
els were moved to a permanent 
camp at Camp Verde where they 
remained and increased until the 
poet was taken over by the Con­
federates at the beginning o f the 
Civil War. It was estimated they 
then numbered eighty, exclusive of 
those taken from the camp pre­
viously for use by the army in 
Arizona and California.

A touch of human interest re­
volves around the three drivers, 
especially Hadji Ali, who became 
known throughout Western Texas 
and Arizona as "H i-Jolly”  because 
his name was difficult to pro­
nounce. The fate of his two com­
panions is unknown, but his name 
is perpetuated by a monument near i 
Quartzite, Anz. In September,. .Mr 
1935, Jim Edwards, maintenance John, 
foreman for the Arizona State 
Highway Department, erected a 
pyramid of colored stones to "H i- 
Jolly” at his own expense. Inside 
was placed a small copper box con­

A rtists h in d  P u in tin ^  P icture o f
Oil liusiness MonoinUy Touffli Job

Painting a picture of monopoly 
in the petroleum industry looks to 
be a pretty tough job, even for 
artists, declares W, R. Boyd, Jr., 
executive vice president, American 
Petroleum Institute. Yet the at­
tempt frequently is made, and 
while something which may resem­
ble monopoly sometimes is found, 
it is difficult even to locate the 
subject for a picture of a good 
healthy oil monopoly.

Monopoly, o f course, infers close 
and complete control, and, not in- 
fre<|uently, an upward movement 
o f prices and profits, plus a de­
cline in the number o f competi­

tors. The trouble the artists have 
with the petroleum industry is, 
chiefly, that none o f these essen­
tial components are available for 
the picture they wish to paint.

Wherever artists look in this 
big industry they find competition, 
and competition just isn’t healthy 
for monopolies. For instance, in 
the producing branch o f the indus­
try, there are about 10,000 produc­
ers. None produces as much as 
one-fourteenth of the total output 
o f crude. There are a few hun­
dred refineries— the number varies 
with economics conditions —  and 
none of them has as much as one-

eighth o f total refinery output. In 
the marketing branch, there are 
thousands o f wholesalers and re­
tailers, any one o f whom would be 

' glad, if he could, to hang on to 
one-tenth o f the business.

War at the ('roaart>ads 
Oil men always advise the art­

ists to set up their easels at a 
busy street intersection i f  they 
want to paint a picture, although 
they admit the finished master­
piece still won’t look much like a 
monopoly. Here the artists can 
find a service station, separately 
owned and operated, occupying 
each corner. Each station is com­
peting for the favors o f the same 
customers —  and none of them is 
getting even a sizeable proportion 
o f the business. They lose part of 
it to the stations at other inter­

sections.
Oil men tell the artists also to 

take their stand in one o f the oil 
fields where the derricks stand leg 
to leg and the crews fight for 
possession of the oil. Artists who 
visit a refining center can find a 
grouping o f huge plants, each sep­
arately owned and fighting the 
others for a share of the whole­
sale market. Good pictures but 
not o f monopoly, may be painted 
along railroad sidings, where tank 
cars bear the names of so many 
different owners as to make inter­
esting reading. Along the sea­
board the picture is repeated, with
tank ships replacing the tank cars. 
On the highways, the observer is 
impressed that so many different 
owners can operate so many tank 
trucks.

Army Against Army
Some o f the artists, from the 

impressionistic school, are trying 
to get a picture out o f groups of 

j  companies, or corporations, think­
ing that, at last, they have caught 
up with a combination. This sit­
uation, in itself, might make a 

' passable picture o f monopoly un- 
I der favorable conditions, but the 
I trouble is that the artists really 
■ have to paint pictures o f several 
such combinations, each in compe­
tition with the others. Such com­
petition completely spoils the com­
position o f the pictures.

I f  the artists would read a bit 
o f petroleum history before they 

I readied their canvas, they would 
: get a good idea for a picture of 
; competition rather than monopoly, 
j  Many o f the industry’s present

large companies were small busi­
ness 20, and even 10, years ago. 

I Right now there are small com- 
'panies going into the oil business; 
I and small companies which have 
been in it for several years grow- 

I ing big. Few other industr'es 
have provided such opportunity to 

i  start in a small way, and even- 
! tually to ;io big things.

Every new oil field puts hun- 
. dreds o f new producers in business.
' Every new demand produces a crop 
of small new refiners. And every 

' new market creates a veritable ep- 
idemic of new marketers. Some 

; o f them eventually become rasual- 
ties o f progress, or lack o f it. 
Many ofthem stay in business, in 
a small way. A  few become big. 
And all o f them discover that theii 
chief problem is not monopoly, but 
competition.

Dear Mr. Editor:
A fter my talk with you in your 

office and readinK your editorial 
in your paper, there seems to be 
some miaundemtandiiiK. I take it 
you think I was trying to belittle 
your committee’s ability or judg­
ment. That was far from my 
mind. You can take the average 
business men of your city and 
drive them over your proposed lo­
cation and they would decide as 
you did, for the land lies nice and 
level, showing no signs o f floods 
and most anyone would think it 
finer than silk, not knowing any­
thing o f the flood hazards, but 
i f  you go a mile west, where the 
Eagle Draw channel ends and is 
permitted to flow out on the level 
land, you will see that it cannot 
help but overflow your selection. 
I know that your committee was 
not aware of these facta. I f  there 
had been someone along that knew 
the defects, I think your decision 
would have been against the loca­
tion.

1 probably have had more ex­
perience in floods than the average 
man. I lived in the state of Miss­
issippi and owned an island that 
was in the Mississippi River, 150 
miles below Memphis, Tenn. That 
country overflowed nearly every 
year and broke the levies on both 
sides o f the river, flooding the 
country for forty miles on each 
side. As the Eagle drains thous­
ands o f acres of land to the west, 
that throws a big volume o f water 
that is bound to overflow the coun­
try below and. as to making a dam. 
a dam that would cost more than 
you would have to pay on the d if­
ference o f my proposition, you 
would still have the hazards.

Well, I guess this is enough 
thunder and flood waters for this 
time on your project I will now 
give you a few good points on my 
proposition.

In the first place, it is high and 
dry and cannot possibly flood and 
lies ideal for an airport, just roll­
ing enough to drain good after a 
heavy rain, and it will not need 
any grading for the runway. As I 
take it, an airport should be as 
near level as possible.

In the second place, it is on the 
highway, or with a quarter mile 
o f it, and probably about a mile 
farther than your port to the 
north side, which at the high rate 
of speed now days would only 
amount to about three-fourths of a 
minute o f your time and I guar­
antee a dry landing when you get 
there.

Now my proposition is this: I 
will sign over my lease to the city 
to my 240, without a dollar from 
the city. Although in your edi­
torial you seem to think I was 
wanting a bonus, if  you had read 
my interview more carefully, you 
would have seen that I made it 
clean that it was to be a free trans­
fer. You probably wonder why I 
am making this a free donation. 
It is this: I have two farms on two 
sides o f the proposed port and own 
one thousand acres of land and 
three-fourths o f it clear from any 
incumbrance, and using the editor's 
expression, for which 1 thank the 
Lord, I figure the port would en­
hance the value o f my land many 
times over, and I can get along 
without the 240 acres.

Since talking with you, 1 took 
the matter up with the govern­
ment in regard to making the 
transfer of my land and I have 
their reply that I could transfer 
my lease to the city or relinquish 
to the government and they would | 
make a twenty-year lease to the 
city with the privilege o f renew­
ing at the expiration of the twenty | 
years, they reserving the right to , 
establish beacon lights and erect 
any building that would be of ben-

lefit to the port, all o f which you 
! will need in time. 1 cannot con­
ceive what you would want better 
than this offer. With 240 acres 
o f my lease, these are two eighty- 
acre tracts and on the northeast 
ItfO, making 5ti0 acres, one hun­
dred more than you have. As I 
understand, you have to keep 
eighty rods away from electric 
poles, as your port borders for a 
half mile, that would take o ff  an­
other 160, leaving you what you 
are actually allowed to 340. In 
my proposition, there are no pules 
to contend with, so all you would ' 
be out would be the 100 acres to 
have the same acreage you can 
use.

Congress passed a law giving 
the secretary the right to make 
these leases, for which they en­
closed a copy.

1 think where you got the im­
pression that I wanted a bonus out 
of the 240 acres was some o f your 
committee said they had been out 
considerable money on land con­
tracted for, and I suggested we 
might trade some of the north 
port for the land south, which 
would be mure suitable for farm­
ing.

As to the money already invest­
ed, that can be worked out in time, 
if you have to let it remain idle 
for a while. You are saving 

I around 12.500 in getting my lea.'ie, 
besides it will be that much tax 
free and save that much on inter-  ̂
est with interest and taxes for 
twenty years, which will amount 
to more than you are paying for 
the whole proposition.

You said in your editorial I had ' 
lots to learn yet. That is probab­
ly true, but 1 will soon be on this 
earth 80 years, and I believe I 
have learned something. One thing 
I know after living in the vicinity 
of Eagle Draw for fifteen years 
and having seen it overflow sever­
al timse each year, I know it is 
not a proper location fur an air­
port landing.

You don't have to take my views 
o f it altogether. Ask ^ome of the 
old timers that have lived there 
for years and seen the overflow 
several times a year. Interview 
ex-postmaster Hannah, who car- ‘ 
ried the mail for several years and 
Carl Martin, Mr. Wildes, Dr. Doss 
and J. M. Jackson. I think they ; 
can give you some good pointers.

Now I hope you will take this 
in the same spirit I am giving it 
and select for the north port. I

The largest monthly collection 
o f severance taxes since May, 19.38, 
signifies two things, Gallegos 
said, which showed that collections 
during November had totaled $61,-

“ In the first place,”  Gallegos re­
ported, “we have been vigorously 
pressing a policy that this tax. like 
all taxes, must be collected from 
all who are called upon to pay it 
by the legislation providing for it, 
and not from just those who are 
good enough to pay it voluntar­
ily.”

“ In the second place,”  Gallegos’ 
report continued, “ crude oil pro­
ducers are buying an increa.sing 
amount each month of the oil al­
lowable by the oil compact com­
mission, and also of importance is 
the heavy increase in metal sales 
brought on by the demonds o f in­
dustry, directly and indirectly, en­
gaged in war munitions produc­
tion.”

Gallegos’ report showed that 
November collections represented 
an increase o f 11.8 per cent over 
November, 1938, when collections 
totaled $5.5,32.').16 and an increase 
of 17.8 per cent over October, 1939, 
when collections totaled $52,497.32.
