The weekend driver is becoming 

less of a threat in New Mexico and 
ha.v become a major (actor in the 
reduced traffic toll for 19.55, ac­
cording to James F. Lamb. Chair­
man of the New .Mexico Traffic 
Safety Commission.

"Traffic (atatitics on Saturdays 
and Sundays arc running 26 per 
cent behind the figures for the 
same days during the last two 
years," l^m b  said adding that edu­
cation and enforcement have ap 
parcntly been cfective in striking 
at the foremost traffic problem, 
the "Sunday driver".

The decline in weekend traffic 
deaths must be attributed to the 
fact that drivers are becoming 
aware of the need for defensive 
tactics on crowded highways and 
also to the increa.scd eourteiy 
among highway users, said Lamb.
