ALBUQUERQUE oP—A wheel 
on a medium roconnairxnce bomb­
er at Kirtland Air Foret Ba.sc ex­
ploded today following a fire aird 
flying debris killed one man.

Charge Stalin Destroyed Democracy
MOSCOW (A5—Kommunist, the 

handbook of world communism, 
today charged that Stalin de­
stroyed the principle of demo­
cracy in the Soviet Union.

The monthly magazine, official 
organ of the Centraf Committee 
of the Communist party, added 
its thunder to the chorus of criti­
cism against the late dictator in 
its April issue published today.

It was the first direct discussion 
in this leading organ of Commu­
nist theory on Stalin's “cult of the 
individual,” denounced by Nikita 
Khrushchev and other top Soviet 
leaders last month at the Com­
munist party congress.

Kommunist was the third major 
publication in the Soviet Union to 
attack Stalin by name. A Pravda 
editorial last week preaented an 
introductory outline of the Soviet 
government's case against the 
late dictator. The army news­
paper Red StAT attacked Statin's 
role as a military leader earlier 
today.

"The alien spirit of the cult of 
the individual as practiced hy 
Stalin violated the principles of 
Leninism . . . and inflicted consid­
erable damage on party work," 
Kommunist declared.

"Stalin’s ignoring of the prin­
ciples of collective leadership and 
party life led to the violation of 
interparty democracy, to the be­
littling of the activity Of rank and 
file members, and their initiative, 
and hindered the development of 
criticism and self criticism,” 
Kommunist said.

Taking a new public tack in the 
current campaign to demolish the 
Stalin myth, the army paper
charged that the late dictator
underestimated Lenin's role as a 
military genius.

It was the first time the Soviet 
press has accused Stalin of going 
against Lenin in any specific field
other than the basic charge
against him that he developed an 
anti-Lenninist cult of self glorifica­
tion.

all Soviet publication painted a 
picture of Stalin as a supreme 
military genius who won the war 
practically single - handed. The 
role of such field commanders as 
Marshals GeorgI K. Zhukov, now 
the Soviet defense minister, and 
Vassily D. Sololovsky, the pres­
ent army chief of staff, was 
played down.

The Red Starr article, written 
by Col. E. Chaaii<tov, conceded 
Stalin must be given his due “in 
preparing and conducting the 
Socialist revolution, in the civil 
war, in the struggle to build up 
socialism and in working out in­
dividual problems of Soviet mili­
tary science.”

But Chasinkov said “a review 
must be made of some of his in­
correct statementi and in particu­
lar his mistaken direction as re­
gards Lenin's role in lieveloping 
military matters and aa regards 
the military theoretical inheri­
tance left us by Great Lenin.”

The writer lashed out at Stalin's 
statement in 1946 tliat “during the 
time of the civil war Lenin re­
quired us, then young comrades 
of the Central Committee, to 
study military matters thorough­
ly. As far as he was concerned, 
he said to us directly it was too 
late for hin( to study military- 
matters.”

Chasinkov said Stalin's .siate- 
ment had been “accepted by our 
propagandists and historians with­
out any critical approach ”

He went on to contradict Stalin 
directly, asserting that Lenin, 
“being a prominent theoretician of 
scientific communism, a great 
leader of the working people, a 
founder of the ‘ Communist party 
in thf Soviet state, was at the 
same time a great military figure, 
an organizer of the Soviet ’army— 
an army of a new type. He made 
an invaluable contribution to the 
development of military matters.”

physical education, and r.'creation 
in Artcsia Junior H'gh Sch.Mil is 
required, two out of three years, 
of all students except those pre­
senting a medical certificate re­
questing that they be excused 
from the program’ According to 
Miss Elaine Sanders. Junior High 
Girls' physical education teacher, 
this program ts designed to pro­
mote mental and social develop­
ment as well as physical develop­
ment of the pupils This three fold 
development is attempted by of­
fering a variety of activities, which 
due to their nature, provide an op­
portunity for each pupil to grow 
mentally, physically, and socially 
The child gams knowledge and 
skill in games, and ability to get 
along with others through co-op­
eration and competition, as well as 
greater strength and co-ordination 
through participation with others.

The present program of activi­
ties stresses team sports which are 
of a vigonius nature and generally 
accepted throughout the nation as 
a necessary part of the average 
teenager's daily life. Various sport.s 
include flag football for boys and 
girls, basketball, soccer, co-educa- 
tional volleyball, tumbling, soft 
bal, and .swimming.

A six-weeks program of health 
is included in the program each 
year with different phases being 
taught on alternate years These 
pha.ses include personal hygiene, 
a study of btKiy structure and func 
Won,, mental hygiene, and .safety. 
This course is designed to aid pu­
pils in better understanding them­
selves and others. Individual and 
group projects arc employed to 
siipplemenl text book work 
Through these projects pupils are 
given a chance to study things of 
particular interest to them. Re­
search work IS earned on by differ­
ent groups and the students then 
exchange ideas and information 
from their findings.

('uotKxsnw ioua farmers will be turning to a wider uae of farm 
rhemicala this year to help bolster their income against sagging prices. 
'Fheir goal ia not a larger yield of crops in surplus, but a bigger margin 
of profit per unit of farm yield. And cheiptcals have proved to be 
the lowest-priced “hired hands.”

Weeds alone exist American farmers an eotimated $4 billion (that's 
right, billion' each vear. almost aa much aa the nation's com crop ia 
worth. Farroera in tfie Com Helt usually rultivaU their com three Ur 
five time* a season, mostly for weed control. At $1.26 or so p«  acre 
per cultivation, that means a tillage cost of anyrwbere from $3.75 to 
*6.2.5 per acre for the crop.

At a rident Weed Society of America meeting, a report of testa 
conducted in Ohio showed that weeds in com on many soils could be 
controlled chemically at a coat of only $3.40 per acre. Yields from 
the chrmicallv-treatid crops Were about the aaine as from mechanical 
cultivation. 1'Bus. the chemical weed control gave equal results at 
considerably lower costa.

The same thing applies to pasture, too, where chemicals ran help 
hie and nutritious forage plants take over without rewixxl-more palatable i

mg (iraaa production was upped 75 per cent on pernument native 
Nebraska pasture* simply Dy using 2,4-D to control iron wixd
and other broadleaves.

The big farm chemical prodiMx>ra such as Monsanto in St, IxMiia 
are investing huge *uma of money in research for new and even bid ter 
farm ehemicals to do highly efficient and special farm jobs. Monsanto 
reports that it w-reens more than 2,000 new com|M>uiiida each year as 
potential farm chemU-ala.

Meanwhile, the 2.4-D and others now availahls are made mors 
efficient bv improved emulsifiers, anti-clogging agents and such. 
'They are oettor Ustla today—and better buva.

It all adds up to a strong indication that higher farm profits may 
he just around the comer; the comer that can he cut on production 
coats by putting chemical “hired hands” to work.
