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This headline could be perma-
nent rather than just for a day or
so now and then! There have
been days recently when our
ambulances had to be taken out
of service for the day due to not
having enough attendants (EMT’s
or ECA’s) to go on possible runs.
This was the case last Saturday
(March 26th) from 6 a.m. to 6
p.m. It was also the case on some
other days this month and recent
ones.

Our Volunteer Ambulance
Service procedures, per State
requirement, call for two
attendants to be on the ambulance
before it goes on a call. In earlier
days of the ambulance service,
there were always attendants as
well as adriver. Now, if the driver
is also a certified attendant, we
“roll” with only one other
attendant. This is certainly not
always the best of situations since
we most often have 30 to 45 miles

to travel to the hospital after we
pick up the patient, but sometimes
it is necessary if the ambulances
are going to be in service. If the
driver is not also a certified
attendant, we must have another

attendant - a total of two - in
order to run.
If we call the ambulance(s) out

of service too often, we will lose
our certification from the State.
Speaking in behalf of the Cross
Plains Volunteer Ambulance
Service, if we do not get several
people to take a class, become
certified and then follow through
by being available to serve, we
could very well be without local
ambulance service in the Cross
Plains area. An ambulance would
have to come from Clyde, taking
from 30-45 minutes or more,
probably a time of one hour or so
in all after the call comes in. This
is not what we want, it is not what
1 want, and I/we don’t think that

is what people of this area want.

Hopefully, this is a “wake up
call.” Pardon the pun, but it is
as serious as a heart attack” - ora
stroke, or a - you name it. We
need some help! We need more
volunteers! We need some

drivers! But what we need most

is some to take the ECA/JEMT
class and become qualified and
certified to work in the back of
the ambulance as attendants!
If this is serious enough to you,
please help us do something about
it. If you can’t take the class, try
to persuade others who can to do
so. If you can take the class,
please “step forward.” Let me or
someone on the ambulance
service, especially our coordina-
tors, David Parker and Debra
Childers know. We are trying to
get a class to begin sometime

soon after June 1.

The Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT)
approved super-heavy permits
for a Texas company to haul
the loads at gross vehicle

« weights of 510,000, 430,000

Twenty feet wide and 197 feet
long, the super-heavy loads

will then be offloaded onto a
vessel and shipped to Japan.

Maintenance employees in
six TxDOT districts Abilene,
Brownwood, Fort Worth,
Waco, Bryan and Houston will
provide traffic control as the
big rigs move across Texas.

“It took a great deal of
coordination in a short period
of time to pull this off," said
Carol Davis, Motor Carrier
Division director. “TxDOT
divisions and districts worked
closely with an engineering
consultant to accomplish in a
few days what would normally
take weeks.”

TxDOT's Motor Carrier
Division issues permits to
carriers for loads exceeding
legal size and weight limits,
working closely with the
districts to make sure loads

Callahan County Predator
Control Association News

The Callahan County
Predator Control Association is
working in conjunction with
the USDA Wildlife Service in
eradicating feral hogs from the
county. The Association
currently has 55 paid members
for a total of 111,244 acres
enrolled. USDA Wildlife
Services has completed 726
hours of field work and 40.7
hours aerial work from
October 1, 2010 to March 24,
2011. The Association feels
that we have made good
progress in reducing the
number of feral hogs and other
predators in Callahan County.

The objectives of this
organization are to assist
landowners and tenants in
eradicating the feral hogs
throughout the county by
working with USDA Services.
Feral hogs cause thousands of
dollars each year in damages
to field crops, fences, cattle
pens, hay stacks as well as
destroying wildlife habitats.
This is a growing problem for
Callahan County as well as the

State of Texas that will take
several years to eliminated
these feral hogs or at least
reduce the number present in
the county to minimize the
damages that these animals
cause.

We are currently taking
membership into the
Association. The membership
year runs from October 1 to
September 30. The Annual
Membership fees are $50 plus
10 (10 .cents) iper :acre.
Membership fees are used to
pay the Associations contract
with USDA Wildlife Services for
their work in the county.

If you would like to encourage
landowners and tenants to join
the Callahan County Predator
Control Association, you may
come by the Extension Office
in Baird to turn in your acreage
and pay membership dues. If
you have any questions about
this program please contact
the Extension Office at 325
854-5835.

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Agriculture Secretary Vilsack and Assistant
Attorney General West Announce Process to Resolve
Discrimination Claims of Hispanic and Women Farmers

Obama Administration's
Efforts Will Bring Finality to
Longstanding Claims of
Discrimination in USDA
Program Delivery

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25,
2011 - As part of continued
efforts to close the chapter on
allegations that discrimination
occurred at USDA'in past
decades, Agriculture
Secretary Tom Vilsack and
Assistant Attorney General
Tony West today announced
the establishment of a process
to resolve the claims of
Hispanic and women farmers
and ranchers who assert that
they were discriminated
against when seeking USDA
farm loans.

"The Obama Administration
has made it a priority to resolve
all: “eclaims : of. . past
discrimination at USDA, and
we are committed to closing
this sad chapter in USDA's
history," said Vilsack.
"Hispanic and women farmers
and ranchers who allege past
discrimination can now come
forward to participate in a
claims process in which they
have the opportunity to receive
compensation."

"Under the resolution
announced today, USDA and
Hispanic and women farmers
will be able to move forward

and focus on the future," said
Tony West, Assistant Attorney
General for the Civil Division of
the Department of Justice.
"The administrative process
being established will give
Hispanic and women farmers

who believe they suffered

discrimination the chance to
have their claims heard."

The claims process offers a
streamlined alternative to
litigation and provides at least
$1.33 billion in compensation,
plus up to $160 million in farm
debt relief, to eligible Hispanic
and women farmers and
ranchers. This announcement
follows the Obama
Administration's settlement of
longstanding litigation brought
by African American farmers
and Native American farmers.

The program announced
today provides up to $50,000
for each Hispanic or woman
farmer who can show that
USDA denied them a loan or
loan servicing for
discriminatory reasons for
certain time periods between
1981 and 2000. Hispanic or
female farmers who provide
additional proof and meet
other requirements can receive
a $50,000 reward. Successful
claimants are also eligible for
funds to pay the taxes on their
awards and for forgiveness of

certain existing USDA loans.
There are no filing feés or other
costs to claimants to
participate in the program.

Participation is voluntary,
and individuals who opt not to
participate are not precluded
by the program from filing a
complaint in court.

In conjuriction with this
announcement, USDA is
launching an outreach effort to
potential claimants that will

include a call center for farmers
and ranchers, a website, public
service announcements, and
in-person meetings around the
country. Individuals interested
in participating in the claims
process may register to receive
a claims package, or may
obtain more information, by
visiting www.farmer
claims.gov. Beginning
February 25, 2011, individuals
can register to receive a claims
package by calling the Farmer
and Rancher Call Center at 1-
888-508-4429. USDA cannot
provide legal advice to
potential claimants. Persons
seeking legal advice may
contact a lawyer or other legal
services provider.

Under Secretary Vilsack's
leadership, USDA s
addressing civil rights
complaints that go back
decades, and today's
announcement is another
major step towards achieving
that goal. USDA is committed
to resolving allegations of past
discrimination and ushering in
"a new era of civil rights" for the
Department. In February
2010, the Secretary
announced the Pigford Il
settlement with African
American farmers, and in
October 2010, he announced
the Keepseagle settlement with
Native American farmers.
Meanwhile, Secretary Vilsack
continues to advocate for
resolution of all remaining
claims of past discrimination
against USDA.

Highlights Work Zone Awareness

"Safer Driving. Safer Work
Zones. For Everyone.”

AUSTIN - For many
motorists, the first word that
comes to mind when
encountering a highway
construction work zone is
delay. The word that should
come to mind is caution.

Each April, the Texas
Department of Transportation
(TxDOT) joins the Federal
Highway Administration
(FHWA), national
transportation associations
and numerous other state
DOTs for National Work Zone
Awareness Week (NWZAW) to
remember victims and to raise
awareness about safety
precautions for workers and
motorists in work zones. This

year, NWZAW is being
observed April 4th-8th.
Work zones can be

hazardous for both motorists
and highway crews working to
improve Texas' highways.
However, TxDOT has seen a
35 percent decrease in work
zone fatalities in 2009 from the
previous year because of
increased safety measures and
public outreach efforts.

While work zone fatalities and
crashes have declined
significantly, there is still work
to do. In 2009, 108 people were
killed in highway construction
and maintenance zones in
Texas. In the 13-county
Abilene District, there was one
fatality in 2009 and 88 crashes
in the work zone.

"One work zone fatality is one
too many. We are continuing
our efforts to educate motorists
on the dangers of speed and
distracted driving in work
zones," said Fred Underwood,

( Cross Plains\
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Texas Transportation
Commissioner. "Each of us has
the power to protect lives as we
drive. We just need to put our
cell phones ‘down, stop
adjusting the radio and focus
on driving safely."

TxDOT maintains
approximately 80,000 miles of
highway with more than 1,000
construction or maintenance
projects underway at any given
time. With so much
construction, motorists
frequently encounter work
zones.

In 2009, there were 3,871
distracted driver crashes in
work zones, involving 7,837
vehicles. These distracted
driver crashes resulted in 27
fatalities.

In 2009, 66 percent of work
zone fatalities were male.

Forty-six percent of all work
zone fatalities for 2009 were 35
years old or younger.

Four out of every five work
zone fatalities are motorists
traveling through the work
zone.

One in three work zone
crashes is a rear-end collision.

Of the 108 work zone
fatalities in 2009, 40 were drug
and alcohol-related.

Underwood said everyone
should take responsibility for
work zone safety, from
engineers and planners to
drivers ‘and pedestrians. For
more information about work
zone safety or to download our
newest Public Service
Announcements, go to
www.txdot.gov, search work
zone.

Americans will become sick, 1
in 1,006 will become
hospitalized, and 5,000 will die
due to a foodborne iliness.

If under the Texas
Department of State Health
Services (DSHS) jurisdiction
each food establishment is
required to have one certified
food manager on site.

Many of you have already
received a letter from the Texas
Department of State Health
Services regarding this. Under
these new rules, each food
establishment permitted by the
Texas Department of State
Health Services must have one
certified food manager. Food
manager certificates will be
valid for 5 years.

Texas AgriLife Extension
Service, Taylor County, is
offering a professional food
manager certification training
course. This program will be
offered for $115 on May 16th
& 23rd, at theTaylor County
Extension Office located on

the Taylor County Expo
Grounds. Cost includes
training, materials, and the
National Restaurant
Association's ServSafe
certification examination.
Registration deadline is April
29th.

This program is designed to
not only prepare foodservice
managers to pass the
certification examination; it will
provide valuable education
regarding the safe handling of
food. Almost 50 cents of every
dollar Americans spend on
food is spent on meals
prepared away from home.
Therefore, careful attention to
food safety will help keep
customers safe and satisfied.

Foodborne illnesses are
estimated to cost thousands of
dollars in lost wages,
insurance, and medical bills.
With these statistics,
knowledge of how to prevent
foodborne illness is essential.
The benefits of improved food
safety include:

Tips to make your home safe
from approaching wildfires

The Insurance Institute for
Business & Home Safety
(IBHS) conducted the first-
ever full-scale wildfire
demonstration at the IBHS
Research Center in South
Carolina on March 24th. The
demonstration (video) was
part of a building science
initiative designed to illustrate
how easily some commonly
used materials and items near
or on houses can ignite from
embers, “and what
homeowners can do to better
protect their homes.

"Most people believe that it is
the advancing line of flames
during a wildfire that destroys
homes," said Julie Rochman,
IBHS president and CEO.
"Rather, it is embers or
firebrands that create spot fires
by igniting vegetation, debris
and flammable materials that
lead to ignition of the exterior
of a house, as well as embers
blown or drawn into buildings
through gable vents, soffit
vents and other openings that
can ignite a house from the
inside. And our laboratory test
vividly demonstrated just
that."

The testing is part of the U.S.
Department of Homeland
Security's Wildfire Ignition
Resistant Home Design
(WIRHD) Program, a science-
based program led by the
Savannah River National
Laboratory (SRNL) to provide
community developers and
homeowners the ability to
assess and understand fire
risks due to a nearby wildfire.

Through this program, IBHS
scientists and engineers have
been working with U.S. Forest
Service experts and SRNL
scientists and engineers to
develop beneficial wildfire

research programs.

"In addition to working with
scientists and researchers with
expertise in the area of wildfire,
IBHS also has been working
very closely with the Fire
Services community who are
on the front lines of fighting
these ravaging wildfires. It is
critical that the work we do in
the controlled environment of
the IBHS Research Center test
chamber is exactly what
firefighters see and experience
in the field," Rochman said.

"IBHS wind-driven ember
system replicates the wildfire
ember shower environment
observed during an actual
wildland fire, both visually and
the ember impact on the
various components of
structures and landscapes,"
said Chief Will May, ret., Vice
Chair - Wildland Fire Policy
Committee, International
Association of Fire Chiefs.

Research data collected from
the wildfire testing will be used
in the development of a

- computer-based tool that will

allow the homeowner, working
with first responders, an
opportunity to create a virtual
version of their own home and
subject it to wildfire conditions.
The results will provide
recommendations the
homeowner can act on to
decrease their likelihood of
wildfire ignitions.

"Taking steps to make your
home more resistant to an
ember attack is the most
important thing you can do to
reduce damage. Making a plan
will allow you to leave when an
evacuation is ordered and
return home to little, if any,
damage. A wildfire will pass by
your property within a few

minutes, but its exposure to
embers can linger for an hour
or more. Many times,
firefighters have already left
the area when ember-related
fires ignite, leaving your home
unprotected,” explained
Rochman.

Many things you can do to
protect your home, such as
clearing gutters, sealing
around doors and covering
vents, cost less than $20.
Bigger ticket items include
replacing the roof and
installing new windows. Use
the guidelines below to help
you make the best choices for
wildfire protection when
making renovations or
performing maintenance on
your home.

* Ensuring that you have a
Class A rated roof is the most
important aspect in making
your home resistant to embers.
If you have a combustible
wood shake roof, replacing it
with a Class A roof is the most
important change you can
make.

* Maintain a very carefully
managed and maintained
vegetation zone within a five-
foot zone immediately
adjacent to your home is
critical. This zone is sometimes
referred to as a
"noncombustible" zone, which
can be accomplished using
rock mulch and flame-
resistant vegetation. A lawn or
low growing non-wood
deciduous plants would also be
options.

* When a wildfire is
threatening, make sure your
windows are closed.

* Vegetative debris in your
gutter can be ignited by
embers so clean your gutters
regularly to keep debris out.

The resulting fire will impinge
at the roof edge, a potentially
vulnerable area even for a
Class A roof. Use metal angle
flashing at the roof edge to
protect the roof sheathing and
fascia board.

* Make sure end-stops (bird-

stops) are installed at the edge
of your roof if your roof
covering has a gap between it
and the roof sheathing (for
example, with a clay barrel tile
roof). End- or bird-stops will
limit entrance of birds and
rodents that may make a nest,
and prevent ember intrusion
that could ignite the nesting
material and wind-blown
debris.
. * Do not store combustible
items, such as firewood and
lumber, under your deck.
Enclosing your deck is an
effective means of reducing
wildfire risk of ember
penetration below the deck.
However, if you do enclose
your deck, make sure you
allow for sufficient ventilation
to avoid moisture-related
fungal damage.

* Debris (and embers) can

accumulate at the
intersections between
horizontal and vertical

surfaces, such as at deck-to-
siding and roof-to-siding (at a
dormer). Keep these areas
clear of vegetative debris as
often as you clean your
gutters. Use of metal angle
flashing at these intersections
can reduce wildfire risks. The
use of non-combustible siding
material is also recommended.

* Your garage door can be
very "leaky" to embers. Since
most people store
combustibles in their garage,
make sure your garage door is
well sealed at the edges.
