With the cooperative efforts of 
the Clyde Police Department and 
Callahan County Sheriff's De­
partment, officers seized a total 
of 26 marijuana plants, a small 
indoor hot house and other drug 
paraphernalia at a mobile home 
in Clyde on Wednesday, March 
27th.

The Clyde Police Department 
received a tip of a possible sus­
pect in Clyde wanted on a theft 
of check from Taylor County. 
Upon arriving at the residence, 
which was located just outside 
the city limits of Clyde, the Clyde 
PD found a white male outside 
the residence and stated he was

the suspect wanted on the Tay­
lor County warrant. When the 
suspect Invited the Clyde PD 
officer into the residence, while 
he changed clothes, the officer 
observed drug paraphernalia in 
the home.

Callahan County Sheriff Terry 
Joy and Chief Deputy Adrian 
Huddleston were notified and a 
further search of the residence 
revealed a small indoor hot house 
in one of the rooms of the mo­
bile home.

Callahan County seized 26 
marijuana plants in various 
stages of growth.

The suspect was arrested and

booked into Callahan County 
Jail, charged with possession of 
marijuana and drug parapher­
nalia.

Callahan County Sheriff Terry 
Joe said the Clyde and Callahan 
County law enforcement depart­
ments worked cooperatively 
making the bust. "This makes 
for good law enforcement within 
the County," Sheriff Joy said.

The County Sheriff said if any­
one sees marijuana plants, or 
are aware of any plants, such as 
the ones pictured, please call 
you Callahan County Sheriff's 
Department, or any local law 
enforcement officer or agency.

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Blood Drive in Cross 
Plains Set for April 9th

A blood drive will take place at 
First Baptist Church in Cross 
Plains on Tuesday, April 9 from 
1:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. Each 
donor will receive a T-shirt and a 
complimentary total cholesterol 
screening.

Recent changes have lifted 
some, restrictions and have 
streamlined the donation process. 
There are now thirteen fewer 
screening questions and there are 
only eighteen medications that 
will temporarily or permanently 
defer a donor. Donors do not have 
to bring a list of medications, 
since there is no longer a need for 
documentation. There is now a

two year deferral after completion 
of treatment for most types of 
cancer (previously 5 years). 
There is no deferral following a 
tattoo or piercing if the procedure 
was done in a State of Texas 
licensed facility.

Meek Blood Center must 
collect sixty pints of blood each 
day in order to supply blood to 
seventeen area hospitals.' One 
hundred percent of the blood 
collected by Meek Blood Center 
is supplied by volunteer donors.

Those who have eligibility 
questions can speak with a Meek 
Blood Center technician at 
325-670-2798.

Parents are asked to register 
their children who will enter 
Pre-Kindergarten next Fall. Cross 
Plains Elementary offers Pre- 
Kindergarten to all children who 
will be four years of age on or 
before September 1, 2013. Pre- 
Kindergarten will be offered if a 
sufficient number of four year 
olds register for the program.

It is important that students 
register as soon as possible in or­
der to plan classes for 2013-2014. 
Class sizes for Pre-K may be 
limited.

Students who will be five years 
of age on or before September 1, 
2013 are eligible for 
Kindergarten.. Kindergarten is a 
full day program. Kindergarten 
is a basic part of the Cross Plains 
School system and the service is 
available to all students. If your 
child is currently enrolled in 
Pre-K at Cross Plains Elementary, 
you will NOT have to go through 
the screening process. If your 
child has not been enrolled in 
Pre-K, and will be attending 
Kindergarten in the Fall, please 
reigister for screening.

Early childhood screening will 
be conducted at the same time as 
regular Pre-K and Kindergarten 
screening. The early childhood 
program is a program to help

those children ages 3-5 who show 
to be developmental ly delayed or 
have a suspected disability.

Early Childhood, Pre-K and 
Kindergarten screening will be 
conducted Thursday, April 11, 
2013 at the Cross Plains 
Elementary School. Please call 
the Elementary Principal’s Office 
at 725-6123 to make an 
appointment for your child. The 
screening will take about sixty 
minutes. Each student’s hearing, 
vision, speech, motor skills, 
language ability, and 
developmental growth will be 
evaluated at this time. Parents 
will be given a report on their 
child’s progress at the time of the 
screening.

Parents are reminded that, in 
order to enter school in Texas, the 
student m ust have a state 
approved birth certificate, social 
security card and a current 
immunization record.

DTaP—5/4 doses with one on or 

after 4th birthday 
Polio—4 doses with one on or

Before you start 
digging into the yard though, 
Atmos Energy wants you to 
play it safe and call 811 to have 
all your buried utility lines 
marked for free.

"Studies show that careless 
d ig g in g  d a m a g e s  an  
underground utility line every 
three minutes in the Gnited 
S tates," said John  McDill, 
Atmos Energy's vice president 
of pipeline safety. "The leading 
cause of pipeline damage is the 
result of excavation, and 
failure to call 811 certainly 
contributes to the problem."

April is National Safe Digging 
Month and is a reminder that 
careless digging can affect an 
entire com m unity. In fact, 
nearly  60 p e rcen t of all 
incidents involving natural gas 
distribution pipelines result 
from excavation  dam age, 
according to the American Gas 
Association.

"Underground utility lines are 
widespread, and just about 
any digging poses a danger

unless all lines are located and 
marked in advance, McDill 
said. "Furthermore, digging 
c o v e rs  m o re  th a n  ju s t 
professional excavating and 
building projects. It includes 
m any sum m ertim e home- 
im p ro v em en t an d  d o -it-  
yourself projects, such as 
constructing a patio or deck, 
building a fence, adding trees 
and landscaping, installing a 
sprinkler system, even putting 
in a mail box."

In Texas, it is state law that 
you must call 811 in advance. 
Texas requires at least three 
full business d ay s’ notice 
before excavation begins.

The National Baseball Hall of 
 ̂ Fame Commemorative Coin Act 

(Act) (Public Law 112-152) calls

for a three-coin program of $5 
gold, $1 silver, and half-dollar 
clad coins, and requires a 
competition to select a common 
obverse design emblematic of the 
game of baseball. This is the first 
time the United States Mint has 
held a public design competition 
since 1992.

In addition, the $5 gold and $ 1 
silver coins will be the first 
“curved” coins minted and issued 
by the United States Mint, with 
the reverses (tail sides) being 
convex to more closely resemble 
a baseball and the obverses being 
concave to provide a more 
dramatic design.

Thinking about entering this 
competition? Here are some 
things to consider;
1) The obverse design must be 
“emblematic of the game of 
baseball” and must include the 
inscriptions “Liberty”, “In God 
We Trust”, and “2014”
2) Two-dimensional designs 
must be monchrome, not color, 
and three-dimensional models 
must be made using neutral 
plaster or a durable plastic 
m aterial and should be 
approximately 8” in diameter.
3) Designs must not include the

name pr depiction of a real player 
or any other person, living or not.
4) Designs must not include 
depictions, names, emblems, 
logos, trademarks or any other 
indicia associated with any 
specific commercial, private, 
educational, civic, religious, 
sports, or other organizations 
whose membership or ownership 
is not universal, including any 
current or former baseball team, 
either professional or amateur.
5) Designs must not include any 
depiction of a real baseball 
stadium, field, arena, either in 
whole or in part, whether or not 
currently existing or in use.
6) Department of the Treasury 
employees, contractors and 
former contractors under the 
Mint’s Artistic Infusion Program 
are ineligible, including United 
States Mint and other Treasury 
offices and bureaus.

past decades. All claims must 
now be filed by MAY 1, 2013.

“H i s p a n i c  a n d  w o m e n  
farmers who believe they have 
faced discriminatory practices 
in the past from the USD A have 

' additional time to file a claim in 
order to have a chance to 
receive a cash payment or loan 
forgiveness,” said Secretary 
Vilsack. “OSDA urges potential 
c la imants  to con tac t  the 
Claims Adm in is t ra to r  for 
information and to file their 
claim packages on or before 
May 1, 2013.”

T h e  p r o c e s s  o f f e r s  a 
v o lu n ta ry  a l t e r n a t iv e  to 
litigation for each Hispanic or 
female farmer and rancher who 
can prove that GSDA denied 
his or her application for loan or 
loan servicing assistance for 
discrim inatory reasons for 
certain time periods between 
1981 and 2000.

As announced in February 
2011, the voluntary claims 
process will make available at 
least $1.33 billion for cash 
a w a r d s  a n d  t a x  r e l i e f  
payments, plus up to $160 
million in farm debt relief, to 
eligible Hispanic and women 
farmers and ranchers. There 
are no filing fees to participate 
in the program.

for a claims package (by 
calling the number or visiting 
the website) or may download 
the forms from the website. All

G .S .  h o u s i n g  m a r k e t s  
e x p a n d e d  for a s ev e n th  
consecutive month in March to 
include 274 metros on the 
National Association of Home 
B u i ld e r s / F i r s t  A m e r i c a n  
Improving Markets Index (IMl), 
released today.  This total 
amounts to a net gain of 15 
markets since February and 
includes entrants from all 50 
s ta tes  and the District of 
Ctjlumbia.

T he IMl iden t i f ie s  m e ­
tropolitan areas that  have 
shown improvement from their 
respective troughs in housing 
permits,  employmen t  and 
house prices for at least six 
consecutive months. Thirty- 
four new markets were added 
to the list and 19 were dropped 
from it this month. Notable 
additions include such diverse 
locations as Birmingham, Ala.; 
S a n t a  B a r b a r a ,  C a l i f . ;  
Colorado Springs, Colo.; and 
Bloomington, Ind.

“T h i s  is t h e  s e c o n d  
consecutive month in which 
every state is represented by at 
l ea s t  o n e  m e t ro  on the  
improving l ist ,” observed 
NAHB Chairman Rick Judson, 
a home builder from Charlotte,

N.C. “The expanding housing 
r e c o v e r y  is e n e r g i z i n g  
communities nationwide by 
generating jobs and local tax 
revenues — and it could be an 
even more potent force for 
economic growth if credit for 
building and buying homes 
was more readily available.” 

“With just over 75 percent of 
the 361 metros covered by the 
IMl now seen as improving, the 
h o u s i n g  m a r k e t  is on 
c o n s id e r ab ly  more  solid 
footing than it was at this time 
last year,” said NAHB Chief 
Econom is t  David Crowe. 
“While we expect this positive 
momentum to continue, it’s 
important to understand that 
m a n y  m a r k e t s  a r e  j u s t  
b e g i n n i n g  th e  r e c o v e r y  
process, and that numerous 
issues - from credit availability 
to the rising cost of building 
materials and emerging lot 
shortages - are slowing the 
pace of that advancement.” 

“With the understanding that 
t h e r e  a re  still  a lot of 
uncertainties in the regulatory 
arena, it looks like we are 
finally seeing the beginning of 
what could be a broad and 
deep recover of the nation’s 
housing market," added Kurt 
Pfotenhauer, vice chairman of

First American Title Insurance 
Company.

The IMl is designed to track 
housing markets throughout 
the country that are showing 
signs of improving economic 
health. The index measures 
three sets of independent  
monthly data to get a mark on 
the top improving Metropolitan 
Statistical Areas. The three 
indicators that are analyzed are 
employment growth from the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics, 
house price appreciation from 
Freddie Mac and single-family 
housing permit growth from 
the G.S. Census  Bureau.  
NAHB uses the latest available 
data from these sources to 
generate a list of improving 
markets. A metro area must 
see improvement in all three 
measures  for at least six 
consecutive months following 
those m easures’ respective 
troughs before being included 
on the improving markets list.

SHERIFFS CORNER
On February 27, 2013, an au­

ditor from the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety Criminal 
Justice Information Systems 
Office came to the Sheriff’s Of­
fice to review the methods used 
for reporting criminal justice in­
formation.

Sheriff’s Office staff for its audit 
results and encourages the de­
partment to continue efforts to 
maintain full compliance.

Callahan County's jobless c 
rate drops to 5.2% in February
The unemployment rate in Cal­

lahan County dropped one-tenth 
of one percent to 5.2% in Febru­
ary 2013, according to jobless 
figures released Friday, March 
29th by the Texas Workforce 
Commission. The unemploy­
ment rate in Callahan County 
one year ago in February 2012 
was 5.4 percent.

Callahan County's unemploy­
ment rate was 5.2% in January, 
2013.

Previous monthly jobless rates 
in Callahan County included: 
4.5% in December 2012, 4.4% in 
November, 4.9% in October, 
4.9% in September, 5.3% in Au­
gust, 5.8% in July, 5.8% in June, 
5.1% in May, 4.8% in April, 5.3% 
in March, according to the un­
employment figures.

Big Country area counties, bor­
dering Callahan County, and the 
counties' unemployment rates 
for February 2013 include; 
Brown, 5.9%; Coleman, 6.1%; 
Eastland, 5.9%; Jones, 5.9%; 
Runnels, 5.8%; Shackelford, 
2.7%; Stephens, 5.4%; and Tay­
lor County, 5.0%.

The Abilene MSA (Metropoli­
tan Statistical Area) unemploy­
ment rate, which includes Tay­
lor, Callahan and Jones Coun­
ties, stood at 5.1% in February, 
2013, according to the Texas 
Workforce Commission. The 
Abilene MSA Combined Labor 
Force is 84,700. There were 
80,400 employed during Febru­
ary 2013, while 4,300 were un­
employed, giving the Abilene 
MSA an unemployment rate of 
5.1%.

The Abilene MSA reported the 
workforce was 84,800 in Janu­
ary, 2013. Total employment of 
80,200 was reported in January 
2013, while 4,600, or 5.4% were 
unemployed in January 2013.

The Abilene MSA unemploy­
ment rate for February, 2012 
was 5.6%. The total workforce 
was reported at 84,300, with 
79,500 employed and 4,800 un­
employed in February, 2012.

The state's unemployment rate 
for the month of February, 2013 
was 6.5 percent. The total Texas 
labor'force was 12,662,600 in 
February 2013. The total num­
ber of Texans em ployed is 
11,845,600. The total number of 
unemployed Texans was 817,00 
in February 2013.

Last month's statewide unem­
ployment rate was 6.9 percent.

Highlights of the Texas 
Labor Force

(Not Seasonally A djusted)

• The February unemployment 
rate declined four-tenths of a 
percentage point to 6.5 percent. 
This followed the average Janu- 
ary-to-February rate drop of 0.3 
percentage points seen during 
the last three years. This was 
also the lowest February unem­
ployment rate since 2008. Over 
the prior three months, the un­
employment rate has shown an 
average increase of two-tenths 
of a percentage point. The un­
employment rate has contracted 
seven-tenths of a percentage 
point over the year. The national 
rate also dropped four-tenths of 
a percentage point over the 
month to 8.1 percent. The Texas 
unemployment rate was 1.6 per­
centage points below the na­
tional rate and has remained at 
or below the national unemploy­
ment rate for 75 consecutive 
months.

• The Civilian Labor Force 
(CLF) grew by 7,500 individuals 
to 12,662,600 Texans. This was 
the smallest over-the-month in­
crease since December. This was 
the third consecutive month of 
growth for the Texas CLF. The 
prior three months have shown 
an average increase of 11,100 
persons joining the Texas labor 
force. The labor force has in­
creased by 141,800 Texans over 
the year, bringing the annual 
growth rate to 1. 1 percent.

• The number of employed 
persons increased from January 
to February by 63,100 individu­
als to 11,845,600 Texans. This 
was the largest over-the-month 
increase since September 2012. 
Over the last three months, Texas 
has shown an average decrease 
of 9,600 employed Texans. Over 
the year, the number of jobhold­
ers has expanded by 232,500 
people. Unemployed persons de­
creased by 55,600 individuals 
over the month. This was the 
most significant decrease in 
jobseekers since September 
2012. The number of unem­

ployed Texans has decreased 
by 90,700 individuals over the 
year.

• The number of jobseekers 
continuing to file for unemploy­
ment insurance benefits de­
creased by 9,300 persons over 
the month to a total of 127,700 
Texans. Over the year, the num­
ber of claimants has decreased 
by 8,300 individuals. Of the 25 
Metropolitan Statistical Areas 
(MSAs), five showed an increase 
in unemployment claim activity 
with the Midland MSA leading 
the way at 9.2 percent. A de­
crease in unemployment claim 
activity was experienced in 20 
MSAs with the Beaumont-Port 
Arthur MSA leading with a de­
cline of 23.6 percent.

USAA to Add 1 ,000 Jobs
SAN ANTONIO, TX (San An­

tonio Express-News) —USAA, 
San Antonio’s largest private- 
sector employer, is about to get 
bigger. The financial services 
and insurance company an­
nounced it plans to add as many 
as 3,500 jobs over the next three 
years, including up to 1,000 in 
San Antonio, where it already 
employs 16,400.

“Demand has never been stron­
ger for all that USAA offers, and 
we need to continue to have the 
best employees in sufficient 
numbers,” USAA CEO Joe Rob­
les said in a statement. To ac­
commodate its growth, USAA 
intends to lease additional space 
in San Antonio because it cur­
rently occupies about 90 per­
cent of the 5-mlllion square feet 
in its 280-acre campus on the 
Northwest side of San Antonio. 
Shon Manasco, USAA’s chief 
administrative officer, said the 
company has identified a loca­
tion in San Antonio where it 
wants to expand, but he de­
clined to say where.

AUSTIN, TX (Austin Ameri- 
c a n - S t a t e s m a n )  — Ki r k  
Ladendorf - National Instru­
ments Corporation won approval 
for $1.7 million in city of Austin

incentives to support  the 
company’s proposed expansion 
of 1,000 Austin jobs over the 
next 10 years. The Texas 
Governor’s Office already has 
said it has agreed to back Na­
tional Instruments expansion 
with $4.4 million from the Texas 
Enterprise Fund.

The pioneering Austin tech 
company is proposing to invest 
$80 million to build and equip a 
new 300,000-square-foot office 
building next to its existing cam­
pus in North Austin. The aver­
age annual wage for the new 
jobs it creates is estimated to be 
$72,223. National Instruments 
plans to continue its develop­
ment of test and development 
of hardware and software sys­
tems to assist the world’s scien­
tists and engineers.

Power P lant Planned for 
Mitchell County

ABILENE, TX (KTXS - TV 
ABC 12)—FGF Power, LLC 
president Emerson Farrell an­
nounced they are building a 
natural gas powered electric 
plant in Mitchell County.

It will create up to 
1,000 temporary jobs at the 
height of construction. It will 
also generate 22 permanent 
jobs.
