Does Sheep Raising Pay in
North-West Texas? (continued)

Mr. Craven, one year ago,
sold to Mr. F. P. Parlin 350
head of sheep (about half breed
Merino) at $3.50 per head, and
150 head he gave him (Parlin)
on shares at the rate of half
the wool and half the increase.
That was one year ago, and
now Mr. C. informs us that
his profits from the 150 head,
rating them at $3.50 per head,
nets him just 40 per cent. Now
to count these sheep at their

first purchase price would make’

for him the handsome profit of
100 per cent.

Col. R. H. Overall commenced
in Coleman county in 1878,
with an investment of $2,800
in company with a nephew
who went in as a full partner,
giving his note for $1200 and
$200 in cash. This $2800 they
invested in sheep. The first
clip nearly paid them back the
money invested. The second
clip brought them 40 cents
per pound. At the expiration
of about two and a half years
the Colonel bought out the
nephew, paying him $ 10,000
for his interest. Last spring he
sheared 7000 head of sheep,
his clip brought bringing him in
Baird $ 15,000. He also sold
2,000 head of mutton sheep
at $3.00 per head, netting him
$6,000 more. .

Messrs. Isaac and Arch Shaw
invested $1600 in the fall of
1876, in Mexican sheep. They
began from the first by breeding

to good Merino bucks and-

improving the blood of their
flock averaged six pounds
of wool to the sheep. After
shearing the firm closed out the
business by selling to C. & C. D.
Kenyon of New York; the spring
clip and the sheep bringing the
Shaw brothers the snug sum of
$24,000.

~ We have watched this
agricultural enterprise with
deep interest for a year, and

have been pleased to note the
success attending it. We have
form time to time visited the
farm and examined its crops
as they grew and matured, and
believe no enterprise in all this
western country has tended
more to favorably advertise our
section than this farm.

The railway company has,
by expending a few dollars,
demonstrated the fact that the
mesquite vallies of Callahan are
not only good farming lands but
that the soil is more than an
average when compared with
the whole state of Texas.

We visited this farm again this
week where we found Major
Richardson, who has charge
of the farm, gathering samples
of seeds to complete a list of
about fifty rarities of seeds now
on exhibition at the land office
of the company here. We went
into the office and made a
partial list of the cases of seeds
which we give our readers, as
follows: Corn - white Texas
field, Dallas county yellow,
Michigan sweet, common
pop. Wheat - Nicarauga,
Mediterranean, white Texas,
red May, white Russian. Oats
- Gaime’s Virginia, red rust-
proof, white Russian, Scotch.
Millet - pearl, German. Barley
- common, mammoth hulless.
Rye - white. Beans - castor,
navy Mexican, pole, black
wax, butter, bush. Squash -
white, yellow. Peanuts - pink,
common. Cotton - golden
prolific, rice common, brow
bouro. Peas - crowder, rice,
black eye field, brown stock,
garden. Sorghum - African,
early amber, honey cane.
Dwarf broom corn, sun-flower,
okra, cucumber, cashew,
pumpkin, water-melon.

These seeds are very carefully
gathered and are remarkably
perfect, of their kind, and
without question are as fine
a lot as may be found in any
collection North, South, East
or West. We learn these seeds
will be forwarded to W. H.
Abrams, Land Com. Of the
company at Marshall, and may
ultimately be sent to St. Louis
or Chicago, where the company
have immigration offices.

The Texas History Minute

Texas Inventor & Nobel Laureate Jack Kilby

Technology has transformed
the world in ways many can
scarcely imagine in just the past
few decades. What once was the
realm of science fiction are now
indispensable tools for everyday
life and even toys for children.
Some of these remarkable devic-
es, such as the integrated circuit
and the hand-held calculator
were largely the result of the
dedication and imagination of
one man, adopted Texan and
Nobel Prize winner Jack Kilby.

Kilby was born in Jefferson
City, Missouri, in 1923. When he
was still very young, the family
moved to Great Bend, Kansas,
where his fatherran an electrical
supply company. This, coupled
with his father’s interest in short-
wave radio, nurtured a fascina-
tion with electronics. After his
graduation from high school,
Kilby enrolled at the University
of lllinois at Urbana-Champlain
and earned a bachelors degree
in electrical engineering in 1947.

Afterhis college graduation, he
landed a job with an electronics
manufacturer in Milwaukee,
Wisconsin. Anxious to further
his education while working full-
time, he went to night school
where he eventually earned a
masters degree in electrical engi-
neering the Milwaukee Extension
of the University of Wisconsin
in 1950. Three years later, he
created his first invention, a type
of plug-in circuit. Though the
patent was not approved until
1959, it was the first of ten pat-
ents he would complete.

Texas Instruments in Dallas
was interested in his ideas
on circuit miniaturization and

. hired him as a researcher and

developerin 1958. Within a few
months of his arrival, he made
a stunning breakthrough. He
helped develop the integrated
circuit, a forerunner of the
microchip that allows modern
computers to operate. Kilby’s
invention, for which he secured
three patents for different parts of
the design, allowed computers to
perform calculations faster and
for computers to start becoming
smaller and cheaper. Shortly
afterward, the U. S. Air Force
began contracted with Texas
Instruments to experiment with
Kilby's integrated circuit, which
were soon being incorporated
into new computer designs.
Three more patents were secured

as Kilby perfected the initial
design.- Kilby’s breakthrough in
circuit miniaturization set off a
frenzy in the electronics industry
as engineers worked to make
circuit designs ever smaller,
faster, and more efficient.

In 1965, Kilby and his team
invented the thermal printer,
using heat for printing with in-
dustrial devices instead of the
cumbersome mechanical keys
used in typewriters for decades
by this point. This allowed for
increased speed and efficiency
and fewer mechanical problems.
It was soon being used in the
new computers that Texas In-
struments was producing.

By 1967, one of the earliest
practical applications of the
integrated circuit was developed
by Kilby for the general public,
the handheld electronic calcu-
lator. The calculator was an
instant success, transforming
homes and businesses across
the nation. The patent for this
invention was granted in 1974.

From 1978to 1984, he served
as a distinguished professor of
electrical engineering at Texas
AEM University. Kilby formally

retired from Texas Instruments in
1983, justasthecomputerrevo-
lution he had helped inaugurate
was getting underway. As the
world embraced computers in
the 1980s, anincreasing number
of the new generation of design-
ers, engineers, and program-
mers pointed to the importance
of Kilby's work in making new
computer technology possible.
He often spoke to colleges and
businesses around the world in
his retirement years.

In2000, he received the highest
honor in science for his lifetime
of achievement when he was
awarded the Nobel Prize in Phys-
ics, sharing the award with Z. 1.
Alferov of Russia and Herbert
Kroemer of Germany, who had
also made major breakthroughs
in semiconductorresearch. The
Nobel Prize placed him among
such great scientific minds of
history as Albert Einstein. Kilby
died in Dallas in 2005.

there is a species of bird that |

thrives in west Texas year-round,
and is one that is probably very
familiarto most people, and that
avian species is the Great-tailed
Grackle.
The Great-tailed Grackle (Quis-
calus mexicanus) is a distinctive
species of bird that can be ob-
served throughout Texas. Out-
side of this state, it occurs north
to Kansas and west to central
California. It also occurs south
of the border to Central America.
Only the most northernmost
populations migrate during the
colder winter months.
With such a large year-round
range, this species could be con-
sidered to be a habitat generalist.
It apparently prefers areas that
have some form of a natural
semi-permanent water source,
but human habitations with
items such as pools and lawn
irrigations obviously suffice. Its
population densities haverisenin
arid areas of the southwest due
to agricultural irrigation.
At first glance, Great-tailed
Grackles appearto be just anoth-
ervariety of black bird. However,
upon closer inspection the sub-
tle iridescent purple coloration
on the head, neck, back, and
underparts region really stand
out against the black wings and
lower body. The tail on males is
quite long (hence the common
name). is often described to be
diamond-shapedin appearance.
Males and females are sexually
dimorphic, which means that
they differ from each other in
several morphological charac-
i teristics. Females differ from the
. males in that they are typically

dark brown on the head, neck,

back, and underparts rather
' than being adorned with the
« iridescence that males possess.
. Both species have gray legs

and beaks. The bright yellow

eyes are particularly noticeable
.+ on the darker colored males.
. Great-tailed Grackles are birds of
* moderate size, with body length

of roughly eighteen inches and
A\ a wingspan of just over two feet.
. This species of grackle is noisy
‘ and gregarious, preferring to

live in large colonies of up to
. a hundred individuals or more.
. This is particularly true during
the winter months when several
hundred Great-tailed Grackles
may congregate in prime feed-

ing areas. This avian species is
omnivorous, feeding on a large
variety of small invertebrate ani-
mals such as snails, insects, and
arachnids as well as larger prey
that have backbones including
lizards, frogs, fish, and even
smaller birds and theireggs. It will
also feed on various fruits, seeds,
and berries, and many times will
steal these food items from other
species of smaller birds.

Males are quite promiscuous
during the spring breeding
season. It is not uncommon
for one male to mate with ten
or more females in just a few
daystime. Furtherresearch now
shows that females may just as
promiscuous as the males are.
Males will put on a tremendous
show for the females; this show
compromises of a dramatic
display of raising the feathers
on his back while strutting,
vibrating, and singing. Once
the female has selected a male,
breeding takes place. In this
species of bird, the female'does
the majority of the reproductive

work. She will build the nest out
of various sticks, twigs, grasses
and leaves, then will lay the three
to four inch long oval, gray blue
patterned with reddish blotches
eggs. Incubation lasts about two
weeks, and is done entirely by the
female. Upon hatching, the young
will remain in the nest for another
three weeks, all the while being
tended to and cared for by their
mother. When it comes to taking
flight, the youngsters are taught
by, you guessed it, the female.

This species is common, and

population studies have shown
that its numbers are increasing.
It is one of the few birds that
many naturalists will consider to
be pests, and many states will
allow the removal of this species
from gardens and other areas if
it is determined to be a threat or
a nuisance.

Orchestra and JROTC Color
Guard; presentation of the
DRT scholarship winners; an
appearance by The Texas
Army, the State of Texas
Official 1836 Ceremonial and
Reenactment Group; and much
more.

The famous battle occurred
46 days after the fall of the
Alamo in the late afternoon

of Apnl 21, 1836. During the
battle a Texas army of 910
soldiers led by General Sam
Houston overwhelmed the
forces of Mexican President
and General Santa Anna. When
the fighting had ended, more
than 600 Mexican soldiers
were killed and more than
700 would be captured, while
nine Texans would lose their
lives.
