One of France's war
1870-7T1 won

gardeners of
lmmortality by studying
his plants, instead of tending his gar-
den wmerely as a way to help out with
the food supply. Like most war gar-
deners, he did not give his attention
-exclusively to vegetables but planted a
few flowers, aud it was with these that
he had counspicuous success,

In 1871 Victor Lemoine began his
eyperiments in cross-fertilizing differ-
ent species of lliae. He took up this
work to get his mind away from the
troubles of his country, for a German
garrison wus quartered In his native
town, Nancy, and the rest of France,
except the doomed provinces of Alsace-
Lorraine, was slowly buying back its
freedom from the same hated pres-
ence, Lemolne's sight at that time was
very bad, planned and had his
wife execute,

That was the origin of the wondrous
group of shrubs known today through
out the civilized world as “French
Mines,” with thelr great trusses of
beauteous bloom. It is Lemoine’s bhest-
known work, though not his only one.
He recreated the mock orange, the
deutzia, the weilgelia, the delphinium
and a score of other perennials and
shrubs.

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HAKING PLANS TO
HONOR I75 HEROES

NAVY DEPARTMENT WANTS PHO-
TOGRAPHS OF ENLISTED MEN
WHO PERISH IN WAR.

FOR MEMORIAL GALLERIES

Size of Army Camps and Cantonments
Increased In Past Six Months—
Improvement in Ship Loading Helps
Our Allies.

(From Committee on Public Information. )
Washington.—The navy department

1s collecting photographs of enlisted
men who lose their lives In the war
that their memory may be perpetu-
ated. Secretary Daniels asks relatives
or others having such photographs to
lend them to the navy that coples may
be made for the navy's records. Orig-
inals will be returned to the owners
as fast as coples can be made,

A photograph of each man is to be
forwarded by the navy department to
the training station where he began
his career in the service, At each of
these stations a memorial gallery of
honor or a hero's corner s to be es-
tablished so that for all time the face
of the man of the navy who has made
the supreme sacrifice may he honored
by the youth of the future sent to the
station for training.

All pletures, loaned or contributed,
should bhe securely wrapped for mail-
ing after they have bheen marked with
the iame, branch of service, and train-
Ing station the young man entered aft-
er enlistment. They should be ad-
dressed to the recruiting division, bu-
reau of navigation, navy department,

Washington, D, ¢, Care will be taken
to return safely the photograph to
the sender, when desired, together

with one of the copies made of It.

More than $22.000.000 has been ex-
pended during the past six months un-
der the direction of the construction
division of the army In making addi-
tions and Improvements to camps ana
cantonments, This sum does not In-
clude the cost of additlons to the hos-
pital equipments or the Improvements
made at other army statlons,

The Improvement work consisted of
additional bulldings for housing the
men and providing for elr comfort
and needs. Arsong bulldlngs erected
were quarters for officers and nurses,
repair plants, kitchens and bakeries,
and theaters. New roads were 1ald and
sanitation ‘work Improved and ex-
tended.

Many additional bhulldings are econ-
templated, and general construction
work will he rushed to completion dur-
ing the summer and fall, In some in-
stances the eamp work has been ex-
tended to drainage of an entire district
ng the camp to remove dan-
ger of disease arising from the proxim-
ity of swamps.

Liberty theaters have been erect-
ed at all Natilonal Army cantonmends,
Each of these theaters has an aver-
age Inclosed seating capacity of 2,000,
Theaiters and amusement halls have
béen erected also In the National
Guard camps and at other points where
troops are in training.

Ecopomies of approximately 20 per
centt In shipping welght and 50 per eent
in shipping space have resulted from
fmproved methods of packing merchan-
dise for overseas practiced by the
army quartermaster corps. This Is
equivalent to about 2,500 tens space
per wonth,

For the shipment of eclothes and
equipage, Including such Items as
blankets, barracks, hags, towels, shel-
ter tent halves, hedding, and other
dry goods, In addition to wearing ap-
parel. balling has been substituted for
boxlwg, and the weight of the lumber
has been saved. The bales average
30 by 15 inches and welgh 90 pounds.
Thevy are bound with not less than
four col3 rolled nnannealed steel
bands, Burlap over waterproofed
heavy paper Is used to cover the bales,
and there are two “ears” on both
ends of the bale for handling.

Women are stevedores on the docks
in France. There is a law they shall
not he required to ecarry packages
weighing more than 70 pounds., Pack-
ages shipped to the American expedi-
tionary forees are standardized so
they shall not weigh more than 70
puands for handiing by one woman
carrier or more than 140 pounds by
two women carriers. Men handle the
heavier packages and the boxes must
be used Instead of bales.

The quartermaster eorps recom-
mends to manufacturers supplying the
army similar economies In packing and
shipping which will. résult in even
more pronoumced space and welght
saving. Round cans and containers
entall a waste In space of 23 per
cent. Square containers are urged. It
is estimated that every Inch saved
through bale compression is worth 85
eeants (o shis wpace.

Mnnuructuron and dealers are em
couraged under the policy of the navy
department to deal direct with the de-
partment. The purpose Is to eliminate
the middleman In purchases of sup-
plies and materials,

“In my anoual report,” says Rear
Adwmiral Samuel McGowan, “manufac
turers were warned agalust profiteer-
ing agents, professional contractors,
and naval brokers. In our regular mail-
ing clrculars of Junuary 8, 1918, we ex-
pressed the hope that ‘manufacturers
who have not avalled themselves of
the opportunity to bid direct will do
80, as it will prove of advantage to
them in bringing them Iin more inti-
mate touch with the navy and thereby
make a reputation for the materials
which they manufacture.

“The fact is the responsibility of
contractors was never so thorenghly
Investigated and they wére never held
to a stricter accountabllity than they
have been since this country entered
the war. The number of responsible
direct bidders has Increased greatly
and the number of agents and interme-
dlaries has been reduced to a min-
imum. The safeguards against profit-
eering have been strengthened, not re-
laxed.”

There are over 14,000 names on the
bidders’' list of the navy bureau of
supplles and accounts, representing
every section of the country. These
manufacturers and dealers furnish
over 60,000 classes of articles used by
the navy.

Because of an acute shortage in the
supply of paper the war Industries
board announced, effective July 15,
the following prellminary economles
to be enforced by newspapers pub-
lishing a dally and weekly edition:

Discontinue the acceptance or the re-
turn of unsold coples.

Discontinue the use of all sample or
free promotion coples.

Discontinue giving coptes to any-
body except for office-working coples
or where required by statute law in
the official advertising.

Discontinue giving free coples to ad-
vertisers, except not more than one
copy for checking purposes.

Discontinue the arbitrary forcing of
coples on news dealers (l. e., compell-
ing them to buy more coples than
they ecan legitimately sell in order to
hold certaln territory).

Discontinue the buying back of pa-
pers at either wholesale or retall sell-
Ing price from dealers or agents In
order to secure preferential represent-
ation.

Disgecontinue the payment of salaries
or commissions to agents, dealers, or
newshoys for the purpose of securing
the equivalent of return privileges.

Discontinue all free exchanges,

Three hundred uppl!lnntu for stu-
dent nurses to enter training schools
in the base hospitals at cantonments
were accepted recently. There have
heen more than a thousand applica-
tions for entrance In these army
schools of nursing since the govern-
ment sent out Its call for student

Thé majority of those offering their
services have been college women, or
women with a complete high-school
edueation. The training units will he
assigned, It is expected, during the
Each unit will num-
ber 25 or 30 student nurses and will
bhe supervised by an acecredited and
complete nursing instroetor and a
trained woman who will be responsi-
ble for the physical wellare and rece
reation,

The service bureau of the commit-
tee on publle Information has taken
over various departmental independent
Information bureaus at Unlon statlon,
Washington, will eonsolidate and reor-
ganize them and be prepared to give
all visitors Information on govern-
ment business and the names and loca-
tion of those clothed with authority to
speak and act for the government.

Since the service bureau opened of-
fices May 1 it has hullt up a card-in-
dex system with 50,000 entries, many
6f the cards being subject to dally
revisions and correction. In a recent
week the bureau handled 1,630 visit-
ors seeking speecial Information and
answered an average of 150 query let
ters daily.

EMPEY GOES “OVER THE TOP” FOR THE FIRST TIME AND
HAS DESPERATE HAND-TO-HAND FIGHT

After a brief period of tralning

the German front-line trench. My heart
turned to lead. Then the_ officer car-
ried on with his Instructions. To the
best of my memory I recall them as
fuollows : “Al eleven a wiilng pariy wiil
go out In front and cut lanes through
our barbed wire for the passage of
troops In the morning. ~At two o'clock
our artillery will open up with an In-
tense bombardment, which will last un-
til four. Upon the lifting of the bar-
rage the first of the three waves will
go over.” Then he left. Some of the
Tommies, first getting permission from
the sergeant, went Into the machine
gunners’ dugout and wrote letters
home, saying that in the morning they
were golng over the top, and also that
If the letters reached thelr destination
it wonld mean that the writer had been
killed.

These letters were turned over to
the captaln with Instructions to mall
gsame In the event of the writer's belng
killed. Some of the men made out
their wills in thelr pay books, under
the caption, “WIIl and Last Testa-
ment.”

Then the nerve-racking wait com-
menced. Every now and then I would
glance at the dlal of my wrist watch
and wus surprised to see how fast the
minutes passed by, About five minutes
to two I got nerveus walting for our
guns to open up. I could not take my
eyes from my watch. 1 crouched
nguinst the parapet and stralned my
muscles in a deathllke grip upon my
rifle. As the hands on my watch
showed two o'clock a blinding red flare
lighted up the sky In owr rear, then
thunder, Intermixed with a sharp, whis.
tling sound in the air over our heads.
The shells from our guns were speed-
Ing on thelr way toward the German
lines. With one accord the men
sprang up on the fire step and looked
over the top In the direction of the
German trenches. A line of bursting
shells lighted up No Man's Land. The
din was terrific and the ground trem-
bled. Then, high above our heads we
could hear a sighing moan. Our big
boys hehind the line had opened up
and 9.22's and 15-inch shells commenced
dropplag into the German lines, The
flash of the guns behind the Mnes, the
scream »f the shells through the alr,
and the flare of them, bursting, was a
spectacle that put Pain's greatest dis-
play into the shade., The constant
pup, pup, of German machine guns and
an occasional rattle of riflc firing gave
me the impression of a huge audience
applauding the work of the batteries.

Our 18-pounders were destroying the
German barbed wire, while the heavier
stuff was demolishing their trenches
and bashing in dugouts or funk holes.

Then Fritz got busy.

Their shells went screaming over-
head, aimed In the direction of the
flares from our batteries. Trench meor-
tars started dropping “Minnies” In
our front line. We clicked several cas-
nalties. Then they suddenly ceased.
Our artillery had taped or silenced
them,

During the bombardment you could
almost read a newspaper in our trench.
Sometimes in the flare of a shell-burst
a man's body would be silhouetted
against the parados of the trench and
it appeared like a huge monster. You
could hardly hear yourself think. When
an order was to be passed down the
trench you had to yell it, using your
hands as a funnel into the ear of the
man sitting next to you on the fire step
In _about twenty minutes a generous
rum issue was doled out. After drink-
ing the rum, which tasted like varnish
and sent a shudder through your
frame, you wondered why they made
you walt until the lifting -of the bar-
rage before going over. At ten min-
utes to four word was passed down,
“Ten minutes to go!” Ten minutes
to live! We were shivering all over.
My legs felt as If they were asleeg.
Then word was passed down: “First

death” we called them, and veritably
they were,

Before a charge Tommy Is the po-
litest of men. There Is never any push-
ing or crowding to be first up these
ladders. We crouched around the base
of the ladders walting for the word
to go over. I was sick and faint, and
was puffing away at an unlighted fag.
Then came the word, “Three minutes
to go; upon the lifting of the barrage
and on the blast of the whistles, ‘Over
the top with the best o' luck and give
them hell'” The famous phrase of
the western front. The Jonah phrase
of the western front. To Tommy It
means If you are lucky enough to come
back you will be minus an arm or a
leg. Tommy hates to be wished the
best of luck; so, when peace Is de-
clared, If It ever Is, and you meet a
Towmy vn ihe street, just wish him the
best of luck and duck the brick that
follows.

1 glanced again at my wrist watch.
We all wore them and you could hardly
call us “sissles” for doing so. It was a
minute to four. I could see the hand
move to the twelve, then a dead si-

lence. It hurt. Everyone looked up
to see what had happened, but not for |
long. Sharp whistle blasts rang out!
along the trench, and with a cheer the | ‘
mer scrambled up the ladders. Tho
bullets were cracking overhead, nnd
oceasionally a machine gun wonld r(p'
and tear the top of the sandbag para-
pet. How I got up that ladder T will
never know. The first ten feet out In
front was agony. Then we passed
through lanes in our barbed wire, |
knew I was running, but could feel no
motion below the walst. Patches on
the ground seemed to float to the rear
as If I were on a treadmill and scen-
ery was rushing past me. The Ger-
mans had put a barrage of shrapnel
across No Mun's Land, and you could
hear the pleces slap the ground about
you.

After 1 had passed our barbed wire
and gotten Into No Man’s Land a
Tommy about fifteen feetl to my
front turned around and looking In my
direction, put his hand to his mouth
and yelled something which I could net
make out on account of the nolse from
the bursting shells. Then he coughed,
stumbled, pitched forward and lay still,
His body seemed to float to the rear
of me. I could hear sharp cracks In
the alr about me. These were caused
by passing rifle bullets, Frequently,
to my right and left, Httle spurts of
dirt would rise Into the alr and a rico-
chet hullet would whine on its way.
If a Tommy should see one of these
little spurts in front of him, he wonld
tell the nurse about It later., The
crossing of No Man’s Land remalns a
blank to me,

Men on my right and left would
stumble and fall. Some would try to
get up, while others remainad huddled
and motionless, Then smashed-up
barbed wire came Into view and
secemed carried on a tide to the rear.
Suddenly, In front of me loomed a
bashed-in trench about four feet wide,
Queer-looking forms like mud turtles
were scrambling up its wall. One of
these forms seemed to slip and then
rolled to the bottom of the trench. 1
leaped across this intervening space.
The man to my left seemed to pause in
midair, then pitched head down Into
the German trench. I laughed out loud
in my delirium. Upon alighting on the
other side of the trench I came to with
a sudden jolt. Right in front of me
loomed a glant form with a rifle which
looked about ten feet long, on the end
of which seemed seven bayonets, These
flashed in the alr in front of me, Then
through my mind flashed the admoni-
tion of our bayonet instructor back In
Blighty. He had sald, “whenever you
get In a charge and run your bayonet
up to the hilt Into a German the Fritz
will fall. Perhaps your rifle will be
wrenched from your grasp. Do not
waste time, If the bayonet Is fouled
in his equipment, by putting your foot
on his stomach and tugging at the rifle
to extricate the bayonet, Simply
press the trigger and the bullet will
free It” In my present situation this
was the logic, but for the life of me
I could not remember how he had told
me to get my bayonet into the Ger-
man. To me this was the paramount
fssue. I closed my. eyes and lunged
forward. My rifle was torn from my
hands. I must have gotten the Ger-
man because he had disappeared.
About twenty feet to my left front
wans n huge Prussian nearly six feet
four Inches In height, a fine specimen
of physical manhood. The bayonet
from his rifte was missing, but he
clutched the barrel in both handa and
was swinging *he butt around his head.

lm.lo Tnmmle. were engaged with nl..
They looked like plgmies alongside of |
the Prussiaun, The Tommy on the left
was gradually cireling to the rear of
his opponent. It was a funny sight to
see them duck the swinging butt and
try to Jab him at the same time. The
Tommy nearest me received the butt
of the German's rifie In a smashing
blow below the right temple. It
smashed his head llke an eggshell. He
pitched forward on his side and a con-
vulsive shudder ran through his body,
Meanwhile the other Tommy had
gained the rear of the Prussian. Sud.
denly about four inches of bayonet
protruded from the throat of the Prus-
slan soldler, who staggered forward
and fell. 1 will never forget the look
of blank astonishment that came over
his face.

Then something hit me In the feft
shoulder and my left silde went numb.
It felt as If a hot poker was belng
driven through me. 1 felt no paln—
Just a sort of nervous shock. A bay-
onet had plerced me from the rear. |
fell backward on the ground, but was
not unconscious, because I could see
dim objects moving around me, Then
a flash of light ie front of my eyes and
unconsclousness, Something had hit
me on the head. I have never found
out what It was.

1 dreamed I was being tossed about
in an open boat on a heaving sea and
opened my eyes. The moon was shin-
ing. I was on a stretcher belng car
ried down one of our communication
trenches, At the advanced first-ald
post my wounds were dressed, and
then I was put into ag ambulance and
sent to one of the base hospitils. The
wounds in my shoulder and head were
not serious and in six weeks I had re-
Jolned my company for service in the
front line,

and vegetable aclds as well as the
wonderful and littie kpown, growth
determinants.

Hous=¢ Joint Resolution No, 27.
Proposing an amendment to Art. 7 of
the Coustitution of the State of Texas
by changing Sec, three, providing
for a thirty-five cent tax levy for the
maintenance of the publie schools of
Texas, and providing free text books
in public schouls of the State of Tex-
as, and making an appropriation
therefor.
Be it resolved by the Legislature of the
State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 3, Ar-

ticle 7, of the Constitution, be so
changed as toread as follows (cre-
ating a new section 3):

See. 3 One-fourth of the rr ve-
nue derived from the State occu-|
pation taxes and a poll tzx of one |
($1.00) dollar on every male in-
habitant of this State, between
the ages of twenty-one and sixty |
years, shall be set apart annually
for the benefft of the public free|
schools; and, in addition thereto, |
there shall be levied and collect-
ed an annual ad valorem State
tax of such an amount not to ex-
ceed thirty-five cents on the one

this State; provided, however,
that should the limit of taxation
herein named be insufficient, the
deficit may be met by appropria
tion from the general funds o
the State, and the Legislature
may also provide for the forma-
tion of school districts by general
or special law without the loeal
notice required in other cases of
special legislation; and all such
school districts, whether created
by general or special law, may
embrace parts of two or more
counties.
