Broad Influence.

CHOSE TO BE KINDLY GIANT

Wanted Only Peace and to Be Per
mitted a Fair Market—Hohenzol-
lerns’ Greed has Proved
Thelr Undoing.

Every person of wmiddle age, and
those who have studied the matter
even slightly of whatever uge, cannot
but be aware with what extrewme re-
luctance the United States took Its
place as a “world power.”

1 might
say that the United States, from the
beginning, resolved to settle down to
& quiet famlily Ife.

The United States did no. seek to
be a world power; It simply grew to

Prussia hounded into the Serman em-
pire, had no dreams of world powes
fulness. Prussia had, Austrin had
but the other Germanic stules wee
quite satisfled to exist.

Instead of Prussia 1 ought, perhaps,
to say Hohenzollern, and by that |
mean the Hohenzellern family that
practically owned Tressia, as you own
a flock of sheep «r a farm or a pock-
etknife. The Hohenzoliern family had
a mania, and that mania was power
for Prussia, Prussia must be the
most powerful German state; more
powerful than Bavaria, than Baden,
more powerful than Austria, This
was the fixed ldea In the back of
every Hohenzollern head. It orig
inated, no doubt, with Frederick the
Great, who left when he died the die-
tum, “Every Hohenzollern king of
Prussia should add at least one bit
of territory to Prussia.”

The Hohenzollern -Dymasty.

It Is only falr to the first emperof
of Germany (Willlam [) that If left
wlone he would have been satisfled
with the addition of Schleswig-Hol
steln, which he grabbed from Den-
mark. He was theo only king of Prus-
sia and he had done his share. He
had added his bit. There was, how-
ever, Blsmarck,

Bismarck, even before he came ioto
power In Prussia, had planned Prus
sia's future. First, Prussia must be
the supreme power In Germania, then
Germany must be the supreme power
in the world, That was his life work;
it was what Prussia pledged himn she
would do. And to Bismarck Prussia
weant the Hohenzollern dynasty.

With malice aforethought, with les
and trickery assisting his wonderful
statecraft, with a war against Austria
and a war aguinst France as part of
his plan for making Hohenzollernism
a world power, Bismarck labored and
won. He plled Bavaria and the lesser
German states together, placed Prus-
sila on top of them, and held the
Hohenzollerns on the top of the whole
plle. By show of armed strength (ln
which the war against Austria and the
war agalnst France were planned as
exhibitions) he forced Hohenzollern
into world powerfulness. Long be-
fore he died he planned another war
agalnst France as another exhibition
of German strength. A reason for the
new war? He had the same reasen
that a slave driver has when he drags
an lonocent black before the assem-
bled slaves and beats her until she
faints. Hohenzollernism  must, every
=a often, show Its power. The world
must be kepr cowed.

Imperial - Prussian - Hohenzol'ern-Ger
many was a structure of bayonets; It
existed, as Bismarck would brutally
admit were he allve today, for the
honor and glory of the Hohenzollerns,
and for no other reason. It was to
prove that Wilhelm Hohenzollern,
king of Prussia, was a world power
that Germany was driven into the war
we are now fighting, and not to prove
that Germany was a world power.

“Order—Arms ! About—Turn! Plle—
Arms! Stand—Clear.”

The stacks were re-formed,

“Quick — March! Right —Wheel I"
And we left the scene of execution be-
hind us.

It was now daylight, After march-
ing about five minutes, we were dis-
missed with the following Instructions
from the officer In command:

“Return, alone, to your respective
companies, and remember, no talking
about this affair, or else it will go hard
with the guilty ones.”

We needed no urging to get away. I
A1d not recognize any of the men on
the firlng squad ; eyen the officer was a
stranger to me.

The vietim’s relations and friends in
Blighty will never know that he was
executed ; they will be under the lm-
pression that he died dolng his bit for
king and country.

In the public casualty lists his name
will appear under the caption “Accl-
dentally Killed,” or “Died.”

“The day after the execution I re-
celved orders to report back to the
line, and to keep a still tongue in my
head.

Executions are a part of the day's
work, but the part we hated most of
all, I think—certainly the saddest. The
British war department s thought by
many people to be composed of rigid
regulations all wound around with red
‘tape. But it has a heart, and one of
the evidences of this is the considerate
'way in which an executio ' is concenled
.and reported to the relative of the un-
fortunate man. They never know the
truth. - He is listed in the bulletins as
among the “accidentally killed.”

In the last ten years I have several
times read stories In magazines of
cowards changing, in a charge, to he-
roes. I used to laugh at it. It seemed
easy for story-writers, but I sald,
“Men aren’t made that way.” But over

Having saved up a few pounds, he
decided not to leave the house, and to
sham sickness, so he stayed in his room
and had the landlady serve his meals
there.

At this place they were put through
a week's rigid tralning In trench war-
fare. On the morning of the eighth
day they paraded at ten o'clock, and
were inspected and passed by General
H~———, then were marched to the quar-
termaster’s, to draw thelr gas helmets
and trench equipment,

At four in the afternoon they were
again hustled Into cattle cars. This
time the journey lasted two days.
They disembarked at the town of Fre-
vent and could hear a distant dull
booming. With knees shaking, Lloyd
asked the sergeant what the nolse was,
and nearly dropped when the sergeant
replied In a somewhat bored tone :

“Oh, them's the guns up the line.
We'll be up there In a couple o' days
or so. Don't worry, my laddle, you'll
see more of 'em than you want before
you get ‘ome to Blighty again, that is,
if you're lucky enough to get back.
Now lend a hand there unloadin’ them
cars, and quit that everlastin’' shakin'

OF WAR COUNCIL HELD

FRELIMINARY WORK FINISHED
PRIOR TO DECIDING FATE OF
CENTRAL POWERS.

ALL EYES ARE ON VERSALLES

Armed Guards Patrol the Beautiful

Grounds of Trianon Palace to

Keep Curious Folks Away.

'aris. —The representatives of the
enteute powers left Versailles after
their first formal meeting Thursday,
visibly content with the results that
had been aochleved. They have not
fluished their work, but they have
reached a substantial accord. Their
task Is moving and they soon will
be able to make announcements.

The Trukish armistice terms were
chiefly the work of the British and
French. In them the United States
had no part., The decision in this
instauce is regarded as one of great
importance.

An informal conference took place
at the home of Col. E. M. House,
President Wilson's personal repre
sentative, in the afternoon prior to
the assenibling at Versailles. Among
others preseat were M. Clemenceau
and M Plehon, respectively the
French premier and foreign min!s-
ter, Signor Orlando and Baron Son
nino, the ltalian premier and foreign
minister, and David Lloyd George,
the British prime minister

In addition to the French, Italian
| and British representatives, Dr. M
Vesniteh, the Serbian Minister to
France, and Hliphtherios Venizelos,
the Greek Premier, attended. The
Americans present, in addition to
Colonel House, were Arthur H. Fra-
zier, secretary of the American Em-
bassy; Joseph C., Grew and Gordgp
Auchincloss, who acted “-“ﬁeru
ries for Colonel Houss; :

House and the business of the coun-
el will be pushed forward rapidiy,
either at formal or informal meet-
ings, until it is concluded.

The spirit of all the representa-
tives appears to be favorable to the
ironing out of all obstacles rather
than to raising them.

All traffic in direction of Versay-

les. is stopped. Guards of French
soldiers, British, Americans and’
Italians, stand on duty at various

posts. When the council meets, the
guard about the palace will be con-
siderably reinforced, so as to pre-
vent the slightest possibllity of any
unauthorized person approaching
the grounds of the palace. Within
a radius of manv hundreds of yards
the guards patral and nobody will
be allowed to pass who is unable to
produce the necessary official pa-
pers. i

Formally as well as actually the
whole guestion of the conditions up
on which the war may end now is
before the American and allied rep-
resentatives. The next step proba
b'y will be the decision of those
representatives on armistice terms.
unless before this is reached Aus-
tria follows the example of Bulgar-
ia and Turkey and capitulates in the
field before the great drive that is
cutting her forces to pieces in [taly.

!t may be stated that while the
armistice program which the Ger
mans await may not differ essen-
ually from predictions that it will
include surrender of the German
navy and submarines, disarmament
of the German armies and oocupa-

tion of German strongholds, the
framing of the program -has nol
been completed and any informal

announcements are premature. Jx
changes between the American and
allied Governments as well as dis-
cussions among the representatives
in France still are in progress. It
was intimated that the purely mili
tary phase of the problem probabiy
had been worked out in advance by
the supreme war counci, but that
unhurried deliberations u-vl neces-
sary to dispose of certain aestions
involved in the making of perma-
nent peace, which must be dealt
with in finally fixing terms of an

armistice,
