Myself for instance,
I was hit by an artillery shell,
lost my right leg above the knee
and my left leg is badly shattered
I am just now recovering from an
operation and have several more
to undergo. I will be a cripple for
the rest of my life and I have
wished that the Germans would
have finished the job.

The longest we ever went
without a death was six months
and that really was good.”
