"Auld Lang Syne" has become 
such an integral part of our mod­
ern New Year's eve that no cele­
bration, however gay, would be 
complete without it.

The music sheets for those nos­
talgic strains simply say "Robert 
Bums—Scotch Air." and Robert 
Burns generally is supposed to 
have wmitten it after he had set­
tled down on a farm and taken 
himself a wife, following the 
sweeping success in 1778 of the sec­
ond edition of his "Poems." Well 
and good, but Auld Lang Syne was 
not exclusively a Burns' product, 
nor did he claim it tp be.

In a letter to George Thomson, a 
publisher. Bums explained:

"It is an old song of olden times, 
which has never been in print. I 
took it down from an old man's 
singing."

Modem scholarship has discov­
ered that Bums was wmong when 
he told Thomson "Auld Lang 
Syne" never had been in print 
Its refrain, at least, was printed 
obscurely long before Burns heard 
his "old man singing."

Further, the original song often 
has been credited to Sir Robert 
Aytoun (1570-1638). Aytoun was one 
of the earliest Scots to use the low­
land dialect as a literary medium. 
Multitudes of Americans decended 
from non-British stock are per- 
lietually mystified by this dialect, 
nor does it seem to make much 
sense in the standard English 
translation

Regardless of its original author 
and origin, it was Bums who gave 
"Auld Lang Syne" its immortality. 
.And though the bells now welcome 
the New Year with joyous peals, 
symbolizing mankind's hopie for a 
bright future, the nostalgiast of 
"Auld Lang Syne " summarizes an
adherent reluctance to leave the 
security and fnendAiip of the past 
and embark upon a future which, 
however promising, may not be 
more pleasant. Thus, it remains a 
part of the English speaking herit­
age to

"Drink a cup of kindness yet
For Auld Lang Syne."

Elaborate Dolls 
For Children

No one knows for sure who made 
the first doll, but it can be assumed 
the earliest figures were sacred— 
gods and ancestor images. These 
doll-like forms were not toys for 
the delight of children, but solemn 
religious figures that preserved the 
tribe from harm.

Then, somehow, somewhere, a 
change took place. Dolls became 
a toy for girls and the most popu­
lar Christmas toy of them all.

Dolls have been discovered in 
Egyptian tombs and ruins, some 
even had real hair; some were 
ivory, carved by craftsmen for a 
king’s daughter, others were made 
of straw by an overworked mother 
in a peasant's hut.

In ancient Greece dolls were 
played with and cherished by little 
gjrls until they were ready to be 
married. Then <their doll.s were 
taken to the shrine of a favorite 
goddess) and, often with tears, 
presented to her. The Roman chil­
dren played with dolls, too, but 
after the fall of the Empire there 
came a long period in which there 
is no record of dolls.

Not until the thirteenth century 
when dolls were made in Nurem­
berg and dressed in the fashions 
of the times did little girls again 
play with doUs. They were here to 
stay.

By and hy in Europe, the French 
fashion dolls became all the rage, 
not for children to play with but as 
models from which fine ladies 
could pattern their own modish 
costumes.

In America, the Indian children 
had dolls of their own made of 
rawhide and feathers and wood. 
Pioneer ghiklTen had dolls much 
Um these, ’land someAwereYnade « f  
braided comhusks, or nuts, or 
corncobs, or rags, and were dearly 
loved in spite of their plainness.

Much later, lifelike dolls were 
imported from Germany, where 
the doll Industry had reached 
enormous proportions. These dolls 
had fine china liaads with care­
fully painted faces and kid bodies 
that were jointed at the arms and 
legs. Later there came the 
Japanese-made dolls, which were 
inexpensive' enough for almost any 
child to own. Then the American- 
made dolls began to appear—the 
special dolls, the kewpies, bill!- 
kens, Buster Browns, teddy bears, 
Patsy dolls and Shirley Temples 
and phonograpb dolls, with all the 
host of others that have followed 
and which are still to come. For
dolls always will be part of child­
hood and part of Christmases as 
long as there are Uttle girls and 
boys to play with them, and par­
ents and fund kinfolk to buy.

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Over 1 ̂  People Stenographer Swims
Are Killed Annually Gibraltar Straits;
In Car-Train Wrecks Holds Two Records

O W ICAl m USliON

MINNEAPOLIS—Over 1,!SOO peo­
ple are killed and more than 4,000 
«re injured each year in approx­
imately 4,000 collisions of auto­
mobiles usith railroad trains. Of 
these accidents. 40 per cent occur 
in spite of closed gates, watchmen, 
or special signals warning of the 
train’s approach.

Three times as many such acci­
dents occur per hundred specially 
protected crossings as occur per 
hundred crossings marked only 
with traditional “ cross-buck” em­
blem.

The specially protected cross­
ings. of course, average much 
heavier in volume of traffic, but 
their high accident ratio reveals 
the amazing capacity for heedless 
driving which makes the Ameri­
can motorist the despair of safety 
cniiineers

The four chief causes of such 
accidents, according to highway 
authorities, are:

1 Simply taking it for granted 
that there is no train coming.

2. Paying no attention to Stop ” 
and warning signs.

3. Trying to beat the train to 
the crossing when a train is in 
sight or signals are flashing.

4 Startiiii acres fter a train 
has gone by. wnhout looking for 
a .'ccond train .m another track

Migratory Birds 
Hit Empire State

NEW YORK—The Empire State 
building in New York is a traffic 
hazard for migratory birds going 
south along the Atlantic Flyway 
from Canada and New England.

On numerous occasions hundreds 
have crashed into the budding as 
they passed over New York in the 
night.

The exact cause of the mass 
destruction remains obscure. On 
two occasions the birds were going 
south on a cold air mass that gave 
them a tailwind.

Exactly why many of the birds 
are kiUed against the buUding were 
flying so low is also obscure Most 
of those that have flown into the 
structure usually travel at about 
1000 feet in the air. The building 
IS 1,230 feet.

Ornithologists report that the 
building is a hazard at night when 
darkened after 12 o'clock. Many 
migratory birds take off at sun­
down and fly all night in their 
southern journey

SAN DIEGO — Florence Chad­
wick. a San Diego stenographer,

Experts had expressed doubt that 
Miss Chadwick could make the 
difficult 8-mile crossing The flrst 
woman conqueror of Gibraltar's 
t o u g h  currents was Mercedes 
Gleitz of Britain, who made it in 
1928 in 13 hours and 42 minutes.

Miss Chadwick is the flrst wom­
an to swim the English Channel 
both ways She holds the England- 
to-France record with 14 hours and 
32 minutes.

In crossing the Straits she swam 
the same breast stroke at 30 
strokes a minute all the way 
across A doctor who examined 
her immediately after the swim, 
exclaimed: "This is not a woman, 
this is a Titan Her pulse, respira­
tion. and blood, pressure are com­
pletely normal.’ ’

Mi.ss Chadwick said after the 
Swim that the English Channel i.-î  
much wilier, but not near as diffi­
cult as the Straits She said the 
currents thi ■ are the strongest 
she had ever encountered.

During the trip she took nourish­
ment three times. She had broth 
and vitamins after 2 hours, chick­
en half an hour later, and crackers 
at 4 hours.

CONQUERING DIPHTHERIA 
.b y  Science Footurot

Once the most terrible of all in­
fectious diseases that menace chil­
dren, diphtheria is being van­
quished by advances in medical 
science. Where cases do arise, ef­
fective weapons are on hand to 
combat them.

For example, Michigan had 26 
deaths from diphtheria for each 

— 100,000 popula-
€ 1 tion in 1920—a

time when good 
antitoxins and 
vaccinea were 
available. To­
day, that tame 
state has leas 
than one death 
caused by diph­
theria for each 
100,000 people.

Over 80 per 
cent of all diph­

theria cases arise in children below 
ten years of age. ’The disease is 
spread by children or adults who 
have the disease, either with symp­
toms or without them. The latter 
person is called a “carrier."

Doctors recommend that all chil- 
dien be innoculatcd against diph­
theria before the end of the first 
year. Because wide-scale immuni­
zation has become common in re­
cent years, there is a tendeney for 
the disease to appear with greater 
frequency in older children who 
have neglected re-innoculation.

Recent scientific reports show 
that excellent results are obtained 
when the antitoxin is given to­
gether with an antibiotic. In one 
study six patients with acute diph­
theria treated with terramycin and 
antitoxin showed no signs of the 
disease after an average o f 2.3 
days treatment.

Antibiotics also have been used 
to eliminate the diphtheria germs 
from carriers of the diaeaae.

Forty-Five U. S. 
Generals Outrank 
George Washington

WASHINGTON—A recent check 
up in the Defense Department re­
vealed that as this is written there 
are (living and dead) 45 generals 
in the United States who outrank 
George Washington.

General of the Armies John J 
Pershing heads the list. General 
Pershing received this special rank 
after World War I and is the only 
American ever to hold it. General 
of the Armies and General of the 
Army, both five-star ranks, did not 
exist in Washington's day.

In many instances the Army 
acted years after an officer’s de­
parture from active duty or after 
his death to give him promotion. 
Ulysses S. Grant, William T. Sher­
man and Philip Sheridan achieved 
four-star rank long after the Civil 
War.

But the Army promotion boards 
never have done anything about 
stepping up the rank of the first 
commander.

Army historians say a Congres­
sional Act of 1799. while General 
Washington was holding the office 
of commander with the rank of 
lieutenant general, undoubtedly 
was intended to provide the rank 
of full general for him. But. the 
historians report, no record can 
be found to show the appointment 
was made then or since, for the 
man who became first President of 
the United States.

As the list stands now. the officer 
who immediately out-ranks Gen­
eral Washington in the official list 
of high officers is Gen. Charles L. 
Bolte, promoted last July and 
slated to become the new Army 
Vice Chief of Staff.

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Camera to Prove 
Secrets on Mars

LOS ANGELES — Dr. Edison 
Pettit of Mount Wilson Observa­
tory reports a major 76-year-old 
scientific mystery—an apparent 
network of canals on Mars—may 
be solved next summer.

If the elusive lines are found to 
be filled with water, new argu­
ments regarding the possible ex­
istence of life on the neighbor 
plant will be precipitated.

A special motion picture cam­
era, Dr. Pettit says, has been 
prepared to be attached to the 
world's second largest telescope, 
the 100-lnch lens on Mount Wil­
son, in hopes of getting the first 
clear picture of the canals.

From July 8, 1654, for about six 
weeks, the planet will be only 40,-
000,000 miles from the earth, within 
5,000,000 miles of the closest ap­
proach. and Mars will circle di­
rectly between the earth and sun. 
Mars may be 200,000,000 miles 
away when it is on the far side of 
the tun, and is then too remote to 
photograph advantageously.

NEW YORK—On the basis of an 
analysis of government and indus­
try figures, the average American 
takes his drinks straight—and 
mild!

Milk, coffee, beer, soft drink, 
and canned fruit and vegetable 
juices are the nation's most popu­
lar beverages, according to the 
figures.

Milk is the most popular single 
beverage in the United states with 
the exception of water. The aver­
age American citizen consumed 
l&l quarts of it in 1952.

Coffee is next in popular favor, 
with consumption totaling 10.5 
quarts. The study also showed that 
per capita consumption of beer 
w-as 67 quarts, soft drinks 45 
quarts, and canned fruit and vege­
table juices 15 quarts.

TTie biggest increase in the past 
decade was in the use of canned 
fruit and vegetable juices which 
has risen 170 per cent since 1940. 
New methods and processes for 
canning fresh-flavored orange, to­
mato. grapefruit, and other juices 
are credited with a major role in 
the increase.

M ilk  fo r  Six W eeks

Tree Doctors Get 
Emergency Calls

EAST LANSING — Researchers 
at Michigan State College report | 
that whole milk can be kept in | 
the average home freezer for as | 
long as six weeks.

Two M.S.C. scientists. G. M. | 
Trout and J. C. Boyd stored milk 
in paper containers in Heen freez- I 
ers for extended periods, varying I 
the tempieratures. times, and types 
of milk.

They found that homogenized 
and pasteurized milk stored at 
20 degrees below zero kept its 
flavor for six weeks. They also 
found out that milk stored at un­
der 33 degrees above zero in an 
ordinary refrigerator from two to 
six weeks keeps well.

sp haA silage cap has been developed 

to help farmers reduce rotting, 
molds and other forms of silage 
decay The cap is made of heavy 
plastic that is virtually airtight 
against top-tUl of silage, and can 
be installed by one man in less 
than an hour. Tests show that the 
plastic cap resists silage acid 
juices, ice. s n o w ;  withstands 
grease, moisture and chemicals.

NEW YORK—Nearly all of the 
increase in automobile deaths in 
the United States since 1949 is due 
to accidents involving drivers and 
passengers, insurance statisticians 
report.

The death rate from accidents 
in which motor vehicles over­
turned on the road, ran off the 
highway, or hit a curb. pole, or 
other fixed object increased by 
more than 40 per cent from 1949 
to 1952. Similarly, the death rate 
from accidents involving a colli­
sion of two or more vehicles was 
up 26 per cent.

By contrast, the loss of life 
among pedestrians injured in auto­
mobile accidents was only slightly 
higher in 19.52 than in 1940.

Although every age group under 
65 years contributed to the over­
all rise in the friotor vehicle death 
rate, the largest increases occurr­
ed in the age rank from 15 to 29 
years, where more than 90 per 
cent of the deaths occur among 
drivers and passengers.

In this age ranee.^the ri.se in the 
death rate between 1949 and 1952 
average about 40 per cent.

In all. deaths from motor vehi- 
eio accidents in the United States 
have mounted from 32.000 in 1949 
to approximately 38.000 in 19.52. 
The all-time high of 40.000 fatali­
ties was recorded in 1941.

Sprays used on apples to reduce 
insect blemishes and low incidence 
of disease are being stud.ed to And 
these which achieve Utelr purpose 
without destroying the natural 
shine of the apple jm l .

Dr. Henry W. Thurston, Jr„ 
and Prof W. A. Chandler, profes­
sors of plant pathology, say their 
research to maintain the polish 
on an apple is no simple task. In 
their system they use a galvano­
meter which contains a photo-elec­
tric cell, an incandescent lamp, 
and a system of mirrors.

Doctors Outline 
New T. B. Treatment 
Using Wonder Drug

DENVER—Dr. Sidney H. Dres­
sier and Dr. Gardner Middle- 
brook ot the National Jewish Hos- 
pital in Denver, which gives free 
medical care to T. B. patients of 
all faiths, reported recently on a 
new treatment of the disease.

The new treatment is designed 
to send the patient safely back to 
full-time work, “ a whole man in­
stead of only half a man.”  It would 
call for fewer months of lying in 
bed. But it would double the av­
erage time spent in a hospital.

Patients would’ get out of bed 
sooner, and get steady treatment 
with new "wonder drugs”  while 
they slowly increased their activi­
ties and strength.

“The time has come to alter our 
concept of tuberculosis treatment 
materially, to stop merely helping 
people to live with the disease, 
and to center an all-out attack on 
the germ causing the malady,” 
they said.

One drug to be used in the new 
treatment is izoniazid. The good 
effects of it aren't increased by 
prolonged bed rest. Patients with 
no fever or other symptoms can 
get out of bed after eight to 10 
weeks.

The doctors reported that two 
women who were up and active 
while taking izoniazid had gained 
strength and learned shorthand 
and typing so "they are now out 
of the hospital, their disease in­
activated, and are earning their 
own livelihoods as stenographers.”

Monument Placed 
Where Rogers Died

FAIRBANKS. Alaska—A boy­
hood friend of the late Will Rog­
ers, after hiking 300 miles, has 
erected a monument at the spot 
where the humorist died in a plane 
crash beside the Arctic Ocean in 
19.3S

The sentimental and sturdy old- 
time is Jesse Stubbs, 72, who set 
out from Anchorage on his mission 
last winter. He hiked with his dog 
along the long highway to Fair­
banks. vowing he would make the 
trek all the way to Point Barrow.

Friends talked him out of it. 
They provided an airplane ride to 
the Arctic.

An airline crew was amazed to 
find this week that Stubbs had com­
pleted a spired concrete memorial 
at the spot where Rogers and 
"Wiley Post, his famed pilot, 
crashed to their deaths.

Stubbs hauled his construction
materials over the mushy snow 
and tundra *to the site 12 miles 
from Point Barrow, northernmost 
tip of North America.

Time Gets the Best 
O f Small Ohio Town

BARNESVILLE. O.—The resi­
dents of Barnesville, a small East 
Ohio community, was the scene of 
a summer-long "confusion”  caused 
by four different time schedules.

Early in the spring, town officials 
adopted Eastern Standard Time 
for the community. However, the 
schools and most residents stayed 
on Daylight-Saving-'nme.

A local plant adopted its own 
time which it called “ sun time.”  
Later, the schools turned their 
clocks back 30 minutes to a "half­
way time.”

This is the kind of confusion It 
caused:

One family had to buy three 
alarm clocks. The father worked 
in a mill (E.S.T.); the mother 
worked in a grocery .store (D.S.T.), 
and their daughter attended school 
(halfway time).

Landbound Shrimp 
Puzzles Fishermen

WASHINGTON — The d e s e r t  
shrimp is one of the great aquatic 
oddities in this world. It breathes 
through its feet, swims upside 
down, and lives a mere 40 days 
after a two-year hatching period.

The Apus lives and breeds in 
stagnant pools which evaporate in 
summer months and refill in the 
rainy seasons. Often shrimp eggs 
will remain dormant for years, 
awaiting suitable conditions for 
hatching. Eggs deposited in evap­
orated ponds are sometimes car­
ried by the wind or on the legs 
of birds to other waterholes hun­
dreds of miles distant.

Apus was discovered in an Eng­
lish lake in 18.V). It did not appear 
again in the British Isles until 
1907, when it turned up in a Scot- 
bsh millpond. Recently it appeared 
in a rainwater pond near Pan­
handle. Texas.

Reporter VYho Buried 
(Buffalo B ill) Cody 
Dies in Denver, Colo.

DENVER—An era in Americana 
came to a close recently with the 
death of Edgar C. McMecheii in 
Denver recently.

McMechen, relatively unknown 
at the time of his death at the 
age of 69. was the man responsible 
for the burial of William F. (Buffa­
lo BUI) Cody on Colorado's Look­
out Mountain.

McMechen is stUl cursed in Wyo­
ming and Nebraska for his action 
at the time of Buffalo Bill's death.

When the great long - haired 
sharpshooter died in Denver in 
1917. McMechen. who was secre­
tary to Denver Mayor Robert W 
Speer, quietly got permission from 
Cody's wife for the burial on Look­
out Mountain near Golden. When 
residents of Cody. Wyoming, and 
North Platte. Nebraska, got word 
of what had happened, Buffalo Bill 
was in his final resting place in 
Colorado.

Now. more than 2,000,000 persons 
visit the grave each year, much to 
the consternation of Wyoming and 
Nebraska residents. Cody had a 
ranch near North Platte, and the 

.Wyoming town he founded was 
named in his honor.

In fact, recently Wyoming resi­
dents sought to remove the West­
ern hero's bones to Wyoming. Colo­
rado Gov. Dan Thornton retorted 
that someone in Wyoming must 
have been "drinking too much 
sage-brush Juice.”

Man Could Reach 
Mars, Expert Says

URBANA. ni. — Wemher von 
Braun, German rocket developer 
now with the U. S. Army, hat 
startled the country with a report 
that men cpuld reach and explore 
Mars and than i etui it.

In a book titled "The Mars 
Project" he says an expedition of 
SO earthmen could spend 400 days 
exploring the planet and return.

He says 49 ferry vessels pro­
pelled by three-stage rockets would 
take part, supplies, fuel and men 
to a point 1.07S miles above the 
earth. At that point they would 
freely circle the earth like a tiny 
moon while 10 space ships were 
assembled and readied for the 
big trip.

A total of 950 flights over eight 
months' time would be required to 
ferry sufficient supplies and fuel 
to the circling takeoff station. He 
says the ride through space would 
take 200 days. At the end of their 
journey the space ships would
take up anothCr circling orbit 
around Mars. The explorers could 
reach Mars in "landing boats."
