BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 5 of
Article 4 of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be amended
so as to hereafter read as follows:

“Section 5. The Governor shall,
at stated times, receive as Comp-
ensation for his services an an-
nual salary in an amount to be
fixed by the Legislaturc,
shall have the use and occupation
of the Governor’s Mansion, fix-
tures and furniture.”

Sec. 2 That Section 22 of
Article 4 of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be amended
so as to hereafter read as follows:

“Section 22. That Attorney
General shall hold office for two
years and until his successor is
duly qualified. He shall rep-
resent the State in all suits and
pleas in the Supreme Court of
the State in which the State may
be a party, and shall especially
inquire into the charter rights of
all private corporations, and from
time to time, in the name of the
State, take such action in the
courts as may be proper and
necessary to prevent any private
corporation from exercising any
power or demanding or collecting
any species of taxes, tolls, freight
or wharfage not authorized by
law. He shall, whenever suf-
ficient cause exists, seek a ju-
dicial forfeiture of such charters,
unless otherwise expressly direct-
ed by law, and give legal advice
in writing to the Governor and
other executive officers, when re-
quested by them, and perform
such other duties as may be re-
quired by law. He shall reside
at the seat of government during
his continuance in office, He
shall receive for his services an
annual salary in an amount to be
fixed by the Legislature.”

Sec. 3. That Section 23 of
Article 4 of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be amended
so as to hereafter read as follows:

“Section 23. The Comptroller
of Public Accounts, the Treasurer,
and the Commissioner of the
General Land Office shall each
hold office for the term of two
years and until his successor is
qualified; receive an annual sal-
ary in an amount to be fixed by
the Legislature; reside at the
Capital of the State during his
continuance in office, and per-
form such duties as are or may
be required by law.
