Rome, June 27— '̂I'iie eelehra- 

fion of the Juhili#* of Italian Uni­
ty witli the oxhihitions in Rome 
and in Turin, has empliasized tlie 
strangeness oi tlie situation lie- 
tween Italy ami Austria. Kmi>er- 
or Francis Josepli and the Clov- 
ernment of tin* Dual Monarchy, 
alone of all the rulers and great 
powers, have sent no repri'seiita 

^tion to the Italian eelehrations 
.-̂ Hiul it has been only in the most 

reealeitrant manner that Austida 
has participaf(“d in the Interna­
tional Exhihition of Fine Arts 
here while she was the only na­
tion whicdi dill not take part in 
the Exhihition of Iinliistries and 
bailor of Turin.

This is significant when aite i-oii 
siders tliat V’ ienna and Ron e 
have been allied as nuniiliers of of 
the tripple alliance for nearly 
t'airty years. N'oi’ can it he sai.l 
that Austria’s attitude i.s inspired 
hy a desire to spare the ’’■“ Ungi 
of the Vatican, as Austria in 1S70 
was the first count r yto eim.!'iatu- 
hite Italy over the fall of the Teni 
poral power and the relations he- 
tween the Austrian (<ov**rmuetif 
and the Holy See have heiii, re­
cently strained. 'I'hi'.attitude of 
Austria is due to the ancient an­
tagonism between the two '*oun 
tries, which is reneliiug a more 
Accute stage now that the health 
of Emperor Francis .loscph is fail 
ing and the j’cins of the Dual Mon

arehy are practically in the hands 
of tlie Crown Prince. Archduke 
Francis Ferdinand.

The old Emperor has witness­
ed during Ins long reign greater 
political and family eatastrophies 
tlian any other living sovereign, 
with the exception, perhaps, of 
King Manuel of Portugal. He 
went to Sadowa to the loss of 
Lombardy and V’ ênetia from the 
ineiirahle intirmity of Empress 
Elizabeth to her murder hy an an­
arch i.st. besides that yet unex­
plained tragedy which led to the 
death of his only son. Archduke 
Rudolph.

Such a succession of .sorrows in­
duced the venerable monaneh to 
he strongly opjiosed to his coun­
try partieiiiating in any conflict, 
and tlie one which mnrlit have 
heeii the most proliahle was avoid 
ed throng htlie alliance with It­
aly and Germany and the great 
respect that the aged ruler inspir­
ed tItrouglioiil fhivope. His siic- 
eessor will not eoiimiand the same 
inllui'iiee as tliat the disappeiir- 
anee of Francis .Foseph may have 
a capita linfluenee in tlie foreign 
policy of Europe, it being doubt­
ful that he will maintain the pres­
ent attitude of snlnnission to (Jer- 
luany. while his iniran.sigeaiit eh*r 
icals may revive in Austria the 
“ Loss of Rome’ ' 'luoveinmit, and 
cause a rupture with Italy which 
woiiltl not please even the Vati­
can, as Piii.s X is averse to any e- 
vent which might revive an a e i^  
stage between Uliureh and State 
in Daly as is ]>rov«‘d hy his mild 
attitude in eonneetion with tin* 
present eelehrations of Italian 
unity.

wards the celebration of the Ju­
bilee of Italian Unity has been so •
far characterized hy a most dig­
nified reserve, as, while it caunoi 
approvi manifestations which 
corninomoratc the fall of Tempor­
al Power, it does not desire that 
anything should he done vvliieh 
might embitter therelntions be­
tween Uliurch and State here, 
wliieh since the Pontificate of the 
present l*ope began have been 
characterized liy a spirit of mut­
ual tolerance which in some cases 
lias even reached cordiality. Tliere 
fore .the e-xeessive z.eal of certain 
bishops who being so far from 
Rome have not an exact grasp'of 
the .situation here does not meet 
altogether with the approval of 
the Vatican. Duyng this year of 
Italian Jubilee the Vatican has de 
cided to snppre.ss all kinds of pil­
grimages. being inspired by tlie 
same idea of preventing conflicts 
between its adherents and those 
of ojiposite opinions and is al.so 
most strict in not admitting to 
privalo rtudience swith the Pope, 
peojile wlio are eonneeted wliii 
the Italian celelirations.

of Abysinia, Ligg-Jasu has shown 
his defference toward the King 
of Italy hy sending two magnifi­
cent lions, a buffalo and a zebra. 
They were first taken to the gar­
dens of the palace, where the lions 
roared, the buffalo hellow’ed and 
the zebra made his own kind of 
noise. Tlie racket roused the 
neiglihorliood, to say nothing of 
the king and queen and their lit­
tle ones. It may be stated without 
fear of contradiction, that thejon- 
ly ones pleased were the children 
who weptloudly M'hen^tlie beasts 
were taken to the zoo.

It has heeu suecssful and thus ef- 
fieieney has been taken for grant­
ed. But when the stock was even­
tually taken ^le small per centage 
of hits made, became known and 
naval officers realized that some- 
t-hiug must be done to justify the 
public eonfideuee.’ ’

The result of that realization is 
what Lieut. Tardy embodies in his 
paper on scientific management 
an defficieiicy in the United State 
navy.

“ It is not uncommon to human 
e.xperience”  he observes, “ for dif 
fereut experimenters working at 
similar problems independently 
and without any knowledge » f  
one another’s efforts to arrive in­
dependently and simultaneously 
at the same discoveries.

Something like this has happen­
ed in the case of the Navy and civ­
il establishmeuts for only since 
the technical and popular 
press took up the general disens- 
sion of scientific management 
have begun to realize that their 
maiiagemeut was of the kind now 
so strenuously advocated for in­
dustrial pursuits of all sorts.”

This efficiency may he divided 
into three parts—efficeney of the 
gun crew; efficiency of the fight­
ing unit, or the ship, and the effi­
ciency of the fighting division or 
the fleet. For it is with figliting et 
fieieuoy that a fighting machine 
such as a navy is intended to he is 
first concerned. But the effort for 
efficiency has not been bound by 
fighting drill. Important' econo­
mies have been won in engine 
practice; the aim has been to 
make engineering count equally 
with gunnery in determining the 
final ship efficiency. Celerity ia 
coaling and economy in the .stock 
hoid and engine room, when trans 
lated into action mean that a giv­
en ship run to the full of her ca­
pacity, is able to steam just so 
mueh fart tier, to attain jii.st so 
much more wider a cruising rad­
ius, t.) clear from port in a huiTy 
just so mueh quicker, to show 
just so iinuh more spcv*-! in a 
desjH'nrte [>inch. than the sanu* 
ship of her sister when slackly 
officered. «

(’ ouuting engineering (quaHy 
with gunnery in determining <rhe 
final pi'rfon.utnee of any ship— 
since to work her guns on the one 
my her engiiies must first carry 
her into and keep her in range— 
the Navy set itself this standard 
as eral)odied in the rules of Bat­
tle Practice, PMl and quoted by 
Lieut. Tardy: “ Themeasure of 
llie battle efficiency of any vessel 
is her ability to deliver the great­
est number of hits in the shortest 
|)ossible time after the enemy is 
sighted and with the least oxpeii 
diture of coal.”

In this direction let us see what 
has been done. “ The Texas”  Lt. 
Tardy writes, “ was one of the 
Aincncan ships in the battle of 
Santiago. Less than threeper cent 
of all the shells fired in this bat­
tle by the American fleet hit the 
enemy. There is no record that a 
.single twelve inch or a thirteen 
inch snell look effect. The ranges 
were less than three thousand 
.vurds. Recently the New Haiup- 
shire used the old Texas ns a tar­
get. She fired at ranges of from 
1((,000 to IL.'iOO yards and lande*! 
whole salvoes on the Texas when­
ever she wished.

“ Recently the Michigan an all 
hig gun ship, made 22 twelve incii

hits at ranges of ten thousand 
yards, while steaming at fifteen 
knots, tlie target being only 60 
feet long by JO feet high. Slie fir­
ed forty eight twelve inch ahells 
and her percentage of hits was 
about forty five. The rale of fir­
ing was about two shots per min­
ute per gun. This in a moderately 
rough sea, while the sea was 
smuothe at the Battle of Santiu- 
Ro.”

These ainl other similar results 
fre(|iienlly induced the Hecretary 
of the Navy to say in an address 
d»*livered before the New York 
Keonomic Club:

“ Scientific management ex­
perts wlio saw the recent battle 
practice, tell me that the battle­
ship is the finest exhibition of 
scientific management they have 
ever seen.”

Lieutenant Tardy tells how this 
efficieney was developed.

“ Kvery officer in charge of 
any part of a ship’s battery”  he 
writes, “ was required to impro­
vise the equipment and develop 
the best method of training with- 
i uhis capacity. After eaeh had 
formulated and tried out tenta­
tively a drill, they came together, 
each accepting whatever was best 
in the other’s drill. The inter­
change of ideas was not restricted 
to one ship, hut after each ship 
hade developed her method of 
drill an dtraining, the officers of 
all the ships, by frequent confer­
ences and by stinlying methods ot 
practice throughout the fleet crys 
talized all that was good into the 
first, experimental approximate 
drill regulations and instructfons 
for our new ship. All guns and 
ships were put on a competitive 
basis, 'riie result to he achieved 
was definitely stated: “ The hits 
per gun per minute.”

“ Now with this approximate 
standardized lirill, it heeame ne­
cessary for the standard officers 
to train their gun crew’s indivi­
dually and oolleetively. Kaeh man 
was studied both a sto his mental

and physical _  i t  me man 
gave promise of being able lo do 
w’ell the thing for which he was 
selected, a course of thorough 
detailed instructions and drill was 
given him with accuracy and con­
fidence, there began a proeew of 
systematically increasing speed.

Kaeh motion was timed by the 
stop watch, records of time was 
kept and the man began to feel 
like a sprinter.
“ When all turret and guu crews 

have been thoroughly trained, 
each man as a unit an deaeh crew 
as a team, so that each human ele­
ment has in reality become a per­
fect fitting cog in a gear train, the 
ship i sready for elemcutdry tar­
get practice. Prizes, both for the 
individual ship and for the Navy 
are offered for the best gun of 
eaeh calibre. If the score made by 
a gun is exceptionally high, every 
man on the crew is furnished witli 
u letter E by the Department to 
he worn on his sleeve for tin* year. 
This E. corresponds in the Navy 
to tlie letter H or the Y, worn by 
the Harvard or Yale (,'rew or foot 
hall team.

“ Having trained the individual 
developed the individual gun 
crew, perfected the mechanism, 
and learned from theresults of el­
ementary practice what results to 
expect under favorable conditions 
from individua Hiring, it became 
necessary to train for battle ef­
ficiency. To this end both turret 
guns W’ere fired atthe same in­
stant ; then methods of control 
were perfected and all guns of the 
battle range on the ship were fir­
ed in salvo or at once). This per­
fected the use of a ship as a unit. 
The final step was to control a di­
vision so that all the guns o f four 
.ships eoiild he used as a unit.”

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AWFUL TRAGEDY
AT LOCKNEY

Woman Crazed by Heat Kills Her 
Children and Herself. Leads 

W ay to Lonely Spot. <

News wa sreeeiveti tliis moruinK 
o f a most shoekinf; tragedy wliieli 
took place Tliursday at Loekiiey 
in wFiieli a demented woman took 
the lives of lier three innocent 
fhildrn and then took her own 
life.

The details of tlie triple mur­
der and suicide have been eoming 
in all day and peoi»le are diKeiis.s- 
ing it in sad tones.

The poor woman was Mrs. Me- 
Clarry and her three children, 
one five and another three years 
old and the hahy, three months 
old have heen living at Los An- j 
geles, California. They had come ' 
to Loekney, where the lady had 
formerly lived to speiul the sum­
mer there with her mother, 
.Mrs. R. M. Hamilton.

It is helieved that Mrs. Met.'la?'- 
ry was era/eil by heat and that 
her terrible work was the act of 
a crazy person.

She ami the eUiklreu weju .̂jnuw 
cd from the house and a 
search was made yestel'day after­
noon, resulting in the most heart 
sickening discovery ever witness­
ed in this part of Texas.

It develops that soon after din­
ner yesterday, Mrs. McClarry 
took her children out. ostensibly 
for a walk. She led them to a va­
cant house on the place which was 
surrounded by a growth of tall 
weeds. Here the aiipearances 
show Uiat she took her ehildi’cn 
into different parts of the house 
and cut their throats with a piece 
of glass. She then threw the 
bleeding bodies of her dead o ff­
springs through a window where 
they were hidden in the weeds 
and then proceeded to hang her­
self to a cross beam of the wind­
mill towel'.

• The bodies were not found till 
late last night

A note was found written by 
the woman, in which she stated 
that she alone is responsible lot 
the awful deed.

SALE OF SCURRY COUN­
TY SCHOOL LANDS

In the Issue of June 24. of the 
Snyder Daily Signal there appear 
ed an article entitled “ Sale of 
Scurry County School Lauds”  
over tin* signature of “ A Citizen 
and 'I'ax Payer.”  The writei- Jus­
tifies his comments on tin* sub­
ject uiuler discussion on the 
gorunds that in the Daily Signal 
of June 22nd., there appeared an 
article on this subject which was 
in many resj)ects misleading and 
that it was a matter of interest to 
Scurry (,'ounty citizens. For the 
same reason, that this article of 
the “ Citizen and Tax payer”  is 
misleading in many respects, and 
in many important particulars, wc 
desire that this article be publish­
ed.

The article above mentioned re­
cites that “ Some timo during the 
latter part of Judge C. R. Buch­
anan'* administration, a party

went before the Commissioner’s 
Court of which Coiumissiuners 
Stinson and Lowe, were then mem 
h«-rs and made the court a propo­
sition to sell their school land at 
$10 per acre, iie to have what he
could make on same, over and a- 
bove the amount, and to sell the' 
.same within two years from date | 
and further agreed to give said | 
Commissioner’s Court, a bond 
that in case he did not sell the 
entire amount of Scurry County 
School Laud within two years, 
specified at the price of $10 per 
acre, that he would take the laud 1 
himself at that price and the notes 
for which said land were to be 
sohl were to hear 5 per cent per 
annum and said court did not se<* 
fit to accept said proposition.’ ’

Being aware that if such a pro­
position were made it would pio- 
bably be of record in the minutes 
of the Commissioner’s Court, we 
mad* investigation by reviewing 
llpi nijuutes ot̂  said court to ile- 
terrnine the exa«*t nature of t’"* 
jM'opositiou. An inspection of the 
minutes will show *̂1101 no such 
pro[)Osition as above set out was 
iiuule and entered of record on the 
Court Records. Thinking 
the record of such ;i proposition 
had perhaps been overlookeil, we 
further investigated the matter 
by making impiirv of .fudge C. 
R. Buchanan. He informs us thatl 
no such |)i'oposition was ever | 
ma;.,; to I f ' court. Miiii-3 he was j 
County .ludge. He states that he 
rcim'iiiliers that on on** occasion in 
the Commissioners’ Court room, 
11. I’ . Wellhoru ca.sually remarked 
that he would like to sell the 
school land for the county on such 
t(*rms as above set out, butt hat he 
docs that not remember who was 
present, or what nu'iubers of the 
( ommissioners’ Court wen* |>res- 
eiit, if any, and that his best re­
collection of the matter is that the 
(tnrl 'vrs at lit'surc at tlie time he 

heal'd Mr. Wellborn make this re- 
,:atk. lie states that he did not 

charge his mi'iuory with any de­
tails of the matter, if they were 
gi'. I'l/l'* ‘ he reason I 'm' b * l'.*icw 
/the court oould not entertain such 
a proposition from a legal stand­
point. in that the profit, an in­
definite amount, would under 
such a contract would have to be 
paid out of the county’s gem rai 
fund. That his judgment is cor- 
l ect is shown by the following Ian 
guage quoleil from the Supreme 
( ourt of Texas: “ It is, in effect, 
held that the Commissioners' 
Court are not authorized to dis- 
po.se of the hauls (referring to the 
.school lands) otherwise than by 
sale or lease.”

It would be contrary to both 
law and public policy, for the 
Commissioners Court to pay an 
agent for selling th * 30un* v ’s hind 
out of the pioceeds of t'le • e 
thereof.

On further investigation of the 
proposition above quoted, Com- 
missiouerg Stingon and Lowe, 
state that no aucti proposition a«

mentioned by the “ Citizen :,nd 
Taxpayer”  was ever made to the 
Court duriug their tenure of of- 
fii'c, and they state further that 
they never heard any person say 
anything about such a [U'oposition 
in court or out of court.

The other two members of the j  
court during the latter part o fj 
.ludge C. R. Buchanan’s adminis-' 
tration were A. W. Roberts, who 
now resides in Tarrant County, 
Texas and .1. R. Coker, of Herm- 
li'igh, Texas. These i>arties we 
have not had opportunity to in­
terview, hut Judge C. R. Buchan­
an. A. S. Lowe, and T. C. Stinson 
above quoted, constituted a ma­
jority of the commissioners’ Court 
at the time it is claimed that the 
above mentioned proposition to j 
sell the Scurry County School' 
land was madeto the court. From' 
their statements it will be observ­
ed that they and the minutes of 
the Commissioners’ Court are a- 
greed a sto the fact that no such 
proposition was made to tiie court 
of which they were members.

The article of the “ Citizi**! and 
Taxpayer”  further states that on | 
“ Thursday, June 22 a party learn | 
ing that the Commissioners' court 
of Scurry County had decided to 
sell the Scurry County School 
land and also learned that the ot­
ter they were accepting was some 
$6.()G per acre, and he. desiring to 
purchase said laml ami further­
more de.siring to make the land 
bring as much as possible, went 
before said commissioners’ court 
and made them an ofter ot $7.(K) 
p<*r acre, and Mr. Brock, one ot 
the Commissioners, made a mo­
tion to reject the bid that was 
then before the court, which was 
the hid that was later aeceplil, 
and Judge Fritz R. Smith, ruled! 
his motion out of order anti in the 
face of the $7.(K» per acre offer, 
ticcepted the .$6..7r),i)er acre, which 
makes a difference of $7984.00. 
bing that much more than said 
fiarty offered than the amount 
that was offered by the parties 
to whom the Commissioners Court 
made the sale.”

The foregoing excei'iit is alto­
gether misleading from the fact 
that no offer of $7.00 per acre for 
said land was made to the court 
until after the bid of the purclias- 
(*rs of said land had already been 
aci'i'pted by order of the eoui't. 
'I'll motion of .Mr. Brock relei'red 
to in the foregoing excerpt as be­
ing a motion to n*ject tlie bid that 
was then belore the court is not 
correctly stated, his motion being 
to i'(*si'iud the action ot tin* court 
in selling the s< bool i..nd to the 
purchasers of tin* s.uue, wliich 
wa.s in fact the oiu.'- motion that 
■oiild have been made in view of 
the fact that the sale had already 
been complct(*d. 'I’ liis laet was evi­
dently known to the Citizen and 
'raxpayei'”  at the time he wrote 
his article for the i’ea.son that we 
find the following language used 
therein: “ At this time (ri'ferring 
to the $7.00 offer) there could 
have been no other transaction 
had betAveen the Commissioiiers’ 
Court and the jiarties who jmr- 
clunsed the laud than an oral a- 
greement and all thinking men 
know that an oral agreement to 
sell real estate coultl not be en­
forced.”  The writer thus reveals 
that the que.stion of whether or 
not the commissioners' court, af­
ter having maile the sale of said 
land, on receiving a higher bid 
therefor, would ‘■‘ hack out”  ol 
the trade already made. It was us­
ed as ai'gument in the discussion 
of the motion of Mr. Brock that 
it was very easy to come in after 
a trade waa already made, and af­
ter the figures of the purcliaserf

were Rready known to offer a 
few chits more per acre. It was 
not cLimed at any time pending 
the negotiation that this $7.W of­
fer WHS received before the land 
was sold, by the person making 
the offer or by any other person. 
It wi#i argued by those desiring 
to retifind the action of the court 
in selling the land that deed had 
not bfcn made, and that the requi­
site papers for transfer had not 
been executed and that therefore 
the commissioners court could not 
in law be made to comply with 
the terms of their contract of 
sale. We leave it to your code of 
ethics and to your judgment as 
honorable husiness men as to 
whether the commissioners’ court 
by refusing to “ back out”  of its 
contract, acted as you would 
have done under similar circum­
stances.

We are informed that the per­
son making the $7.(X) jier acre of­
fer for the land is the same pei-son 
whom the “ Citizen aiul Taxpay­
er”  states made the $10 per acre 
offer herein referred to; and it 
is further stated that he made 
said $7.00 offer among other rea­
sons. because he desired to make 
the land bring as much as possi­
ble. We are forced to conclude 
therefore that he had reversed his 
judgment as to the land’s being 
worth $10.00 per acre in that the 
$7.00 per acre offer was made to 
make the land “ bring as much as 
possible.”  We desire to call your 
attention further to the fact that 
the person who made the .$7.00 of­
fer was endeavoring to get the 
comirissioners court to do exactly 
\t1im ''I( did do. ill so^far as the 
principle and manner of the sale 
are concerned. That is to say that 
he wanted the court to sell him 
the land at a private sale at $7.00 
l>er acre, which is exactly what 
was done, except the sale was for 
about 4.7 cents less than he offer­
ed and to other parties than him­
self. He did not offer to change 
the contract when he endeavored 
lo get the commissioners' coin't to 
back out of th(*ir contract al­
ready made and sell to him, hut 
merely offered a small *sum per 
acre more. Unless he critii'ise 1 
the court for an act which he him 
.self endeavored to get it fo :Je, he 
cannot consistently criticise eith­
er pritu'iple or maniu*r of the 
.sale. In other words, his consis­
tent criticism is limited to the few 
cents diffcnence in the valuation 
of the laml as he and the court 
viewed it.

'I'lie “ Citizen and 'raxpa\’cr”  
payer also states in his article re­
ferred to that “ said purchasers 
of said land are to have the right 
to transfer lo Scurry County any 
j'aper that they may take in the 
sale of said land, said paper to 
contain a lien on said laml and 
Scurry county is to release the 
present purchasers from all fur­
ther liabilities on said land and 
take other vendees sob*ly for their 
indebtedness.”  Realizing that it 
would be difficult for the county 
to sell its land to advantage, if the 
purchasers had to remain bound 
for a period of forty years on an 
obligation as large as this one, the 
courts of Texas have made legal 
that [U’ovision of the contract a- 
bove (pioted. Those who have fil­
ed upon Hchool land in this state, 
and in Scurry count.v. know that 
the law in its wisdom permits 
them and requires no more of 
them when they sell the land they 
hold, tha nit contained in that pro 
vision of the contract just quot­
ed. By refreshing our memories, 
if we have been concerned in the
