The great floods in Ohio, Indiana, 
Kentucky and o th e r  s ta tes  a long th e  
Ohio river and its feeders last week 
wa.s reported the  worst calam ity  in 
the history of th is  country, barr ing  
the  Galveston flood of Sept 8 , 1900.

From  newspaper reports  it  ap ­
pears th a t  the  c ity  of  Dayton, Ohio, 
was the  greatest  su f 'e re r ,  Cincinnati, 
Ohio, and Covington, Ky, both su f­
fered heavy losses in lives and prop­
erty. In o ther  towns the death lists 
were a t  first over-estimate. In two 
towns where 606 lives were reported  
lost it has been found thg t  in one

th e re  were 2 5 and in the other, 20.
Property losses in all the sub­

merged te rr i to ry  is reported  at $ 100,- 
000 , 000 .

City mayors and s ta te  governors 
have been prom pt in sending supplies

Up to Saturday nigh t the w ater  
was still rising at Cincinnati and 
r.oulsville, but was s ta t io n a ry  a t  
P ittsburg , Pa.

The cities lower down, Cairo, III; 
Hickman, Ky; Memphis, Tenn.; 
Vicksburg, .Miss.; were hurry ing  the 
people from  th e  lowlands and levees 
were being made s tronger. The on­
rush of w ater is expected to  swell 
the  lower Missippi to the  danger 
point, but since there  has not been 
so much ra in  in th a t  t r ib u ta ry  coun­
try  the  local rivers a re  not consid­
ered menacing, however the  Ohio 
has  been h igher than  ever known and

it may come down in sufficient vol­
ume to break th rough  and flood the  
lower plantations.

The police forces and the militia 
in Ohio, Indlanna and Kentucky 
towns have had much to do to sup­
press thieves and ghouls. One th ief  
was caught try ing  to get away ^with 
$50,000 in diam onds stolen from a 
Dayton jeweler.

People ran away from the  floods 
leaving their  household goods and 
the ir  live stock. This made easy work 
for thieves and they Improved the ir  
opportunities.

The floods, s ta r t ing  far up the 
country by heavy rains were augm ent 
ed along the  way by the  b reak ing  of 
g rea t reservoirs and the waters  ru sh ­
ed down on unsuspecting homes, 
washing away houses, wrecking fac. 
tory d is tric ts  and catching^ people in

th e  rush
To add to the horrors  of the flood 

the  weather tu rn ed  to  b i t te r  cold, 
and the people who had sought re ­
fuge from the floods were exposed to 
the  r igors  of freezing winter.

The Associated Press  reports  h u n ­
dreds of sp“clal cases of suffering, 
narrow escapes, acts of heroism and 
o ther  incidents of the  calamity.

The whole nation is horrified and 
hum an sym pathy has been aroused 
and supplies are  being sent from all 
parts  of the  country  to the flood 
s tr icken regions.

The great floods in Ohio, Indiana, 
K entucky a d o ther  sta tes  along the 
Ohio river and Its feeders last week 
was reported  the  worst calamity in 
the  history of th is  country, barr ing  
the  Galveston flood of Sept 8, 1900.

P'roiii newspaper reports  it ap ­
pears th a t  the  city of Dayton, Ohio, 
was the  g reatest  su f 'e re r ,  Cincinnati, 
Ohio, and Covington, Ky. l)oth su f­
fered heavy losses In lives and prop­
erty. In o th e r  towns the death  lists 
were a t  f irs t over-estimate. In two 
tow ns where 500 lives were reported 
lost it  has been found th a t  io one

tliere were 2 5 and in the  other, 2 0.
P roperty  losses in all the sub­

merged terrltor.v is reported at $ 100,- 
oOO.OOO.

j City mayors and s ta te  governors 
jii'.ive been prompt in sending supplies 
1 I 'p  to Saturday night the water 

was still r ising at Cineiniiatl and 
l.oiilsville, hut was s ta tionary  at 
I’l t tshurg , P h.

The cities lower down, Cairo, 111; 
H lrkm an, Ky; .Memphis, Tenn.; 
Vicksburg, .Miss.; were hurry ing  the 
people from the  lowlands and levees 
were being made s tronger. The on­
rush of w ater  is expected to swell 
th e  lower Mlsslppi to th e  danger 
point, hut since the re  has not been 
so much rain In th a t  t r ib u ta ry  coun­
try  the  local rTvers a re  not consid­
ered menacing, however the  Ohio 
has been higher than  ever known and

it may come down in sufficient vol­
ume to break through  and flood the  
lower plantations.

The floods, s ta r t ing  far  up the 

country  by heavy rains were uiigment 
ed along the  way by the break ing  of 
g rea t  reservoirs  and the waters ru sh ­
ed down on unsuspecting homes, 
washing away houses, wrecking fac. 
to ry  d is tric ts  and catching people in

the  rush.
To add to tlie liorrors of tlic flood

jtlie  w eather tu rned  to b itter cold, 
and the  people wlio had souglit re ­
fuge from the floods were exposed to 
the  rigors of freezing winter.

The .issociated Press reports  hun-
