No, that doesn't|
mean that the actor, the manager and |
the advance agent do not appreciate |
the giving and receiving of presents
from their friends. But it does mean
that peop!e connected with the stage!
have come to look upon the Christmas |
time as a season of short pay and hard '
wovk.

It isn't generally known, but it is|
none the less true, that most actors |
have a clause in their contracts which |

calls for half pay the week before |
Christmas. This clause was inserted |
in the days when the week Dbefore

Christmas really was a
the theatrical business. But nowadays |
there are many productions which |
pack the theaters to the doors the week
before Christmas as well as any other
week in the year., Nevertheless some
of the managers live up to that con
tract and deduct the half week's pay.
That is one reason why actors aren't
particularly merry at Christmas. |

There other managers who|
make a practice of. laying off their|
companies the week before Christmas |
and some of them ten days or twc|
weeks before. In that there is
no salary at all forthcoming. That
probably, is another reason why the
average actor cannot understand why
Christmas is an occasion to be unduly
foyful.

Only a month before a well known
concert singer was appearing at the
theater. She had about finished one
of her best selections when the dog
poked his nose over the railing of an |

{upper box and began to howl his dis- |

approval. That led to the temporary |
banishment of the dog critic from the |
theater. But when the stock company |
came along the manager heard ubout!
the dog, and, willing to take a chance
that the dog's judgment of his show
would be favorable, he suggested that
the dog be allowed to sit by a big well,
which was a part of the scenic effect
in one of the acts, just for the sake of
realism

Now, this same manager had con-
cluded to give his company a dinner
on the stage after the performance.
In the course of the play the dog was
brought out and tied to the well
went all right until the
dog sniffed the turkey and the other
good things at the side of the stage,
and without waiting for the finish of
the act he made for the food, dragging
the “heavy rock walled well” behind
him.

This action on the part of the dog
critic-actor disturbed things generally,

for the villain had just been arranging
with one of his confederates to rid
himself of the hero of the play by toss
ing him down the aforesaid well. The
villain, after the laughter subsided, ar-
ranged his part of the plot by cancel-
ing the order to have the hero tossed
down the well and instead to have
him tied to a railroad track. However,
the audience refused to take the play
seriously after the well digappeared.

There is probably more real Christ-
mas sentiment in plays that have to
carry children as n part of the preduc-
tion than in any of the others. With
these shows there is usually a Christ-
mas tree between the matinee and the
evening performance in which every
one joins in and makes merry.

A hard lot is that of the actor who
happens to be playing what is known
as “the small time” around the holi-
days. “Small time” contracts call for
three shows a day, and on Christmas
day an extra one is usually added. A
vaudeville actor on *big time”™ prob-
ably has more time to appreciate
Christmas—if Christmas really can be
appreciated away from home—than
any other because he Is usually in the
theater but an hour in the afternoon
and an hour In the evening, and the
rest of the time is his own unless the
house manager has promised to “ask”
him to go over to some club and en-
tertain the guests a4 their Christmas
reception. Of course the actor doesn't
have to do this, but if the manager isq4
of any standing at all in the vaundeville
world the actor usually finds it expe
dlent to grant the request,

But the man probably who spends
the lonesomest Christmas of them all
is the poor advance agent—recognized
on the program as business manager,
advance representative or manager in
advance. Unless the advance agent is
close enough to his home town to
“Jump” for Christmas he usually gets
a genuine attack of the simon pure
blues. True, the advance man who has
been on the road for any length of
time can usually be depended upon to
meet people he knows, but they are
people who live in the town, and he
usually finds bimself dining alone
when the time comes for him to eat
his “Christmas dinner.”

A tribe of East Africa, called the
Suks, hammer and twist the homms
of their cattle into all kinds of fantas-
tic shapes. An ox with one horn that
points forward and the other back-
ward, writes M. W. H. Beech in “The
Suk,” is an object of envy and admi-
ration to gll; it is called kamar.

They believe that such an ox has
exceptional properties. Every fighting
man should have his kymar; those
who do not possess one are objects of
derision. When they prepare to start
on a raiding expedition, the men gath-
er the kamars together, bedeck them
with ostrich-feathers, and lead them
to the river. There the warriors are
assembled; they dance round the sa-
cred oxen, flap their hands at them,
and kneel on one knee; they hold up
their shields in attitudes of defense
and brandish their spears, while they
utter weird war-cries, which are sup-
posed to excite in the faint-hearted the
desire for battle. A captured kamar
is a coveted prize, and the Suks
slaughter and eat it with much cere-
mony.

The Suks were originally an agricul-
tural people. In every plantation they
build little shelters on piles, whereon
sit the women and children whose
duty it is to give warning of the ap-
proach of elephants, and to scare
away birds. Of the members of the
tribe who do other than agricultural
work there is a saying, “God gave
them no sheep, so he gave them clev-
erness instead.”"—Youth's Companion.

Enormous Supply of Rich Ore Is Lo
cated at Kiruna, Lap-
land.
The richest and probably the largest

iron ore mine in the world is located
at Kiruna, Lapland, in latitude 68% de-
grees north, which is about the same
as the northernmost boundary of
Alaska. The climate is somewhat
milder than in Alaska, and these
mines %are worked the year around.
About 1,600 men are employed and
the equipment is all of the most mod-
ern machinery obtainable. Machine
tools for the repair shop, air com-
pressors, and rock drills, and sev-
eral of the largest steam and electric
shovels are of American make. The
plant is at present operated by steam
power, the coal supply coming from
England and Spitzbergen, but the
electrification of the mines is in
progress, and this power will be used
exclusively as soon as the new power
plant of the state of Sweden, now
under construction at Porjus Falls,
is completed. The transmission line
I8 completed and it is expected that
the power station will be ready to de-
liver current early in 1914. One hun-
dred and fifty thousand horsepower
will be the capacity of this station,
and it will be transmitted over a dis-
tance of 150 miles. The state railway
between Kiruna and Narvik is being
electrified and willl be operated from
this station. The ore is shipped from
Kiruna to Narvik on the Norwegian
coast by rail, and from there by water
to Germany, a small percentage find-
ing its way to other countries.

Because It Was Underweight,

Under the pure food and drugs act,
ten cases were recently brought
against a New York city firm, which
is in the candy business, making a
specialty of what is known as “penny
goods.” All the goods were found to
be adulterated. Most of them con-
tained shellac, and some of them also
contained arsenic. In every case the
firm pleaded guilty. Most of the can-
dies were sold as chocolate candies,
but contained little or none of shat
product. These are the goods bought
bys small children who have received
a cent or two from parents or friends,
sometimes intended for the missionary
box, but often straying to the candy
shop. In only one of the ten cases
was a penalty imposed, and in this
case, carrying a fine of $50, was not
for selling to little children as choco-

| late candy a mixture containing arse-

nic and shellac, but because the pack-
age sold to the dealer was marked
five pounds and really contained only
4 pounds and 145 ounces, not enough
poison for the money! Truly, in the
words of Mr, Bumble, the law some-
times is “an ass.”

Mackintoshes Expensive to Make.

Mackintoshes are made of cloth
coated with rubber. It is ninety years
since Charles Mackintosh of Glasgow
took out his patent for the cloth that
has ever since borne his name. The
“Mackintosh_is a more expénsive gar-
ment than the raincoat because of the
high cost of the materials employed.

The rubber used has first to be puri-
fled by maceration in water at an ex-
pense proportionate to the amount of
impurity present, and it has then to
be converted by use of a solvent into
a dough. In this plastic form the rub-
ber has to be spread upon the cloth,
layer after layer, by repeated passages
through the spreading machine. The
fabrics used have to be specially se-
lected, and, in view of the deleterious
action of el upon rubber, have to be
warranted free of all but the minutest
trace of grease.

It is he,
they say, who brings the Christmas
tree. He comes down from heaven on
Christmas eve, holding it in his hands.
Two angels bearing presents fly before
him and two behind. He puts the tree
on the table, rings a bell and flies
away. He brings a bléssing to the
children that have been obedient.

To the children of Oberammergau
St. Nicholas is an angel in disguise.
He goes about from house to house in
ragged clothes and with a bag on his
back. Fle glves a loud knock at the
door and asks, “Are the children
good?" If the answer is ‘“Yes” he
leaves fruits and candies. If the an-
swer is "“No" he leaves a stick.
