To them were 
horn four sons and three daughters , 
all living save one son. He and his 
wife, the next year united with the 
Clirlr.tinn c h n n h  and were liaptlzed 
by Ills b ro ther Elder Tims. German, 
wlio liad performed the rites  of maf- 
imony for thwni.

In Ju n e  186 4 he enlisted In the  
service of the .Missouri S ta te  Guards

as lliird lieiiteiiaiit of liis company, 
wliicli was disliundud tlie following 
year and reorganized in the  regular  
Confedera te  service, and he became a 
par t  of Company G, 11th .Missouri In­
fantry, srviiig until the close of the 
war. During his time of service he 
par tic ipated  in battles  at Oak Hill, 
(o r  Wilson C reek) Dry Wood, Neo­
sho  Inn, Helena, L itt le  Rock, J e n ­
kins F e rry  and Jleasiu it Hill. At the  
ba ttle  of J e n k in s  F e rry  he was 
w ounded in the  foot and  the  ball 
lodged in his raw hide shoe which 
the  family will keep as a relic.

In the  fall of '63 owing to the 
s t ren u o u s  o rders  from federal a u ­
thorit ies , .Mrs. Germ an, with two sis­
ters , and  a num ber  of neighbor wo­
men, with only a lew boys large 
eiiougli for help (no men) galiered 
I'P 8U< li lious *ii I'd go^as as they 
could liring on tlieir  ox wagons (no 
horses  allowed t l ien i) and s ta r ted  on 
th e ir  long journey  to  Texas, she driv. 
ing her own team. .Vfter long, weari­
some journey  of some six weeks and 
crossing Red Itlver, th e ir  teams dy­
ing from Texas fever, they stopped in 
L am ar i-ounty. .Mr. German, whose 
s ta tion  tlien, was North IJne, l.,a., 
lea rn ing  of tlie m atter ,  .obtained a 
furlough ami came to lier assistance. 
Tlie war ending  a f te r  awliile, every- 
tliing tliey had gone, tliose good, 
brave people liegaii Hu* liattle of life 
anew. In 1866 tliey moved to F a n ­
nin county, near  Bonham, where they 
raised tlieir  family; came to Scurry 
county in 1890. He was elected five 
consecutive times County surveyor 
of Fann in  counjy  iuul served in tlie 
ta m e  eapacity  in tills section. The 
Scurry comity land d is tric t was then 
composed of Scurry, Kent and Garza 
counties. He was mainly in s tru m en ­
tal in ge tt ing  Hie citizens of block 97 
to liring the  famous m andam us suit 
of Hogue vs. Baker, In the  decision 
of wliicli all tile tlien rem ain ing  pub­
lic domain of Texas was ileelared to 
belong to tlie common scliool fund, 
Hiereliy estopping all fu r th e r  apprii- 
p rla tions  of the  same.

A special prize for boys and  girls, 
cu lt iva t ing  an  acre  of corn and  an  
acre  of peanuts ,  and  who en te r  the  
baby beef and  hog clubs, is provided 
and  has  been nam ed the  Exall Com­
b ination  prize. This  prize of $100 
will be given to  any con tes tan t  in th e  
four classes who shall win the  first 
prize In each of r.ny two classes. This 
Is an  especially a t trac t iv e  com bina­
tion and all th a t  the  con tes tan t  re ­
qu ires  Is an acre  of g round, a baby 
beef and a hog. In th is  acre  be will 
first raise a crop of corn, p lan ting  
peanu ts  between the  rows when the  
corn  is given its last  cultivation . Af­
t e r  th e  corn is ga thered , and which 
he may use to fa t ten  his livestock, he 
allows his  calf  th e  ru n  of the  acre  
so th a t  it can ea t the  fodder and pea­
nu t  tops. Fo llow ing  this , a  hog is 
tu rn e d  in to clean up every th ing  th a t  
remains.

Hy th is  plan, the  con tes tan t  no t 
only raises a perfectly  balanced r a ­
tion  for feeding his livestock, but 
he also r e tu rn s  the  anim al m anure  
to the  ground , inc lud ing  most of the  
n itrogen  g a th e red  from the  a ir  by 
tlio iieniiuts.
