It seems that the pink bollworm 
Is scattered over the Statu of Texas 
much more than we know about. It 
is a very serious cotton pest and la 
usually carried from p'ace to place 
in planting seed.

Arrangements have been made for 
the sterilization of cotton seed ship­
ped from place to place for planting 
By sterilization is meant treating the 
seed In sneh manner as to kill all 
pink bollworm therein and not in­
jure the seed.

Our advice to farmers Is not to 
buy any cotton seed for planting un­
less each sack has a tag on It aigned 
by the Commissioner of Agriculture 
and the Chief Entomologist and 
states that the seed bare been steril­
ised.
