All the things one saw 
over there were made by the boys 
and girls with very limited working 
tools.

There were quilts, dres.sea, un­
derwear, hats, dresser scarfs, bed 
spreads, napkins, hot plate mat.s, 
draperies, etc., in the girls exhib­
its, miniature windmills, with tow­
er complete, all kinds of furniture 
from miniature dres.-crs to real 
u.-uuble library tables, dressing ta­
bles, hat racks, cabinets, trunks, 
cedar che.sta, chairs, miniature 
houses electrically lighted and com­
pletely furnished, airplanes com­
plete in every detail, etc.

In the literary exhibits were 
English themes and note books, 
history notebooks, geography ma{is 
and note boks, geometry note 
books, etc.

If boys and girls can make so 
great a showing with such a lim­
ited amount of working tools, what 
could they do if they had a depart­
ment in every school that taught 
these things under a trained lead­
er and with adequate working 
tools. I hope to .--ee the time come 
when every school will have a 
farm shop and a home economic 
department in connection with the 
regular school work. Boys and 
girls need to learn to do things 
that will be of help to them in 
every-day life on the farm. They 
need more praoticul education. 
The county school fair gives 
them an opportunity to do 
some of the things that will bene­
fit them when they get out of 
school and start farming for 
themselves. We must have the 
literary training but we should 
also give them a practical common 
sense education along with the lit­
erary work.

Let’s all get behind the school 
fair and make it bigger and better 
next year.

The big leasing deal that has 
been pending between Sid Johnson 
of this city and the Magnolia Pe­
troleum Company for aeveral 
weeks, wa.s clo.sed this week.

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Bank Statements Reflect Much
Money Being Borrowed Now

A oompuri.'Oii of tho ban’s fi­
nancial .-tutcmonts of April 12, 
1!»20, anil of April (>, ll>25, reflect 
that the banks of Snyder are not 
in as flourishintr eomlition as they 
were one year atro. That each one 
is in a sound and soh-MU condition 
no one doubts, but you know the 
banks are the financial barometers 
of the section which they serve. If 
their client has money, then, 
naturally, the bank.- will have 
money. In other word.s, a bank is 
but a reservoir for the coinmuni- 
ty’s ^nances, or, that portion of 
the community which does business 
with a certain bank, as in the case 
of Snyiler which has three banks.

One will note in this compari­
son that the loans and discounts,
which means money loaned to 
some one in this county, nearly 
altojcethtr, are around $2.%0,000 
more this year than they were one 
year uro.

The banks oT Snyder are the 
subjects for the comparison ns the 
statements for the banks at llerm- 
leijrh and Fluvanna are not avail­
able at thi.- time. In fact the 
loans at present are higher now 
thiT they were on June HOth, 
1P25, and laek only about .S'.'O,- 
000 beiiiR as hijrh at the beRinniiiR 
of this crop .-ea-on ns they were 
on Siptmeber 2Sth. l ‘.*2o. the end 
of hu-t year’ borrowing season. 
F'rom all indication.- it would ap­
pear that the loans and discounts 
of the banks of Scuicy County will 
reach a hiRher mark this year be­
fore the cro|)s are harvested than 
reached heretofore. From this we 
would Rather that the community 
is not in the financial condition it 
was one year apo, nor is it in 
us pood shape financially as it 
should be. Naturally, if the loans 
have increa.sed thi.< much, the de­
posits have decreased practically 
as much.

Many reasons can be assipneil

for these hiph loans and low de­
posits. One can say that as the 
crops were short lust year, there 
was not us much money to bepin 
with this year as there was last 
year. That would be true only to 
a small e.vtent for a comparison 
of the depo.-its at December dl, 
11124 and llecember 21, 11125, will 
show but a sllpht difference. It 
can be said that the crops were 
not larpe enouph last year to pay 
their own bills. It is true that the 
banks had to carry over a small 
percentape of their farmer’s pa­
per becau.-e of the short crops and 
other crop ills. Hut, we venture 
to say that the carry-over was 
small ami it nowi.se equals the in- 
crea.se in loans, -\pain, one can 
contemi that crop preparations for 
the 1P2(> crp are more extensive 
and further advanced than they 
were at this time one year apo; 
more money has been spent thus 
far on lP2t! crop than had been 
spent at this time last year on the 
crop. We are plad to say that this 
orpument has some weipht. Hut, 
a ch>.-e s.udy of the underlyinp 
conditions at the comparative dates 
will dl-elose practically the same 
needs of the farmers.

At the bepinninp of 1112,5 wo 
had to borrow money to buy feed. 
.At the bepinninp of 1112.5 we had to 
borrow money to buy bacon, lard, 
beans, flour and other proceries 
and dry pooil-. .\t the bepinninp 
of l!t2C> we hail to borrow money 
to Iniy the same items of our daily 
needs. These needs, all of them, 
had to be shipped into this county 
and boupht at hiph prices. And 

I there was not sufficient cotton 
i raised to take care of tho needed 
] items which could be raised at 
home. Whither are we bound!

Kvery indication now points to 
the fact that this year will brinp 
an abundant harvest of cotton. If 
such is the case, we may expeft

a much lower price for the staple 
than we received even in 11125. If 
this prediction prove.s out, a worse 
financial condition will exist next 
year at this time than exists now. 
May we enter the plea apuin that 
you bepin to practice the sense of 
your five-year safe farminp pro­
pram. It is a splendid poal but no 
pood unless we actually practice 
it. It is not an individual propo­
sition. Uiile.ss we undertake soon, 
to raise our own feed and mo.st 
of our table needs, with some dairy 
and poultry products to sell on 
the side, we are headed towards 
the rocks of financial failure. And 
when a man, community or nation 
fails financially, each is just about 
done for.
