a land of plenty and have much to 
be thankful for.*

This Is what the old-Umer had to 
say, as relayed to The Times by 
Mrs. Lynch;

“Don’t talk bo me about hard 
tlinee. I was born ten miles from 
a railroad, eight miles from a 
school, nine miles from a church, 
888 miles from New York, 200 yards 
from a wash hole, IS Iket from a 
com  field, and 8,863 milee froni 
Hong Kong.

“Our nearest neighbor lived two 
miles sway, and they couldn’t read 
nor write. 1 never saw a suit of 
underivear until I  was 17 years old, 
and that revelation didn’t belong 
to anybody In our family. The only 
book m the house during my eaity 
childhood was a Bible and a cata­
logue sQiiieune had sent us.

Had Ph nty of Boom.
’There were 13 members in our 

family, but you see we liad three 
rooms to live In. including a dining 
room which was also the kitchen. 
Everybody worked at our house. We 
thought everybody else In the world 
had gravy and bread lor breakfast, 
liver and crakUn hoe cake lot dlD- 
ner, buttermilk and com  pooo for 
supper, because that's what wo had 
and liked It.

“SoiDe ot us wore trogan shoes 
oocaslonally tn the winter time. We 
had nice white shirts tor lunuser- 
Ume use. We slept on straw ticks, 
and pillows were not thought ot 
nor required. I dktnt know that 
money would rattle until I eras 
nearly grown. Fhther got hold ol 
two hall dollars at the same time 
and let us hear them rattle. Taxes 
were not higher but harder to pay 
then than now.

"We owned two kerosene lamps 
(neither of which had a chimney). 
Our house wasn't ceiled, two of our 
rooms had lofts in them. We had 
a glass window In our company 
room. Our nicest piece of fuitu- 
tur« was a homemade rocking chair. 
Our beds were of the salt or tight 
rope variety. The trundle bed took 
care ol all the young ones under 
live years of age and It stayed lull 
all the time.

How “We”  Did It.
“ We went to school two or three 

months In the year (but not in a 
bus). We attended church once a 
nicnth (but not In a car); we useJ 
a two-mule wagon. We dressed 
up on Sunday's (but not In silks 
and satins). We neither wrote let­
ters nor received any. We made 
our own lye hominy, distilled our 
own lye from aslihopper. We draruc 
sassairas tea and never had a 
yearning for coffee.

“ We sopped our own molasses, we 
ate cur own meat, we considered 
rice a delicacy only for the preach­
ers to eat, w*e had heard of cheese 
but never saw any, we got a stick 
ol candy and Uiree raisins (or 
Christmas and were haiipy. Wo 
loved Pa and Ma and were nev-r ! 
hungry, enjoyed going naked, dldn t - 
want much, expected nothUig. And i 
that’s why our so-called hard t ines i 
are not hard on me.”

Farm Business for

More than half the deposits In 
6,000 banks in receivership In the 
United States remained unpaid on 
December 31, 1984, it Is disclosed 
by the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Oorpioratton as a result of a ra- 
cently completed survey of bank 
liquidations.

Total deposits tied up with the 
failure of 6352 banks for which 
figures which were available were 
more than 4.7 billion dollars, of 
which 61 per cent was still not rsal- 
tzed to depositors at the year-end. 
Almo.H all the banks had been clos­
ed for at least one year, many of 
them for much looger periods, the 
report revealed.

Included In the flgure.s are nine 
closed Insured banks, all o f which 
suspended during the last six 
months of 1934. Records of the 
FDIC siiow that practically every 
depositor of these bank.s had re­
ceived full payment of his claim 
by December 1.

How­
ever, I want to say m this connec­
tion In justice to Mr. Yakey that 
he lives In South Texas, and last 
year It cost glnners down there 
something over II per baU', where­
as here It was somewhere between 
25 cents and 60 cents per bale.

‘T called up our stcretary, Mr. 
Thompson, a few days ago. and 
asked him to talk to Mr. Yakey and 
prevail on him to call another meet­
ing of the directors, whether they 
were for or against bringing of the 
suit originally, for the sake of prac­
tically one-fourth of the nation’.'

Absentee Voters 
Subject to New 
Rules This Year

Nature of business or Illness are 
the only reasons that will enable 
you to cast an absentee ballot In the 
special state election of August 24, 
when several proposed constitution­
al am< ndments will be voted upon.

Absentee voting by mall will be­
gin Monday and casting of absen­
tee ballots In person at the county 
clerk’s office will start five days 
later. Both forms of absentee vot­
ing may be done until three days 
before the election.

New regulatlon.s governing ab­
sentee ballots provide that nature 
of one’s business, sickness or phy- 
■slcal disability will b:- the only legil 
reasons permitting casting of such 
ballots.

The citizen must first file an ap- 
pllcatirn with the county clerk. If 
illness Is given as reason for voting 
absentee a physician’s certificate 
must be fll< d with the written ap­
plication.

Persons now away from their 
home voting places may write to 
the county clerk In their home 
counties for applications to vote. 
They must then have the applica­
tions flllrd out before a notary pub­
lic and returned to their home 
counties. The poll tax receipt or 
exemption certificate and 24 cents 
to cover postage must accompany 
the applications malV d to the 
notaries. The voters will then mark 
the ballots In the presence of not­
aries, and have them mailed back 
to the county clerks.
