(Editors’ Note: ’This U the second 
and last of two articles concerning 
the new soil conservation set-up.)

’There are two types of payments 
which a farmer may earn if he van 
qualify: Number 1, the larger. Is 
called the “soil conserving pay­
ment.” It may be granted for de­
voting to soil conserving or build­
ing crops and practices, up to 35 
per cent of the cotton base, and up 
to 15 per cent of the bases of all 
other common Texas soil depleting 
crops. ’Tlil.s payment Is meant to 
help repay the farmer for the casn 
sacrifice Involved In giving up part 
of his rash soil depleting crops In 
favor of a soli conservation pro­
gram. No payment will be made for 
diverting feed acreage unless fe^d 
Is grown In excess of the far:n 
needs.

Pa.vments to Vary.
’Tlie exact amount of this soli con­

serving payment will vary accord­
ing to crop. For cotton the poy- 
ment will be 5 cents per pound f'or 
the normal production of the shift­
ed acres. For all other soil deplet­
ing crops soil conserving paymenu 
will be on a straight per acre basis, 
varying by counties, by farms aid 
by crops. ’Tlie average for the U. 
S. will be tlO per acre. ’The Texas 
average will be less than this figure.

Every acre on which this payment 
will be made must be planted m 
1936 to soil conserving or building 
crops, or be devoted to approved 
soil con.servlng or building prac­
tices. Soil depleting acres shifted 
to Idle acres receive no pay.

’The .second, or Number 2 pvy- 
ment. Is called the ‘‘soil building 
payment.” It may be granted. If 
earned, to help defray the expense 
of planting soil build ng crops or of 
carrying out soil building practl*»s. 
The rate of this payment will vaty 
by crops and by practices. The top 
limit of this total payment is fixed 
by the number of acres of soil build­
ing and soil conserving crops on the 
farm, multiplied by $1 per acre. 
The rate per acre will vary but the 
total may never exceed the maxi­
mum set for the farm. To earn 
any part of this a farmer must 
plant soil building crops In 1936, or 
carry out some approved soil build­
ing practice In 1936.

Direct to Eligihles.
These grants may not be assigned 

to creditors, but will be made di­
rect to the persons eligible to ic - 
celve them, and to no others.

’The soil con.vervlng payment (the 
larger) is to be divided between 
landlord and tenant as follows: The 
share tenants (third and fourth) 
will receive half the conserving pay­
ment: share croppers one-quarter.

This division will be the same for 
all Texas crops unless special ex­
ceptions are made by the state com­
mittee.

The soil building payment will 
be made to the party incurring Jie 
expense of seed and work. If both 
landlord and tenant share in this 
expense the payment will be divided 
equally between them.

How Program Is Administered.
The Texas program is being ad­

ministered by elected community 
and county committeemen and by 
a state conservation and domestic 
allotment committee of seven farm­
ers. in cooperation with the Texas 
Extension S e r v i c e .  A temporary

state committee of four members 
is acting at present. Iliese men 
were chosen from the four state 
boards in the old AAA programs. 
They are George Slaughter, Whar­
ton (corn-hogs), chairman; George 
Chance, Bryan (cotton); L. C. 
Trousdale, Houston (rice); and A. 
H. Montgomery, Darrousett (wheat).

There are three administrative 
steps In the program; (1) Filling 
out work sheets (or each farm to 
get a survey of farming conditioiu 
and practices, and to aid In plan­
ning farming operations which In­
clude desirable s o i l  conservation 
practices, and the determination cf 
bases from which the grants will 
be mea.sured; (2) making applica­
tions for grants by operators "yho 
are either owners or share tenants, 
or by owners who do not operate but 
rent to others; and (3) checking 
compliance with the terms of the 
grant. In point of time these steps 
will be taken in April and May, late 
spring and early summer, and early 
f a l l ,  respectively. Payments of 
grunts cannot be made until after 
compliance Is checked in the fall.

POUR LIVESTOCK MISTAKES.
That veteran student of Southern livestock prob­

lems, Dr. Tail Butler, of The Progressive Farmer, tells 
farmers that here are Uiclr four great mistakes in 
dealing with livestock:

1. We do not produce enough feeds, or if enough, 
not feeds of the best quality. We have too generally 
figured on how little feed we could use and get by, 
Instead of how good and how much feed we could 
produce and market through livestock.

3. We have failed to give sufficient thought to 
the "hlaanclng'' of livestock rations. A balanced ra­
tion is something more than the proper proportions 
of protein and carbonaceous feeds. The quantity 
must be In proportion to the amount and quality of 
growth or work expected.

8. We have failed to give intelligent attention to 
the dally details In care and management. We have 
failed to do those things which the stockman alone 
can do—protect his livestock from climatic and natur­
al hardships, protect them from mud and dampnes.' 
In winter, pamsUes In summer, and preventable dis­
eases at all times. We have not studied livestock 
breeding, feeding and management as the lawyers, 
doctors and bankers have studied the basic facts of 
their professions.

4. We have failed to learn and give sufficient 
Importance to good breeding and Individual quality, 
and to fully realise the basic fact that enlmaU of 
good breeding and quality pay better prices for the 
feeds eoosdmed.

GAS RATE CASE.

A sweeping victory for the Texas 
Railroad Commission and the gas 
consumers of Wichita Palls marked 
the decision of Judge Ralph W. Yar­
borough of 53rd district court here 
In the celebrated Wichita Falls gas 
rate case, but prolongation of the 
litigation was Indicated when Ihe 
Community Natural Gas Company, 
a Lone Star subsidiary, filed a mo­
tion for a new trial and indicated 
It will appeal. Despite the finding 
of a Jury, favorable to the company, 
after eight weeks of testimony, the 
court ordered refunds amounting to 
$4 per year to Wichita Falls con­
sumers from December 1, 1933, and 
reduction of the gas rate from 67H 
cents to 61 cents per 1000 cubic 
fee. the rates ordered by the rail­
road commission. Attorney General 
Bill McCraw promised to expedite 
the appeal, in order to hasten 'he 
effectiveness of the reduction If It 
Is sustained. The Wichita Palls 
rate case, when finally decided, 
probably will set a legal precedent 
for many other Texas cities seek­
ing lower gas rates,

PENSION FACTS.

Posturing office seekers, who glib­
ly promise "$30 a month pensions 
for all of the old folks” and carp 
at the restrictions set up under the 
state law which requires applicanrs 
to show need for a pension, might 
well examine the state law itself, 
and the regulations of the feder.il 
social security board, which puts up 
half of the pension money. Under 
the terms of the federal social se­
curity art. states qualifying for the 
federal constitution must meet the 
reeulatlons of Ihe board, which lim­
its Its aid to "aged, needy Indiiddu- 
als." Any blanket piensloning of 
all persons over 65 by Texas or any 
other state would Immediately de­
prive the pensioners of $15 oer 
month each, the federal contrlbu- 

 ̂ tlon. Invcstlgatlcn of applicants, 
I required by Texas law. Is al.so a re­
quirement of the social security 
Ixinrd. The existing set-up for pen­
sion administration in "Texas was 
submitted by Director Grvllle Car­
penter to the board In Washing­
ton, and Its approval obtained, be­
fore Is was organized, fulfilling an­
other requirement for federal funds. 
Total applications for pensions have 
reached 145.000. Federal census fig­
ures Indicate far fewer persons In 
Texas over 65. Indicating that many 
of those who have applied for pen­
sions, will be found ineligible.
