The day of the small slieep flock 

In West Texas has arrived.
So declares the San Angelo Stand­

ard-Times, In Us Sunday Issue—an 
Issue devoted largely to rams and 
purebred slieep.

Because the coming of Uie small 
shep raiser to tlie San Angelo coun­
try—a country largely regarded as a 
section of big breeders—Is a strik­
ing parallel to the Increase of sheep 
on Scurry County farms in the paft 
few years, the remainder of the 
Standard-Tiroes article Is presented, 
S ' follows:

Times Have Changed.
There was a tune when sheep 

raising was held rather generally to 
be a ‘‘big operations'* industry with 
individual breeders owning thou­
sands of head.

TTiat's partly true today, with big 
flocks sUU owned In West Texas, 
but the “httle man** has come to 
the front in recent years. It being 
hard to find farms In this region 
on which there are not at least a 
few sheep.

In Tom Green Coqnty, for In­
stance, It la estimated that there 
are 50.000 more sheep than could 
have been counted five years ago.

Principally, the Increases are to 
be found on small farms.

Gain 29 Per Cent.
This increase represents a gain of 

approximately 35 per cent, 180,000 
sheep being rendered for taxea In 
Tbm Green County in 1933. Last 
year, the records show 227,000 sheen.

The increase means that faiin 
owners are realising that profits are 
to be made in diversified agiiculturc, 
eLse Ute gain would not be so rapid

Increases, therefore, sre expeeb-d 
In the years to come.

OKU n.'srtus rwvmocs 2>t>OW Hllgol 
be credited with some of the In­
crease, because It definitely ha~. 
proved that the small operator can 
profit from a small flock of sheep, 
that feeding of sheep Is the best w.iy 
and moat profitable manner of mar­
keting feed.

But perhaps It Is weltiing aside from the well* 
trodden path to a ilir  that the man who digs down 
In his jeans for old age assistance Is, after all, tne 
must-kicked football of all.

"Renewed assurance to the needy aged of Texas 
that he will seek helpful revision of old age assistance 
law . . . "  Thus you may read, or something much 
more drastic, from practically every state candidates 
platform.

With such a tremendous ballyhoo raised over 
PAYING more and better old age assistance, why 
wouldn’t it be good politics for just one bold candidate 
to declare himself for NOT PAYING so much old age 
assistance?

Of course you know the answer. Every candidate 
feels that in order to get the old peopled votea. and 
their friends' and their fiienxls' friends' votes, he must 
proclaim himself a pension advocate, even U he must 
hold hU tongue in hla cheek while be la doing ao.

A few years ago no one dreamed of paying a 
man or a woman slmi^y because be or she bad reached 
the age of 88. or any other age. Now a number ol 
the candidates are coming forth with the Idea that 
every person 86 years of age and over should receive 
a pension from the state.

Tlike Col. E K Fawcett, Del Rio ranchman, for 
Instance. He was 13 the other day. He has only 33 
sections of lanchland; therefore without question, 
he Is entitled to $19 or 830 or $30 monthly.

Then there's ex-Gov«mor James E. Ferguson. He 
raises fine cattle, publishes a political paper, and 
glories over his political conquests before be reached 
"old age." Why not pay him a few dollars monthly. 
In order that he might more bountifully enjoy hla 
Income of several thousand dollars per year?

Not to mention the editor of The Dallas News, 
the mayor of Abilene, the president of one of the 
largest manufacturing plants In Texas, and two or 
three members of the Supreme Court of Texas.

A few of the old people are not able to siqiport 
themselvi - and they are not In position to secure as- 
-I'tance from other sources. No one can say In tru'Ji 
tthat "the government owes them s living," although 
It Is a fine gestture cn the part of government to 
provide them with the necessities of life.

But It Is unfair and undemocratic to pay all per­
sons simply because they have reached a certain 
calendar arc The politicians know it, too.

But the office seekers are forced to use the foot­
ball because a-e, the short-sighted public, demand It. 
Many o' us have reached the place In life where 
we would like to have the government feed us with 
a silver spoon from the cradle to the grave . . .  provid­
ing we get exactly the kind of food we want. In ex­
actly th? way we want It and at exactly the time we 
want It.

Every time a major candidate spouts a monthft'l 
of bunk about pensions, Mr. Average citlsen must dig 
down In his jeans just a little farther, for this senti­
ment spreads and spreads and spreads

Revise the old age assistance law, yes, and make 
it fair and helpful to the old persons who really need 
help. But for gosh sakee, why don't you quit kicking 
Mr. Average Citizen around?

It'a a shame that dl-ver-sl-fi-ca-Uon la such a 

hefty word. Pernaps If It were a little shorter and a 
little easier to pronounce, more of our Scurry County 
fneiids would follow Us wise meaning.

In the place of diversification we might use the 
phrase "Got Everything," made famous by a largs 
lumber yard. Or we might re-adopi the longer but 
more potent phrase T h e  Cow, the Sow and the Hen." 

Anderson, former secretary of 
the Scurry County Chamber of Commerce.

8UU better, we might forget all our old preju­
dices, all our Ufe-long education about one-crop farm­
ing, all our customs that keep us from moving for­
ward as a farming and ranching country. As a re­
sult. we wuuld become one of the state’s outstanding 
ulverslftcatlon (there’s that word again!) centers.

Although acetylene la usually thought of as the 
colorless gas that once Illuminated car lights, and as 
high powered blow torch fuel. Fruit Inspector V. A. 
Putterlll of the Union of South Africa last rreek re­
ported that acetylene Is a dandy fruit ripening agent. 
After having seen bushels ard bushels of African 
fruits wasted, due to non-ripening, Putterlll decided 
on acetylene as a chance agent, but shortly realised 
It was "the" ripening agent chemists have long sought 
to find.

Using only one per cent acetylene gas, IhitteriU 
manages to store rare African plums In vaults where 
full ripening can be expected In four or five days. 
Now that Putterlll plans to flood the British market 
with fruits from the dark continent, sln£e ripening 
of rare plums and peaches Is possible, American fruit 
growers will doubtless have nightmares of "niggers" 
chasing around with acetylene fruit torches. Any ap­
preciable increase in shipping African fruit to Great 
Britain will cause export sales of Rio Grande Valley 
grapefruit juice and California oranges to decline 
again.

Dr. Bernard Steinberg of a ’Toledo, Ohio, hospital 

staff has started a new technique of approach where 
abdominal operations are concerned, using bacteria 
bait to stop the march of peritonitis—the obdurate 
hospital hall ghost that stalks the breadth of the na­
tion. After killing peritonitis germs with formalde­
hyde and gum tragacanth (mucilage gum), Dr. Stein­
berg adds aleuronet (wheat flour) to the mixture, and 
“plants” Uie "nltls glue” at the point where the fatal 
Infection is likely to develop.

*
’This concoction Is not carried away by body fluids 

until an army of phagocytes (bacteria taters arrive) 
to gobble up any peritonital germs that might be 
present In abdominal sutures. Since aleuronet stimu­
lates bone marrow to phagocyte production, Dr. Stein­
berg suggests a rarely used weapon against other 
types of Infection besides perlonltls. The reason, os 
all physicians state, this particular abdominal Infec­
tion Ls so dangerous Is due to toxic poisons created by 
the germs of peritonitis. These poisons are carried to 
the heart, and If In sufficient quantities, result In 
death.

'This development of bacteria for bait in trapping 
one of the most dreaded post-opieratlve Infections 
suggests that surgeons in the future will specialize In 
smaller abdominal Incisions In operative technique, 
especially If exact location of the ailing organ can be 
determined. Until the last few years many newspai>er 
editors had the Idea all items of medical research be­
longed entirely,to the pages of weighty medical jour­
nals. The new frankness of the press In keeping up 
with achievements In research (for reader benefit) 
will go far in dl.spelling the obaeaslon doctors go around 
with hack saws, cleavers, and "pendlx pliers” hidden 
under hospital aprons.

*

As If this machine age were not creating enough 
economic problems for labor to worry over, a certain 
Inventor Is getting a lot of publicity over a recently 
announced weed kller which employs sulphur-diox­
ide gas to slay grain field weeds. Utilizing an “awn­
ing funnel" that spreada over the ground, this appa­
ratus is hauled by a wagon or truck. Entirely over­
looked by the press so far Is the fact such an Inven­
tion will do more harm than good, atnee "burning" 
a field not only takes out nitrogen and phosphates, 
but bakes and "kills out" ground where such tactios 
are employed. If we don’t  stop the parade of farm 
Inventions by crack braina who’ve never seen an hon­
est-to-goodness farm, we’re at least going to need a 
Society for Brainless Inventors organised In America, 
or else whoop up produetton of straight jackets. '

The very unusual hall, rain storms 
and blowing sand have coat ua too 
much, even to exhausting our seed 
supplies for replanting. In many 
Instances farmers have replanted 
four and five tlmea, and it la now 
practically too late for another 
planting.

We cannot afford to lose another 
planUng. But this very thing U 
probable If we allow the "gUUons" 
Of hungry grasshoppers to continue 
their slow but sure march Into our 
fields as the young crops are coming 
on—crops that provide succulent 
food to the full satisfaction of Mr. 
Grasshopper.

Many cases are being reported 
where the grasshoppers are destroy­
ing orchards right here in Scurry 
County, even to eating all tlie bark 
from the trees The federal govern­
ment has supplied ample relief—if 
we will but use It

Other counties will soon be draw­
ing our poison supplies from us in 
event we do not see fit to use It now 
Many counties have exhausted their 
supplies, and are more than wUluig 
to use It

Your grasshopper control commit­
tee has seen to It that ample sup­
plies have been maintained at the 
mixing plant West Bridge Street 
(Harrell BuUdlng). It will be too 
late to fret about your crop loases 
after Mr. Grasshopper has done his 
job.

Better come and get It while get­
ting Is good. That la the souixl 
advice of the county agent.
