The greatest production of feed in the history

of Scurry County is in sight, and unless constructive
steps are taken at once much of it will be wasted
At best, this has been the experience in former years
when a bountiful feed crop has been raised.

Possibly feed will be a very low price this fall
and winter, and in addition to the quantity raised
the low price will make many producers negligent
in their efforts to save every pound of this import-
ant crop . . . in fact, the most important all-round
crop in West Texas,

Headed grain may not be worth over a few dol-
lars a ton and bundle stuff may bring no more in
proportion; yet next year may be another time of
poor yields and the time will come when the feed
that is not saved this year will have to be paid for
at $25 or even more per ton,

A surplus of feed well taken care of is money
in the bank, and Scurry County can never be uni-
formly prosperous until our feed and forage crops
are s0 recognized,

Our feed crop means practically everything to
every man or beast in this area. It is the foundation
of our livelihood in Scurry County. If we don't be-
lleve it, just recall why our beef and dairy cattle, our
hogs, poultry and other sources of income are period-
ically depleted.

Scurry County runs much to fast or famine,
with more lean than fat years. Why not, before it Is
too late, make up our minds that not a stalk of this
year’s feed crop is to be lost, and insure ourselves
against the lean years that are sure to come.

County Agent Luke Ballard is stressing the coun-
ty over: “Save Your Feed!” Save it in either trench
silos or in some other acceptable manner—but save it!

And why not the trench silo? Two men, a team
and fresno can build one of approximately 100-ton
capacity in three days.

For once in the history of Scurry County, let's
begin preparing in time fo the lean years, which are
sure to come.

The office of the
Administration in Snyder will be
closed the week of August 1 and
opened again August 8, Aubry E.

The entire county
personne] will be in College Station
during the week for the annual
staie meeting of FSA employees,
he said.

The keynote of the conference
will be “Farm security means work
for every member of the family ev-
ery day in the year,” Horn said.
