That same year Dr, Pender Jenson
of Tacoma, Washington, was
searching the war cemeteries of
France for a comrade's burial place,
and became so impressed with the

masses of living poppies waving over !

the graves he had the Tacoma Post
adopt the poppy as its memorial

flower.
