Bernadotte'sassassinationbrought
Jerusalem—and all of Palestine, for
that matter—perilously close to the
brink of general violence. There
was danger, too, that the uneasy
Arab-Jewish truce might fall to
pieces under the circumstances.

For the time being, Bernadotte's
killers remained unidentified. The
Israeli government called it the
work of Stern gang terrorists and
issued an edict outlawing that ex-
tremist group.

In Oslo, Norway, U. N. Secre-
tary-General Trygve Lie added his
panegyric to the praise that was be-
ing heaped on the martyred Berna-
dotte:

“He burned with eagerness to
bring about an ,understanding be-
tweens Arabs and Jews. He thougnt
always of justice and peace."”

FINAL REPORT:

‘End It Now’
As the United Nations general as-
sembly convened for its fateful

1948-49 session in the Palais de Chail-
lot the member nations took time
out to pay somber tribute to Count
Folke Bernadotte, their representa-
tive in Palestine who had died while
trying to implement the peace of
which they were supposed to be the
architects.

Then they began consideration of

the plan for an enforced Palestine

settlement that Bernadotte had sub-

| mitted before his death.

THE SWEDISH COUNT'S final 35,-
)00-word report recommended that
the Arab-Jewish war should be “pro-
nounced formally ended.” If the
Arabs and Jews refuse to make
peace, the U. N. should do so itself,
the report said.

It calls for changes in the bound-
aries of the U. N. partition plan
adopted in November, 1947, pro-

Speaking to the United Nations in
Paris, George Marshall, U. S. sec-
retary of state, outlined the basic
U S. foreign policy in much the
same manner as Bevin. The United
States, he said, would not *‘com-
promise the essential principles”
or “barter away the rights and
freedoms of other peoples.”

HOME OWNERS:
Record High

One of the most maddening of all
the modern paradoxes is that while
millions of American families are
searching desperately for decent
places to live, at the same time
more American families own their
own homes now than ever before in

history.
About 49 per cent of the nation's

BOTH SIDES have promised thelr
help to the nation's farmers.

As a result of the growing amount
of light that has been shed upon
the idea of price supports there has
been a lot of argument as to wheth-
er they keep up costs of living in
the city and, hence, contribute gen-
erally toward inflation.

The system was started in the
1930s to save farmers from bank-
ruptcy caused by surplus production
and lack of consumer buying. It
accomplished that end.

Price Support Paradox ‘

IN THE makeshift agricul-
tural act passed by the
80th congress, the depart-
ment of agriculture, through

poration, was mandated to
support basic crops such as
wheat and corn at a price 90
per cent of Parity.

But paradoxically the same con-
gress, in a rider on the act extend-
ing the charter of the commodity
credit corporation, effectively pre-
vented the CCC from fully carrying
m.n that mandate of price support.

As a result, thousands of wheat
and corn farmers are being
ferced to sell their crops to grain
dealers at ‘‘distress” prices—
that is, at prices below the par-
ity price. Millions of bushels
are being sold at from 10 te 20
cents a bushel below the sup-
port price. Here's how It hap-
pened.

The agricultural act which ex-
tended the present price support law

of the dying congress. So also was
the act which extended the charter

poration instead of a corporation
under the laws of the state of Dela-
ware, as it had operated for 12
years.

'Resistance to Duphtherlo Increased by New Mixture

A comparatively new method of
immunizing children against diph-
theria and whooping cough gives
better protection from diphtheria
than immunizing against the dis-
ease separately and ‘‘confers sub
stantial protection’” against whoop-
ing cough, according to Dr. Joseph
A. Beli, senior surgeon of the U, S,
| public health service at Bethesda,
| Mad.

‘ The method, states Dr. Bell in
l the Journal of the American Medi-

cal association, consists of injecting
an alum-treated mixture of whoop-
ing cough vaccine and diphtheria
toxoid in two doses, four weeks
apart. Its worth in preventing epi-
demics of the disease is indicated
by the simplification of the manner
of immunization and by the in-
creased protective value against
diphtheria.

Injections are effective in babies

as young as two to five months of
age against both diseases, Dr. Bell

states, and side reactions are ‘‘few
and negligible.”

Diphtheria toxoid is the poison
developed by diphtheria germs,
which, when treated with alum or
another substance so that it is not
harmful, stimulates the body to
build up resistance against the dis-
ease, The alum-treated type of
toxoid has been recognized since
1940 for immunization against diph-
theria, The whooping cough vae-
cine used in the mixture is one se-
lected by Dr. Bell as “‘promising
for general use.”

Snyder Lights the Way

Things around the courthouse square and a block
or so each way from the square took on a new glint
Friday night when 39 spanking new mercury vapor
street lights were turned on

Although difficult to ascertain immedlately the big
difference in the area covered by the new type lights,
tests have proven that the mercury vapor lights
actually produce more than nine times as much
light as the old globe type lights in use in the
business section for more than 20 years. With a
green-blue tint, the new lights reflect an almost
shadowless glow that is soft and non-glaring. '

Perched on poles thirty feet from the ground, the

mercury vapor lights cover much more territory than
the old conventional lights that were on standards
about eight feet high.

Installation of the new lighting system in Snyder
follows the pattern of numerous Texas cities during
the past two years. The trend is toward getting our
cities, big and little, out of the darkness in a way
that reflects progress and modernism, as well as
dresses up the cities.
