The quaran­
tined territory embraces the eastern 
part, o f North Carolina, all o f South 
Carolina, Indian territory, Alabama, 
Mississippi and Louisiana; that part of 
Virginia below the Jamrs river and 
running to  the nortbest corner o f Bed­
ford county; all of Georgia but Union, 
Towns and Rabun counties; all of Ar­
kansas except the two northern tiert 
of counties which arc left out*.IJe the 
quarantine lines during February au 1 
March, but arc placed within the quar­
antine during the rest the quaran­
tine period; part o f Tennessee and Ok­
lahoma. most of Texas except the Ban- 
handle. and the lower part of Califor­
nia Tbe quarantine Is dtxdsred to bs 
in force until Novem)>er 1, but tlii.s 
date is subject t*< t hane*

The regulations allow cattle In the 
quarantined area to bo shipped north 
In placarded cars if  shlpm-d for sla-ich- 
ter, and placed in quarantined yards 
on arrival at destination. If the st x k 
are unloaded on route 14 must be at 
vards reserved solely for southern cat­
tle, and nfter unloading the cars must 
be disinfected before being used for 
native stock. •
