THE IDEAL BARROW.

J. J. Ferguson describes the ideal bar-
row in his recent article in the Live
Stock World as follows: |

“Whileit isdifficult todescribe an ideal
barrow, the following points cover the
chief desirable features. Ina general way |
the barrows should have a smooth finish- |
ed appearance and should possess a sym-
metrical outline, with well palanced de-
velopment in all parts. He should stand
squacely on sound, strong feet with well
shaped limbs, showing plenty of bone to
carry him to the desirable weight without
breaking down. The head and neck
should be of medium , shoulder
‘and hams smooth and laid evenly with the
‘side, the former free from a shield and
the hams firm and impact. There should
be no deposits of surplus fat behind the
shoulder, over the loins,around tne tail,
head or «dong the bottom lines.
