Talking over the cattle situation yes­
terday afternoon a com m ission man 
touched upon the Stocker market aa 
follows: “ Btnce last fall there has been 
a feeling against taking hold of jajung 
stock cattle. But we are approaching 
spring now, it will not be long before 
grass will begin to make its appearance 
and inquiry for thrifty young light cat- 
tie should begin to develop. Where 
men are prepared to carry this young 
stock  through to grass and are so fixed 
as to have plenty of pasture in the 
spring and summer, there is no safer 
cattle investment can be made than 
in these little light cattle of good qual­
ity. They will make big gains In 
weight and there a: e not rattle enough 
in this country at present to put 
prices any lower than they are right 
now. Cattle production has not been 
keeping pace with the increase in pop­
ulation. We may see temporary de­
pressions in the market lor fat cattle 
and prices will fluctuate a little with 
variations in receipts but, unless this 
country runs up against a financial 
panic, prices for fat beeves are bound 
to go to a higher level. Of course, 
we have had an unnatural condition 
here within the last few weeks. Un­
usual winter weather in the east has 
interferrod with the nstural market, 
beef slaughtered tor the eastern and ex­
port trade has been piling up in pack­
ing house coolers because of delay in 
moving refrigerator ears. This has been 
a depressing factor in trade of late 
but it is only a temporary condition. 
We may not get a recovery from this 
depression for a few weeks «s  we are 
right now close to the beginning of the 
Lenten f  season, which always has a 
certain bearish influence on the beef 
cattle market. But the logic of events 
points to higher prices for fat cattle and 
I certainly think it is time to begin 
picking up as many of these thrifty, 
nicely bred young cattle as a man is 
prepared to carry through the spring 
and summ er.”

Chicago, Feb. 10.—Johann Hoch, in­
dicted for bigamy, suspected o f mur­
der and a man o f  many aliases, ar­
rived in Chicago last night and tor 
several hours after reaching here was 
Interrogated by the police with little 
result A large crow d had gathered 
at the La Salle street station to  sec 
the fam ous prisoner, but none of his 
alleged wives was among the number. 
Hoch bad evidently expected a num­
ber o f  his wives to meet him at the 
station, and he was plainly disap­
pointed that they did not com a “ Where 
are (hose 14 wfves you talked so much 
about?”  he asked Officer Loftua “ 1 
guess you have been jok ing me about 
that part o f the business: anyway 
there could not be 14 o f  them, for  ! 
never had that many. There seems Sc 
be a lot o f  women who think that I 
am the only man in the world wl-c 
could marry them and get away with 
some o f their m oney."

During the evening live women whe 
claimed to be wives o f  Hoch. called at 
the police elation. One o f them, Mr? 
Emile F le-h -r-H och . saw the prisoner 
for  a minute and saluted him with tht 
exclam ation: “ Yon old hog, you got 
$750. didn't y ou ?" Hoch made no re­
ply to this, but smiled as though he 
considered the affair o f  1750 rather a 
joke than otherwise.

Later the fire women were, one at a 
time admitted into the office o f  the 
Inspector and all o f  them Identified 
Hoch as the man to  whom they were 
married. Mrs. Ellen Hoppe at first de 
dared that she had married Hoch but 
later said she was not sure about It

Inspector Shippv asked: “ Hoch. did 
you marry this wom an*”  “ No.”  replied 
Hoch. "but maybe 1 w ill If you don't 
hustle her out o f here pretty quick.” 
Mrs. Mary Rankin Hoch. w ho admit­
ted last week that -he had committed 
bigamy when she married Hoch. was 
repudiated in strong terms by the 
prisoner. He declared that he had not 
married her and had never seen her 
before. W hen Mrs. Marie Goerk Hoch 
was admitted Into the room Hoch d e ­
clared that he married her but that 
the m ar-iage was illegal.
