In recent days we have been 

i hearing a great deal about the 
strikes made by American at­
tack bombers in Southeast 

j Asia.
We did not expect a few 

months ago that we would be
j using these bombers in this 
way and in (his place, but 

' suddenly, we needed them. 
And luckily, we had them.

Now, the Armed Services 
Committee is faced with being 
sore that we will have in the 
1970's the strategic bombers 
we might need then.

As you probably have beard, 
the present plans of the De­
partment of Defense provide

for the phasing out by the 
1970’s of the strategic bombers 
we now have. That’s the 
B-47's and B-52's and 11-58’s. 
The Department of Defense has 
no new bomber planned to re­
place present planes when they 
become obsolete.

As you also know, a new 
bomber just cannot be Oprovid- 

j ed overnight. New strategic 
bombers are complex, multi- 

i mdlion dollar machines. They 
take years to develop and to 
build in any qualntity. In fact,

| we must start right now if we 
i are to have a new bomber 
I ready by the time our present 
| ones are gone.

Many civilian strategist s in 
the Department of Defense in­

sist that we cannot be sure 
there will be a need for a 
bomber in the 1970's. There­
fore, they say, let us delay in

j preparation of one.
To these strategists I can 

unly say that we were not sure 
years ago that we would need 
bombers in Soul..cas1, Asia in 
1935. But we did not take a 
chance. We provided t'he at­
tack planes. And it turned out 
that we needed them.

1 think we must make exact­
ly the same decision now for 
the security of the future.

Wars and limited military 
confrontations have a historic 
habit of never happening in the 
way we expect them. We did 
not expect Pearl Harbor. We 
did not expect Red Chinese 
intervention in Korea. We 
must now plan our future de­
fenses with a margin of error 
to allow for tomorrow’s unex­
pected aggressions.

May I point out that there
arc available to us today 
several alternatives by which 
we can provide the bomber of 
the future. We can start an en­
tirely new airplane that would 
take a great many years to 
build. Or, we can modify an 
existing plane so that it w II 
provide interim coverage un­
til an entirely new aircraft is 
ready.

Such an interim bomber 
might very -well be produced 
by Texans. I speak of the new 

j P-111 being built in Fort Worth.,
I This F-tll is a fighter aircraft. 
But a larger, longer range,

I strategic version of this plane 
| could be produced to (ill the 
impending bomber gap. Such 
a plane might be called a B- 

; 1 1 1 .

And, if a decision were made 
now to start on development of 
a B-111, we could have avail­
able an interim bomber BE­
FORE all our present bomb­
ers arc gone. In addition, if a 
B 111 were utilized to fill the 
bomber gap in the early 1970's, 
then we could safely undertake 
a careful, long-range develop­
ment program on an entirely 
new bomber to defend us in 
the later 1970’s and beyond.

1 hope the Congress will in­
sist (hat work is started this 
year on the new bomber we 
need. 1 will do everything I can 
to see that this happens . I be­
lieve the security of our nation 
demands it.

There arc many good rea­
sons why we need to maintain 
bombers in our defense forces. 
Preparation for the unexpected 
is one.

In addition, there are many 
tasks our strategic missiles can 
not perform. For instance, mis­
siles in concrete silos, buried 
beneath the earth, cannot car­
ry the American flag into for­
eign areas where American in­
fluence' is needed and where a 
show of American force could 
prevent war.

Our strategic bomber fleet cn 
joys many of the same advan­
tages of our naval fleet — and 
that’s another fleet I think we 
should be improving. Both fleets 
can operate in obvious and ob­
servable fashion so that poten­
tial aggressors can be convinc­
ed not only of the extent of 
American defense power — but 
also of our willingness to use it 
to defend free men.

I have been impressed by the 
observation of missile experts j 
that the enemy has no way of 
knowing whether the launch of 
ficcr in a buried silo is anxious­
ly at the alert or is relaxing. 
Our enemies cannot see into 
missile silos. They often can 
see, or detect on radar, our j 
bombers and ships.

And. many times, as in the 
tage to let the enemy see our 
Cuban crisis, it is to our advan- 
forccs. It is vital for us to con-1 
vcy to him the urgency of our 
resolve.

Commentator Eric Sevareid 
has said: “Goodness without 
power is impotent, and power 
itself is impotent with out the 
will to use it if necessary.” To 
this I would only arid that any 
potential enemy must believe 
not only in our power but in 
our will.

For these reasons, I think 
America must maintain a 
bomber force. And 1 think we 
ought to plan now for utilization 
of the B-111 as an interim air 1 
craft and for development of an

Successful Irrigation Farming 
Fegged cn Efficient Water Use

HALFWAY — Efficiency of 
operation in modern farming is 1 
a must il today's irrigation 
.aimer is going to realize the 
net returns necessary from his 
investment. Efficiency in the 
use of the availale irrigation 
water is at the top of the list for 
net returns.

Research personnel at the 
Ilig.i Plains Research Founda­
tion in Halfway, Texas, have 
come up with this formula to­
ward getting the maximum ef­
fectiveness from irrigation 
wells. A farmer with a small 
pumping 201) gallons per minute 
can put five acre-inche.s of wa-i 
ter on two acres every twenty 
four hours. This amount of wa­
ter will saturate most of the 
soil types found in the Plains 
of Texas three to four feet 
deep. A 400 gallon per minute 
well would apply this amount 
of water on 4 acres every 24 
hours; a 0 'J gaon per minute 
wll will e 'er ti acres each 24 
hours, and so on for the differ­
ent pumping capacities.

This formula should be util­
ized especially by farmers who 
are in the weak water areas 
and also by the farmers who 
are trying to cover too much 
land with too few wells. This 
information will be valuable to 
farmers so that they can more 
effectively plan the proper 
length of run, head of irriga­
tion water, and time when irri­
gation must be started for max­
imum efficiency.

The proper timing of irriga­
tion along with the proper bal­
ance of fertilizer can make the 
difference of a profit or loss 
in today’s highly specialized 
farming. One example of the 
value of the proper planning of

The 
same amount of water was ap­
plied on all plots.

Higher yields and higher net 
returns caJi be obtained by us­
ing Lie same amounts of irriga­
tion water if it is applied prop­
erly. Tins, along with the prop­
er planning of an irrigation pro­
gram to fit the farm, can cut 
the cost of farming.

Research at Hie Foundation 
has shown that the most impor­
tant single irrigation is pr» 
plant. For agricultural areas 
lading in the category men­
tioned earlier, cither weak wa­
ter or too ic w wells for the 
number of acres, adequate 
amounts of pieplant irrigation 
water can be appled by start­
ing early in the season, possi­
bly in January.

Early planning of an irriga­
tion program can help to insure 
that adequate moisture is 
availale for the crop.

farms 6 miles northwest of 
Springlake said of his HINN 
soybeans, “ I think it’s a better 
bean overall. They were fruited 
high enough off the ground that 
I was able to get the header of 
the combine under all of the 
pods. Soybeans make a nice 
mellow soil to work with espe­
cially, when following with cot­
ton.”

Kenneth Hison, three miles 
northwest of Springlake, had 
this comment to make, “Soy­
beans make the soil very mel­
low to follow other crons, par; 
ticularly with cotton. Soybean is 
a mistreated crop and will do 
well if treated as cotton is 
treated. I I:ke the way the 
HINN soybean fruits up off tl e 
ground for combining. I like 
the HINN over the Lee because 
of this.

O f Law and Love
"WHY PICK ON ME?”

You are driving along the 
street aout 15 miles an hour 
(aster than you should. But 
your conscience is eased by 
the fact that several other mot­
orists are doing exactly the 
same thing.

Unhappily, when a motorcycle 
officer takes up the chase, he 
singles you out as his target. 
Result: a ticket for speeding.
“Why pick on me?” you may 

well ask in injured innocence. 
“ I’m no more guilty than those 
other drivers, who are all get­
ting off scot • free. The United 
States Constitution must have 
something to say about this.”

If the officer singled you out 
because of some personal ani­

mosity, there may indeed be a 
constitutional issue. Laws 
should not be enforced, the Su­
preme Court has warned, "with 
an evil eye and an unequal 
hand."

But if the discrimination was 
not intentional, you have no 
grounds for complaint. Youn 
offense is not excused by the I 
fact that other offenders arej 
going unpunished.

Isn’t that unfair ? Certainly 
the law should be enforced alike 
against everyone — theoretical­
ly. But there are practical dif­
ficulties that must be faced.

Consider the findings of a 
traffic study made in a city of 
about 100.000 population. Based 
on surveilance of a typical in­
tersection, the study indicated 
that there were no fewer than 
3,000.000 traffic violations in the 
city every day.

Citing each violator would 
have required some 14,000 po-1 
licemen — almost half of th e ; 
male population of the city. And 1 
all 14,000 would be occupied 
with traffic full t;me, leaving j  
no policemen to chase burglars,

lead funerals, comfort lost 
children, or remove drunks 
from the city hall steps.

In short, a rule of "all or 
none” in law enforcement could 
mean that none — not all — 
would be punished. We forego 
what is perfect to achieve what 
is possible.

It is true that, with less-than- 
perfect enforcement, you run 
the risk of getting more traffic 
tickets than your precise math­
ematical share. But take heart, 
A veteran judge estimates that, 
for every offense you are caught 
at, you commit a hundred.

Cotton Seeding 
Diseases Lead 
Cotton Worries

Cotton seedling disease caus-1 
e,s more losses each year in 
Texas than any other single 
disease of cotton. And research 
shows that it can be controlled 
by the use of in-furrow fungi­
cides and good management 
practices, say Wendell Horne 
and Robert Berry. Extension 
plant pathologists of Texas A& 
M University.

And a logical starting point 
for an effective seedling con­
trol program. point out the 
plant pathologists, is the plant­
ing of only high quality cotton 
seed. High quality seed will 
give a better stand because of 
their ability to escape seed rots 
and seedling disease. Such seed 
tnay be planted earlier, their 
germination and growth rate 
will be taster, and the seed­
lings will be less susceptible 
to soil-borne fungi than low 
quality seed. Planting seed 
should be treated with a recom­
mended seed protectant, say 
the pathologists.

They recommend that plant­
ing of high quality seed be de­
layed until morning soil temp­
erature. at planting depth, holds 
above 60 F. for three days. If 
low quality is planted, then wait 
until soil temperatures are high­
er.

If it become* necessary to 
plant during periods of expect­
ed high rainfall or in fields 
where seedling disease has con­
sistently been a problem in cov­
ering soils, fungicides may be 
used as an aid to get and keep 
a stand, say Home and Berry.

They emphasize the import- 
tance of using a combination of 
chemicals selected for specific 
conditions and organisms occur 
ring within a given area. Effec­
tive control can e obtained by 
applying the fungicides in the 
furrow as dusts or sprays. Hop­
per box application is not re­
commended in Texas.

And finally, they say, care 
must be taken to see that the 
fungicide is properly mixed with 
the covering soil if it is to do its 
job

The pathologists suggest that 
cotton growers interested in a 
seedling disease control pro­
gram contaot their local county 
agent for details, including the 
chemicals to use.
