Country Folk
Last month’s crop-damaging 

rain and hail in West Texas, 
mainly north and northeast of 
Abilene, have compounded the 
plight of farmers.

Visiting briefly with U.S. Rep. 
Charles Stenholm in Abilene last 
week, he said in addition to 
economic problems such as high 
interest rates, a major natural 
disaster now has struck farmers.

Up to 2Vi million acres of 
cotton are believed to have been 
lost and cotton farmers have lost 
$500 million to $700 million. 
Since that money would have 
been spent and respent in rural 
economies, the total loss is $3 
billion to $4 billion, the Stamford 
congressman said.

“ The short-term results are 
devastating,’’ Stenholm said, 
adding that the long-term results 
cannot be fully realized.

In Lubbock, between 30 per­
cent and 50 percent of farmers 
will quit farming depending on 
whether relief is given to farm­
ers he said.

A “ sick aspect’’ of the crop 
failures is that farmers who are 
able to produce a crop will get a 
fair price if the economy revives 
because supply has been brought 
in line with demand by an act of 
nature, added Stenholm.

“ While some fields in Haskell 
and surrounding counties re­
mained underwater early last 
week and farmers were still 
awaiting word on federal disaster 
relief, planting and replanting 
was underway,’’ according to 
Kent Dunlap, farm editor of the 
Abilene Reporter-News.

Glenn Brzozowski, Haskell 
County Agricultural Stablization 
and Conservation Service direc­
tor, said the situation doesn’t 
appear good, but it looks like 
farmers may end up replanting as 
much as 75 percent of the fields 
damaged less than a month ago.. 
He said some farmers are going 
back with cotton while others are 
planting late grain sorghum.

News From The 
County Agent

COUNTY EXTENSION AGENT

If you have had a problem with 
white grubs in your lawn in past 
years, there is a good chance you 
could have the problem again- 
the grub cutting the roots of your 
lawn grass.

The adult June bugs have been 
laying eggs the past 2-3 weeks. 
The young larva should be hatch­
ing. Now is the time to make 
your first insecticide application.
A second application may be 
necessary between August 1 and 
August 15.

White grubs in excessive num­
bers can heavily damage lawns. 
Check for white grubs by cutting 
a square foot section of sod with a 
shovel and examining the roots 
and soil to a depth of 4 inches. 
Examine at least one square foot 
of sod for 1,000 square feet of 
lawn area. Chemical treatment is 
needed if there are more than two 
grubs per square foot of sod.

Diazinon or Dursban provide 
adequate control and should be 
used at recommended rates given 
on the chemical container label. 
The granular form is easier to 
apply and to wash into the soil 
than liquid or spray formulations. 
After using granules, drag the 

grass with a tow sack or water 
hose to knock them down to the 
soil. Then apply enough water to 
soak the granules into the soil. 
One half to one inch of water will 
usually do the job.

Apply diazinon sprays at the 
rate of 25 gallons of water, 
including the insecticide, per 
1,000 square feet to wash the 

^^insecticide into the soil. 
the lawn before spraying also
helps. Always keep children and 
pets off the treated lawn until the 
grass is dry.

The key to white grub control 
in home lawns is proper timing of 
chemical applications and getting 
the insecticide through the grass 
to the root zone where grubs are 
feeding.

Further information is pro­
vided in the publication, “ White 
Grubs in Texas Turfgrass,” avai­
lable at the county Extension 
Office.

Pecans Go Thru 
Final Stages

By Steriing Lindsey

Pecans have gone through the 
final stages of the “June drop” 
in preparation for a sizing stage. 
The pecans will grow to about 
half their final size fiom now until 
the initiation of the water stage. 
Once the water stage starts, in 
late July to early August, the n- 
uts will rapidly expand to their 
final size in a matter of 3 to 4 
weeks.

The water stage is a time of 
tremendous stress for pecan 
trees. Large volumes of water 
are required to expand the nuts 
and fill them with liquid endo­
sperm. During this water stage 
from late July to mid August, 
many nuts are shed due to 
moisture stress on the trees.

Soil moisture levels should be 
maintained going into and thr­
oughout the water stage to 
prevent moisture stress. This 
will help minimize nut losses to 
fhe August drop” . Growers 
who have a pecan crop and the 
means to apply supplemental
irrigation would do well to 
maintain an irrigation schedule 
from now through mid-August.

MeCraw Family

Mrs. Odessie McCraw Claw­
son and daughter, Betty, attend­
ed the 1982 national reunion of 
the McCraw clan in the United 
States held in Irving, Texas, June 
26 and 27,1982.
