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Federal Judge Ignores Sixth Amendment
“ I n  a l l  c r i m i n a l 

prosecutions, the accused 
shall enjoy the right to a 
speedy and public trial, 
by an impartial jury of the 
state and district wherein 
the crime shall have been 
committed, which district 
shall have been previously 
ascertained by law, and to 
be informed of the nature 
and cause of the accusation; 
to be confronted with the 
witnesses against him; to 
have compulsory process 
for obtaining witnesses in 
his favor, and to have the 
assistance of counsel for 
his defense.”

For those who don’t 
remember,  the text 
is  f rom the United 
States Bill of Rights, 
the Sixth Amendment 
to the United State’s 
Constitution, which was 
set in place to guarantee 
that the government 
of the people, by the 
people, and for the 
people — as referred to 
in Abraham Lincoln’s 
Gettysburg Address, 
wouldn’t overrun the 
people.

And yet, US Dist. 
Judge Sam Cummings 
of Lubbock — whom 
we assume promised to 
uphold the Constitution, 
and its amendments, 
u p o n  t a k i n g  h i s 
appointed off ice — 
appears to have ignored 
this sound piece of 
judicial instruction in 

a case involving Bailey 
County.

A couple of weeks 
ago, Judge Cummings 
overruled a contempt 
order issued by 287th 
Dist. Judge Gordon 
Green in a case that was 
before him in 2012.

R e g a r d i n g  t h e 
issues leading up to 
the contempt order, 
an Immigration and 
Customs Enforcement 
officer who appeared 
at a local district court 
hearing apparent ly 
declined to name other 
agents involved in the 
search of a residence 
in Muleshoe under 
the instruct ions of 
t he federal  agent ’s 
supervisor.

I n  o t h e r  wor d s , 
t h e  a g e n t s  a n d 
representatives of the 
federal government 
— under some federal 
statute, apparently aren’t 
required to answer 
any quest ions they 
don’t wish to answer 
in court. That means 

any promise a federal 
law enforcement officer 
makes at the beginning 
of his testimony “to tell 
the truth, the whole 
truth and nothing but 
the truth,” isn’t worth 
spittle.

O b v i o u s l y  s u c h 
a ruling is a delight 
to defense attorneys 
b e c a u s e  i t  m e a n s 
the chances of their 
client being convicted 
if federal agents are 
involved in the case are 
greatly increased. If a 
defendant isn’t allowed 
to face the witnesses 
against him or her, what 
choice will a state court 
following the principles 
of the Sixth Amendment 
have than to toss out the 
charges.

But a side problem 
that arises is that the 
federal statute under 

which a federal agency 
is apparently allowed to 
pick and choose what 
information it provides 
to a court also has the 
potential for selective 
enforcement or even 
discrimination.

The only thing we 
could see as being 
worse is if defendants 
are convicted without 
being allowed to face 
their accusers.

This country took 
a major step toward 
becoming a police state 
when the “Big Brother” 
NSA was allowed to 
gather in format ion 
a b o u t  a n d  f r o m 
everyone’s cellphone 
traffic under the guise 
of national security, but 
for Judge Cummings to 
uphold a statute that 
allows a federal law 
enforcement officer to 
ignore a directive from 
a state court shoves this 
nation even further 
down that path.

The 
wide-open game saw 
several lead changes 
throughout the game.

Follett led at half-
time, but the Grandfalls-
Royalty Cowboys came 
back in the second 
half and pulled away 

to defeat the Follett 
Panthers by a score of 
67-58. 

 The crowd was not 
as big as either team 
had hoped due to the 
inclement weather and 
bad road conditions.

H o w e v e r ,  t h e 
economic impact of 
the game to the city of 
Muleshoe was still felt. 

It was estimated that 
the out-of-town crowd 
purchased meals, gas, 
and other supplies and 
products in the amount 
o f  a p p r o x i m a t e l y 
$30,000.

If that amount turns 
over six times as some 
suggest, that would be 
an economic impact to 
the City of Muleshoe of 
just under $200,000.

Muleshoe ISD i s 
proud to  have t he 
facilities that can attract 
a playoff game of this 
magnitude.

USDA Farm Storage Loans Are Available
oxygen-limiting and 
other upright silo-type 
structures, and flat-
type storage structures 
designed for whole 
grain storage,

• Perforated floors, 
s a f e t y  e q u ipme nt , 
quality improvement 
equipment, electrical 
equipment and concrete 
components considered 
essential for a fully 
f u nc t ion a l  s torage 
facility,

•  R e m o d e l i n g 
existing storage facilities 
to increase storage 
capacity. 

Farm storage facility 
loans must be approved 
prior to site preparation, 
equipment purchase 
or construction, and 
must be secured by a 
promissory note and 
security agreement.

The new maximum 

principal loan amount 
is $500,000.

Pa r t ic ipa nt s  a r e 
required to provide a 
down payment of 15 
percent,  wit h CCC 
providing a loan for 
t h e  r e m a i n i n g  8 5 
percent of the net cost 
of the eligible storage 
facility and permanent 
drying and handling 
equipment. 

Additional security 
is required for poured-
cement open-bunker 
silos, renewable biomass 
facilities, cold storage 
facilities, hay barns and 
for all loans exceeding 
$50,000.

New loan terms of 
seven, 10 or 12 years 
are available depending 
on the amount of the 
loan.

Interest  rates for 
each term rate may 

be different and are 
based on the rate which 
CCC borrows from the 
Treasury Department.

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Continued from A1
in the district,” Elza 
said at the beginning 
of the Dec. 5 meeting, 
further explaining that 
the confusion was the 
result of two district 
maps that varied at 
certain points.

R e g a r d i n g  t h e 
current population of 
the MAHD, Elza said 
the task before the 
redistricting committee 
wa s  to  d iv ide  t he 
district as closely as 

possible into five areas 
with 1,480 people.

The current districts 
have an 18 percent 
population variance, 
which Elza said was 
unacceptable, adding 
that the Department of 
Justice requirement was 
for a 10 percent or less 
variance.

He noted that each 
of the three options 
p r e p a r e d  b y  t h e 
d e m o g r a p h e r s  a t 
Underwood Law Firm 

showed a variance of 
less than five percent.

El z a  a l s o  not e d 
t hat  t he  H i spa n ic 
population across the 
hospital district was at 
59 percent.

D u r i n g  h i s 
explanation of the task 
before the advisory 
committee, Elza said, 
“We need to redistrict to 
avoid law suits, so you 
can spend your money 
in the community for 
health care and not 

lawyers.”
He also noted that 

the members of the 
committee were from a 
broad spectrum of the 
community instead of 
elected officials “who 
have to pander to the 
community.”

The six members 
o f  t h e  c o m m it t e e 
eventually approved 
Elza’s recommendation 
of Option C, totally 
disregarding the Option 
B map, which Elza said 

was “just looking for 
trouble” because it 
would have resulted 
in three “Anglo safe” 
voting districts instead 
of three “Hispanic safe” 
districts which better 
matched the hospital 
district’s population.

“Option C is probably 
your safest bet, because 
that is where you are,” 
he added.

Committee member 
Benny Parker, who the 
advisory committee 

appointed to represent 
it at the Dec. 19 MAHD 
board meeting agreed 
with Elza.

“Option C looks like 
its the best bet,” Elza 
said.

After the advisory 
committee voted to 
recommend Option C, 
it was noted that the 
option maps would be 
on display for public 
viewing at the Muleshoe 
Area Hospital District.

Weather Whys: Is It Sleet
Or Freezing Rain?

Q: Sleet  is  in the 
forecast. Is there any 
difference between sleet 
and freezing rain?

A:   The only real 
difference is that they are 
formed a bit differently, 
explains Brent McRoberts 
of Texas A&M University. 
Freezing rain is rain 
that freezes when it 
comes into contact with 
other surfaces, such 
as pavement or cars. 
“Freezing rain forms 
when warm, moist air 
moves over cold air near 
the surface,” McRoberts 
says. “Freezing rain is 

very dangerous because 
it tends to coat roads with 
ice first. If the surface 
it hits is 32 degrees or 
lower, it will quickly 
freeze on contact, and 
if the ice accumulates, it 
can shut down an entire 
city very quickly. Sleet 
is often confused with 
freezing rain.

Sle e t  fa l l s  to  t he 
ground frozen, often 
forming in advance of 
a warm front. Sleet falls 
as ice pellets that make a 
familiar crackle sound as 
they hit the ground, trees 
or cars.”
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
