TEHRAN, Iran (AP) — Former 
Prime Minister Shahpour Bakhtiar 
was arrested today as Iran’s new 
provisional government appeared to 
be making headway in its efforts to 
bring unruly supporters under con­
trol.

The state radio reported that Mehdi 
Bazargan, head of the Ayatollah Ru- 
hollah Khomeini's new government, 
named seven members of his Cabinet. 
Two of the ministers are longtime 
leaders of the National Front, the 
coalition of parties that opposed the 
rule of Shah Mohammad Reza Pahla- 
vi.

National Front leader Karim San- 
Jaby was named foreign minister and 
another leading Front figure, Dariush 
Forouhar, was named labor minister, 
the radio reported.

Bakhtiar, who made a futile, last- 
ditch attempt to stem the revolution 
led by Khomeini, was arrested by 
armed guerrillas, the official Pars 
news agency reported. State radio 
said he was taken blindfolded to the 
headquarters of the religious patri­
arch.

Bakhtiar had not been seen in pub­
lic since his resignation Sunday and 
was reported Monday to be under the 
protection of provisonal government 
chief Bazargan, an old friend. Bakh­
tiar had been a National Front mem­
ber until he was ejected last month 
for accepting the shah’s mandate to 
become prime minister.

A Khomeini spokesman said he did 
not know what charges would be

brought against Bakhtiar. But Ibra­
him Yazdi, a newly designated deputy 
prime minister in the provisional gov­
ernment, said when Khomeini forces 
seized power Sunday that Bakhtiar 
was “held responsible for everything 
the army has done,’’ referring to the

In the Murphy death case. District 
Attorney Green earlier had expressed 
dissatisfaction with a $60,000 bond set 
by Peace Justice Charles O e  last 
Friday

Green said the range of punishment 
in such a case can extend from a 
minimum of five years to a maximum 
of 99 years or life.

When asked If he expected a change 
of venue in the M ur^y death case. 
Green answered, “In all probability.

but only because of the publicity dur­
ing the six months Miss Catherine 
Ann Murphy was not found.”

Asked if Green believed anyone else 
Is involved, he replied, “I don’t fore­
see anybody else involved. However, 
we’re continuing to Investigate."

Green said the Fife indictment spe­
cified “death by strangulation.*’ He 
added, "The indictment says he 
knowingly and Intentionaliy killed”
Miss Murphy.

When asked how he felt about the 
grand Jury’s decision. Green replied, 
"It’s to be expected, llte trial is going 

to be interesting.”
Although the Monday Indictment

stipulated death by strangulation, re­
sults of an autopay by Dr. Richard 
Cohen, chief of patiiology at Odessa’s 
Medical Center Hospital, have not 
been made public.

Miss Murphy, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Thomas D. Murphy of Odessa, 
disappeared July 30, and her car later 
was Iwated in northeast Odessa.

Authorities said at the time that 
circumstances surrounding the find­
ing ot her car caused them to suspect 
foul play.

The Murphy family subsequently 
offered a $5,000 reward for informa­
tion leading to the location of her 
body. That reward later was raised to 
$25,000

Profit-making prohibited 
in county’s exhibit hall

His ‘attorney’ in jail, 
man faces trial alone

Midland County commissioners 
Morulay adopted new rules for use of 
the County Exhibit Building which 
will prohibit any profit-making orga 
nization from using the facility

By making such a move, the Com 
missioners Court rid Itself of five 
requests Monday from the Cone Rich 
Production group

But In doing so, the county also Is 
cutting out such things as political
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fund raisers and trade shows by 
dealers who are looking to make 
money from sales.

The drawing up and adoption of the 
10-point guideline grew out of an en­
counter with Charles Cone and Robert 
Richardson of Cone-Rich over a 
planned Valentine party about two 
weeks ago.

The firm had planned a “Valentine 
Get-Off Party" which would have 
featured a local band, prizes and 50 
kegs of free beer in exchange for 
paying the admission price. The com­
missioners during a special session 
called off the bash a few days before It 
was to happen.

During that session, the commis­
sioners complained abwt the fact the 
party was a profit-making venture 
and that advertising of the free beer 
had reached high school campu.ses, 
with no age restrictions listed.

At Monday’s meeting. Cone re­
quested the county building for 
March 24, April 28, May 5, May 12 and 
May 19. There would be no advertis­
ing about beer on the handbills, and 
the radio spots would include a com­
ment about the age restrictions, he 
said.

But these moves apparently were 
not enough to appease the court. Com­
missioner Charlie Welch complained 
that “they’re still wanting to use the 
building for free enterprise. If they’re 
going into business they should get 
into their own building.”

Action on the requests was tabled 
until the court could make it$ way 
through the agenda to the item on 
adoption of the guidelines, which 
were ready for signing.

No formal action was taken on the 
specific requests.

The new guidelines include:
— Reservations for the building 

must be made through the county 
Judge’s office.

— Applications will be accepted 
only for non-profit, civic or communi­
ty organizations. There is no charge 
for use of the building.

— A $100 deposit shall be paid to the 
custodian of the building i ^ r  to the 
event.

— All checks will be made payable 
to Midland County and cashed prior to

With the woman he wants to defend 
him now in Jail on a contempt cita­
tion, an Odessa man today acted as 
his own attorney as testimony sUrted 
in his trial on federal Income ta i 
charges.

Byron F. Patterson of Odessa is 
charged in federal court in Midland 
with willfully and knowingly failing to 
provide the IRS with information for 
1975 and 1976 and with supplying a 
false Form W 4 in 1976.

Monday afternoon, federal District 
Judge John H. Wood Jr. ordered 
Odessan Rita Duke Jailed two days 
and fined her $500 after citing her for 
contempt of court. Wood had ordered 
Mrs. Duke not to attempt to act as an 
attorney for Patterson.

Mrs Duke claims to be a lawyer, 
with training consisting of “reading 
the law” and attending court pro­
ceedings to observe how they wortt.

Federal rules bar anyone, whether 
an attorney or not, from acting as a 
lawyer before federal court without 
being admitted to practice before the 
federal court.

PATTERSON HAD ATTEMPTED 
to have Mrs. Duke represent him at 
preliminary hearings.

As testimony began today, Patter­
son sat alone at the defense table, as, 
on the other side of the podium, an 
assUUnt U.S. attorney, an attorney 
from the U.S. Justice Departmeat 
Criminal Tax Division and an IRS 
special agent handled the case 
against him.

Asked if he planned a defense, Pat' 
terson said he does not have an attor­
ney. “I hired an attorney,’’ he said, 
adding that he does not think that at 
this p^nt he could find “another at­
torney" to represent him.

Patterson conducted no cross ex­
amination, but, after the morning re­
cess and outside the presence of the 
Jury, did read to the court frimi court 
cases inv<dving definitions of legal 
tender and tax liability for govern­
ment notes.

Patterson requested that the mate­
rial be read to the Jury.

"The jury cannot have law, Mr. 
Patterson. I have to give them the 
law," Wood told Patterson.

In response to a question from Wood 
on the material’s relevancy, Patter­
son said, “I don’t believe they can get 
anybody to testify that 1 received any 
dollars."

Wood told Patterson he would di-

As the new government struggled to 
take hold, its military chief of staff, 
(2en. Mohammad Vali Gharani, or­
dered all officers to report for duty. 
Apparently he was preparing to reor­
ganise the military following the 
weekend battles, insurrections and 
looting of bases in Tehran and else­
where that preceded and followed the 
collapse of the Bakhtiar govern­
ment.

Fewer gunmen were on Tehran’s 
streets today compared to Monday, 
presumably as a result of Khomeini’s 
appeal to his armed supporters to 
turn in their weapons and refrain 
from violence. Traffic also seemed to 
be returning to normal and many food 
shops were open.

However, American sources said 
gunmen seized the U.S. Information 
O nter in Tehran and that U.S. offi­
cials had not been allowed inside. 
They also said about nine American 
civilians were seized Monday by vari­
ous (actions in Tehran, and some of 
them were held up to 12 hours before 
being released.

A U.S. Embassy spokesman said 
Khomeini supporters also briefly de­
tained 25 Americans assigned to the 
Military Airlift Command.

“They were taken to one of Kho­
meini’s courts and were releeaed with 
apologies an around," the spokesman 
said. “We take comfort from the fact 
that they looked on (the arrests) as a 
great mistake."

Tehran Radio warned against at­
tacks on the estimated 7,096 Ameri- 
cans and th o u san d s of o th e r 
foreigners in the country and dcetruc- 
tlon ^  government buildings.

“TTie operational staff of the Irani­
an Islamic Revolutkm in Its state­
ments has stressed that aU foreiipi 
nationals domiciled in Iran are im­
mune from any transgressioo,’’ the 
broadcast said.

The operational staff is the provi­
sional government headed by Bazar- 
gan that Khomeini set up Sunday 
when the nation’s military command­
ers abandoned Bakhtiar and gave 
their support to the ayatollah.

Khomeini, the Shiite Moslem leader 
of the year-long revolt that drove 
Shah Mohammad Reza Pahlavi from 
Iran, urged his followers to avoid 
“arson, ontruction and crueity” and 
declared that violators would M dis­
obeying “Allah’s orders and are trai­
tors to the Islamic rooveeaeet"

Patterson sat with hands clasped at 
his chin, rocking in his swivel chair 
and gazing away from the jury panel 
as Wood began questioning them 
about their ability to hear the case 
fairly.

He neither referred to a Jury list nor 
used his right to strike names from 
the panel.

Shortly after court convened Mon­
day afternoon to complete Jury selec­
tion for the five tax cases to be tried 
this week and next. Wood sent the 
jury panel into the hall and sum­
moned Mrs. Duke.

Acting on a complaint from William 
H. Mann, the attorney from Amarillo 
representing the other four defen­
dants, Wood asked Mrs. Duke to 
promise not to become involved in 
any of the cases.

When several such questions failed 
to elicit a promise to follow his court 
order, Wood cited Mrs. Duke for con­
tempt of court and a federal marshal 
led her to citv tail.

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RAWALPINDI, Pakistan (AP) — 

Zulfikar Ali Bhutto’s lawyers asked 
the Pakistani Supreme Court today to 
stay the execution of the former 
prime minister until it makes a final 
review of his conviction for conspiring 
to murder a political foe.

The court scheduled a hearing 
Wednesday on the petition to suspend 
the death sentence.

If the stay is refused, Bhutto could 
be hanged on Thursday. But “I don’t 
think they will refuse; I hope not,” 
defense lawyer Yahya Bakhtiar told 
reporters after filing his petition 
along with nearly 100 pages of prelim­
inary arguments for the judicial re­
view he asked for.

The military government has asked 
to be heard on the request for the stay 
of execution and may oppose it, 
Bakhtiar said.

The Supreme Court a week ago 
confirmed the Lahore High Court’s 
conviction last March of Bhutto, Paki­
stan’s leading political figure for 
nearly a decade, and four co-defen­
dants. The Supreme Court is Paki­
stan’s highest court, but defendants 
can petition for the court to review its 
own judgment during a 30-day period. 
The court does not have to grant the 
review, however.

Bhutto also has appealed for clem­
ency from President Mohammed Zia 
ul-Haq, the army commander who 
depos^ him in mid-1977, and his ap­
peal has been seconded by such for 
eign leaders as President Carter, 
President Leonid Brezhnev, Presi­
dent Valery Giscard d ’Estaing, 
Prime Minister James Callaghan and 
Pope John Paul II.

Zia, however, said before the Su­
preme Court gave its ruling that he 
would not set it aside, and he has 
given no indication that he has 
changed his mind.

Bakhtiar told reporters the Bhutto 
case is so complex that 30 days is too 
short for an adequate judicial re­
view,

"If I were given a fair hearing. It 
would take three months,” he said.

The lawyer indicated he was chal­
lenging more than 40 points in the 
court's ruling covering the misinter­
pretation of evidence and reliability 
of witnesses which led to rejection of 
Bhutto's defense that he was not part 
of the conspiracy to murder Reza 
Ahmed Kasuri, a former close associ­
ate who broke with him.

Kasuri escaped the ambush set for 
him in 1974, but his father was killed. 
He told reporters Monday that when 
he was visiting Washington last Au­
gust, an ambassador of an Arab coun­
try offered him $2 millon if he would 
disavow his accusations against Bhut­
to. Kasuri said he rejected the bribe. 
He would not name the diplomat or 
country

House com m ittee hears testim ony 

on e x e m p tin g  autos from  taxes

AUSTIN — Exempting two automo­
biles per family from property taxes 
would cost state and local govern­
ments as much as $51 million a year 
and would still not produce a fair and 
legal tax system, according to testi­
mony Monday to the House Ways and 
Means Committee.

The committee is considering legis­
lation necessary to activate some of 
the tax relief provisions adopted by 
voters in November. Among those 
provisions are the automobile exemp­
tion and homestead exemption for 
elderly and disabled persons.

State Rep. John Sharp of Victoria 
told committee members that the tax 
on family cars is collected by fewer 
than half the taxing authorities in the 
state, despite a constitutional re­
quirement that taxation be uniform 
and equal In all counties.

"It (the tax on family cart) is one of 
the most unpopular taxes,” said 
Sharp, who explained that some 
counties have to spend half the tax 
money they coliect in trying to collect 
the other half.

As a result of the November tax

it means you cut out unnecessary 
spending,” Salinas said.

The committee also heard testi­
mony on two bills by Rep. Jim Gark 
of Pasadena to grant elderly and 
disabled citizens tax breaks of up to 
$10,000 on their homesteads.

Clark's bills would grant the ex­
emption regardless of economic sta­
tus, a proposal committee chairman 
Bob Davis of Irving says ought to be 
carefully examined.

“With the birth rate declining and 
longevity Increasing, any elderly tax 
break will have a serious e rrin g  
effect on our tax base In the future," 
said Davis.

“We ought to look long and hard to 
target tax relief to those who need it 
most.”

According to some of the testimony 
we heard today, M percent of the 
elderly don’t really need tax reltef,” 
he said.

Davis also said he thought the $450 
million fund reserved by the Legisla­
ture during the summer to reim ^rse 
school districts for revenues lost due 
to the tax relief amendment might be 
large enough to provide some tem­
porary assistance to cities and coun­
ties which are facing abrupt losses in 
revenue but are not included in the 
reimbursement fund.

A recent survey by the businesa-fin- 
t n ^  Texas Research League found 
that only 21 of 80 cities surveyed 
taxed automobiles for more than a 
toUl of $10 million.

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DPS plea justified
The Texas Legislature should 

give serious consideration to Col. 
Wilson ‘T a t” Speir’s request for 
in c re a s e d  funding  of the  
Department of Public Safety, of 
which he is the chief.

Col. Speir’s Job of operating a 
s ta tew id e  law enforcem ent 
agency is a tough one at best, and 
legislators should recognise the 
fact that law enforcenent at all 
levels of government is becoming 
more and more expensive as 
additional demands are placed on 
it. Limited funds make the Job 
really difficult.

The colonel, who formerly 
headed the s ta te*  agency’s 
Midland Region, pointed out that 
the department needs 400 more 
troopers but — if he had to make a 
choice — he would rather pay 
more to those already on the 
payroll.

^  He asked the Senate Finance 
Committee for a 1S,6 percent pay 
raise for troopers during each of 
the next two years.

The Legislative Budget Board, 
however, has recommended only 
a S.l percent across the board 
increase each year of the bien­
nium.

The board’s to tal recom ­
mendation for the DPS in 1980-tl 
is |1M million, which is 140.2 
million less than the DPS request. 
The recommendation of the board 
Includes IM.4 million from 
general revenue, which also is 
$40.2 million less than the DPS 
had asked.

It would appear that the budget 
board was not fully aware of the 
aerious situation facing the DPS 
in coming up with its recom- 
mendationa.

Speir said his first and most 
Important concern is the benefits 
recommended in the bill for the 
departm ent's present personnel. 
He explained that it costs ap­
proximately 120,000 to train a 
trooper, and ’’we’re losing 200 
ottieers a year.” He went on to 
say that some cities are paying 
1150 to $200 a month more than the 
DPS for law enforcement officers.

These are m atters which 
d e m a n d  th e  a t te n tio n  of 
legislators and lay cHisens.

The budget board did not 
recom m end any new state  
troopers in IMO-ll. yet it is 
reported that Texas motor vehicle 
drivers are increasing at the rate 
of 1,000 net each day. In addition 
to this, the federal government

says that one-third of ail Texas 
motorists must drive within the 
55-mph speed limit by Sept. 30 of 
this year, or the state could lose $8 
million of 1981 highway funds. At 
least 70 percent of the vehicles 
must be within the 55-mph limit 
by 1983 — or else.

Considering ail of this, it is easy 
to see the plight in which the DPS 
finds itself in regard to finances. 
More troopers must be added to 
the force if the federal order is to 
come anywhere near being met.

The 400 new officers sought by 
th e  DPS would co s t ap­
proximately $11 million a year, 
according to Speir.

We most certainly are for 
reducing the budget wherever and 
whenever possible, but at the 
same time we realise that a 
reasonable, practical approach 
must be followed. Adequate law 
enforcement is essential in state 
government. Just as adequate 
national defense is absolutely 
necessary in federal budgeting. 
The frills and the non-essentials 
must bear the brunt when it 
comes to pruning the budget.

It is interesting to note that Sen. 
A.R. Schwarts, D-Galveston, said 
he would like to see every single 
employee who stays with DPS get 
the 13.6 percent wage hike 
recommended by Col. Speir.

He also said that if 100 troopers 
are added, instead of increasing 
the pay significantly for those on 
the payroll, ’’We’ll Just get 
another 100 more underpaid 
people who will stay with you until 
they get another Job.” This is 
realistic thinking.

Speir emphasised that the 
department’s greatest need ” is 
benefits to the people we have so 
we can retain quality people.”

He has presented an excellent 
caae. Surely the legislature will 
provide some relief more in line 
with the colonel’s request.

Pope John Paul II warns 

Latins against violence

Pope John Paul II is opposed to any 
mixing of Marxism and Christianity, 
even when it is dignified with the 
’’theology of liberation” label, as in 
Latin America.

The pope made the point repeatedly 
during his recent visit to Mexico.

Time after time, during the six days 
he spent in the Aztec republic, John 
Paul spoke out against church in­
volvement in violence, in revolution, 
which is what the liberation 
theologians really seek in many Latin 
American countries.

’’You are neither political nor social 
leaders, nor functionaries of a tem­
poral power, but rather spiritual 
guides,” he told of priests and 
religious in one sermon.

He warned the bishops, priests and 
faithful against currently widespread 
misinterpretations of the gospels, that 
some politically minded clergy use to

WASHINGTON — Just about every 
nation in real or apparent need has 
received aid from the United States. 
The handouts have been channeled 
through the Agency for International 
Development, which has carefully 
disbursed the biggest bucks to friend­
ly regimes. The cash on the barrel­
head, theoretically, has helped im­
prove U.S. influence abroad.

This hardheaded, practical ap­
proach has always been the selling 
point that got AID appropriations 
through Congress — $U billion since 
1981. Any suggestion of simple-mind­
ed, d o -g ^  extravagence is enough to 
arouse the wrath of conservative bud­
get cutters on Capitol Hill.

Accordingly. AID officials have 
usually maintained close supervision 
over the way recipients spend their 
funds. But there is disturbing evi­
dence that they are far less tightflsted 
when it comes to the money they 
spend on themselves.

Recent internal audits turned up 
shocking examples of high living, 
sloppy record keeping, disregard of 
agency guidelines and Just plain 
waste in the handling of administra­
tive funds. AID’S operating expenses 
are now about |2S0 million a year.

Some of the agency’s 71 missions 
overseas are run efficiently, but cer­
tain abuses are widespread. Tele­
phones and travel binds are used for 
personal and unofficial purposes. 
Lavish inmrovements are made to 
mission offlces without authorization 
from headquarters. The luxurious, 
pukka-sahib lifestyle of some mis­
sion directors is a mockery of the 
poverty programs they are supervis-

costs of these private pools are paid 
out of operating funds. The Mali mis­
sion ignored a 1976 directive from 
Washington intended to curtail the 
leasing of houses with swimming 
pools.

— Top officials of the Pakistan mis­
sion have treated their administra­
tive budgets like personal slush funds. 
Richard Cashin, who took over as 
mission director in 1977, put the offi­
cial AID car and chauffeur at his 
family’s beck and call; auditors found 
record of daiiy trips to “food mar­
kets, Jewelry shops and similar es­
tablishments.” The deputy mission 
director also took the opportunity to 
cash in on the easy access to public 
funds by employing two fulltime gar­
deners at his home.

— Reflecting their bosses’ cavalier 
attitude toward the taxpayers’ 
money, single employees and child­
less couples at the Pakistan mission 
occupy four-bedroom houses with five 
or six air conditioners. The auditors 
were at least able to keep the mission 
from spending 160,000 for 100 clothes 
dryers, pointing out that “ for most of 
the year the air is bone-dry.” The 
mission’s reason for requestiM the 
fancy appliances was that staff mo­
rale would suffer if AID employees 
couldn’t keep up with the Jonses at 
the American embassy, which issues 
dryers to its personnel.

— When Irving Tragen took over 
the Panama AID missuNi in 1975, he 
added $6,668 worth of security devices 
to the official residence, rented an 
alarm system and hired a full-time 
guard. He used AID funds to buy a 
stereo set and color television, and

year. Mission officials explained they 
needed a plane to in spect AID 
projects in the rugged Honduran 
boondocks; they sold the plane after 
GAO’S audit, and now rent aircraft as 
needed.

— In violation of agency regula­
tions, the Kenya mission relocated its 
offices to the top eight floors of a new 
office building without getting clear­
ance from Washington. move cost 
$151,000. Nor was authorization ob­
ta in ^  for $28,000 worth of improve­
ments to the mission director’s resi­
dence, including landscaping, remod­
eling the kitchen and constructing a 
laui^ry room

The only AID official to be relieved 
of hisposition as a result of the audits 
was Charles J. Nelson, director of the 
Kenya mission. The other profligate 
offcials were reprimanded at most, 
though the agency is now trying to get 
back some of the improperly spent 
funds.

Auditors told our associate Peter 
Grant that the pattern of waste in a 
particular AID mission usually re­
flects the mission director’s attitude.

If a director Is “on the cocktail 
circuit,” one auditor said, the mis­
sion’s administrative expenditures 
are likely to be carelessly handled.

It was Pope John Paul’s first 
foreign trip since his election to the 
Holy See last year, the first time a 
pope has ever visited Mexico, and 
only the second time in history that a 
pope has set foot in Latin America.

‘The conference in Puebla, which 
drew more than 200 prelates from all 
over Latin America, is of con­
siderable importance to the church as 
well as to those Latin American 
governments that have had to face the 
problem of fighting guerrilla bands 
led by priests and encouraged by 
bishops and archbishops.

Estlmstes are that some 300 million 
of the world’s 750 million Catholics 
live in Latin America. What with 
widespread poverty, the living con­
ditions of many are woeful.

WhUe the church has long been 
concerned about the problems of the 
faithful, particularly after the second 
CELAM meeting, in Medellin, 
Colombia, b  1968, some bishops and 
priests adopted a more activist sp- 
proach to the plight of the poor.

Swept aloM by the ideological 
ferment and the impatience of UK>se 
times, they began preachbg that 
violence was the only means to 
achieve LaUn American social and 
political progress.

Some even shed their cassocks and 
Jobed the Marxist-led guerrilla bands 
that were and, b  some cases, still are 
waging war against their govern­
ments.

In an effort to raUonalise their 
behavior, they began preachbg that 
Christ, the founder of the Catholic 
church, was really the first 
revolutionary, the first subversive, 
the first to engage b  the clau 
struggle.

For years, the Vatican has been 
trybg  to correct their mistake. But. 
perhaps becsuse the sdmonlUon wss 
delivered b  Latb, from Rome, the 
word did not seem to get across the 
Atlantic.

Now, though. Pope John Paul II has 
vbited Latb America, he has seen 
and been seen by the church 
hierarchy and, so that there can be no 
possibillte of misbterpretatlon, he 
delivered them a 70-minnte-tong 
address b  Puebls, on Sunday, Jan. 25, 
b  Spanbh, a language they all un­
derstand.

UPLAND — The old courthouse has  ̂
all but crumbled.

The Jail walls have fallen inward.
Rubble is scattered about and can 

never be fltted together again.
Traces of houses, the mercantile 

store, church, hotel, school, black­
smith and wheelwright shops long 
since have vanished.

The people here, the few that 
stayed, are only ghosts.

Upland’s graveyard writhes with 
weeds, cactuses and mesquite.

A broken tombstone lays toppled.
The epitaph on the marker, to an 

infant who died two days after her 
birth in June 1913, reads:

Short pain, short grief.
Dear babe were thine.

Now, Joy eternal and divine.

That inscription to the daughter of 
George E. and M.Y. Blanton might 
somewhat fit the old Upland commu-

nity, which died an early death in the 
1910s.

It was deserted, true, but for a 
reason.

Yet the epitaph’s third line some­
how doesn’t fit this abandoned and 
decayed community.

*‘...Joy eternal and divine” nowhere 
seems evident in old Upland, which 
today persists only as rangeland bar­
ren of livestock — a result largely of 
drought.

An old windmill, though, turns in 
the wind and brings water up on the 
Dwayne Lindsey ranch, which gradu­
ally has absorb^ Upland.

UPLAND. POOR UPLAND, was
the victim of recurring drought, poor- 
to-begin-with grazing land, scarcity 
of underground water, failure of irri^ 
gation to pan out and, finally, of rail­
road “ neglect” ...those then-vital 
strips of steel having bypassed Up­
land the same way they did Stiles to 
the east.

In effect, the demises of Upland and 
Stiles insured the survival — though 
not the grand growth — of Rankin and 
Big Lake.

The rails of the Kansas City, Mexico 
and Orient Railway (now, the Santa 
Fe) were laid in Rankin, 11 miles 
south of Upland, in the mid-1910s.

And due to that and to the harshness 
of the land and weather, the dishear­
tened souls of Upland moved their 
gear, wares, houses and businesses to 
Rankin...to the railroad.

Not unlike the Blantons’ child. Up­
land succumbed in near-infancy. The 
community was “bom” early in 1900, 
perhaps before 190g.
' In 1010, Upland was designated the 
seat of Upton County. But by the 
mid-ltlOs, most ranchers had moved 
into Rankin. And when an election 
was called to relocate the county seat, 
the few hangers-on at Upland iMt out 
to Rankin.

*

A DIRT ROAD SPURS westward 
from Texas 949, cattle-guards onto 
the Dwayne Lindsey ranch, passes 
the old cemetery and leads to the 
Lindsey ranch bouse. Less than two

miles from there rests the rubble that 
once was Upland.

Admittedly, Lindsey knows far 
more about ranching — his livelihood 
— than he does abwt the history of 
Upland. But he graciously allows 
visitors on his ranch so they can mill 
about the old Upland townsite.

Some who come are bona fide histo­
rians. Others are curious or campers 
or both. Others loiter and litter, build 
campfires and make their age-old 
marks called graffiti.

Lindsey doesn’t really mind as long 
no one gets hurt or pilfers.

Anyway, what’s left of Upland, if 
not eventually worn down by time and 
weathering, may someday be felled 
and buried by bulldozers. That “fina­
le” will be for safety, for no one wants 
to fall on rubble or, worse, have it fall 
on them.

RUINS AND THE SHAPED rocks 
of stone buildings represent what lit­
tle is left of Upland: the two-story 
sandstone courthouse, wasted as if by 
war; the wreck of a Jailhouse, which, 
too, got the full blast of abandoment 
by man, abusive visitors and the 
harsh West Texas elements; and a 
hull of concrete, which served some 
purpose now lost in nop-history.

In front of the desolate courthouse 
is a cement block, an accidentally 
symbolic tombstone for Upland. 
Printed on black on the marker is 
“R.I.P.” — one can imaginarily de­
lete the periods or read it as an 
abbreviation for rest In peace.

Less mournfully, lettered in black 
Just above the north threshold to the 
courthouse is “MOTEL.”

Lindsey’s youngest son, Shane, 11, 
occasionally wanders around and into 
the Upland rubble. So do others.

“A lot of Boy Scouts come down 
here and spend the night,” Shane 
said.

They, too, left their mark. “BSA 
’Troop 96” of Midland is boldly let­
tered high on a wall.

Well below that and penciled tn 
Ihuch smaller lettering is this cryptic 
message:

We are the people 
Oar parents warned ns abont

A footnote to that Is this: “This 
place was infllltrated (sic) by nature- 
loving long hairs.” The date was May 
24 and 23, 1974.

“They write all over It,’’ noted 
Shane. “ Whenever they can, they 
write.”

So did Shane. He had printed in 
black on a faded green wall:
“SHANE.”

Debris from the crumbling sand­
stone building and litter which camp­
ers and passers-by had brought tn but 
not packed out was within and without 
the building: beer bottles, tins and 
cans, soft drink cans, fuel tins, a 
beef-stew can and spent shotgun 
shells.

A discarded .22-caliber rifle shell 
was on the westside of the court­
house.

“Ah, I probably fired that,” an­
nounced Shane, who owned up to 
shooting (or shooting at) rabbits, par­
ticularly from the building’s concrete 
second floor.

Often moseying around with him is 
his pal, a dog he variously calls Mutt, 
Poochie or Snoopy. The animal’s 
names suit her rambling and curious 
behavior.

NUTT SIDLED AWAY from Shane 
and seemed to be following a unseen 
trail, a scent, away from the court­
house.

SiMne whistled.
“Here, Snoopy."
The dog rstamed.

Dishelved and standing stones at 
Upland soon may disappear from the 
landscape.

Dig a big hole and get 
a big bulldozer and push it in. All of it. 
The courthouse."

That may be some time off, but the 
day will come when nothing but a 
historical marker and the old ceme­
tery will suggest the site of Upland.

Upton QMinty was organised in 1910 
by an act of the neighboring Midland 
County CommiMioners’ Court. And on 
May 7 of that year, an election was 
held to name countv officials and to 
determine the site of a cotmty seat for 
the county of 901 people.

One of the townsite promoters, 
rancher Henry Halff, had built a hotel 
and general mercantile store before 
1910.

Fledgling Upland had a school 
building, and was planning to build 
another. In 1912, voters passed a $30,-

000 bond election to build the stone 
courthouse and Jail.

Those structures did come to pass.
So did the town’s badly needed rail­

road line — but in a fatal, literal, 
ll-miles-away sense.

Built by the Kansas (^ty, Mexico 
and Orient Railway Co., the railway 
was the dream of A.L. Stilwell. It 
would run from Kansas Gty to Mexi­
co. But never through Upland.

Perhaps the railroad’s ultimate 
route — more than drought, lack of 
water for irrigation and poor soil — 
spelled the death of Upland.

HENRY HALFF SOLD hU hotel 
and general store to John Johnson 
who, realizing that Rankin would out­
last Upland, put the buildings on skids 
and had them team-pulled to Ran­
kin.

Others followed.
Roads were surveyed from Upland 

to Rankin and from Upland to Mid­
land.

A post office was established in 
Rankin in 1912.

By 1912, Rankin was voted site of

the common school district. Uplan- 
ders protested in vain.

More and more families put their 
houses on skids and moved into Ran­
kin.

By 1914, Upland was a virtual ghost 
town.

Later in the decade, a severe bliz­
zard struck the county, killed off live­
stock and broke many of the ranch­
ers.

Most recouped, though some ranch­
ers opted to go into the sheep business 
rather than raise cattle for a living.

And Rankin bustled but never real­
ly “flourished” as a ranching commu­
nity.

However,' the coming of the petrole­
um age was a boom to the area’s 
economy.

The discovery of the Santa Rita No. 
1 oil well in 1923 at nearby Texon in 
neighboring Reagan OMmty gave a 
new dimension to the economy.

FIFTEEN MILES TO THE west 
and along The Orient Railway, an oil 
field town named McCamey cropped 
up after wildcatter George B. Mc<^-

mey in 1923 brought in a gusher 
there.

McCamey soon swelled consider­
ably. By the late 1920s, 10,000 oil fleld 
wooers, families, merchants and op­
portunists lived there.

Today, McCamey and Rankin are 
small te t active towns dependent on 
ranching and petroleum. At 1,109 peo­
ple, Rankin la about a third as large 
as McCamey.

Upland boasts a population of 
zilch.

Still, the town insists on being re­
membered, mostly for Its distinction 
as the first county seat of Upton (boun­
ty.

Otherwise, it might have drifted 
into thorough obscurity, as have other 
Upton (bounty ghost towns such as 
Bmita, Damron City, Heidleberg and 
Crossett.

In Upland of today, the epitaph on 
the tombstone of R.B. Olmsted, who 
was burled at age M in 1916, speaks 
for the former community:

Sleep so, brother:
A y  work Is deae.

Talks underway 
trying to avert 
exchange strike

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
stock market jumped ahead 
today as the gradual rally of 
the past three sessions ac­
celerated.

The Dow Jones average of 
30 industrials, which had 
climbed 8.83 points since last 
Wednesday’s close, was up 
another 7.28 at 832.12 by 
noontime today.

Gainers . outdistanced 
losers by more than a 3-1 
margin among New York 
Stock Exchange-listed 
issues.

Analysts said the stage for 
today’s advance was set 
over the past several days, 
during which the market 
managed to move ahead 
despite a generally dismal 
news background.

Late last ‘ week the 
government reported the 
sharpest rise in wholesale 
prices in the last four years. 
And uncertainties abounded 
about the energy outlook 
after the revolution in Iran.

When those developments 
failed to touch off any 
significant declines,
analysts said, traders 
seemed to conclude that the 
balance of supply and 
demand for stock favored a 
rally.

The dollar, meanwhile, 
turned in a steady showing in 
foreign exchange today.

Coal stocks extended their 
recent gains. Pittston rose H 
to 21% and Continental Oil, 
which has extensive coal 
operations, added % to 31%, 
both in active trading.

Buyers of the stocks 
evidently believe the in 
dustry will benefit from new 
pressures on oil supplies 
resulting from the upheaval 
in Iran.

The NYSE’f composite 
index rose .42 to 55.46. On the 
American Stock Exchange, 
the market value index was 
up 1.06 at 161.77.
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NEW YORK (AP)— A federal mediator has set up 
more talks after cancellation of a no-strike truce and 
the possibility of a walkout by clerical employees of 
the New York Stock Exchange.

After meeting separately with union representa­
tives and officials of the exchange on Monday, 
federal mediator Rosemary LeBoeuf set up a bar­
gaining session for today.

Trading on the exchange apparently proceeded 
normally.

Union leaders have not commented on possible 
effects of the cancellation of the no-strike truce, and 
on a new money offer made by management Friday 
night.

The 2,100 members of Local 153 of the Office and 
Professional Employees Union threatening to strike 
include nearly 1,000 working on the exchange floor. 
The rest are employed by two exchange subsidiaries. 
Depository Trust Corp, and Securities Industry Au­
tomation Corp.

A major stumbling block in the talks has been a 
demand for a shorter work week for the subsidiary 
employes, who under the old contract had a 40-hour 
week compared to a 32-hour week for employes on 
the floor.

Because on Lincoln’s Birthday on Monday, Deposi­
tory Trust, which handles the transfer of securities 
and money for the exchange, was closed.

However, Bryant Mason, news manager for the 
exchange, said a full staff reported for work at 
Securities Industry Automation.

“There’s been no work stoppage or slowdown,’’ he 
added. “Everything is quiet.’’

The union served 24 hours notice Friday night that 
it was terminating the truce under which both sides 
agreed not to alter contractual relationships while 
negotiations continued. The day-by-day truce fol­
lowed a 90-day extension when the previous three- 
year contract expired in November. I

changed from a previous offer of three annual seven 
percent raises. Most of the clerical workers have an 
annual base pay of $15,000.

Does anybody know 
about U .S. economy?

NEW YORK (AP) — The economic news has not 
been good. Who said so? Maybe you, for one, but if 
not you then certainly your neighbor, if we can 
believe the polls. And the Carter administration for 
another.

It’s official line seems increasingly to be at odds 
with the more spontaneous, less considered com­
ments of its individual members. And that could 
mean some unpleasant decisions coming up.

Such as whether or not to curtail gasoline sales, 
and whether to strengthen or perhaps enforce more 
rigidly its wage-price standards.

While the official word remains one of optimism 
that the country can escape the worst of inflation, 
recession, shortage and other economic stresses, you 
have to wonder when;

—James Schlesinger, energy secretary, assessed 
the Iran oil cutoff as “prospectively more serious" 
than the 1973 oil embargo, and thm, to stress the 
positive, called it “serious" but not “critical."

—Alfred Kahn, chairman of the Council on Wage 
and Price Stability, called the January producer 
price increase of 1.3 percent “a c a ta s tro ^ ” and 
said he couldn’t even appear to be optimistic.

—Courtenay Slater, Commerce Department chief 
economist, expressed surprise as the big producer 
price rise, saying it was more than she expected, and 
warning of fairly large consumer price increases to 
come.

—Michael Blumenthal, treasury secretary, in 
effect conceded that the dollar has not stabilize in 
world marfceU and that “uncertainties continue to 
generate nervousness” concerning It.

—Kahn, though doing his utmost to sound happy 
about it, was forced to concede that of the 500 largest
U.S. companies, only 207 have pledged to uphold the

Among 
food.

Perhaps nothing has generated more general ner­
vousness than the wide currency of “unanticipated," 
a word repeatedly used to describe the continued rise 
in wholesale and consumer prices.

The entire wage-price program — In fact the entire 
Carter economic plan — is predicated on accurate 
estimates of future prices, but some of those prices 
already seem to be slanting off at different angles.

Moreover, economists are complaining that tem­
porary distortions, such as breather, Iraa. and a 
possible Teamster strike are making it difficult even 
to determine where we are in the btuiness cycle.

Another factor that might be squeezed Into that 
aame categoy la the mind of the consumer, which Is 
far less predictable than some economic model- 
makers would like to have it. How do you czplain all 
that credit?

Last year, for example, various debt records were 
set, including one for the amount of installment 
credit outstanding. As the year ended It totaled $275 
billion, up 19.1 percent in one year.

While that total Itself was a surprise to many tf not 
most economists, even fewer trere prepared for the 
surge that occurred late in the year, arhen $8.4 billion 
was added to the total in Just November and Decem­
ber.

If consumers continue to add almost fearlesaly to 
their credit burdens, defying expectations that as 
bills piled up they would turn conservative, there 
arises another specter of controls, on creM.

Even this early in the year it la clear that the 
unanticipated la playing a huge economic role, and 
the greater the role the harder are the decisions 
to be made. Will the administration back into con­
trols?

Nobody in the administration brill give an answer 
to that, but the admission of surprise over the 
economy’s direction would seem to indicate it 
must be on their minds.

Even the Cotmcil on Wage and Price Stability, 
which should be in a position to know, has admitted 
to being victimised by unanticipated factors r i ^  in 
its own office.

In asking Congress for more money to almost 
double the size of its staff, it conceded, “The brork 
load has increased more than had been antici­
pated."

Dear Dr. Solomon: I’ve heard there’s a new in­
strument that enables patients with retinitis 
pigmentosa to see in the dark. Can you teil me what it 
is and how expensive it is?—Mr. G.L

Dear Mr. L.: The instrument you refer to is called 
the Night Vision Aid, is sold by a Maryland firm in 
association with the National Betinitia Pigmentosa 
Foundation, and costs about $2,750. It provides 
people with night blindness caused by retinitis 
pigmentosa the equivalent of their best daylight 
vision when they go out in the dark.

A person must have reasonably good day vision to 
be helped by the device. There are four screening 
centers— in Boston, Los Angeles. St. Louis, and 
Baltimore—staffed by opthalmologists who can 
deckle whether a patient’s day vision is good enough 
to be helped the Night Vision Aid.

The scope was developed from an army night- 
vlskm surveillance device. It converts light into an 
electronic image which is then intensified and 
displayed on a screen viewed through the eyepiece. 
It Is battery-powered and designed to last through 
about one thousand hours of use. Since most patients 
would use the scope for only a few minutes a day, it is 
estimated that it might last sny where from five to 10 
years.

However, the Night Vision Aid is not an unqualified 
success. Some patients have reported they feel a 
powerful flashlight would be Just as useful.

Dear Dr. Solraoo: What causes air pollution?- 
MS.

Dear MR.: Several processes contribute to air 
pollution. One is evaporation of liquids like gasoline. 
Another is attrUlon-actlvitlea like grinding or 
drilUag. But most air pollution comes from com­
bustion in furnaces, vehicles, incinerators and open 
dumps.

These processes take place primarily in: 
automobiles and other moving vehicles; funiaces 
burning fuel for heating and making electkity;

Bill challenging 55 limit 
dies in W yom ing House

CHEYENNE, Wyo. 
(AP) — A bill challeng­
ing the federally man­
dated 55 mph sp e^  limit 
has died in the Wyoming 
Legislature, one of its 
backers says.

A measure that would 
reduce fines for travel­
ing faster than 55 mph 
received support from 
only 20 of the $2 House 
members on Monday.

"It kilb it deader ’n 
hell," said state Rep. 
Charles Scott of Casper. 
The bill would have 
dropped fines to $5 for 
traveling 5545 mph and 
imposed a $20 fine for 
faster than $5 mph. Cur­
rently, a motorist may 
be fln^  $1 for each mile 
per hour above the speed 
limit plus $5 in court 
costs.

Wyoming officials said 
they were not aware of 
President Carter’s re­
m inder th a t federal 
highway aid could be cut 
to states which set maxi­
mum speed lim its be­
yond 55 mph.

Carter told a news con­
ference in Washington on 
Monday; "One thing

that’s concerned me re­
cently is the move on the 
part of some ill-advised 
state legislatures to raise 
the sp e^  limit above 55 
up to $5 or more.

“Now, thU would re­
sult in the termination of 
federal funds allocated 
to them for highway pur­
poses,” he added. Wjro> 
ming currently receives 
about $51.7 million an­
nually in federal high­
way money.

Keeping the Wyoming 
speed limit at 55 was 
backed by House Speak­
er Warren Morton, also 
of Casper, who warned of 
an impending oil-supply 
crisis because of the 
takeover In Iran by Aya­
tollah Ruhollah Kho­
meini.

"We are part of the 
world and we cannot by 
legislative action with­
draw from the world,” 
said Morton, an oil and 
gas producer. He added 
that the 55 mph law Is “a 
sacrifice that we all must 
accept.”

Other Western states 
have begun moves to 
raise the speed limit, and

NEW YORK (AP) — The late Nel­
son A. Rockefeller bought his re­
search assistant, Megan Marshack, a 
$45,000 cooperative apartment, for- 
nlshed it with art objects from his 
valuable collection, and paid her $80,- 
000 a year in salary with an unlimited 
expense account, the New York Poet 
reports.

(Quoting an unidentified source who 
admitted to “detesting’’ Miss Mar­
shack, the Poet said in Monday’s edi­
tions that Miss Marshack had no life 
outside her work, spoke of the former 
New York governor with “warmth 
and tenderness" and “acted as if she 
was Mrs. Rockefelkr."

The source, who asked not to be 
identified, told the Poet that Miss 
Marshack was on 24-hour call to 
Rockefelkr, ran the staff of his Man­
hattan townhouse with an imperious 
air, and bought many items of Rocke- 
feUer’s personal clotting.

Miss Marshack, 25, a former Asso­
ciated Press Radio reporter In Wash­
ington, D.C., was with Rockefelkr 
when he suffered a heart attack on 
Jan. 28 in his Manhattan townhouse- 
offke.

She joined his staff in 1978 whik he 
was vice-president.

In his will filed last week in White 
Plains, Rockefeller forgave Miss 
Marshack a $45,000 loan which she 
had used to buy her cooperative 
apartment.

The Poet reported that Miss Mar­
shack had been a regular visitor at 
Rockefeikr’a Pocantko Hills eeUte 
in Westchester County where she 
took horseback riding lessons.

Questions about Miss Marshack’s 
relationship with the former governor 
have surfaced amid growing confii- 
sion about the circum stances of 
Rockefelkr’s death. Hie confosion
developed after family spokesmen, 

t. Issued conflkting re-Hugh Morrow, 
ports about the time and place of 
Rockefelkr’s death and about wheth­
er Miss Marshack was there.

To mark Its third an­
nual "Love Carefully 
Day’’ Wednesday, the 
Zero Populatioo Growth 
group of Massachusetts 
Is selling Valentine’s 
Day cards with condoms 
Inside to stress the mes- 
sage th a t everyone, 
especially teen-agers, 
should “love caretolly.’’

On the pink and black 
card’s outside is a pair of 
romantically inclined 
bunnies headed Into a 
Tunnel of Love. Inside 
their boat leaves the tun­
nel,- nearly swamped 
with baby bunnies.

On the back, a mes­
sage says teen-age preg­
nancies account for a 
fifth of all births in Unit­
ed States.

“It’s a way of drawing 
people’s attention to a se­
rious problem,'’ said Bob 
Weinstein, the executive 
director of ZPG-Massa- 
chusetts, who is coordin­
ating Love Carefully 
Day.

Weinstein said 1979 
marks the first time his 
group has sold these dif- 
ferent Valentine’s Day 
cards natioowide. Simi­
lar cards have been mar­
keted tor three years in 
Massachussetts, where

contraceptives were lUe- 
g«l for single persons 
prior to 1972 and married 
couples needed a pre­
scription for them.

“We Included the con­
doms because they’re 
the most accessible and 
least expensive form of 
contraception for teen­
agers,’’ said Weinstein. 
“They also prevent vene­
real disease and encour­
age both partners to 
share  the responsib- 
llty.’’

Weinstein said he ex­
pects to sell 5,000 cards 
for 60 cents each, or 50 
cents for the card minus, 
the condom.

The money will fund 
ZPG’s nationwtde educa­
tion program on teen-age 
pregnancy, be said.

Rules state law allows 
any sexual behavior
BRIDGEPORT, Conn. 

(AP) — A Judge has ac­
quitted a man of raping 
the woman who lived 
with him on the grounds 
that state law allows any 
sexual behavior between 
two cohabitating per­
sons.

Superior Court Judge 
T. Gark Hull granted a 
motion for acq u itta l 
afte r the 24-year-old 
woman testified that she 
had been living with 
Henry Bridgeforth, 33, 
for three months prior to 
the alleged incident in 
October.

Hull said that the cur­
rent law allowing any 
sexual behavior between 
"cohabitating” persons 
applies to married and 
unmarried couples.

"If we can’t get a 10- 
to-20 for this guy, there’s 
s o m e th in g  w ro n g , 
there’s something wrong 
with the law,” said As­
sistant State’s Attorney

the p rob lem ,”  Maco 
said . “ It was rea lly  
something we thought we 
should meet head-on.”

WASHINGTON — Calling the oU 
situation serious but “not crucial," 
President Certwr Monday appealed to* 
Americans to conserve energy by 
obeying the 55-mph speed limit set­
ting thermostats at 65, and limiting 
unnecessary driving in favor of car- 
pools and rapid transit.

“We are in no immediate danger," 
the president tMd a news conference. 
But he added that world oil stockpiles 
are being depleted by the shutdown M 
Iranian production and that the situa­
tion “certainly could get worse" if 
that production is not restored in 
coming months.

If there is a worldwide oil shortage, 
the United States is committed to 
share oil with its allies. In that case 
“ More strenuous action" than his 
exhortations for voluntary conserva- " 
tion would be required, the president 
warned.

“If we would honor the 55 mph 
speed limit, set thermostats no h i ^ r  
than 65 degrees in homes and build­
in g  ... limit discretionary driving 
vcMuntarily, and (shift) to carpooto 
and to rapid transit systems, we could 
offset the current reduction in Iranian 
supply of oil to our country," the 
president said.

Industry officials said current high 
levels of production in Saudi Arabia 
should avert a dangerous world short­
age of oil through the middle of this 
year. “Things will get critical in the 
fourth quarter If Iran Is still out, 
because that’s the time of year when 
we build stockpiles for the winter 
season," a supMy expert for one of 
the major international companies 
said.

Hw United States normally Imports 
980,000 barrels of oil daily from Iran, 
about 5 percent of total demand. How­
ever, increased imports from other 
countries have trimmed the net loss 
to 500,000 barrels daily. Thto figure, 
amounting to a 2.5 percent deficit, to 
easily manageable in an economy 
using 18 million barrels of oil daily, 
government and industry officials 
say.

“ If we experience a worldwide 
shortage to the extent that our shar­
ing commitment would be triggered, 
this would mean an addittonalsbort- 
aga in our country that would go from 
11-2 percent up to 4 percent," Carter 
said.

“And if the Iranian production to 
not restored in the next number of 
months, our shortage in thto country 
could go as high as 3, 8 or 7 percent, 
under which drcumstances we would 
have to take more strenuous ac­
tion."

Discussing his forthcoming trip to 
Mexico, the president ackmmledged 
the attractiveness of Mexican petrole­
um reserves and indicated the United 
States would not strive for any special 
terms on price or supply.

“We will try to be a good custom­
er," the presideat said. “But we have 
no Inclinatton to force them to give us 
a special privilege nor to do anything 
that would be damaging to the well­
being of the Mexican people."

R e ^ t  major discoveries of gas 
and oil will provide hundreds of t h ^  
sands of new Jobs for Mexican work­
ers, reducing “the pressure on some 
of them to seek emph>)rmeat in our 
countiY," the president added.

As m  the Illegal alien problem. 
Carter said, “I want to make sure 
that we minimize any illegalities re- 
lating to the border, and I want to 
make sure thst when people are la our 
country, whether th ^  are here as 
cittoens or not, that we protect their 
bask human rights."

Other issues mscussed by the presi­
dent:

— Taiwan. Carter said be had “no 
intention of going to war" over Tai­
wan despite his previous statement 
that he and his successors would re­
tain an option to protect the island 
after the present security treaty with 
the CMnese Nationalists to terminat­
ed.

GREENWOOD — Greenwood High 
Coach Bill Jordan finds himself in the 
unique position of having a team that 
has reeled off a 234) record to rank 
fourth in state a a s s  B circles, yet stiii 
hasn’t nailed down its district cham­
pionship.

While Bill is sweating out tonight’s 
decisive game against Sterling City at 
Greenwood High’s gym. Dean Foshee 
will relax and enjoying himself in the 
opener against the Sterling girls. 
Dean’s Greenwood girls may be a 
not-quite-as-spectacular, 20-5', but 
they do have their district title and 
playoff berth desposited in the vault.

“We beat Sterling City at their gym 
by seven points, but they hpv^jpme 
good outside shooters ajRlMme size 
inside,’’ Jordan explaiiJ why he isn’t 
breathing easy yet. “List time their 
outside kids matched up with us, but 
we beat ’em on the boards.’’

JORDAN understandably isn’t tak­
ing anything for granted and hasn’t 
even bewn to think about Sanderson 
as a bi-district foe. However, this is 
the closest one of his teams has come 
to a perfect regular season. A few 
years ago at Petersburg, “We won 12 
or 13 in a row before losing and wound 
up 23-3.’’ It waa one of two champion­
ships he won in three seasons at 
Petersburg before moving on to 
Sweeny in the Houston area.

Prom the 
bench, Jordan has leaned heavily on 
Tommy Sommers, a 6-4 junior; Ray- 
mie Williams, a 5-9 junior; Ronnie 
Taylor, a 5-9 senior; and Russell Man­
ning, a senior, who has been ham­
pered by Injuries much of the sea­
son.

The Fighting Irish, who handed 
North Carolina State its flrst non-con­
ference game home loss since 1968 
Wednesday, slipped to third with 1,073 
points.

North 
Carolina, No.6 last week, jumped to 
fourth with 983 points following wins 
over Maryland and Providence. 
Duke, top-ranked in the preseason 
poll and third last week, slipped to 
fifth with 901 poInU after being upset 
by Pittsburgh 71-69 on Saturday.

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Knicks reshape future  in trade
. NEW YORK (AP) — The trade of 
Bob McAdoo from New York to Bos­
ton has dramatically reshaped the 
flitures of two of the National Basket­
ball Association’s most presigious 
franchises.

The deal, arranged over the week­
end and announced Monday, simals 
an end to New York’s “opm check­
book" policy of trying to achieve in­
stant success by b u ^ g  the most 
talented athletes available and a re­
turn to the more traditional route of 
rebuilding through the college draft.

From Boston’s angle, it is a gamble 
that a player of McAdoo’s magnifi­
cent offensive talents can be Mmded 
into the Celtics’ time-honored team 
concept without upsetting the apple 
cart.

The trade was engineered by Sonny 
Werblin of the Knicks and John Y. 
Brown of the Oltics, two owners who 
sre not afraid to roll the dice.

New York will receive the three 
first-round picks Boston had accumu­
lated la the 1979 draft—Boston’s own. 
Golden State’s and Seattle’s, the lat­
ter two having been obtained In deals 
for Jo Jo White and Dennis Awtrey. 
Boston retains the draft rights to Inm- 
ana State’s Larry Bird, whom the

Celtics picked last June.
New York will also get a player to 

be named later this week, a front- 
court reserve from either Boston or 
another NBA team.

The Knicks had been without a 
first-round pick in the draft, which is 
what prompted the deal.

“I was in a ridiculous situation," 
said Werblin. “1 was trying to rebuild 
without draft choices. Bob happened 
to be a tradeable commodity we could 
move to improve ourselves. We have 
now put ourselves in a position to 
rebuild the tesm and perhaps mske 
more trades this season and next."

Werblin felt the Knkka had gone as 
far as they could with McAdoo, a 
three-time NBA scoring champion 
and currently the league’s No.3 scorer 
srith a 26.9 average.

“Our coaches were not sMe to get 
him to fit into the team concept," said 
Werblin. “Maybe be will somewhere 
else.”

Brown is confident “ somewere 
else" will be Boston Garden.

“You have to consider the type of 
team he’s been with," Brown said. 
“At Buffalo they had to go to him 
because he was pretty much their 
entire offense. It was just about the

OiMe Ayatollah Buhollah Khomeini’s 
rogl0M deddm on the resumption, ho 
said Iran can start shipping oil ha 
about half a year.

Ishida, who also is chairman of 
Japan’s IdamHsu Oil 0>., denied hav­
ing any particular inside Information 
hot added that Iran needs to export oil 
to  snpport the natlen.

The Kremlin still appears to be 
taking a somewhat cautious attitude, 
distancing Itself from the immediate 
course of events in Iran rather than 
rushing into an unqualified endorse­
ment of the revolution, the sources 
said.

However, Ponomaryov’s speech 
appeared to strongly suggest the 
overall context in which Moscow 
views the Iranian situation and where 
it is heading.

"The socialist camp has stepped up 
to a new stage in its development, and 
the creation of a number of mveru- 
ments going along the path of social­
ism has become an event of universal 
significance,’’ Ponomaryov de­
clared.

He went on to note that “united 
socialist VIetium Is successfully de­
veloping. The l4iotioo people has 
s t e p ^  onto the path of building a 
new society, and very recently the 
people of Kampuchea (Cambodia).

"Anti-imperialistic revolutions 
have won hi Ethiopia, Angola, Mo- 
tambiqne and Afghanistan. The last 
fascist strongbolda in Europe hqye 
been brought down. The govemmMit 
of (Prime Minister Shahpour) Bakh- 
tiar has fallen in Iran. The army took 
the side of the people. The revolution 
Is winning,’’ Ponomaryov said.

At the same time, Ponomaryov 
ascribed 'to  "anti-communist h) 
teria" Western charges that the 
vIet Unku has fomented the revohi- 
tibnary unrest in Iran and elsewhere.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The House 
Agriculture Committee is beginning 
formal hearings on the complaints of 
hundreds of protesting farm ers 
camped outside the Capitol.

But there was little indication 
House and Senate members, the only 
ones allowed to testify today, were 
flocking to support the protesters.

Almost six days after the hearings 
were announced, only nine members 
of CkHigress had sign^  up to speak at 
the opening round of hearings.

Five of those were committee mem­
bers and all except Rep. Berkley Be­
dell, D-lowa, have already spoken out 
strongly on behalf of the protesters.

Representatives of the American 
Agriculture movement protest group 
are scheduled to testify Wednesday 
and Thursday. Officials from other 
farm organlMtions and the general 
public have been invited to speak next 
week.

The protesting farmers want Con­
gress to pass a resolution urging 
President Carter to raise prices to M 
percent parity, a level that would give 
them 90 percent of the puchasing 
power farmers had during the 1910-14 
base period.

Overall, farm prices are now run­
ning at about 75 percent of parity 
because of high livestock prices. Crop 
prices are lower.

On Monday, nearly 200 tractors 
paraded for more than two hours in a 
blinding snowstorm. To avoid further 
traffic snarls in the late afternoon, 
police said, the farmers agreed to 
leave their vehicles parked overnight 
near the Lincoln Memorial, where 
they had gathered for a demonstra­
tion on Lincoln’s birthday.

The Agriculture Department build­
ing which had been kept open for 
farmers after hours last week was 
closed at 6 p.m. as usual Monday.

Job  sharing 
is effective

SALEM, Ore. (AP) — Two cannot 
work as cheaply as one, but they get 
more done, according to the first eval­
uation of Job sharing in Oregon state 
government.

A soon-to-be released report by the 
Executive Department’s Budget and 
Management Division says <73 work­
ers are now sharing 459 state jobs. 
Such positions make up 1 percent of 
state jobs, the report said.

Job sharing, which was promoted in 
state government by a law passed in 
1977, involves more than one employ­
ee sharing the salary and hours of one 
position.

The system is more costly, howev­
er, because workers sharing a Job 
receive Dili medical and other bene­
fits. That means a payroll increase of 
about t  percent for each position, the 
report says.

Evaluations by state agencies fre­
quently stated that Job sharing in­
creased productivity, allowed greater 
flexibility in meeting changing work­
loads and encouraged retention of 
specially skilled employees otherwise 
unavailable for work.

On the negative side, the reports 
cited an itKrease in supervisory and 
administrative responsibilities, the 
rise in pajrroll expenses for benefits 
and a lack of continuity in work as­
signments.

Betty Resmolds of the Budget and 
M anagement Division said Job­
shared positions include physicians at 
state hospitals, university instruc­
tors, social woriiers, administrative 
assistants and various clerical and 
secretarial posts.

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Bergiand says farmers 
on Washington ego trip

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) 
— Agriculture Secretary 
Bob Bergiand, who Irked 
farmers last week when 
he s a id  som e w ere  
greedy, suggests that 
some farm protesters in 
Washington may be on 
an "ego trip.”

Bergiand was in ter­
viewed Monday night via 
a telephone hookup from 
Washington by listeners 
to radio station V/CCO in 
Minneapolis.

One caller who said he 
was from southern Illi­
nois asked, "What’s so 
greedy about wanting to 
make a profit? ... Effi­
ciency can only go so far 
when you can’t make a 
profit on what you’re 
producing."

Bergiand said he knew 
that some of the pretest­
ing farmers who drove 
tractors to the nation’s 
capital “are of substan­
tial means."

"Maybe it’s an ego trip 
or something, maybe 
they’re looking for recog­
nition, but I'm not sure of 
that,” Bergiand said.

When several thousand 
farmers descended on 
Washington last week, 
Bergiand said some bad 
made unwise invest­
ments in land or m a­
chinery and some were 
“driven by Just old-fa­
shioned greed.” He later

Price going 

down soon 

on coffee
NEW YORK (AP) — 

Lower coffee prices on 
commodity exchanges 
will soon mean lower re­
tail prices for consum­
ers, according to two of 
the nation’s largest cof­
fee companies.

The lower prices, ana­
lysts say, are the result 
of unusually high coffee 
bean production this sea­
son.

Hills Bros. 0>ffec Inc. 
said it will lower its 
wholesale price from 
$2.91 a pound to $2.48 a 
pound.
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said he was sorry about 
the “ greed" comment, 
saying he did not intend 
it for farmers as a whole 
but only for a few.

In response to another 
question, Bergiand said 
he tried to work with the 
leadership of the protest 
"to get their act togeth­
er, but there was no con­
sensus." He said the di­
versity of farm com­
p la in ts  from sev era l 
p a rts  of the country  
worked against fanners’ 
interests.

One man recalled that 
when Bergiand was a 
congressman in Minne­
sota’s 7th District he had

urged then Agriculture 
Secretary Eari Butz to 
increase grain price sup­
ports to 90 percent of par­
ity. Now, Bergiand op­
poses that, the caller 
noted, adding; "I don’t 
see how you can square 
that with what you say 
now.”

Bergiand replied that 
"my constituency has 
changed.”
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
