PMA Committee
Elections Are
Announced

PMA farmer-committee elec-
tions will be held in Texas dur-
ing November 1 to November 23,
B. F. Vance, Chairman of the
State PMA Committee, announ-
ces. These elections will be
held in each of the 1,468 desig-
nated agricultural communities

in the State.
In.each community, a PMA
community commitiee, consist-

ing of three regular members
and two alternates, and a dele-
gate to a county convention will
be elected. At a . slecceeding
county convention the delegates
will elect a county committee,
consisting of a chairman, vice-
chairman, member and two al-
ternates. County conventions
must be held by November 29.

Newly elected committeemen
will take office December 1,
1951.

The committeemen elected at
this time will' administer  the
1952 Production and Marketing
Administration program in their
respective counties and com-
munities. These PMA programs
include the agricultural conser-
vation program, price support
operations, and the sugar pro-
gram. Currently PMA commit-
tees also have many responsi-
bilities in connection with de-
fense activities, and with field
operations of the:Federal Crop
Insurance Corporation.

Any farmer who is participat-
ing in any of these programs is
eligible to-vote in the election
held in his community. Places
and dates of elections in each
community will be = announced
by county PMA committees.

, his bombs, whether they be
diary, will cause more damage
Hence, anything done to

make it hard for fires to start is a step towards preparing
your community to protect itself if war comes.

The majority of all fires start ink
trashpiles, rubbish, or stored odds
and ends that accumulate around
the house. Closets, attics, and
cellars are the main source of
home fires, and plain ordinary good
housekeeping is a strong line of
defense against them.

Clean out your storage places.
You will be surprised at how many
burnable odds and ends are really
useless to you.  Don’t let them
make your home a fire hazard. Get
rid of them. If local welfare
agencies can’t use them, call the
junk man.

Don’t stop when you’ve cleared
out the inside of your house. Go
after rubbish in your back yard, in
alleys and in vacant lots near your
home. Collect the rubbish and burn
it. Don’t leave it around to burn if
an enemy bombs your city. Be
sure to burn rubbish in metal
containers.

Take a look at your electrical
system. Buy new plugs and cords
if yours are worn. Get advice from
an electrician if your fuses blow
frequently. They may be danger-
ously overloaded. His advice may
prevent a bad fire.

Every winter costly fires are
started by faulty furnaces, stoves,
and other heating plants. Some
result from too much soot in

b\

chimneys. Others are caused by
rusted or cracked pipes and fit-
tings. Look over your heating sys-
tem now. If your chimney needs
it, clean it out. If the furnace
pipes and connections are cracked
and rusted, replace them.

Teach your family not to put
magazines, papers, or clothing on
radiators or near open flames.
Don’t hang flimsy curtains near
your kitchen stove. Don’t allow
lamp shades to come in contact
with light bulbs. Remember that
such things dow’t have to touch
flame to burn. They will catch fire
simply because they are too close
to the heat for too long.

Gasoline, benzine, naptha, and
similar fluids should never be used
indoors. When mixed with air,
their vapors can be ignited by the
spark of a light switch or an
electric fan, or the tiny flame of a
pilot light. Keep such fluids in
tightly closed metal containers
outside your home.

And remember: oil-soaked rags,
especially rags that have been
used to spread quick-drying liquids
such as turpentine, paint thinners,
and some furniture polishes, can
catch fire by themselves. Oily rags
shoud be stored in air-tight metal
containers. It is best to keep them
outside the house.

State Marble

|Machine Law

Since the last session of the
Texas Legislature passed the
law known as House Bill No. 326,
concerning ‘“‘slot machines” and
“marble machines,” there have
been ‘mumerous inquiries as to
whether or not this bill which is
new the law of Texas, also cov-
ers and includes machines
known as “marble machines”
which give free games instead of
money or property.

In Section 1-a of this law, the
so-called “slot machines,” which
are commonly known as ‘“one
arm bandits,” are clearly includ-
ed within the law. In Section
1-b of that act, it is stated:

“(b) Any machine or mechan-
ical device designed and manu-
factured or adapted to operate
by means of the insertion of a
coin, token, or otHer object and
designed, manufactured or a-
dapted so that when operated it
may deliver, as the result of an
application of an element of
chance, any money or property”
in a “slot machine.”

Section 2 of that act provides:

. “Section 2. Whoever shall
manufacture, own, store, keep,
sell, rent, lease, let on shares,

lend or give away, transport or
possess a slot machine, as de-
fined in Section 1, (a) and (b)
shall be guilty of a felony and
upon conviction .thereof shall be
confined in the State peniten-
tiary not less than two (2) years
nor more than four (4) years.”

Honorable Price Daniel, at-
torney general of Texas, in a
Iengthy opinion dealing with the
question of whether or not mar-
ble machines which are adapted
to give free games come within
the law, stated: “marble and
pinball machines which pay the
winner in free games instead of
cash, have been condemned by
previous statutes and court de-
cisions of this State the same
as gaming devices which pay off

in cash or physical property.”
(Citing authorities). In conclu-
sion, he also stated: “You are

therefore advised that coin-op-
erated pinball or marble ma-
chines which are designed, man-
ufactured or adapted so that
when operated they may deliver
to the winner, as a result of the
application of an element of
chance, money, free games, or
cther property are included
within the previsions and penal-
ties set out in House Bill 326.”

It therefore appears that eith-
er a machine commonly known
as a ‘“one arm bandit” or a
“marble maehme” adapted to
give free games is a violation of
this law which carries a peniten~
tiary offense.

This statement of the inter-
pretation of the law is made to
the general public to avoid any
misunderstanding about the le-
gality of marble machines that
give free games.
