Tax opposed
WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 

Russell B. Long, chairman of 
the Senate com m ittee with 
Jurisdiction over taxes, chided 
President Carter Friday for 
s tirring  up “ a iut of hatred  
and resentment against the oil 
companies.”

The Louisiana Democrat also 
said he opposes quick action on 
Carter’s proposal for an excess 
profits tax to capture part of the 
revenue the oil industry will re­
ceive from lifting federal price 
controls on domestic petrole­
um.

However, Long did not rule 
out the possibility that some sort 
of oil tax would be enacted.

Core cooling
HARRISBURG, Pa (AP) — 

Technicians on Friday began 
the final phase of cooling down 
Three Mile Island’s damaged 
nuclear reactor, a contaminated 
cauldron that has been simmer­
ing for 17 days

Federal officials said the 
core’s temperature was being 
lowered 10 degrees an hour. But 
no timetable was given on when 
it would reach cold shutdown, a 
point where it would no longer 
pose any risk of a nuclear chain 
reaction going out of control

Trucks under fire
PITTSBURGH (AP) — More 

than a dozen trucks were targets 
of snipers and roadside vandals 
Friday in western Pennsylva 
nia, where some Team ster 
members have vowed to contin­
ue the strike despite the union's 
ten tative contract with the 
trucking Industry

No Injuries were reported
"We all thought that the 

Teamsters strike was settled," 
said state police CpI Tom Kline. 
“We don’t know what's cau.sing 
this uprising." he said, adding 
that state police did not have 
any suspects in the violence

Disaster declared
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi 

dent Carter declared Oklahoma 
a major disaster area Friday as 
a result of tornadoes which hit 
the state this week

C arte r 's  declaration will 
make federal funds available 
for relief and recovery efforts in 
designated areas of the state

The declaration was issued by 
the White House while Carter is 
on vacation in Georgia

Hundreds follow Christ's path 
in Jerusalem 's Good Friday rites

JFR ISA I.FM  (AP) llvmns 
echoed along the narrow serp*-ntine 
' ia Dolorosa on G<kkJ Friday as hun 
dreds of Christians, some bearing 
wooden rrnss*‘s, followt'd the path 
Christ walked to his crucifixion

Believers from dozens of nations 
stopps'd for prayer at the Via's nine 
stations of the cross before filing into 
the Church of the Holy .Sepulcher to 
visit the last five stations

Thousands crowded into the in 
cense filled church, built by the cru 
saders about 800 years ago, and 
climbed a steep staircase to the top of 
Calvary .After descending, many 
knelt to kiss the marble stone of unc 
tion, where Jesus was wrapp<‘d in a 
shroud

In Rome, Pope John Paul II carried 
a light wooden cross for 40 minutes 
during a 1 ..‘MXVyard, way of the cross 
procession through the city's pagan 
ruins In a brief sermon, he called on 
the world's 700 million Roman Catho 
lies to express "deep solidarity with

our brothers and sisters in the faith, 
who in our own time too are subjected 
to p<-rsecution and discrimination in 
various parts of the world

Th<' hells of Rome's 500 churches 
were silent and the altars were bare 
as the Polish pontiff joined in a day of 
fasting to ret all Christ's agony 

Th throngs in Jerusalem movtKi 
from Praetorium, where Jesus was 
sentenced to die, to the traditional site 
of Calvary, where he was nailed to the 
cross, in winding processions from 
just after sunrise through mid day 
under a hot sun

A few hundred pilgrims followed 
the official procession of the Roman 
Catholic Church, led by Franciscans 
in flowing brown robes, but many 
more made the solemn half hour trek 
individually or in groups of a few 
dozen

Police barricades closed off side 
roads to allow an uninterrupted flow 
along the famous walled street 

The actual path Christ trudged was

lost centuries ago as original Jerusa 
lem was buried under the rubble of 
wars and disasters The current Via 
Dolorosa was believ»“d to have been 
traced during the crusader or Turkish 
period, but the original street of sor 
row may lie 30 feet below 

Tourism ministry officials say 
about 100,000 tourists and pilgrims 
were in the Holy Land for the season 
and Jerusa lem 's  old walled city 
teemed with crowds 

The Christians were here to mark 
Christ's suffering and to celebrate 
Faster — his resurrection Jews were 
commemorating the week long Pass 
over holiday, marking the Israelite 
exodus from Egypt 

(iood Friday services were held 
outside the city walls at the garden 
tomb, which some Christians revere 
as the true site of the crucifixion 

The mausoleum will be the center of 
celebrations .Sunday when the Latin 
Patriarch of Jerusalem recites High

WICHITA FALLS, Texas (AP) — 

Terri Mahon, a 17-year-old crushed 
under the wall of a steak house where 
she worked to earn money toward her 
planned marriage, was buried in a 
white coffin embellished with pink 
flowers Friday — the first of 17 buri­
als in a tornado-ravaged town.

In all, 44 people died when a twister 
chewed an eight-mile path through 
south Wichita Falls on Tuesday. It 
was part of a storm system that 
spawned 8 to 10 tornadoes Tuesday in 
Texas and Oklahoma, and 15 others 
died in Lawton, Okla , and Vernon 
and Harrold, Texas.

On Friday, people In Wichita Falls 
began burying friends and family, a 
solemn chore that will preoccupy hun­
dreds over the next few days. They 
will pause only on Sunday — Easter 
Sunday — when no burials will be 
conducted.

The story of the tornado and its 
aftermath has tragic similarities for 
many families

No emotion flickers in Richard 
Swift's eyes as he tells about the 
deaths of his two little girls.

He describes in a flat, emotionless 
voice the horrifying scene which met 
him Tuesday evening when he ar 
rived home only minutes after a tor­
nado explodtnl his home — killing his 
5-year-uld daughter. Kari. and his 
10-year old daughter, Audra, and cril 
ically injuring his wife, Linda

‘I drove as far as 1 could before the 
wreckage bUn ked my way I ran the 
last seven bUn-ks 1 never felt any 
tiredness in my legs, or even my heart 
speeding up," Swift said "When 1 
turned onto my street, every house on 
my block was completely toppled, 
totally destroyed

"By then, I Just went bananas I

was running. People were yelling at 
me, telling me everybody was all 
right, but I Just kept running," he 
continued.

‘‘When I got to my house, I saw my 
wife lying In the yai^. I took her in my 
arms. She look^ like someone had 
Just grabbed her and shook her real 
hard. My older daughter was lying in 
a pool of blood beside her. I picked her 
up and my wife said, ‘Richard, she’s 
dead.‘ But I said, ‘No, she’s not. She 
can’t be.”’

But Swift’s slender, blonde-haired 
older daughter — at that awkward 
stage when she wasn’t a little girl any 
longer but not yet a young lady — was 
dead.

And although Swift did not find out 
until much later Tuesday night, so 
was his chubby-cheeked, curly-haired 
younger daughter, who died of mas­
sive head injuries at the hospital 
where she was taken by neighbors in 
the first frantic seconds after the 
deadly twister moved through the 
neighborhood.

Swift said he can handle his losses 
calmly for the moment but he knows 
that blessed numbness won’t last for­
ever “When it wears off. I’ll probably 
go off my rocker.”

Swift, already at his Job as night 
manager of a Pizza Inn when the 
storm struck, said he saw the ugly 
black column of dest'xiction moving 
toward him

"1 saw four funnels Join up on one 
side of it It was the biggest thing I’ve 
ever seen .” he said "Com plete 
houses collapsed, flat. Just as if some­
one had stepped on them.”

New leader fakes 
oath in U ganda

KAMI’ALA, Uganda (AI’) — To the 
beat of African drums Uganda's new 
president, Yussufu Lule, took the oath 
of office F'riday and asked citizens to 
"help me erase the traces of eight 
years of Idi Amin"

While he and his Cabinet were 
sworn in, Tanzanian commando 
teams In plain clothes reportedly 
scoured the north and east in search 
of the deposed president 

"You have a legal government in 
office and Amin Is now the rebel,” 
l.ule told thousands gaths-red for his 
inauguration l.ule and his Cabinet 
stood in the hot sun on the steps the 
long disused parliament building, 
where scarlet robed, white wlgged 
Chief Justice Sam Wambuzi swore 
the new president into office 

After l.ule took the oath, Ugandans 
broke out their tribal drums and 
began a dance punctuated with high 
pitch cries — a striking contrast to the 
decorous British-style Inauguration 
ceremony Uganda was a British pnv 
tectorate from the end of the 19th 
century until after World War II, then 
became a member of the Ozmmon 
wealth

Members of the crowd waved bana­
na fronds, beat the drum s and 
cheered as Lule spoke to them after 
taking the oath

Ugandans danced in the streets, 
hugging and kissing each other in 
Jubilation "There is no more Jungle 
law." a poster said

* few of Amin's soldiers desperate­
ly see. 'ng escape were report^  hold­
ing civilians hostage and demanding 
cars, but Tanzanians were pursuing 
them

l.ule, clad In a blue safari suit, 
called on Amin's forces to surrender, 
saying "they have nothing to fight 
for "

The loudest shouts erupted when 
I.ulf asked the crowd to give three 
cheers for Tanzanian P resident 
Julius Nyerere, who sent his army in 
to end Amin's bloody dictatorship.

Lule promised to reinstate the rule 
of law and said the government would 
be the servant of the people and not its 
master He appealed to Ugandans to 
stop looting, saying “ looting and van­
dalism are not part of our charac­
te r"

But most buildings in the city cen­
ter had broken windows and there 
was some residential looting by civil­
ians seeking revenge for eight years 
of poverty under Amin.

Some Ugandan civil servants tried 
to return o the their Jobs to help the 
restoration of civilian authority but 
many found their offices ransacked.

An official of the new provisional 
government .said Amin would be tried 
for murder and treason if caught and 
the ousted leader's former govern­
ment radio said he "deserves the 
gallows"

Amin was last reported at JInJa, 50 
miles east of Kampala Ever the 
showman, he said in his own broad­
cast. apparently recorded and trans­
mitted from Soroti, 200 miles north­
east of Kampala;

"We have got our soldiers control­
ling the country"

Lawyers have a code of ethics 
they're supposed to follow — and if 
they don't, it becomes a matter for 
the Bar As.sociation to police.

Midland County Bar Association 
President Lloyd McDonald also is a 
member of the Grievance Committee 
for District 16 of the State Bar of 
Texas

And it's to that body that clients 
Uke complaints — about ethical vio­
lations, anyway

Mere incompetence Is not enough to 
Interest the Grievance Committee, 
McDonald explained.

The committee member said he had 
no figures on the number of com 
plaints to come out of Midland Oun- 
tv. but it is a very small number And,

he contended, the same is true of West 
Texas in general.

Even the vast majority^of com 
plaints that reach the Grievance 
Committee turn out to be a failure of 
communication somewhere along the 
line, and are re.solved amicably after 
an investigtion, he claimed

"In most instances ..after every 
thing is out and understood. In the 
vast majority of in.sUnces, it’s a mat­
ter of lack of communication or mis 
communication. .. Most folks seem to 
leave happy and .satisfied,” he said.

Most of those kinds of complaints 
arise out of family litigation, such as 
divorces, he said, adding It comes 
from “the whole unhappy situation.” 

After that kind of litigation, he said, 
no one is happy, and people tend to 
think something more could have 
been gained.

McDonald said the kinds of things 
the committee would be interested in 
would include a conflict of interest, 
advising a client to mis state infor 
mation or file a false affadavit or 
filing suit without the client’s author! 
zation.

An alleged violation first is as­
signed to one or more committee 
members for investigation, McDon­
ald explained.

When the case is presented to the 
full committee, he said, the proceed­
ing is much like that of a grand Jury. 
Both the attorney and the complain­
ant can call witnesses, but question­
ing is done entirely by the committee, 
and “it’s not necessary for everybody 
to be there at the same time.”

In those rare cases in which the 
Grievance (Committee finds there has 
been a violatidn, three kinds of sanc­

tions are possible
The mildest, said McDonald, Is a 

reprimand, published in the State Bar 
Journal

That a lawyer has been reprimand­
ed is no reflection on his ability to 
represent future clients, McDonald 
claimed, because it’s merely an Indi 
cation the attorney didn't know he 
was committing a violation, ‘‘and now 
he knows.”

In more serious cases, the commit­
tee can recommend suspension or 
even disbarment to the Bar's Prose­
cuting Committee.

Most of the time, the lawyer will 
accept the recommendation for the 
latter two sanctions and not fight the 
action, he said.

Suspension is ‘‘a little more im­
pressive” to the lawyer than a sua- 
pension, and is used when it is “ re­

cognized at the outset the man ia 
capable and should not be severed 
from his professional livelihood.”

Disbarment is used 
where the committee believes the 
lawyer shouldn't be allowed to repre­
sent clients again, he said, though the 
disciplined lawyer can be reinstated 
if he lateripresents evidence his char­
acter and abilities warrants the ac-^ 
tion.

McDonald said there is no central 
record of past suspensions or repri­
mands. Therefore, he acknow ledge 
it would be next-to-impossible for a 
potential client to check for such blots 
on a lawyer’s record.

But, insisted McDonsId, that’s not 
necessary, since the offense that led 
either to suspenskm or reprimand la 
not likely to be repeated.

security

U.S. District Judge Robert C. Bel 
loni ruled after holding a brief closed 
door hearing on the magazine's petl 
tion for a temporary restraining 
order against the CIA

The request was filed after repre 
sentatives for the magazine and the 
CIA failed to agree on whether the 16 
words should be deleted from a 
planned article The government ar 
gued a restraining order was not 
called for because nothing had been 
done to interfere with publication of 
the magazine.

Bates said Friday he had agreed to 
make some deletions In the story, but 
refused to make others after a meet 
ing that ended shortly after midnight 
Thursday

As negotiations resumed. Bates 
said he did not know what the CIA was 
going to do, but he was going to the 
printers to get things rolling on the 
May Issue

"It looks like we've got .some time 
to work things out," he said after CIA 
lawyer John Greany arrived at the 
Times Printing Co. In Forest Grove, a 
farming community 23 miles west of 
Portland

The CIA has said Its concerns In­
volved matters of "national securi­
ty "

“It's not an emergency situation," 
Greany said before he and Bates met. 
" I'm  optimistic we will reach an 
agreem ent." Neither Greany nor 
Bates has mentioned court action

Greany said he flew out to help the 
magazine meet its deadlines, but 
Bates had said the agency was noti­
fied of the article on March 23.

Mullen submitted the article to the 
CIA In keeping with an agreement 
CIA employees make when they Join 
the agency, CIA spokesman Herbert 
Hetu said in Washington.

Bates said the first 20-paM section 
of the magazine, which did not con­
tain any of the material objectionable 
to the CIA, would be printed Friday 
and the remaining <0 pages on Mon­
day and Tuesday.

N o t much 
‘b rave’ about 
this world

MATHEWS, Va. (AP) — A teacher 
who asked his llth-grade students to 
do book reports on a nearly 50-year- 
old science fiction classic, Aldous 
Huxley’s "Brave New World,” said he 
was told he would be fired if he went 
ahead with the assignment.

L. Stuart Gibbs, 33, was notified by 
the Mathews Ckiunty School Board on 
Thursday that his contract to teach 
would not be renewed after this school 
year ends.

Gibbs said some of his students’ 
parents objected to sexual and reli­
gious references In the book, first 
published in 1932.

The book is available, without re­
strictions, in the school library.

School Superintendent Gray W. 
Bradford insisted, however, the con­
troversy over the classic had nothing 
to do with the decision to terminate 
Gibbs’ contract.

Gibbs, who teaches U.S. history, is 
the only teacher to be denied a renew­
al of his contract this year in this 
rural county bordering Chesapeake 
Bay.

“ I was told I would be fired if I went 
ahead with this assignment,” Gibbs 
said Friday. " . I chose logo ahead to 
get the students to turn the book 
report in and now my Job has been 
terminated because of it ... I do plan 
on pursuing it to court.”

The Virginia Education Association 
said it has hired a lawyer to represent 
Gibbs.

Mathews High School Principal 
Harry Ward said school officials had 
intimated to Gibbs he might be fired if 
he went ahead with the assignment

Ward said he asked Gibbs to change 
the assignment and, when he refused, 
a special school board meeting was 
called last month The issue, while 
revolving around the book, apparent 
ly centered on alleged insubordina­
tion

“ I’ve read the book, and 1 don’t see 
anything wrong with it," said the 
principal of the 485-student school 
But, he said, “in a little school like 
this, you’ve got to get along"

Huxley wrote of a 25th century 
world of forced conformity, with sci 
enlists breeding humans in test tubes, 
patterning their behavior to meet so 
ciety's needs

KELSEYViLLK, Calif (AP) — A 
country doctor says cocaine can re­
lieve the pain and symptoms of crip 
pling arthritis, but expt*rts on the 
illness say the treatment may be 
worse than the disease.

Dr Lowell .Somers of this tiny I.ake 
County community 100 miles north of 
San F'rancisco told reporters he used 
cocaine and Darvon to successfully 
treat arthritis in 13 patients.

"(Jod provided me with this oppor 
tunity to give something to mankind 1 
am dedicated to seeing that it be 
comes public,” .Somers said.

But Dr John Decker, clinical direc 
tor of the National Institute of Arthri 
tis. Metabolism and Digestive Dis 
eases in Bethesda, Md.. warned of the 
dingers of addiction from the co 
caine Darvon combination

“There are limes when you have to 
give arthritis patients medicine to 
relieve pain, but physicians are con 
stantly trying to make sure people 
don“t become addicted to it. That can 
be a worse monkey on your back than 
Joint pain," he said 

Cocaine, while not physically ad

dictive, is considered by experts to be 
psychologically addictive. It is also 
illegal except when used under a doc­
tor’s care. Darvon is a brand name 
for a mild prescription pain killer.

Som ers' unorthodox treatm ent 
brought the physician under scrutiny 
by the state Board of Medical (Quality 
Assurance, but no action was taken. 
.Somers also was removed from the 
staff of a local hospital and had to 
close one of three offices due to a drop 
in the number of patients

A spokesman at the Arthritis Poun 
dation in Atlanta said .Somers' results 
were "almost meaningless," and 
added, "You should take this with a 
large grain of salt "

Somers, 40, said he discovered the 
treatment when two of his cousins, 
who are identical twins, came to see 
him One of them had a serious case of 
rheumatoid arthritis and the other 
was a user f cocaine.

Somers, who said he was "reluctant 
to order the powder, as you can well 
imagine,” made a solution of the co­
caine and Darvon. dried it with a hair 
dryer and gave it to the arthritic

twin.
"It relieved the pain," Somers said, 

"and I thought that’s all there was to 
it. But two weeks later the symptoms 
were also diminishing."

Somers said he reported his find­
ings to the Arthritis Foundation and 
was oold to extend the treatment to at 
least 10 other patients. He actually 
treated 13.

But Charles Bennett, the founda­
tion's education director, said, “We 
never said any such thing."

"With a dozen or so patients, his 
results are almost meaningless," 
Bennett said.

Cocaine, a stimulant and pain kill­
er, was widely prescribed by doctors 
in the 19th century. But about 85 years 
ago its dangerous properties began to 
come to light, and current studies 
indicate that regular use can produce 
hypertension and extreme nervous­
ness

Arthritis is usually treated with as­
pirin or other anti-inflammatory 
drugs, or, in extreme cases, hor­
mones.

Priest acts as mediator in strike  
between farm ers, onion grower

RAYMONDVILLE, Texas (AP) -  
A Brownsville Catholic bishop took on 
the role of labor mediator in an effort 
to reopen negotiations between strik

Evans, who originally 
was adamant in his de­
sire to die in the electric 
chair, asked an Alabama 
federal judge Thursday 
to postpone his execution 
pending formal appeal of 
his death sentence.

It U likely that Evans’ 
execution will not be res­
cheduled until be has ex­
hausted all appeals, a 
process that could take 
months or even years.

Nonetheless, following 
the latest Supreme (3ourt 
decision, Alabama Attor­
ney G eneral C harles 
Graddick said he would 
petition the s ta te  Su-

Evans, 29, was sen­

tenced to death for the 
1977 m urder of Mobile 
pawnshop owner Ed­
ward Nassar.

Evans had chosen not 
to appeal his scheduled 
April 6 execution. But 
hours before Evans was 
to die. Supreme Court 
Justice William H. Rehn- 
quist ordered state au­
thorities to keep him 
alive until the full Su­
preme Court could con­
sider an emergency re­
quest by Evans’ mtAher, 
Betty Evans Dickson of 
Beaumont, Texas.

That request was den­
ied without explanation 
F riday . Chief Justice  
Warren E. Burger issued 
a one-sentence s ta te ­
ment: “The application 
for stay  of execution, 
presented to Mr. Justice 
Rehnquist and by him re­
ferred to the court, is 
denied”

rorobider Friday that time is running out for mem­
bers of the clergy who may have changed their 
minds and want to be covered by Social Security.

The deadline is Monday night at midnight for any 
clergy to revoke their exemption from Social Securi­
ty. Ifthey wish to do so, the Social Security Adminis­
tration said.

Congress gave the clergy a one-time o(>portunlty In 
the 1977 Social Security Amendments to change their 
status. The offer applied to those who decided In the 
past to take advantage of an exemption for the 
clergy from paying Into the system.

The agency warned the ministers they may sacri­
fice both M c^care and Social Security protection if 
they remain outside the system. However, they 
ackiiowledge that some clergy could gain these 
benefits by working at other Jobs that are covered by 
Social Security.

Clergy arc treated as self-employed for Social

Security purposes and they must decide at the end of 
their first year whether to stay out of the sys­
tem.

The clergy must fill out Internal Revenue Service 
form 4M1-A If they wish to revoke their exemption, 
the agency said. A spokesman said It was not known 
how many have done so since 1977, or how many 
clergy are exempt.

WICHITA FALLS, Texas (AP) — Long distance 
telephone service was restored to almost all of the 
Wichita Falls area Friday as residents began 
to piece together their wind-blown lives in the wake 
of Tuesday’s thunderous tornado.

Southwestern Bell officials predicted local service 
will be back in operation by Sunday evening.

Friday morning, the city council officially asked 
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to take over the 
massive cleanup operation.

President Carter’s assistant. Jack Watson, and 
federal Disaster Assistance Administrator Bill Wil­
cox surveyed the damaged eight-square-mile area 
Friday morning and checked on three federal disas­
ter centers that will open Saturday.

Fifteen federal agencies and a variety of state and 
local groups will be represented at the two centers 
here and a third in Vernon.

Adjustors for the American Insurance Assocation 
estimated damage at (204 million to insured struc­
tures in Wichita Falls.

The Red Cross said 20,000 persons were left home­
less when the vicious twister destroyed more than 
6,400 homes, 1,100 apartment units and 150 mobile 
homes in North Central Texas.

Red Cross Director of Disaster Assessments Ri­
chard Balnicky predicted 90 percent of the proper­
ties were injured.

Justice reprimanded
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Justice of Peace Robert 

R. Cole of Dallas has received a public reprimand 
because he personally chased a speeding mo­
torist at speeds exceeding the state speed limits.

The State Commission on Judicial Conduct said 
Friday the reprimand was issued after a hearing 
held April 6 in which Cole appeared as a witness. 
The commission said the hearing resulted from a 
story in a Dallas newspaper that was headlined 
“Hard-nosed Dallas JP  Gets His Man.”

The commission’s order said that “the commission 
finds that in pursuing a speeding a motorist on a 
public roadway Judge Cole was himself in violation 
of the law in driving his automobile at rates of speed 
in excess of the legal limit and placed himself 
and other motorists in Jeopardy in his efforts to keep 
the subject under surveillance. This conduct is ag­
g ra v a te  by the assertion by Judge Cole to the 
news media that he would do it again under the same 
circumstances.

Silkwood lawyer Gerry 
Spence told Theis he 
m ade the motion be­
cause Kerr-McGee lied 
to its workers about the 
cancer risks of plutoni­
um radiation.

“To me, that has to 
stop and it won’t stop 
when we’re dealing with 
one-half of one percent of 
their assets,” he said. 
“Ten million to the cor­
porate assets is about as

ridiculous as six cents to 
the income of the aver­
age man.”

Spence told 'Theis he 
was “unaware of the na­
ture and extent of this 
company's assets and in­
come” until last month, 
after the trial began.

Kerr-McGee is an en­
ergy conglomerate with 
interests in oil, natural 
gas, uranium, helium, 
coal and other areas. It is 
one of the 200 largest 
corporations in the Unit­
ed States, according to 
Fortune magazine, and 
has an annual income 
exceeding $2.1 billion.

Miss Silkwood was a 
lab technician at Kerr- 
McGee’s nuclear fuel 
p lant near C rescent, 
Okla., when she died in 
a 1974 auto accident.

The lawsuit filed by 
her estate alleges her 
employer was negligent 
in allowing her to be­
come contaminated with 
plutonium. Kerr-McGee 
contends she contamin­
ated hem lf, possibly to

d ram atize  her claim s 
that working conditions 
at Kerr-McGee were un­
safe.

The trial is in its sixth 
week. The plaintiffs have 
rested their case, and 
the defense has present­
ed three witnesses so far. 
Testim ony was to re ­
sume Monday.

Spence said the failure 
to seek punitive damages 
in excess of the $10 mil­
lion on the record at the 
start of the trial “ was a 
fundamental oversight” 
made before he entered 
the case.

Theis said he probably 
won’t rule on the motion 
until Just before the case 
goes to the Jury.

Problems that come with old age 
afflict more than one of eight Texans 
now — but since most people hope to 
live long enough to grow old, the 
elderly also are of concern to the rest 
of the population.

Population projections Indicate that 
by the year 2000 one in every five 
Texans will be 60 or older.

During the last 10 years or so, the 
problems of that age group have been

getting more attention.ilTeWhile federal grants providing 
funds for aging programs in Texas 
amounted to less than $1 million a 
year in the early 1970s, current fig­
ures are running In the neighborhood 
of $25 million a year, according to the 
Governor's Committee on Aging.

In Midland, the level of services 
also has Jumped.

One such serv ice  is Meals on 
Wheels, a p a rtia lly  state-funded 
project which sends a hot meal each

weekday to home-bound senior citi- 
7.ens who can’t cook balanced meals 
for them.selves.

A companion, completely local and 
self-supporting program is Share-A- 
Meal for elderly persons who need the 
meals, but can afford to pay the full 
cost of the service.

Elizabeth Glenn is director of both 
programs.

‘"nie only rea.son rm..doing Meals 
on Whc*els," said Mrs. Glenn, “is be­
cause someday I’m going to be a little 
old lady.’’

The director said one problem she 
encounters is eligible persons who are 
loo proud to accept the help.

“They feel like when they start 
receiving meals...they’ve given up, 
and that’s not true,’’ she contended, 
explaining that the meals often are 
the thing that allows the older person 
to stay at home and live independent­
ly instead of having to go to a nursing 
home.

For many, the Meals on Wheels 
volunteer is the person’s prim ary 
contact with the outside world. Some 
have families that can help on week­
ends, but many are all alone and feel 
unwanted, she said.

Mrs. Glenn told of seeing one 
woman who has .severe health prob­
lems walking down the street. She 
said .she asked the woman why she 
was out walking, and the answer was, 
“ I was hoping I would Just drop 
dead.”

Transportation is another problem 
many older Midlanders face. Midland 
College and Casa de Amigos offer 
general transportation on an appoint­
ment basis to shopping areas and 
other places users need to go.

Midland Community Action Agency 
provides bus services to medical ap­
pointments.

Transportation to the Senior Citi­
zens Center is provided by special 
bus, available by reservation.

The center, currently located at 
First Christian Church, is a project of 
the city of Midland Parks and Recre­
ation Department. It offers a variety 
of activities, including games and 
clas.ses in various hobbies.

It’s open each weekday.
The city plans to convert the cur­

rent Circle Drive Fire Station Into a 
new and larger center when the open­
ing of two new fire stations ailows the 
city to stop using the facility for a fire 
station.

Casa de Amigos also has several 
programs for older citizens.

For the elderly person who wants to 
go back to school. Midland College 
charges senior citizens no tuition. 
And several stores offer discounts to 
senior citizens.

The elderly get a tax break from all 
the local governing bodies in the form 
of a homestead exemption of $6,000 of 

. the assessed value of their houses. 
Under a new law, an additional $10,- 
000 is subtracted from the 100 percent 
valuation on school taxes only.

Among organizations for senior citi­
zens in Midland are the American 
Association of Retired Persons, Na­
tional Association of Retired Federal 
Employees, Midland Retired Teach­
ers and F irst Methodist Church’s 
Golden Agers. For those who like to 
dance, there’s the Over-55 Dance 
Club.

Senior Services of First Christian 
Church has published a Directory of 
Information for Senior Citizens.

It lists all the above organizations, 
plus a variety of others with special

programs available to the elderly.
As a general rule. In each case, the 

idea is to help elderly Midlanders 
cope with the most common problems 
— which, most observers agree, are 
declining health and isolation.

H u rry in g  in w ro n g  
d ire c tio n  is fa ta l

Many a bridge player takes pride in 
playing quickly, but speed it no ad­
vantage when you’re going in the 
wrong direction.

South ruffed the third diamond, 
drew trumps and tried the spade 
finesse to quickly that it made dum­
my’s head swim.

A irp o rt custodial firm  
overb illed  state $1^371

BALTIMORE (AP) — A custodial firm at Balti- 
more-Washington International Airport deliberately 
overbilled the state $1,731 last year, according to an 
audit.

State Aviation Administrator Karl R. Sattler said 
Thursday the audit revealed that Pritchard Ser­
vices, Inc., of Dallas, submitted inflated payroll 
costs between Oct. 12 and Dec. 31.

.Sattler added that the manager of the firm has 
resigned and that the overbilling has been repaid in 
full.

Sattler said a Pritchard supervisor apparently 
submitted pay slips to thd state showing a full work 
force when theae was less than a full staff on 
duty.

'*He was doing it Just to show he had enough people 
on 'he job,” Sattler said, adding that the audit found 
no evideni^ that any Pritchard employee had ille­
gally pocketed mdney from the state.

■‘There is no evidwce that any state e m p lo y ^  
were involved,” he added

Tlie attorney general's office Is discussing the 
possibility of bringing legal action against the Jani­
torial firm’s employees, Sattler said.

The cleaning firm has an $8S2,9S7 contract with the 
state to provide custodial services throughout the 
airport.

California homes get 'the bends'
RANCHO PALOS VERDES. Calif. (AP) — The 

road along Portuguese Bend winds gently past wispy 
pepper trees and rambling ocean-view homes, its 
slightly cracked surface the only hint of a slow-mo- 
tion disaster residents say is “ tearing everybody 
up.”

More than 30 fashionable houses in the Abalone 
Cove neighborhood of thi|> affluent Los Angeles 
suburb are splitting and cracking inch by inch, 
victims of a creeping landslide that began last 
spring.

“When I noticed cracks in the ceiling last April, I 
thought I needed to paint again,” said resident 
Jacqueline Moxley. Now, as the cracks slowly riddle 
her home from kitchen to back bedroom, Mrs. 
Moxley says “ it just breaks your heart.”

Shifting real estate is no stranger to Portuguese 
Bend. Some ISO homes not far from Abalone Cove 
were either destroyed or damaged between 1956 and 
1958. But until last year, homes in the Cove section 
had remained untouched.

“ It’s amazing to watch,” Mrs. Moxley said. “ Mon­
etarily  and emotionally, it’s tearing everybody 
up.”

The once-choice homes are now impossible to sell 
at their pre-slide worth, and banks will not make 
loans to prospective buyers, according to residents.

“We’re losing something we paid a lot of money for 
and worked for,” said Maureen Griffin, a ho­
meowner. “ We’re losing our biggest asset.”

Meivyn Lewin said his $210,000 home is now “ prac­
tically worthless.” He said the four- to six-inch 
cracks in his floors “ look like caverns” and open 
wider with each new rainfall.

Just next door, Lawrence Horan cut his slowly 
sliding garage away from his house to keep the rest 
of the bunding intact. But a few weeks ago the home 
began “ pivoting around the fireplace,” Horan .said.

“ I have a contractor coming out to cut another 
portion of my house off,” he said. “The thing is 
moving very erratically.”

Nearby, a two-acre palm-studded waterfront es­
tate once used to film the comedy “ It’s a Mad, Mad, 
Mad, Mad World,” has suffered cracking throughout 
the grounds.

The owner, Mrs. Betty Hardin, put it up for sale 
last year for $875,000. “ It’s still on the market and I 
can’t sell it,” she said.

While the slide has turned most homeowners 
against the caprice of nature, it also has pitted some 
residents against local government.

Mrs. Griffin and Mrs. Moxley said the city and 
county should have warned residents about a slide 
possibility after a sewage pumping station nearby 
was damaged by ground movement three years 
ago.

“ If only we had known, we could have done 
■something about it before it got like this,” Mrs. 
Moxley -said. “ It’s a real stab in the back.”

But Mayor Ken Dyda of Rancho Palos Verdes said 
the city “had no privileged knowledge” that the 
homeowners didn’t have.

“ It’s just like earthquakes,” he said. “ When you 
live in California and you haven't had one in awhile, 
you lend to forget about them.” ,

Lewin said the city has dragged its feet on a 
geologist’s report that said the slide might be 
stoppi>d by pumping out ground water from heavy 
rains. Geologists think the extra water caused the 
slide.

However, Dyda said the city has “done the only 
thing you can do.” It proclaimed Abalone Cove a 
disaster area.

The county recently agreed with the city in con­
firming the disaster rating. If the state follows suit, 
low interest loans for repairing damage would be 
made available to homeowners.

But because Abalone Cove is a private area with 
private roads, funds fur halting the slide will have to 
come from residents, Dyda said.

He said the city is working on the introduction of 
state legislation to allow the residents of Abalone

Cove to tax them.selves to raise funds for restoring 
the land.

For Maureen Griffin, that amounts to the city and 
county doing nothing “unless we pav for It ”

"Our homes are falling apart more every day 
and...they wonder why we're half crazy up here,” 
she said.

woman to own an NFL franchise. 
Other widows of club owners to have 
succeeded their husbands included 
Mrs. Dan Reeves In Lo* Angeles and

Mrs. Tony Morabito and Mrs. Vic 
Morabito in San Francisco.

But if she follows her description of 
her new position, Mrs. Rosenbloom 
would become one of the few women 
to play the top role in the operation of 
a football franchise.

Called by her fiiendf "strong and 
confident,” she said she was intima­
tely associated with her husband in 
his many business decisions in their 
seven Los Angeles years.

" I’m just an extension of Carroll 
Rosenbloom," she said. ‘T don’t want 
to sound kooky, but I feel as close to 
him as ever. We were never apart, 
you know. We talked over everything. 
He always said women were stronger 
than men."

SOME NFL owners privately ex­
pressed surprise that "Roaenbloom

would leave control of his ciub to a 
woman." But those who knew him . 
best said the move was in character.

"He thought a hell of a lot of Geor­
gia,” one said. “He spent more time 
with her than most men do with their 
wives. In fact, the thing be worried 
about the most was that something 
would happen to her, especially when 
she was out in traffic. I was there one 
day when he raised bell because she 
hadn’t called to say she’d be M mi­
nutes late.”

Georgia was introduced to Carroll 
by a friend of both families, the late 
Ambassador Joseph Kennedy. Her fh- 
ther had been an investment broker in 
St. Louis, where she was born and 
attended Miss Edwards’ School a ^  
other St. Louis schools. Her father’s 
family owned the St. Louis Transfer 
Co.

Two M idland runners 
to fake on marathon

Two Midland runners, Norman 
Smith and John Carmony, will be 
among the 7,500 men and women run­
ning in the 83rd annual Boston Mara­
thon, reputed to be the world’s most 
pretiglous run.

The running kicks off at high noon 
on Monday.

Smith, 32, an exploration geologist 
who deems himself a “complusive 
runner,” ran last year’s 26-mile, 385- 
yard run (42.2 kilometers) from Hop- 
klnton. Mass., to downtown Boston 
in two hours and 45 minutes.

Hie run will be Carmony’s debut at 
Boston, though he qualified for the 
“tortuous” Bi<Mton Marathon by rac­
ing the 28.21875 miles in DaUas' White 
RMk Lake Marathon last December 
In a 2:58.24 time.

Carmony, a geo-physicist, has been 
running steadily for the past year.

Smith, who has been running for

four years, hopes to best his 2:45.28 
time from last year. He came in 814th 
in a field of thousands.

‘‘I’ll try to do better than last year,” 
Smith said Friday, on the eve of his 
and Carmony’s departure for Massa­
chusetts. ‘‘But it’ll depend on the 
weather.”

“It’ll take a day to acclimate,” 
Carmony said of Sunday's rest 
there.

Winning last year’s Boston Mara­
thon was Bill Rodgers. 31. He ran the 
route over rolling hills in 2:10.13. His 
best run was 2:00.55 in 1975.

’’Certainly, I won’t have a chance of 
winning,” said Smith, ‘‘but it’s an 
honor” to take on the Boston Mara­
thon.

Smith and Carmony will be repre­
senting the Midland YMCA in the 
run.

Boston policeman 
runs interference

BOSTON (AP) — Although Robert 
Dunn was one of the first across the 
finish line In a half dosen Boston 
Marathons, he received little atten- 
tton. It didn’t bother him; the state 
poUceman was too busy shooing spec­
tators, bicyclists and diogs away from 
exluusted runners.

“It’s hectic, and It's getting more 
hectic ,”  said Lt. Dunn, who has 
viewed marathons from the saddle of 
a motorcycle or the front seat of a 
•quad car over the last 17 years.

Tills year, Dunn will supervise an 
escort of abw t a dozen state troopers 
who will run interference for an esti­
mated 7,500 participants In the 28- 
mlle run from Hopkinton to Boston.

Joined by officers from towns in the 
marathon’s path, it will be Dunn’s Job 
to d e a r  a way for the runners through 
the estimated one million specUtors 
who clog the roads along the route.

“Most of the crowd is really helpful 
to the runners,” said Dunn. “Tliey 
pass out cups of water and orange 
slices. But sometimes they’re too 
belpfkil. Some of the runners don’t 
want help, and these people get in the

way.
‘̂ r e  are major points of conges­

tion along the race, particularly adja­
cent to the lung-wretching hills. “A lot 
of people like to watch them run the 
hills b^ause of the degree of difficul­
ty,” explained Dunn.

“It’s the place to be, where people 
are partying and having a good time. 
It isn’t a d isor^rly  crowd. It Just 
pushes out onto the street.”

There are other problems besides 
the crowds. Dunn and his men must 
deal with bicyclists who accompany 
some of the runners and the occasion­
al canine spectator who takes a fancy 
to one of the road race participants.

“Every once and a while Uie <k>gs 
will chase someone, but they’re gen­
erally more interested in the motor- 
cych» than the runners.” he said.

Dunn, who does some running on his 
own. said his men often find them­
selves cast in the role of impromptu 
coaches to some of the runners.

“ A lot of them talk to the guys on 
the motorcycle.”  he said, ‘“rhey 
might tell how they think they’re 
doing, how they feeL Just to ^ v e  
someone to talk to.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Players of 
the North American Soccer League 
went on strike against the 24 club 
owners over the issue of union recog­
nition Friday but the full effect of the 
work stoppage will not be known until 
games are played tonight.

Ed Garvey, executive director of 
the players association, told newsmen 
that an overwhelming majority voted 
for the work stoppage which, he said, 
was over one Issue — recognition of 
the union.

He said 365 players cast ballots with 
252 voting in favor of the strike.

“ All but two teams had a majority 
in favor," he said, adding that only 
Detroit and Tampa voted against the 
work stoppage. No votes were taken 
in Tulsa and Chicago, where Garvey 
said management refused to permit 
union officials to meet with the play­
ers, and in Edmonton where he said 
the team is Just being organized after 
moving from Oakland.

ASKED ABOUT conflicting reports 
on votes in certain cities such as 
Atlanta which the union said voted in 
favor of striking but which the Cemsti- 
tution said voted 12-6 against.

Garvey said the vote was taken in 
Atlanta earlier and the members 
voted in favor of the strike but then 
’’m anagement called the team to­
gether Thursday and intimidated 
them and told them to vote again. 
There was only one vote taken as far 
as we are concerned. That’s the one 
taken first and the one we counted."

As for the defending champion Cos­
mos, which he reported as voting 20-2 
in favor as opposed to another report 
which had it 20-1 against striking, 
Garvey said, “ Management was put­
ting out 20-1 before the vote was even 
taken. I can assure you that the vote 
was 20-2 in favor of striking and the 
votes were counted by CJhinagua."

Garvey said the Labor Department 
was notified of the union’s action and 
has “certified that this is a strike."

A li wants  
to  go out 
w hile on top

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (AP) — 
Heavyweight boxing champion Mu­
hammad Ali said Friday that he was 
about to retire, saying he wanted to 
become the first black heavyweight 
champion to quit on top.

“ In a few days I’ll announce my 
retirement formally and officially be­
cause there’s nothing more for me to 
accomplish," said Ali, who has talked 
of retirement often in the last few 
years.

Ali said he had to announce before 
Sept. 15 whether he would retire, oth­
erwise he would be stripped of the 
title Of all heavyweight champions, 
he said, only two white men. Gene 
Tunney and Rocky Marciano, retired 
as champions.

“ I’m saying now that I don’t plan to 
never fight again because it’s very 
im portant to my peoplet” he de­
clared, using a double negative in a 
clearly affirmative sense.

He said that where other champions 
had retired at 33, he was 37 and would 
like to get out on top and not “hang 
around" and mar his record.

AU DISCUSSED his future after 
addressing the U.N. Special Gmimlt- 
tee against South African Apartheid, 
or race segregation, and presenting 
the United Nations with a painting he 
had done himself titled, “ Freedom." 
The picture shows the African conti­
nent outlined in black on buff with a 
Mack figure saying, “Let my people 
go.”

Committee Chairman Leslie O. 
Harriman, introducing the fighter, 
said, “ It’s a great blow to the South 
African racists today that freedom 
has Mr. M uhamm ad Ali on her 
side.”

Ali said he had been invited to South 
Africa two or three times to box there 
but had refused to go. Once, he 
said,’’I told some $12 million, ’No, 
thank you.’ They couldn’t get me to 
go.”

In the course of a homily on the 
heart as “ the center of man," he said 
the South Africans “have a heart of 
iron and we can’t do anything to it 
until we put it in the fire and Jt starts 
to melt."

Ali, who has often boasted he is “ the 
greatest" fighter. Jested, “ I’m soon 
gonna be the greatest aytlst of all
time.”

LATER, HE recited a poem he had 
written:

’’Spread the word around the 
world.

“Tell both friend and foe 
‘̂ ‘That I’m fighting for freedom. 
“South Africa, let the people go." 
Hans Janitschek of the U.N. De­

partment of Public Information told a 
reporter that Ali had been hired as a 
special representative of the U.N. De­
velopment Program with an office at 
UNDP headquarters and a studio at 
the U:Jf. Institute for 'Training and 
Research.

The fighter is entitled to per diem 
pay as a high U.N. official in the 
third-from-top rank in the secretari­
at, he said, but has refused to take the 
money. t

Janitschek said the UNDP was 
planning two trips for Alt, one to the 
Caribbean and the other to Arab 
countries, where the fighter is well 
known as a Moslem.

Hopefully, Judge Hart will tell them 
to stop threatening foreign players 
that they will not get visas next year if 
they do strike.”
- Garvey denied an accusation he 
said has been m ade by the club 
owners that the union favored depor­
tation for the foreign plnvers

“ They have lied,” said Garvey. 
“We have never taken that position.

Garvey also said it would be “pre­
mature to speculate” on the effect the 
strike will have on Saturday night’s 
schedule of 12 games.

“They may ^ a y  makeup soccer,” 
he said. “ I know from football that the 
owners will put anyone in uniform 
Just so they can field a team .”

- GARVEY, WHO also is execuUve 
secretary of the National Football 
League Players Association, ran an 
unsuccessful strike against the NFL 
during the exhibition season in 1974.

The 24 clubs have indicated they 
will play tonight.

Garvey also denied a report that the 
NFL Players Association is bankroll­
ing the soccer union and strike with 
between $200,000 and $300,000.

“The NFL Players Association has 
been bearing the cost to create the 
soccer union," said Garvey. “ We 
have spent less than $100,000 since 
July 1977 when the s<Kcer union was 
formed. There is no strike fund. The 
soccer players are now raising their 
own money.”

Owners take hard  
line against strike

Team owners, faced Friday with 
the first major rebellion by players in 
the North American Soccer League, 
snatched up players wherever they 
could and said they would continue to 
field teams.

But the picture was confused as the 
NASL Players Association announced 
in Washington that it would strike the 
league for refusing to recognize the 
union as the players’ bargaining 
agent.

Teams scrambled to determine bow 
many of their regulars would honor 
the strike. While no firm count was 
Immediately available, it seemed 
that most teams’ rosters would be 
seriously lacking in regulars today, 
when all 24 teams are scheduled to 
plsy.

Foreign players, who comprise 55 
percent of the league’s rosters, were 
caught in the m iddle. Each side 
charged the other with threatening 
those players with deportation.

And the union and the league pro­
vided different figures regarding the 
number of players who supported the 
strike.

It was clear, however, that the 
team owners were taking a hard line 
against the action.

“ I’ve already got a team lined up 
and we’re going to play," said Seattle 
General Manager Jack Daley, erhose 
Sounders were to play the Tornado at 
Dallas Saturday night “We’ll acU- 
vate our coaches. I’ve signed four free 
agents and we’ve got another half a 
dozen players who either have been 
rut from other rosters or what have 
you.

“At this point we’re not going to be 
choosy."

The Memphis Rogues reported that

none of their players showed up for 
Friday practice. The league cham­
pion (^ m o s  issued a one-sentence 
statement asserting that they would 
send a “ ftill compliment" to Atlanta 
to play the Gilefs, but did not specify 
how many were regulars.

Most teams reported thev were dip­
ping Into the amateur ranlu or pick­
ing up freb agents.

P layers Association Executive 
Director Ed Garvey said 353 players, 
or 69 percent of the 365 voting, had 
supported the strike. However, team 
by team, different sources gave vast­
ly different counts on the strike vote 
uken Thursday.

MONTE CARLO, Monaco (AP) — 
Bjorn Borg of Sweden overcam e 
Jose-Luis CHerc of Argentina 4-6, 6-2, 
6-1 in the quarter-finals of a $175,000 
World Championship Tennis tourna­
ment Friday.

Regaining his form at the start of 
the second set, Borg’s powerful shots 
proved too much for Clerc the rest of 
the match.

BOSTON (AP) — Fenway Park’s 
7,400 bleacher seats will be r^u ced  in 
prfee by $1 for six games starting 
today under an agreement that penal­
izes the Boston Red Sox for an im­
proper $1 ticket price hike at an un­
specified number of 1978 games.

State Attorney General Francis X. 
Bellotti also announced Friday that 
the American League team will do­
nate proceeds from sale of 10,000 re­
served b leacher sea ts , worth $3 
apiece, to charity.

In an out-of-court settlement, the 
Red Sox effectively agreed with Bel- 
lotti’s allegation that the team occa­
sionally violated its stated 1978 ticket

policy, hiking unreserved $2 bleacher 
seats to $3.

Last year, the team tried a policy of 
raising unreserved bleacher price by 
$1, making them reserved, when all 
other reserved seats at the ball park 
were sold in advance.

The aim was to let fans buy re­
served bleacher seats before the day 
of the game. Traditionally, bleachers 
at Fenway Park have been sold on a 
first-come, first-served basis.

But responding to fan complaints 
and reports in The Boston Glote, Bel- 
lotti’s office concluded that the Red 
Sox sometimes hiked bleacher prices 
even when some reserved seats had 
not beirn sold.

Rick Gross, an assistant attorney 
general in the Ckmsumer Protection 
Division, said his investigation didn’t 
turn up evidence that showed the 
team “willfully or Intentionally” vio­
lated ticket policy. A Ucket office 
mix-up was possible, he said.

The $30,000 donation, from the sale 
of 10,000 now-reserved bleacher seats, 
will go to the Massachusetts Advo­
cacy Center, a non-profit organization 
that aids underprivileged youths 
throughout the state.

In addition, through the game of 
April 19, all $3 reserved bleacher 
seats will be sold for $2, and unre­
served $2 seats will be sold for $1.

Hershey's 
chocolate 
is ‘sa fe ’

As you would expect, there’s a lot of 
milk in milk chocolate.

So when the nation’s most serious 
nuclear accident released radiation 
into the air 11 miles from Hershey 
Foods (}orp. on East C!hocolate Ave­
nue late last month, there was an 
obvious question.

“ Is the milk all right?” asked Her­
shey Chief Executive William Dear- 
den, who satisfies his sweet tooth by 
eating chocolate every day.

The company also wondered wheth­
er Americans scared by the accident 
at the Three Mile Island nuclear 
power plant might stop buying Her­
shey bars. Both Hershey and stores 
that .sell lots of candy say that has not 
happened.

But the milk,. 116,000 gallons of it a 
day, was a ticklish problem.

THE COMPANY says 11 percent of 
that milk comes from farms within 20 
miles of the power plant. The remain­
der comes from up to 70 miles from 
the nuclear station. Hershey tradi­
tionally has kept secret how much 
milk goes into its chocolate. Some of 
the 116,000 gallons a day is turned into 
powdered milk and sold.

State officials say radiation levels* 
in samples of milk taken in the area of 
the nuclear plant area have ranged 
from nil to far below danger levels. 
Hershey says its ^ilk  is “absolutely 
safe.” but it nonetheless is taking 
“ultra-conservative” precautions.

Dearden said in an interview the 
firm does not plan an advertising 
campaign assuring the public its ' 
products are wholesome. But the 
company sent a letter to employees 
and shareholders saying its facilities 
and products are “safe and free of 
radioactive contamination.”

“We are carefully monitoring aH 
products leaving our plant,” said the 
letter. “ You can have complete confi­
dence that all products we manufac­
ture are absolutely safe and that we 
will take every precaution to insure 
the continuing safety of all prod­
ucts.”

The White House, while not naming 
Hershey, also issued a statement say­
ing “ the food from the Three Mile 
Island area is safe to produce, buy. 
transport, prepare and eat as the food 
available at any other place in the 
U.S.”

HERSHEY'S 4,589 employees were 
calm during the incident. “Over 90 
percent of our workforce” was on 
duty by the Monday after the acci­
dent, said Dearden. “There was no 
more absenteeism than there would 
be on a snow day.”

Dearden said “ at the beginning 
there were people who were con­
cerned” that Hershey’a sales m ight' 
slide because of customer worries 
over the safely of the company’s can­
dies and other products. But there 
have been no sales cancellations since 
the accident, he said.

A spot check by The Associated 
Press found no instance where cus­
tomers had steered clear of Hershey 
chocolate out of fear of radiation.

“ I Just finished eating a chocolate 
bar and I'm not glowing,” quipped 
one Wall Street analyst who follows 
Hershey’s fortunes.

The costs to Hershey of milk tests 
and changes in production schedules 
are “not significant,” said Dearden, 
who declined to say exactly how much 
the testing and other items have 
cost.

HEALTH OFFICIALS' main fear 
has been that milk from the Harris­
burg area might contain radioactive- 
iodine-131, a compound that can trav-v 
el through the air to pastures w h ^ f  
cows graze. The compound then oan 
travel through cows’ milk into the 
human thyroid gland. An overdose of 
Uie radioactive material could cause 
cancer.

Fortunately, said Dearden, “ the 
cows here weren’t on pasture because 
there's no grass around here yet. 
They were eating feed grown last 
year and put in silos.’’

Hershey's first move came right 
after the accident. It stopped taking 
in milk for immediate use in the 
candy factories. Instead, it kept pro­
duction lines moving by using inven­
tories of partially processed choco­
late, containing milk received before 
the accident.

Hie milk that normally would go 
into the kitchen.s'went instead to near­
by plants, where it was made into 
powder and set aside to allow any 
radioactivity to deteriorate.

'The waiting period isn’t long. Io­
dine-131 is short-lived, and after eight 
days, half a given amount will have 
decayed. Eight days later, half of the 
remainder will be gone, and so on.
