The majority of our fans fol­
low the team because they have 
a real interest in the team. 
There are some whose children 
are on the team; others, rela­
tives or friends; others because 
they are truly sport enthusiasts. 
A small majority who resort to 
intoxication by alcohol follow 
the team. They are not appre­
ciated by the school, the team, 
or the real true fan. They 
sometimes become so intoxicated 
that they do not realize what 
they are doing. There are some 
who appear intoxicated, who 
seem not to know what they are 
doing; but when the game is ov­
er, they go directly to their car. 
The majority of fans certainly 
do not appreciate this type of 
person. It would be better for 
them to remain at home. So, 
that opposing fans would not get 
the wrong impression.

These few do not realize how 
they jeopardize the school and 
the team. Officials can penal­
ize the team for having intoxi­
cated fans on the field. This is 
unfair to the team, the school, 
the coach, and the community. 
These drunks have to be con­
ducted off the field. They can 
be placed in jail for safekeeping 
for the good of the community. 
Opposing schools get the im­
pression that this is tsrpical be­
havior of Stratford fans, and 
they criticize the school and 
community for allowing it to 
happen.

The University Interscholastic 
League, of which our school is a 
member in good standing, 
charges our school with the re­
sponsibility of carrying out the 
rules and regulations of that 
body. Every fan should know 
these rules and regulations, and 
they should try their best to

FFA Boys Buy 
39 Commercial 
Feeder Heifers

(By Duard Lamb)
Under the w'atchful eyes of two 

highly experienced cattlemen, 
Frank Judd and Peach Smith, 
nine F.F.A. boys purchased thir­
ty-nine angus feeder heifers in 
Amarillo Monday. The heifers 
have been distributed to the 
nine boys, and are now being 
placed on “ full feed.” This, 
the F.F.A. Department hopes, is 
the beginning of a commercial 
feeding program that will rate 
second to none. Arthur Judd, 
Jodie Reesing and Walter Las- 
ley, the three adult advisors on 
the commercial feeding pro­
gram, have already discussed a 
marketing program that will be 
a great incentive for the boys.

Sonny Judd, Joedale Reesing, 
Richard McMinn, Neil Harris, 
Hal Bennett, Elliott Crabtree, 
Robert Ritchey, Charles Cle­
ments and Stephen Cleavinger 
were accompanied to Amarillo by 
Jodie Reesing, Roy Harris, Ar­
thur Judd and Duard Lamb. Pup 
Wells showed his interest in the 
program by furnishing a truck 
that was used to transport the 
cattle to Stratford.

The heifers, averaging six 
hundred and three pounds, will 
be placed on a ration consisting 
of grain sorghum, alfalfa pellets, 
cotton seed meal, and either en­
silage or ground bundles. The 
boys plan to feed up to a maxi­
mum of 120 days, or until the 
heifers reach a desired grade. At 
this time, tentative plans have 
been made for the boys to ac­
company the cattle to a terminal 
market such as Oklahoma City. 
Commission Companies at any 
of the terminal markets will up­
on request, arrange an educa­
tional tour of the market. This 
will enable the boys to observe 
the selling of their steers, the 
butchering and processing of 
cattle, and finally, they will get 
to observe the handling of beef 
in the wholesale market.

The purchasing of these heif­
ers v/as an education within it­
self for the boys. They all 
realized the importance of uni­
formity in a group of feeder 
cattle, and this w ^  the thing 
that caught their eye as they 
toured the yards of the Ama­
rillo Livestock Auction early 
Monday morning, and came up­
on this pen of thirty-nine angus 
heifers. The education came in 
trying to buy these cattle before 
they came through the sale 
ring. After many offers, and 
coimter offers, the trade was 
finally made, and in a short time 
the boys were on their way back 
to Stratford with a load of high 
quality, uniform angus heifers. 
The boys were all happy over 
the fact that the purchase price 
of the heifers was well below 
the original price asked by the 
owner of the cattle.

We take our hats off to Frank 
Judd, who paid for the cattle in 
Amarillo. Without men like 
him, we could not have such a 
program as this. Tuesday 
morning, the cattle were “shap­
ed up” into groups of twos and 
threes and the pens were num­
bered. Each boy drew a num­
ber from a hat to decide which 
boy got each pen of cattle. The 
cattle were weighed back over 
the scales at the Santa Fe Stock 
pens, and from this weight, the 
total shrink was figured. The 
total shrink was distributed 
equally between the thirty-nine 
head. The Santa Fe scale 
weight, plus the average shrink, 
was the pay weight for each in­
dividual boy. These nine boys

W e Pay For Driver 
Edcuation, Whether 
W e Have It Or Not

A study made this year at the 
Bradford Senior High School in 
Bradford, Pennsylvania, reveal­
ed that the community paid 
$67.73 per student for the privi­
lege of not training high school 
drivers, reports the Bulletin of 
the National Association of Se­
condary-School Principals.

The school, ulth an enrollment 
of 992 student^, found that 389 
already • had licenses. Eighty- 
nine students had been involved 
in accidents costing $19,628, an 
average of $212 per accident. 
Only 2 of the 89 drivers involved 
in accidents weredriver-educa- 
tion graduates, despite the fact 
that the trained drivers repre­
sented 25 percent of the total 
number of drivers with licenses.

The trained drivers’ propor­
tionate share of this huge bill 
was $424. The untrained dri­
vers cost the community $19,204. 
Since there was d total of 285 of 
them in school, the total per- 
pupil cost of not training them 
amoiinted to $67.73. The com­
munity could have trained ev­
ery driver for less than half the 
price it paid in insurance set- 
t l^ en ts  and damage claims.

AMENDMENT FOUR

(By Betty Bradley)
On November 6th everyone 

should go to the polls to vote. 
Of course all of the teachers are 
hoping you will vote for Teacher 
Retirement Amendment 4, The

teachers have been encouraging 
everyone to vote for this amend­
ment. At the last P.T.A. 
meeting, car stickers, with the 
words “Vote for Teacher Retire­
ment Amendment 4,” were 
passed out to each family repre­
sented at the meeting.

Just what is amendment 4? It 
gives the legislature the power 
to revise the existing Teacher 
Retirement System. The new 
revised version wiU give the 
teacher benefits comparable to 
that of indlisfcries. The amount 
paid by each teacher and match­
ed by the State, wiU be increas­
ed by 5% of the employees in­
come to 6%. The former max­
imum limit of $180 per year of 
contribution from any one per­
son wUl be raised to $504 E>er 
year. This amendment also 
extends the purpose of the fund 
to include disability and death 
benefits as well as retirement 
pay.

The existing plan requires a 
person to teach 20 years in Tex­
as before he is eligible for a pen­
sion. In the revised form, 10 
years is the nUnimum ser^ce re­

quirement to be eligible lor 
minimum benefits. All service 
does not have to be performed 
in Texas, however, it takes two 
years out of state teaching to 
make one year in Texas. A 
person may not retire before the 
age of 55 or before completing 
30 years of creditable service, 
whichever comes first. Those 
failing to meet these require­
ments are entitled to a refund of 
the money they paid into the 
fund.

To receive a minimum retire­
ment benefit of $200 a year, a 
person must teach thirty or 
more years and retire after 
reaching the age of 60. A per­
son who teaches more than 10 
years and less than 20 and re­
tires after attaining 65 years of 
age wUl receive at least $900.

It has been said that some 
retired teachers now receiving 
$20.87 a month wUl receive $100 
if this bUl is passed. Amend­
ment 4 WiU be a big help to the 
retired teachers. Vote for 
Amendment 4.

Taxes wUl not be raised to pay 
this Amendment.

Amendment
Analysis

Among the Sick
Bernard Dovel, who suffered a

House Joint Resolution No. 9 
would, if adopted, add a new 
Section 11a to Article I of the 
Constitution of Texas, providing 
that any person accused of a fel­
ony less than capital and who 
has been convicted of a felony 
twice before may be denied bail 
pending trial.

Section 11 of our Constitu­
tion says that “All prisoners 
shall be bailable by sufficient 
sureties, unless for capital of­
fenses, when the proof is evi­
dent.” The proposed new Sec­
tion 11a would allow the judge 
of a court of record or a magis­
trate in this State to deny bail 
to persons accused of a felony 
less than capital but only under 
certain very limited circum­
stances.

Bail could be denied pending 
trial only after a hearing and 
upon evidence substantially 
showing the guilt of the accus­
ed. The accused would have 
to have been convicted of a 
felony two times before, the 
second conviction subsequent to 
the first both in point of time 
of commission and of convic­
tion for the offense. The ac­
cused person would have a right 
to appeal to the Court of Crim­
inal Appeals for a review of the 
refusal of bail, and in addition, 
if he was not accorded a trial 
within sixty days from the date 
of his imprisonment, the order 
denying b a i l  w o u l d  
b e  a u t o m a t i c a l -
ance was obtained upon his own 
motion or request.

The constitutions of the Unit­
ed States and of many states 
have provisions that excessive 
bail may not be set. General­
ly, where no more is said in 
a state’s constitution, the courts 
have held that such a provision 
allows the judge to deny bail. 
The Texas Constitution requires 
setting of bail in all cases ex­
cept where the death penalty is 
imminent.

House iqint Resolution No. 9 
attempts to set some measure of 
control over organized crime

which usually operates in and 
out of the large cities of the 
state. These organized gangs 
often use a large city as the base 
of their operations for robbery 
and crime throughout the state. 
The provisions of the amend­
ment are directed toward re­
peater criminals. The denial 
of bail is hedged about with 
many qualifications intended to 
prevent the possibility of mis­
use of authority by a judge.

This proposed amendment 
would be effective upon adop­
tion.

January 1955: Soil Bank bill introduced on this date was opposed on the grounds it would be “too costly,” and that 

the Department already had a program to induce adjustments.
March 1955: Soil Bank bill introduced on this date was opposed on the grounds it would not be “an effective 

means of obtaining adjustments” and would not be “acceptable.”
1956 (election year): The Eisenhower Administration suddenly decided the Soil Bank was “workable” and was not 

too costly.”
Thus we got the Soil Bank two years too late for many farmers.

next. We believe that Texas tdielands would be much safer under a Democratic than a Republican Administration.
