All of the 19 suggested projects for civil works relief work in the
county, save one, were approved, County Committeeman F. E. Harrell

said this morning. The unapproved

The
relief labor can be employed on

none save public-owned projects, he |
explained

Many applicants for work, he said,
have been found upon physical ex-
amination incapable of doing the
physical labor required, and this has
materially cut down the list of avail-
able workmen. Those found physi-
cally unfit must and will be taken

care of, he said, “but we are not
allowed to work them.”
Over all the county more than

1,200 men were put to work.
