Studies Show Many Are Unware Of Social
Security Benefits For Those Under 62

There is more (0 Social
Security than benefits for
persons over 62 and, surpris-
ingly, the average age is on-
ly about 30.

Robert [.. Berko, con-
sumer writer and, executive
director of the Center, says
the organization has been
publishing and updating a
complete list of available
benefits (and how to qualify
for them) for the pest 16
years. The Guide offers con-
sumers of all ages an
awareness of the benefits
they are entitled to under the
latest laws The 12th update
(a complete revision) is now
available.

The book contains a form
to get a copy of your Social
Security account showing all
credits to your account and
an estimate of the amount
you will get upon retirement
or disability. Workers must
check their Social Security
accounts frequently since
any errors more than three
years old will not be cor-
rected. Often, the study
found, workers have had too
much deducted from their
wages and were due a re-
fund. In other cases,
employers had not sent the
correct amount to be
credited to accounts. If you
have records of the amount
earnings and deductions,
you will be credited with that
money and the employer’s
share whether or not he ever
sent the money to the
government.

“Billions of dollars go
unclaimed,'' says Mr.
Berko, ‘‘because many
workers do not realize they
are eligible for benefits,"
Among the findings of the
study group and included in
the Guide are:

-In some cases parents of a
deceased worker are eligible
for benefits even if they
never paid into the system.

-Many children are eligi-
ble for benefits even though
their parents never paid into
the system.

-Minor children and sur-
viving spouse of a person
who has worked under the S8
system for as little as one
day in each of six annual
quarters can collect
benefits. ;

-income from in-
vestments, interest, an-
nuities, rentals and royaities
are not considered in deter-
mining eligibility-nor is in-
come from a business in
which the person was owner

L - 3

or partner if payments are
made as a retirement
benefits, purchase of equity
or any of the above. Only in-
come listed as payment for
actual work will affect
retirement benefits. And
after age 70, even that
restriction is lifted.

-A divorcee (either sex), 62
or older, who was married 10
years or more is eligible for
benefits when the ex-spouse
starts collecting retirement
or disability payments if the
divorcee was later married
and that marriage ended in

death or divorce, this will not
affect eligibility.

-The Supplementary
Security Income (SSI) pro-
gram provides benefits to
aged, blind, physically
disabled and even those with
language handicaps. Even if
these recipients own cars,
homes or other assets, No
line is taken against these
assels and a person cannot
be disqualified because
relatives are financially able
to support the recipient.

Some benefits, such as
SSI, do not require any work
record by the recipient or his
or her family.

Recognizing the problem
of millions who were missing
out on agency-administered
programs, Social Security
Commissioner Gwendolyn S.
King, said in a recent inter-
view, "I believe very strong-
ly that we need to do more by
way of outreach.”

Commissioner King's
statement was applauded by
Ron Pollack, executive
director of the Families USA
Foundation because, he
says, "'a good number of peo-
ple do not know about the
program. “‘Many people, he
found, “try to make in-
quiries, but do not get
through or receive erroneous
information. And there are
many who go to an office to
apply but don't get the
assistance necessary to fill
out their applications.”

Mr. Berko tells us that,
“Even if you are eligible,
you will not receive checks
unless you apply. “'For that
reason Consumers Guide to
Social Security Benefits tells
you how to apply and what to
say.

Strangely, the agency does
not publish a comprehensive
book for consumers that
would inform them of all
benefits due under Social
Security and who is eligible.

Now,
under the present austerity
budget, many of these have
been discontinued and plans
for new booklets scrapped.

producers. Brush develops a
canopy which keeps sunlight
from rcaching the desirable
plants thus reducing their
growth and palatability.
Brush also competes with
grass for the precious water,
There are stories of strecams
which flowed for years which
stopped flowing after the
brush invaded the banks of
the stream. When the brush
was removed the stream
almost immediately began to
flow again. With the brush
kept down the stream has
continued to flow year round.

There are three major meth-
ods of brush management:
Chemical, mechanical and
biological. The method to be
used is a personal preference
of the land user.

There are many chemicals
on the market today. There is
a chemical to kill almost any
species of brush. In picking a
chemical you must consider
the species of brush to be
killed, how the chemical is to
be applicd, and the time of
year the chemical is to be
applicd or the stage of growth
the brush should be in. When
using a chemical always read
and follow the label direc-
tions for your safety as well
as the safety of others.

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Community Colleges
Work To Curb Drop Outs

When the bell rings ending
another school day, more
than 500 students from
grades 7 through 12 will have
decided to drop out of
schools across Texas.

An estimated 88,000 public
school pupils will opt to quit
school this year for a
muititude of reasons that run
the gamut of socio-economic
reasons.

school officials and state
leaders, they have also rais-
ed the eyebrows of ad-
ministrators and faculty at
the state’s 64 public com-
munity college campuses.

“The current high school
drop-out rate constitutes a
national and Texas crisis,”
believes Dr. Wright L.
Lassiter, Jr., president of El
Centro College in Dallas,
who like other community
college presidents across the
state has turned his attention
and some of his college's
resources toward the pro-
blem

Texas ranks 41st among
all states in its ability to re-
tain students in school
through graduation. It is
estimated that one out of
three, and in some areas,
one out of two public school
students are “‘at risk” of
calling it quits on their
education

‘In economic and human
terms, these numbers have
the potential to be a true
tragedy,” said Dr. Lassiter

The state’s community
colleges are playing an in-
creasing leadership role in
addressing the public school
drop-out problem in their
communities, and are
developing  innovative pro-
prams to help keep students
in school through gradua-
tion

More than anything else,
community college person-
nel are working  hand-in-
hand with their public school

counterparts to curb the pro-

(conoco)

blem. According to Dr.
Lassiter, it will take a broad-
based partnership among
many entities to develop
viable solutions.

“To hope to solve the drop-
out problem solely through
public school efforts will not
solve the problem quickly,”
he said. ‘‘Texas’' community
colleges just happen to be
located at the most ap-
propriate level to interface
with public schools. In terms
of community service, it
seems like a natural thing to
do."”

The concept of “‘building
broad-based partnerships’
has prompted El Centro Col-
lege to embark on an alter-
native high school venture
with the Dallas Independent
School District. El Centro
and DISD have established
Middle College which takes
“at risk” ninth- and 10th
graders out of their former
urban high school en-
vironments and places them
on the El Centro College
campus.

Middle College students
have a different class
schedule and arrangement
from traditional high school
students, Plus, they are
hooked into the world of
work through mandatory job
internship experience each
term at schocl

The change in environ-
ment, coupled with the self-
esteem of attending classes
on a college campus, has
boosted the achievement
levels of the participants,
Dr. Lassiter said. Over the
next two years, plans are
underway to add the 11th and
12th grades to the school.
Eventually it will be possible
for a senior to earn up to 30
hours of college level work
which will also count toward
high school graduation.

Community colleges and
public school districts are
utilizing dual credit
agreements to help break
down artificial barriers that
exist between and among
educational

institutions in

the state, said Dr. Marvin L.
Baker, president of South
Plains College in Levelland.
‘“Early admission pro-
grams and dual credit ar-
ticulation agreements pro-
vide greater opportunities
for community college cur-
ricula to interface with that
of public schools,” said Dr.
Baker. ‘‘These efforts pave
the way for more open com-
munications and an
understanding of the high
school drop-out problem.”

Some of the state’s com-
munity colleges are offering
college-level courses in the
high school setting, contrac-
ting with local school district
faculty to teach the course.
More are allowing students
to enroll concurrently during
their junior and senior year
and take honors or remedial
classes on college campuses.
The courses are counted
toward the students’ high
school graduation and give
them a head start on a col-
lege career at the same
time.

“Many times if students
see a clearer path to a col-
lege education, they are fur-
ther motivated to stay in
school and graduate,” said
Dr. Baker.

While the list of innovative
drop-out prevention pro-
grams is as diverse as the
state’s community college
districts and the constituents
they serve, Dr. Lassiter
wonders if community col-
leges are doing all that can
be done.

“*Everything that you doin
this arena is an add-on,” he
said. ‘It requires funds and
resources that in many in-
stances are already taxed.
Many of our colleges are
working with limited
resources in addressing this
statewide concern."”

When state appropriations
are not available, communi-
ty colleges turn to grants and
private sources to fund these
programs.

“We have the concern; we
have the innovative ideas
already in place on our col-
lege campuses,” said Dr.
Lassiter. “'This effort is an
investment for the future of
our young people and for our
state.”
