Our very own Lake Leon is

proving once again its worth 
as a fair black bass fishery.

As the cloud forms, water 
vapor changes to liquid 
anJ/or frozen cloud par­
ticle? Once the cloud starts 
to form by other forces, this 
release of heat helps keep it 
growing.

This final stage la «dso 
marked by a change in wind 
flow within the storm cells. 
The updraft which initiated 
the cloud's growth no longer 
prevails and is joinei' bY a 
downdraft generated by 
precipitation. Most storms 
are composed of several 
cells that form and survive 
for perhaps 20 minutes. Naw 
cells may replace old o ^ ,  
and it is po ^U e for Uiese 
storm s to continue for 
several hours.

cloud. A large positive 
charge is u.sually concen­
trated in the frozen upper 
layers of the cloud, and a 
large negative charge along 
with a smaller positive area, 
is found in the lower por­
tions.

The earth is normally 
negatively charged with 
respect to the atmosphere 
But as the thunderstorm 
passes over the ground, the 
negative charge in the base 
of the cloud induces a 
positive charge on the 
ground below and for several 
iniJes around the storm The 
ground charge follows the 
storm like an electrical 
shadow, growing stronger as 
the negative clouds charge 
increases. The attraction 
between positive and 
negative charges make the 
positive ground current flow 
up buildings trees, and other 
elevated objects in an effort 
to establish a flow of current. 
But air, whub is a ptior con­
ductor of electricity, in­
sulates the cloud and ground 
charges, preventing a flow of 
current until huge electrical 
charges are built up. Elec­
trical potential in lighning 
can be as much as 100 
million volts.

When a thunderstorm  
threatens, get inside a home, 
a large building or an all- 
metal (not convertible) 
automobile. Do not use 
telephone except in 
emergencies.

If you are caught outside, 
do not stand underneath a 
tall isolated tree or a 
telephone pole. Avoid projec­
ting above the surrounding 
landscape. For example, 
don't stand on a hilltop. In a 
forest, seek shelter in a low 
area  under a thick 
undergrowth of small trees. 
In open areas, go to a low 
place, such as a ravine or 
valley

Get off and away from 
open water, tractors and 
other metal farm equipment 
or small metal vehicles, 
such as m otorcycles, 
bicycles, golf carts, etc. Put 
down golf clubs and take off 
golf shoes. Stay away from 
wire fences, clotheslines, 
metal pipes and rails. If you 
are in a group in the open, 
spread out, keeping people 
several yards apart.

Remember-lightning may 
strike some mile from the 
parent cloud. Precautions 
should be taken even though 
the thunderstorm is not 
directly overhead. If you are 
caught in a level field or 
prairie far from shelter and 
if you feel your hair stand on 
end, lightning may be about 
to strike you. Drop to your

knees and bend forward, put­
ting your hands on your 
knees. Do NOT lie flat on the 
ground.

FIRST AID
Persons struck by lightn­

ing receive a severe elec­
trical shock and may be 
burned, but they carry no 
electrical charge and can be 
handled safely. Someone 
who appears to have been 
killed by lightning can often 
be revived by prompt action. 
When a group has been 
struck , the apparen tly  
“dead” should be treated 
first.

The American Red Cross 
says that if a person is not 
breathing, you should im­
mediately begin mouth-to- 
mouth resuscitation, once 
every 5 seconds for adults 
and once every 3 seconds for 
infants and small children, 
until medical help arrives.

If both pulse and breathing 
a re  absen t, ca r- 
diopulmanary resuscitation, 
a combination of mouth-to- 
mouth and external cardiac 
compression-is necessary. 
This procedure should be ad­
ministered by persons with 
proper training.

Victims who appear only 
stunned or otherwise unhurt 
may also need attention. 
ChMk for bums, especially 
at fingers and toes and next 
to buckles and jewelry. Give 
first aid for shock. Do not let 
the victim walk around. * 
Send someone for help. Stay 
with the victim until help ar­
rives. Be prepared. 
CHILDREN OF THE 

STORM
THUNDER

Thunder is a sound produc­
ed by exploaice expansion of 
air heated by a lightning 
stroke. When lightning is 
close by, the thunder sounds 
like a shrp crack. More dis­
tant strokes produce growl­
ing and rumbling noises. 
Because the speed of light is 
about a million times that of 
sound, we see a lightning 
bolt before the sound of the 
thunder reaches us. This 
makes it possible to estimate 
the distance (in mites) to a 
lightning stroke by counting 
the number of seconds bet­
ween lightning and thunder 
and dividing by five.

DOWNBURSTS

Downdrafts along the 
leading edge of a 
thunderstorm form a gust 
front. It is usually marked 
by gusty cool winds that can 
produce damage. Strong 
localised downdrafts are 
called downbursta. These 
are intense concentrations of 
sinking air which fan out on 
striking the earth’s surface, 
producing dam aging  
“straight winda” and in 
some cases, blowing dust. 
Thunderstorms which have 
downbursta typically pro­
duce several in succession of 
varying strengths and sizes. 
Frequently, damage that is 
attributed to tomadoee la ac­
tually caused by the straight 
winds of a downburst. This is 
because downburst winds 
can be aa great as thoce of

strong tornadoes and may 
produce a “roaring” sound.
At times, thunderstorms 
may produce a combination 
of to rnadoes and 
downbursts. The occurrence 
of downbursts makes it im­
perative that the threat of 
severe thunderstorms be 
taken as seriously as tor­
nadoes.

FlJtSH FLOODS 
Flash floods can result 

from the locally heavy rains 
asso c ia ted  with
thunderstorms. In recent 
years, flash floods have 
taken an average of more 
than 150 lives a year and 
have been re()orted in almost 
every state.

TORNAIX)ES 
In an average year, tor­

nadoes in the United States 
claim about 100 lives and 
cause hundreds of millions of 
dollars in damage.

A severe thunderstorm 
may spawn a tornado, a 
violently rotating column of 
air which descends from a 
thundercloud system. On the 
average, tornadoes move 
about 30 miles per hour; 
however, some move very 
slowly, while others speed 
along at 60 miles per hour or 
more. The typical path of a 
tornado is about 50 yards 
wide and a few miles long, 
but some have cut a swath a 
mile wide and 300 miles long. 
The destructive rotating 
winds of a tornado can ex­
ceed 200 miles an hour.

HAIL
Hailstones are precipita­

tion in the form of lumps of 
ice that form during some 
thunderstorms. Hailstones 
range from pea size to the 
size of grapefruit. They’re 
usually round, but may also 
be conical or irregular in 
shape, some with pointed 
projections. Hail is most 
devastating to crops but can 
also cause heavy damage to 
aircraft, automobiles, roofs 
and windows.

Hail storms are just as 
dangerous as a severe 
thunderstorm as they pro­
duce projectiles of ice that 
can fall from the sky at 
speeds of 90 mph and higher. 
This would be compared to 
being hit by a baseball or 
softball in a fast pitch game.

Take cover at the first sign 
of hail. Don’t go outside or 
remain in an unprotected 
area. Trees offer little pro­
tection, as hail can tear off 
branches and bark. 
TORNADO FACTS THAT 

CAN SAVE YOUR UFE
• While most tornadoes 
move from the southwest to 
the northeast, their direction 
of travel can be erractic and 
may change suddenly.

In populated areas, it is 
very dangerous to attempt to 
flee to sa fe ty  in an 
automobile. Over half the 
deaths in the Wichita Falls 
tornado of 1979 were at­
tributed to people trying to 
escape in motor vehicles. 
While chances of avoiding a 
tornado by driving away in a 
vehicle may be better in 
open country, it is still best 
in most cases to seek or re­
main in a sturdy shelter such 
as a house or building. Even 
a ditch or ravine offers bet- 

* ter protection than a vehicle 
if more substantial shelter is 
not available.
* While hail may or may 
not precede a tornado, the 
portion of a thunderstorm 
adjacent to large hail is often 
the area where strong to 
violent tornadoes are likely 
to occur.

Once large hail begins to 
fall, it is best to assume that 
a tornado may be nearby 
and seek ap p ro p ria te  
shelter. Once the hail has 
stopped, remain in a pro­
tec ted  a rea  un til the 
thunderstorm has moved 
away. This will usually be 15 
to 30 minutes after the hail 
ceases.
• The to rn ad o ’s a t ­
mospheric pressure drop 
plays, at most, a minor role 
in the damage process.

Most structures have suffi­
cient venting U> allow for the 
sudden drop in atmospheric 
pressure. Opoilng a window, 
once thought to be a way to 
minimize damage by allow­
ing inside and outside at­
m ospheric p ressu re  to 
equalize, is NOT Recom­
mended. In fact. If a tronado 
gets close enough to a struc­
ture for the pressure drop to 
be experienced, the strong 
tornado winds probably 
already will have caused the 
most significant damage. 
Furthermore, opening the 
wrong window can actually 
increase damage.
* While m ost tornado  
damge Is caused by violent 
winds, moat tornado injuries 
and deaths result from Rying 
debris.

Small rooms, such as 
ckMcts or bathroonu. In the 
center of a home or buikUng

offer the greatest protection 
from flying objects. Such 
rooms are also less likely to 
experience roof collapse. 
Always stay away from win­
dows or exterior doors.

* Tornado speeds increase 
with the height within the 
tornado.

Storm cellars or well con­
structed basements offer the 
greatest protection from tor­
nadoes. If n e ith e r is 
available, the lowest floor of 
any substantial building of­
fers the best alternative. In 
high-rise buildings, it may 
not be practical for everyone 
to reach the lower floors, but 
occupants should move as 
far down as possible and 
take shelter in interior, 
small rooms or stairwells.
* Tornado winds may pro­
duce a loud roar similar to 
that of a train or airplane. At 
night or during heavy rain, 
the only clue to a tornadoes 
presence may be its roar. 
Thunderstorms also produce 
violent straight-line winds 
which produce a similar 
sound. If any unusual roar is 
heard during threatening 
weather, it is best to take 
cover immediately.
* Almost all tornadoes oc­
cur during the mid-afternoon 
or early evening (3 p.m. to 7 
p.m. ), they may occur at any 
time; often with little or no 
warning.

The key to survival is ad­
vanced p lann ing . AH 
members of a household 
should know where the 
safest areas of the home are. 
Identify interior bathrooms, 
closets, halls or basement 
shelter areas. Be sure every 
family member knows that 
they should move to such 
safe areas at the first signs 
of danger. There may be on­
ly seconds to act. Have a tor­
nado emergency plan at 
work.
INDIVIDUAL AND COM­

MUNITY ACTION 
The burden of heeding 

warnings and taking proper 
action rests with individual 
communities and citizens. It 
is in your best interest to 
support local civil defense or 
emergency m anagem ent 
agencies in their efforts to 
develop effective communi­
ty warning systems. Fur­
thermore, you should insure 
that your place of business 
and school systems have 
plans for action and conduct 
drills for severe weather 
emergencies. Advance plan­
ning is the key to survival.

At the very minimum you 
should insure that your fami­
ly members understand the 
folowing terms and practice 
the proper safety precau­
tions.
• ‘ TORN ADO /SEV ER E 
T H U N D E R S T O R M  
WATCH—Tornadoes and/or 
Severe Thunderstorms are 
possible.
••T O R N A D O /SE V E R E  
T H U N D E R S T O R M  
WARNING— T ornadoes 
a n d /o r Severe
Thunderstorms are occurr­
ing. The National Weather 
Service defines a Severe 
Thunderstorm as having 
winds of 58 mph or more, or 
hail three-fourths of an inch 
or more.

’•DAMAGING WINDS-Can 
cause Tomado-like damage. 
Mobile home occupants 
should seek shelter.
•’LARGE HAIIr—Can cause 
serious injury. Stay indoors. 
••HEAVY RAINS—May 
result in Flash Flooding. Do 
not drive across flowing 
waters. Don’t let children 
play near drainage ditches 
or streams.
••LIGHTNINti-Kilss more 
people each year than tor­
nadoes or hurricanes. Stay 
indoors and away from elec­
trical appliances. Outdoors, 
stay away from high or con­
ductive objects. 
••TORNADOES—Require 
immediate action! !

Stay away from windows, 
doors and outside walls!

Protect your head!
In homes and sm all 

buildlngs-go to the base­
ment or to an Interior part of 
the lowest level if an 
underground shelter is not 
av a ilab le . C losets, 
bathrooms, and interior 
halls offer the best protec­
tion in many cases. Get 
under something sturdy. In 
school!, nursing homes, 
hoapitsls, factories, and 
shoeing centers, go to pre­
designated shelter areas. In­
terior hallways on the lowest 
floor are usually best.

In high-rise buildings, go 
to interior small rooms or 
hallways on as low a floor as 
possible.

In m obile hom es or 
vehicles, leave and take 
shelter in a substantial 
shelter. If there is no nearby 
shelter, lie flstln the nearest 
ditch or ravine with your 
hands shielding your head.
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••STAY INFORMED-Have 
access to portaiile, battery 
powered radios. Know the 
channel frequency for the 
nearest National Weather 
Service station in your area. 
Stay tuned to that channel 
until the a1I-rle»r 1« given.

Beware Of 
Peak Months

living in the great state of 
Texas has many advantages 
and a few disadvantages. 
One such is the severe 
weather that occurs during 
M arch through Ju n e . 
Because of the need for 
awareness of possible life- 
threatening storms, Gover­
nor Clements has declared 
this week as Severe Weather 
Awareness week and has 
asked that news media give 
out information on spotting 
storms and safety t i ^  dur­
ing storms.

SAFETY TIPS DURING A 
STORM

• A tornado watch means 
tornado development is 
possible. Watch for threaten­
ing weather. Stay tuned to 
radio or television or Na­
tional Weather Radio.
• A tornado warning means 
a tornado has been spotted 
or indicated by radar. Per­
sons in the path of the storm 
should seek shelter im­
mediately.
• The best place to take 
cover is a storm cellar or 
basement. In homes without 
basements, take cover in the 
center part of the house or on 
the lowest floor, and in a 
small room such as a closet 
or bathroom. SUy away 
from windows and do not at­
tempt to open window«
• it you are at school, 
hospital or shopping mall, go 
to a designated shelter area. 
S tay  away from  
auditoriums, gyms and other

f*. ;

places with wide, long free- 
span roofs.
• In your car, do not try to 
outrun a tornado. Leisve 
your car and go to the 
nearest ditc^ or depression 
until the tornado paaaea. 
C!over your head with )rour 
hands.
• If you are in a mobile 
home, evacuate and go to 
storm shelter. If there is no 
shelter nearby, leave the 
trailer and take cover in a 
ditch or depression.

In the next issues, we will 
try and cover how to spot a 
storm and watch for their 
possib le sev e re  level 
development and touch on 
the danger of hail and lightn­
ing; and how to safeguard 
yo u rse lf ag a in s t th e ir  
dangers.

In 1991

The legislauire is required 
to redistrict in 1991 after the 
1990 United Suies census 
pofNilation data is published. 
The primacy purpose of re- 
districting is to equalize popu­
lation ut districts in order to 
protect the principle of “one 
person, one vote"; in the proc­
ess. the legislature must pro­
tect the voting rights of 
members of minority groups. 
Districts drawn in 1991 are to 
be in effect for the next 10 
years.

Reuisiricung in the post two 
decades has resulted in sig- 
niHcant increases in legisla- 
tive and congressional seats 
hcldby blacks, Hispanics.and

Republicans. The 1990 cen­
sus is expected to reveal the 
continuation of population 
trends that have shown in­
creases in the percentage of 
the state population away 
from rural East and West 
Texas and the metropolitan 
central city areas toward sur- 
burban communities.

The Texas Legislature's 
commiuees on redistricting

A Gift to the

New Bluebonnet 
Market Due 
To Bloom

The bluebonnet, the queen 
of Texas wildflowcrs that 
rules countless pastures and 
roadsides, will extend her 
reign for the first time this 
spring to hundreds of home 
landscapes.

“We should have the most 
spectacular display of blue­
bonnets ever seen in home 
landscapes simply because 
before l^ t  fall they were never 
available in large quantities 
to be planted by home gar­
deners,” said Steve George 
of Dallas, a horticulturalist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

Scientific advances have 
created a multimillion-dollar 
market in the nursery indus­
try by uansfotming the popu­
lar state flower from a spo­
radically germinating wild- 
flower into a commercial 
bedding plant.

Fbr the lirst time, “scari­
fied” seed allowed commer­
cial nurseries to grow blue­
bonnets for transplants to 
home gardens last fall for 
spring blooms. A new proc­
ess of treating the seed with 
sulfuric acid makes the sturdy 
seed coat less resistant and 
assures reliable germination 
within lOdays. The treatment 
that has provided both seed 
and plants to the public was 
devised by San Antonio Ex­
tension horticulluralist Jerry 
Parsons.

First-year sales in North 
Central Tcxasalonc exceeded 
270,(XX) plants in the fall of 
1989. One nursery reported 
selling 9,(X)0 plants the first 
72 hours they were in stock, 
with 40,000 sold during the 
first four weeks of the fall 
season. The specially treated 
seed also was in h igh demand 
with sales of more than 950 
pounds in a completely new 
market.

“This not only creates a nc w 
market for nurseries but bal­
ances their very seasonal

business by offering a new 
prixluct during the slower fall 
season,” George said. “And 
Texans now have a much 
easier way lo grow bluebon­
nets at home with a choice of 
ueated seed or plants."

Packages of bluebonnet 
seeds marketed primarily at 
nurseries are marked “acid 
scarified” and should be 
planted in late August and 
early September so they will 
be established before winter’s 
cold weather. Transplants 
may be planted through Hal­
loween.

Bluebonnets have frus­
trated home gardeners be­
cause of their hard seed coat 
that prevents reliable germi­
nation. Usually only the most 
persistent gardeners would 
spend the time and effort 
necessary to grow bluebon­
nets and they had very little 
assurance of success.

Few Texans are aware that 
bluebonnets grow in the wild 
in other colors. Parsons used 
his ladio show on gardening 
to conduct a public search for
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strong plants in white, pink 
and light blue —- all of which, 
while rare.dooccur in nature. 
He harvested seed and devel­
oped fields of transplanu in 
those colors, proving that they 
also can be grown commer­
cially.

W hile bluebonnets arc 
found only once in 10 million 
blues, and pink varieties oc­
cur only once in KX) million 
blooms. Their colors are not a 
result of external genetic 
manipulation but arc rare, 
naturally occuring instances 
in the bluebonnet world.

The initial search grew 
from the dream of Texas na­
tive plant enthusiast, Carroll 
Abbott, to plant a Texas flag 
in bluebonnets for the Texas 
Scsquiccntcnnial in 1986. 
Abbott, known in the nursery 
industry as “Mr. Texas Blue­
bonnet.” pioneered native 
plant development and pro­
duced specialty seeds for 
others interested in Texas 
Wildflowcrs. Unfortunately, 
he died be fore the flag project 
was complete. The “Abbott 
pink” bluebonnet was named 
for him. The search contin­
ues to discover a true red.

Finding Fabulous 
Flowers

Wi Idflowers get thousands 
of Texans and tourists on the 
road each spring, looking for 
the most spectacular of blue­

bonnets, ph lox, coreopsis. and 
many more varieties. To help 
in this search, the highway 
departm ent’s W ildflower 
Reporting Service starts its 
fourth year March 12.

Weekly, workers in all 24 
highway districts note stands 
of blooming flowers and, via 
computer, share the informa­
tion with other highway de- 
partmentoffices. Wildflower 
seekers can call department 
headquarters in Austin, one 
of the 12 Texas travel infor­
mation centers, or the nearest 
district office, (915-646- 
2591), and gel directions to 
the best places to see flowers.

The program is one way 
the department tries to make 
driving a more pleasantexpe- 
ricnce for Texas travelers. 
Through vegetation manage­
ment. landscaping, and propa­
gation of native plants, high­
way deparunent experts co­
operate with nature lo pre­
vent erosion, minimize “high­
way hypnosis,” and keep 
Texas highways some of the 
most beautiful in tJie world.

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o  Texas Irish Festival 
O - Times To Spare

There are supposed to be 

over 600 bish folk songs in 
existence. I got to hear a lot of 
them recently during eight 
hours at the North Texas Irish 
Festival in Fair Park at Dal­
las.

This early St. Patrick’s Day 
Célébration was sponsored by 
the Southwest Celtic Music 
Association, which now has 
around 1,000 ntembers. The 
group is not only dedicated to 
pitserving Irish music, but 
crafts and culture as well.

Fortunately I didn't have to 
drive all the way to Fair Park. 
My son Marvin hopped in my 
pickup at Fort Worth and 
steered through the various , 
death traps on the Dallas 
Freeway. The Festival was 
centered in large buildings 
around the Stock Show 
grounds in the Park, and 
people were con verging there 
when we arrived.

It was the music that first 
quickened the senses • that 
bubbling undercurrent of 
fiddles, flutes and guitars from 
different staging areas. So 
much was going on that it

was hard to decide where to 
go first. There were musi­
cians who had just flown over 
from Ireland, and a number 
of Texans playing Irish mu­
sic.

“We can’t pass up Patrick 
Ball, the famous harp player," 
Marvin said.

So we walked toward an 
outdoor stage where a dark­
haired young man was tuning 
his Irish harp. Sunlight 
gleamed on the iitstniment - 
triangular in shape, with 
curved wooden sides. It was 
much smaller than a regular 
concert harp, and the strings 
were made of bronze wire.

I reflected that it was a 
miracle Irish ins^uments and 
music has survived in this 
world - mush less Irish people. 
I had read that one time in the 
1700’s an English law had 
even decreed that all Irish 
fiddle players were to be shot 
on sight! No wonder public 
playing had diminished in 
Ireland for awhile after that. 
But the music had stayed alive 
in the hoiTKs of the people.

Pauick Ball finished tuned 
his harp, and explained that
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most of this concert would 
consist of numbers composed 
by the blind harpist 
O ’Carolan. One song was 
supposed to have been given 
to O ’Carolan by fairies - 
another was composed for a 
woman he had loved and lost.

The music began with bcll- 
likc tones, rippling and flow­
ing. The crowd grew silent, 
lost in private thoughts.

Ball explained that the harp, 
the emblem of Ireland, was 
once thought to have magic
powers. Ancient Celtic people 
had very sophisticated ideas 
about music, and had learned 
how to use melodics to in­
duce various emotions. There 
was harp music to make a 
person laugh, cry, or simply 
to go to sleep.

Our next choice of music 
was that ofTim Britton, piper, 
accompained by Carol Ann 
Hunner, a stunning Celtic 

guitarist and ballad singer. 
Britton was playing the Uil- 
lican pipes, and ancient in­
strument which is smaller than 
the Scottish Bagpipes. Air 
was forced into the pipes by 
bellows on one side. The ef­
fect of the instrument was 
arresting and hypnotic.

During one piping number 
a child - barely old enough to

toddle - managed to escape 
from hi s mother and get to the 
front of the low stage. He 
began to dance and sway in 
perfect time. I suddenly de­
cided that the “Pied Piper of 
Hamlin” story probably had 
some uuth in it!

Later we were treated to 
other mesmeric sounds at a 
stage across the street, where 
flute player Clean Masterson 
and guitarist/singer Pat Egan 
have a rousing session. Here, 
as in other groups, we heard 
songs reflecting the Irish 
experience; love, war, fam­
ine, death, emmigration - 
mixed with “slow airs" and 
the spirited dance and show 
pieces.

During the next hours we 
uied to make all the programs 
we could - hearing various 
groups such as Greenfields, 
Allan, the Liz Carroll Trio, 
and singer Tommy Sands. 
Most of the performers were 
young, dressed simply and 
were friendly. The native Irish 
were curious about America 
and especially Texas, for this 
was the first time some of 
them had been in this coun­
try. When not playing they 
sometimes mingled with the 
crowds.

It was interesting to watch 
the techniques used in the 
music. Irish music has dis­
tinctive ornamentation and 
dynamics. On the violin this 
includes rolls (which imitate 
flutes and pipes) uills, grace 
notes, triplets and various 
runs.

With the guitar there are 
other problems for an Ameri­
can player, especially with 
the very old tunes. Many are 
constructed in the ancient
Greek mode, not the mode 
used in Europe after music 
began to be written.

Liz Carroll, an American- 
Irish fiddler, sounded even 
better in person than her lat­
est CD recordings. Although 
she has won championships 
in Ireland, her music actually 
mingles bluegrass and swing 
elements with the traditional 
style.

Marvin was particularly 
interested in her accompanist, 
Daithi Sproule, internation­
ally-acclaimed guitar player. 
Sproule managed to give a 
Celtic lilt to anything Carroll 
came up with. He also sang in 
Gaelic.

Music from the super­
charged group Allan made an 
exciting climax for the eve­
ning. This combination had 
Frankie Kennedy on the flute, 
his beautiful blonde wife 
Mairead with fiddle and vo­
cals, Ciaran Curran on 
bouzouki (similar to a guitar) 
Mark Kelly on guitar and 
music from the great young 
fiddle player Paul 
O’Shaughnessy.

Like some of the other 
groups, Altan had musicians 
from Northern Irelaiul (held 
by England) as well as the 
Republic of Ireland. The col­
ors of the Republic - green, 
white and gold - were visible 
around some of the stages.

and ceriamly visible among 
the art and craft booths.

In the music, some of the 
songs were “protest" num­
bers, telling of the Irish desire 
for freedom in the north and 
the reuniting of their country.

These songs were particu­
larly well-received by the 
audiences, who responded to 
them with loud applause and 
some rebel yells. There 
seemed liule doubt where the 
sentiments of the Texans lay!

The Festival began to wind 
down. While we were buying
sandw iches a young man from
Ireland came up to the food 
booth. He looked just like an 
American, but the attendant 
couldn’t understand him well 
enough to sell him anything.

Somehow we could, so 
soon we were talking back 
and forth. He told us of the 
storm in Ireland when his 
plane left that morning, and 
how good the sun had looked 
here. Then he said he was 
really surprised at how much 
the people here seemed to like 
the music - he hadn’t realized 
there were many Irishmen in 
Texas!

Soon afterward a conver­
sation turned from music to 
other matters. One visitor 
remarked that he didn’t ex­
pect anything to be settled 
any time soon in Northern 
Ireland, or to sec his country 
reunited “in my lifetime.” 

“But you never can tell," 
he added. “Look at how the 
people in Eastern Europe are 
coming out from under their

Gordon Spot ^

Don't be surprisca if you applications, put out 1/2 now
see suangc looking leaves on 
your peach and plum trees 
this spring. Peach leaf curl 
causes puckered, thickened, 
curled peach leaves and fruit. 
It is caused by a fungus and is 
related to air temperature and 
free moisture during bud 
opening. If air temperature is 
near 68 degrees fahrenhc it and 
free moisture is present dur­
ing this time you can expect 
peach leaf curl — unless you 
followed our recommended 
preventative fungicide pro­
gram last fall. With the warm 
moist spell around March 6th, 
these conditions have been 
met. Those growers who 
applied Kocide 101 or chlo- 
rothalonil when the leaves 
were falling in late Cktober 
should not have this peach 
leaf curl problem. There is 
not anything youcan do about 
that problem now, but it 
doesn’t normally ruin your 
crop or trees. You will have 
some leaf fall, but by the time 
summer gets here the prob­
lem is usually gone.

If you just didn't find time 
to prune your fruit trees and 
they made long growth last 
year, you can still do some 
pruning even though the trees 
have bloomed and are in leaf. 
Cuts will heal fast and the 
tree will be stressed very little.

You might hold off on your 
spring fertilization of fruit 
trees, especially if they lost 
their crop to the freeze last 
year. Many had fertilized last 
year prior to the April 11 th 
freeze, then lost their crop 
and consequendy, grew a lot 
of wood which had to be 
pruned off. So wait until you 
see that you set a crop in late 
April to early May to put out 
your fertilizer. Commercial 
growers may want to split the

and the other half out when 
you see that you have a crop.

If you do not set a crop, you 
do not put out the second 
application.

D on't forget the Pecan 
ShortCourse, if you are inter­
ested in pecan production. 
The short course will be 
Wednesday. March 21, in 
DeLeon at the City Hall.

Sub-zero temperatures like 
those we experienced in 
December 1989 are hard on 
warm season perennial 
grasses. Many homeowners 
are concerned, and rightfully 
so, about their St. Augustine. 
Extension Agronomist, Dr. 
George Alston, has observed 
that we have had extensive 
winter kill on many St. Au­
gustine lawns but little if any 
damage to common bermu- 
dagrass. It appears that dam­
age is more extensive on 
sandy soils, but is also evi­
dent on clay soils. Much of 
the grass was also ex tensively 
damaged on turf forms so rc- 
cstablishnncnt this spring may 
be out of the question. Good 
care from the standpoint of 
herbicides and fertility will 
be critical to recovery of the 
lawn. Some homeowners may 
be faced with the decision to 
overseed with bermudagrass 
or maybe even fescue. How­
ever, fescue does best when 
seeded in the fall. Do not use 
a herbicide that will be severe 
on St. Augustine and do con­
sider delaying nitrogen ap­
plication until the grass starts 
to grow good in order to keep 
weed competition to a mini­
mum.

surplus water supplies vs. 
the choice of saving water 
for fu tu re  need pose 
political, economic develop­

needs vs. the loss of in­
dependence resulting from 
cooperative contracts bet­
ween cities.

The Big Country region

The 
study , in itia te d  by 
WCTMWD and supported by 
the Texas Water Develop­
ment Board, includes the 
following participating cities 
and water supply coopera­
tions: cities of Abilene, 
A lbany, Anson, B aird , 
Breckenridge, Cisco, Cross 
Plains, Hamlin, Moran, 
Stamford, Sweetwater, Tye 
and Woodson; Shackelfoi^ 
Water Supply Corporation; 
and Tuscola, Taylor County 
Fresh Water Supply District 
No. 1.

Despite limited participa­
tion from the 10-county 
region, the study will 
evaluate all water needs in 
the region. This focus is 
made possiUe due to the 
TWDB funding and the need 
to determine the water re­
quirem ents of all area 
re s id en ts  before the 
capabilities of current sup­
plies can be fully evaluated.

The TWDB has contracted 
with the District for SO per­
cent of the study's cost. 
Abilene and Cisco have con­
tributed additional funds for 
two special studies. Abilene 
will learn about the Ivie 
Reservoir pipeline routing to 
Abilene, and new options for 
a Cisco water supply will be 
evaluated.

Each of the remaining par­
ticipants has contributed 
11,000 in cash plus other in- 
kind services. Completed 
work on the study includes 
obtaining the TWDB grant;
